was the senator from Vermont fj.

The resolutions were nut part of
the legislative business of the senate, they
were accompanied by the odor of tbe caucus
and not that of the committee-room- ; they
savored more of party tactics than of true
statesmanship, and did nothing to relieve the
wants of the people of the country; if it were
proper for this senate to declare the validity
of these amendments, then another party in
power could bring in resolutiOLi declaring
their invalidity; to fcuch a doctriue he never
could consent; to resort to arms tj overthrow
the government bj f jrce were not half so
dangerous as th2 subtle attempt to place a
taUe construction upon the cou&titction; it
v as designed to bring within tbe control of
oi grtns the civil rignts of cir.iziis which

bad always been intrusted to the SUtee; it
was an almost dangerous centralisation of
power, to give to the Ftd-Jra- l government
that unlimited sway over tbe rights of citi-7- n

which had been left wholly to State gov
ernments; it was against every step in that
direction that he now protested, lie referred
t ibd cases to be tried in tho supreme
court ot U;e ITuited Stdes, tending to
the validity of tbe civil riguls law,
and said these cases could not bd tried too
soon. It tbe power claimed in that bill did
exist, then tbe political party, whichever it
be, thut got v'iion of the government
had almost limitless au crushing power to
strain itself. Tho whole object of this reso-

lution wis to procure from the senate an ap-
proval of untondtit.'jtional legislation hereto-
fore enacted, against which he struggled in
vain at tne time of its enactment.

IN THE HOUSE.
The house went into committee of the

whole on the army appropriation bill.
Mr. Durham submitted an amendment re-

ducing the army to twenty thousand enlisted
men.

Mr. Whitthorne moved to reduce the num-
ber to fifteen thousand, and argued in favor
of a better organization, of the militia. After
considerable debate, a vote was taken on Mr.
Wbitthorne's amendment, and it was de-
feated.

Mr. Cox N. Y.l moved to amend by fixing
the force at seventeen thousand. He said the
experience which the country had had con
nected with tbe disruption of the States, arH
tne Dreaging down ot the popular and elec-
toral liberties, had given it warning' against

i

any undue increase of the army. He b.- -
d that but for the threat of General

Grant, commander-in-chie- f of tbe army.
whose special love of military power had
oevn aggrandized, oy his travels in Europe,
with au army cf twenty thousand men in
1377, the popular will of the courts would
bave been stricken down by the inaugura
tion of tbe present occupant of the White
House. With a jealous of military power
ana pnysicai lorce, ne baa always voted, ana
would always vote, for a reduction of the
army.

Mr. Atkins said the house had, on three
different occasions, voted tor twenty-fiv- e

thousand as the reirolar force of the stand
ing army. That had been tbe expression of
tue boue und the committee on appropria-
tion, and that in order to get tnis bill
through at all the number would have to be
tit d u twenty-fiv- thousand.

Mr. Mills ta d that tbere seemed to be a
fear that a standing army would destroy tbe
liberties of the people. One of the fathers of
the houRe Mr. CoxJ had reminded the house
that a standing army had overturned the
liberties of the people upon one occasion.
Tbat was when there were about eighteen
hundred men in tne District of Columbia, in
1377-7- 8. Eighteen would have effected the
same purpose. He Mr. Cox bad said tbat
it had been occasioned by the threat of
General Grant. If that were so, he Mr
Mills thought 'that General Grant could
have done it without any troops. If that
gentleman Wantod t get relief, he had bet-
ter abolish General Grant. Tbe army was an
essential feature iu all governments. There
was no government oa earth that had not an
army for ita pio'x-ction-. An army of twenty-fiv- e

thousand men would be a menace against
tbe liberties of tbe people if that army were
in the District of Columbia, but the United
Stitfei had a territory lying from-- oceaa to
ocean, covering three million square miles,
inhabited by foity-fiv- e million people, scat-
tered throughout its borders. It bad an
army which could not maintain a skirmish-lin- e

acrof s it, and yet the gentleman said the
liberties of the people were imperilled by an
army of twenty-fiv- e thousand men. The
border had been a running, bleeding wound
ever since Texas had been admitted. It had
always been so.

Mr. Townshend made some remark which
was not heard by the reporter.

Mr. Mills Yes, you would leave Texas
bleeding until every man, woman and child
bad been slaughtered if you could make ten
thousand dollars by economy, and go before
your people for When Texas
was admtted into the Union there was a
treaty by which the government bound itself
that it would protect her against foreign ene-
mies. It bound itself to do that thing, and
ever since we have been assuming our own
defense. Talk about economy. Laughter
on the Republican side.
