Washington correspondence of the New
Yoik Herald: "Hut Amarine, a noted
moonshiner, who has long defied tbe officers of
tbe law in the mountains ot East Tennessee,
was captured to-da- He has a novel Hi-
story. As a Union soldier be served through
r he late war, and was noted for bis bravery
.tod dariug. Since Uie war he has b 'eo con-
stantly engage ! in violations of the United
States internal revenue laws. His luiunts
have been well selected in the head of Wier's
Cove, at the base of Chillhowee mountain,
Blount county, East Tennessee. Theie, in
an innc'jessiblu position, he built a rude still-hous- e,

and went quietly to work making
whisky and brandy, which he furuished t;
all comers at a cheap price. All around
bim the wild bills stood covered with laurel
tmckets, impenetrable except by creeping
animals. Those hilts frowned as a strong bar-
rier uirainst all visitations the revenue
department. Every ap.racli was constantly
guarded by the wily moonshiner. He soon
b "came the leader of a band of bad men
along the btse of tbe Chillhowee, and his dis-
tillery was known as a leading market tor
bru b wbisky and brandy. A number of
United Slates warrants were issued tor Ama-
rine 'a arrest, but he was I joked upon as too
dangerous a man to be tackl d in his n ttural
fortification, and the warrants were usually
worn out by being long carried in the pockets
of United States maishils. Occasionally,
however, tbe officers wuld make it lively for
him. On one occasion he was tound asleep
in his house, but, when he was awakened to
Gad himself surrounded, he boldly leaped out
at a window, and madi his escape amid a
vjiley of pistol-balls- .

PLOWING WITH BEVOLVERS.

"On another occasion he was found by the
marshal and his posse plowing with a little
mule in a mountain corn-patc- h, but before
they could size him he quietly drew a pair of
revolvers from their cases, which were hang-
ing on bis plow-handle- s, and opened fire on
his pursuers from both pistols at on:e, thus
making his escape. Ho was again found at
a later day in company with the same mule,
this time riding upon its back and carrying a
bag of meal to bis. distillery, but the intrepid
bushwhacker jumped off and escaped uo-- h

irmed by the bullets that pursued bim. The
constant pursuit became so annoying to Ama-
rine tbat he left his mountain beat and went
to Texas, but soon returned to the old home
again. Tbe officers succeeded in cutting bis
stills and tubs to pieces on one or two occa-
sions. They carried a keg ot his whitky out
of tbe cove one night and deposited it in tbe
courthouse of the county, but Amirine slip-
ped in aud stole it before morning and car-
ried it back succes-tull- Od another occa-
sion be was surprised on tbe road driving a
team of oxen hitched to a wagon, in which
was found a vessel containing whirky. He
escaped to the raouutain, but bis team was
seized by the officers. Tney started to drive
the outfit to the collector's office, but this
daring moonshiner mustered a torce from bis
clan, pursued tbe officers and recaptured the
booty.

OFFICERS FOILED.
"This continued resistance soon evoked

the unbounded displeasure of Collector
Cooper and Commissioner Kaum, and a
determined effort was made to capture
and bring him to justice. For this purpose
a raid, in charge of Deputy W. It. C oper,
approached bis hauota one morning during
l.it summer, but as they ueared the Bpot
tney wpre suddenly greeted by a volley of
r.fle ba'ls, find Officer Snider tell badly
wounded. Tne were recreted
in tLo deep, thi k jungle of laur d tbat ?ur-roud-

tue diii lery, and sii.ee the officers
could et.iml no chance of dislodging them,
tney retired after Severn I keff.-ctua- l rounds
bad been fir-- from their carbines. With
an incieastd fore the officers returned at
sunrise on the following morning. They
s'ole in quietly, and were within a tew yards
of the etillbouse when a volley from the
bushes killed Officer John Cooper and threw
the poste again into consternation. The out

laws escaped unharmed by the shots fired at
tnem.

CAUGHT AT LAST.
"Fletcher Emmet and Ad Wilson were

NASTY HASTINESS.

The Appeal's Gutter Commissioner n
Does Second and the Cross Streets

Leading' te Third, and Finds
aSUteof Thlnxs that

Ought to

Alarm the People of this City, or
Taxing-Distri- ct Filth and Dirt

Everywhere A Cesspool
oa the Corner of

Concord and
Second.

Our "gutter commissioner" yesterday ex-

amined Second street and tbe cross-street- s

and alleys leading to Third. Tbe following
is bis report, from which our readers will be
able to judge for themselves of the sanitary
condition of this, one of the most prominent
streets in the "Taxing-District.- "

MUO, FILTH AND RKKKINO NA8TINESS.

The dirt, mud and filth on Second, from
Beale to Gayoso streets, has been raked into
piles on each side of tbe way and there left
to fester and poison the atmosphere; tbe ruts
and holes in the rotten wooden pavement are
far too numerous for us to attempt to men-
tion.

Gayoso street, east of Second, is in a hor-

rible condition, being unpaved, and late
rains have made it nearly impassable for
vehicles. Not only this, but the residents
there Pave also made it a depository into
which they throw their slops aud ashes. The
crossing here is fearful.

Tbe same embankment of filth and dirt
upon each side of Second street from Gayoso
to the alley is observable, and the alley itse'f,
running east and west, near the corner, is
literally filled with ashes, decayed straw, old
tin cans, and, in fact, every description of
garbage.

From Union to the alley running east and
west, between tbat street and Monroe, th-- .
same disposition of the mud and filth,
together with the sweepings of the stores and
offices, bas been made.

In the alley, both east and west of Second,
are huge heaps of ashes and slops from the
kitchens adjoining.

Just nortb of the alley on the west side of
Second is an immense heap of ashes and
trash, swept from the houses, and to the cor
ner ot Monroe tbe street bas tbe same general
appearance.

Alonroe street, east of Second, is in the
same fearful state, the residents apparently
making it tbe general depository tor alt sorts
of filth and garbage.

.North ot Monroe, on second street, is a
hole which, from appearances, is sufficiently
large to swallow up a medium s'zd brig,
with all sails set, and lit show ber maiu- -
topail above tbe mud.

Tbe alley running between Alonroe and
Madison, running east aDd west, is simply a
sink, which has been filled up with ashes,
slops, paper and sweepings from the houses
there.

The etreet from Madison to West Court
is passable, but is full ot holes and rut3 and
covered with mud.

The east side of Court square is used as a
stand for express wagons and is terribly
filthy. Wby not make ths drivers keep this
place cliau, and not let it remain autye-sor- e

to the public.
East Court, from Second cut, is in a fear

fully bad condition not only for its mud, but
also tbat it appears to be a receptacle for the
filth and ashes ot the neighborhood.

The street between Last Court and Jeffer
son is comparatively good, although the
pavement is considerably worn away.
leaving holes and ruts.

The alley between Jtfferson and Adams,
and running east and west, is horrible; slops,
ashes, etc., bave been thrown into it to such
ikdfcree that the stench from it savors more
of a bona-- ard tba a street in a city.

SSicona street lrum Adanu i- - w asuington
is in a better condition, aud, were it not for
the holes and ruts, would be tolerably fair.

Washington street, from Second east, is a
Bight whxb to realize must be seen. The
mud and mtn ot the center ot tne street Pas
ben raked into piles upon each side, and
added to by the slops and ashes thrown on
them, until they resemble the rifle-trenche- s

put up by the boys in grey, during tbe late
war, near their encampments.

Ihe alley-wa- y between Washington and
Poplar is iithy beyond description. It is a
sink-hol- e and general deposit for el-p- s, filth
and ashes.

From Foplar to Market streets. Second is
covered with one aud two inches of black
mud, that emits a perfume not by any means
healthy cr pleasant.

Market stteet west of Second is one vast
mud-bol- e, and how loaded wagons and drays
traverse it is a conundrum we are unable to
solve.

Winchester street, at the southeast corner
of Second, is used apparently as a depository
tor tbe tilth and ashes ot the neighborhood.

Commerce street west ot second is awtul
to behold. It is a general sick, used for the
reception of kitchen slops and ashes.

At the corner ot Second and Overton
streets ace pools of stagnant water which
emit very nauseous smelts and cdors.

The sewer which crosses iscond street on
Concord street 13 partly uncovered, and there
is a vault underneath the grating at the
northeast corner which rtceivi-- s all the filth,
etc., that comes from the houses and privy
closets lrom there to Main street. The
stanch arising from this cesspool and which
poisons the atmosphere, is enough to knock
a good-sizti- d man off his feet.

Although Second street from Market street
north lo tbe Louisville and Nashville depot,
is passable for vehicles; yet it is covered over
with a layer of two or three inches of black
mud aad emits a fetid, sickening odor.

We bave been creditably informed tbat in
a great many houses where rooms are rented,
it is tbe habitual practio t sweep the filth
nnd also to empty the ashes from stoves and
g ates into the hallways, where it often re-

mains iiot only for days but for weeks at a
time.

Oar readers for several weeks past bave,
no doubt, noticed the large mortality list
which is published every Sunday morning in
this paper, and bave, no doubt, been sur-
prised at the death rate at this season of the
year, but were they to accompany us upon
one of our excursions their surprise would be
not in tbe small number of deaths from
pneumouia, small-po- x and other dread dis-

eases which now are published weekly, but
bow any one can live in this filthy, beastly,
dirty city.

Note. Other peat-hole- s to which our at-
tention has been called will receive our per-
sonal inspection, and we will, if possible, de-

scribe them.

Editors Appeal One of the considera-
tions which must operate strongly against the
appointment of a receiver, is tbat tne expen-
ses of such an officer ate notoriously of tbe
most extravagant kind.

It occurs to us that in matteis involving as
much as one hundred thousand dollars of
controversy, instances can be found in our
courts where counsel for a receiver have been
allowed ten thousand for fees, and that
where the main litigation was conducted by
other counsel. 4'hese are matters of inquiry
and proof, and aro in no degree under tho
control ot the court. He is regarded as bound
by tbe evidence as to the value of services.
In the matter of the compensation of the re-

ceiver himself, who is to limit his compensa-
tion? Suppose it lay in the power of tbe
chancellor to limit, when it came b fjrtjhim,
tbe compensation of a receiver, what assur-
ance have we that the mitterwill be fixed
during bis term, not at present certain be-

yond August, 1380, and then to be elected
with reduced salary for the ensuing six years.
Who can say that the present judge, with the
most enlarged idea of economy, even if his

j powers were unlimited to restrict, could guard
against me most lavish compensation to a
receiver? lne precedents would probably nx
tbis at not lets than five pr cent., if the
proof did Aot run beyond these. B.i wLat
receivership ever had an end? Like Proctor
Knott's idea of the comnletion of any public
improvement in Washington, the ending of
any receivership ehcs the powers ot human
conjecture.-Jarndyc- r. Jarndvce. is the v II
recognized type of chancery litigations of
this kind. Aiet tbe legislature, as tuey bave
reserved the right to do, provide tbe officer to
taae charge oi the assets ot tbu corporation
with moderate compensation, aud it he is to
have a law advirer, let his co openeation Le
fixed by law, not by lawycis. We aro not pro-
fessing to know the law of this matter, but it
would seem, as a business proposition, that
the above consnieratioas should have great

n1 -weigot, eapeciauy so in tnese nays ot re
trenebment and economy. a. b. .

and his Connection

with Them, and

Asserts Positively tbat Mr. Tllden was

New York, February 6. Colonel Pelton
was to-da- y before the congressional com-
mittee investigating the cipher dispatches.

Ques. Can you remember any of tbe
names of persons with whom you corre-
sponded, or bave you destroyed your cipher
key? Ans. 1 bave, and 1 cannot now remem-
ber the names of any persons with whom 1

conferred; all telegrams sent by Weed were,
by my instructions, addressed to Have-meye- r,

who at once sent them to me; after
this they were presented to the committee at
the Everett house.

Qies. Who opened these dispatches in
yoor absence? Ans. The National Demo-
cratic committee.

The chairman called attention to a dispatch
dated Tallahassee, November 16th, and
signed (translation) "Marble."
