ia South Memphis.
Vance street, from the bayou to Welling

ton, is unpaved and there are numerous mini-hol- es

which should instantly receive the at-
tention of the authorities.

Wellington street, nortn from Vance to
the alley, is barely passable for load
vehicles, and the alley is only a receptacle for
kitchen slops and garbage.

Gayoso street, east of the bayou as also
west of Wellington, is a mudhole, and the
gutters are hlthy beyond description

North of Gayoso, on Washington street,
there is a muuhole that slinks hornblv.

The entire street from Gayoso north to the
alley is simply a hog wallow, and apparently
made to leccivo the slops and tilth of the
neighborhood.

iNear tue corner ol Leaie and Wellington
streets there is a bad mudhole, and the gutt-

er.? on Beale street are only open sewers
into which everything fiithy is emptied.

The street from Beale to Union is compari- -
ttvely good, but the gutters are tilled with
trash, etc., and should be cleaned out.

On Union, both east atid west of
the wooden pavement has rotted away

in a great many places, and consequently
leit numerous holes ot stagnant water and
blacik. stinking mu

Between Union and Monroe the small al-

loy is extremely filthy; several drain pipes
from the adjoining kitchens empty slops
into it

Near the corner of Monroo there is r. mud
hole which emits a letidmcll, and unless at
tended to will breed sickness.

Monroe street is a loblolly ot stinking
mud and water, and is used to receive asnes,
kitchen siops and all garbage.

Near the depot, ou Madwon sireet, there
are several pools ol black, stiuKing water,
and the stench which arises irom tnem is a
sufficient cause for any sickness occurring in
that vicinity. In front of the depot it is al-

most impossible for any ono to cross the
street, the mud is thick and deep, and one
would J;ieed a Bojnton to be able
to swim out

The street car tracks on Vance, Beale, and
in trcnt ot the Memphis and Cuarleston d
pot, r. re considerably above the level of the
grade, and the company should be mado to
either sink them or raise the street to their
level.

Owing to the numerous complaints that
have been made by persons living m tuat vicin-
ity, regarding an immense hole at the foot of
Trezevaut street, which has been, and is yet,
used as a dump, cur commissioner de
termined to visit the locality and examine it
The hole has Wen formed by the caving in
of the bluff where the sewer empties into
the river, and this hole, which is now per
haps one hundred let long by titty teetwide,
and ov?r forty feet deep, is the receptacle of
the filth ct nearly the entire city; it is, in
fact, tho dump.
