The Bayou and tie Sewers that Already
Empty their Sickness-Breedii g Con-
tents into it—What Shonld be
Doue and Can be Done,

At Small Cost, to Save us from a Grea!
Deal of what i= Now our Greatest
Source of Pestilence-Breeding
Vapors—A Tunnel to the
River,

The great interest which our people mani-
fest 1n anylbing that is of a pature to re-
doand to the benefit of th: =Distuict,
indveed one comnessioner to exeamino the
sowerage system ol this oty and how the
bayous, main sewers, can be ufibzed as
guch; and also from statistics furnished by
Mr. Murray, the eflicient anzsistant aty-engi-
nevr, Wi show the necessity of making two
tunnels for the purpose of carrying away the
filth and dirl of the cily

The following sewers in good order, and
having connection with water-closets, empty
their contents 1oto the bayou at the points
stated :

Mitcheli’s sewer, of
street, from East alley.

L,ﬂpl.ml Lea’s eewer, in alley north
Jetferson, from the Theater to the hayou.

Botto's sewer, on Vance streel, from Her-
nando street.

Parker & Goodwin's sewer, from
etreet to the bayou. on Vance street.
sewerd are laid on Union slreet from Desotos:
on Hernando to the Layou from Beale, and
from this point south there are several
other shori sewers connecting wich the
bayou.

BEALE STREET TO RIVER.

A sewer [rom the
street would extend some righteen huondred
feet and cost about forty thousand dollars,
and would carry off the rainfalf, ete., south
of Beale street.

The bayou from Baile {o Concord sireet
should be left open, with the sides and bed
bricked op and & main sewer running upon
the west side of the bayon and parallel wilh
it, which the sewers on the eastern side can
connect with by an invert passing under the

bayou.

J"(ull] Concord strest to Wolf river it ias
some eleven hondred feet, and is the distaoce
that i1 proposed to tunnel and excavate, or
shaft, as there will be but little excavating
needed. The estimatoed cout of this tunnel 18
fifty thousand dollars, and includes the en-
tire draiuage ol that part of the city.

There are other pluns for the drainage and
sewering of the city, but this is, perhaps, not
only the best but the cheapest. The entire
cost of running sewers to the bayou and mak-
ing the bayou itself, between Beale and Cog-
cord streels, a sower, will cost, say at a

rough estimate, one hundred and ity thou-
sand dollars, ircludiog the entire drainage of
the city. Our fire and police commissioners,
together with the board of health, should
look into it and as soon as possible begin the
good work. Iothis connection we may add
that the contracts for mules and carts for
hauling away the diri and refuse of the
streets will be made to day, snd that here-
after the aulhonities of our cily will enforee
the sanitary We may rist assored
that the gentlemon at the head of atfuns are
bm—u 3, and intend to do their utmost to
piace our city in o condition sccond to none
1o the land.
