the secretary of tbe treasury to have made

county in that State but one, and that between
thirty and torty murders were committed in
Louisiana, lhe committee, in drawing their
conclusion, say there appears to be a wide-
spread determination in these states to re-

strict freedom of speech as to political ques-
tions, upon tho claim that the discussion of
the relations of labor to capital employers to
employees, and other kindretl subjects, is
calculated to array the colored people against
the whites, and thus endanger the safety of
the people. This determination is not au-
thorized by State enactments, but by the Dem-
ocrats, who attend the political meetings not
ony ot their own party, but also ot the oppo
sition and are in the fcabit ot refusing to
allow the speakers to diicuss these questions
in their various forms. Any reference to the
condition of the colored people before the
war. and the causes that led to the war, are
condemned as being of an incendiary charac
ter. It will be teadiiy seen that ii it is allowed
the attendants at public meetings to de-

termine what is and what is not incendiary
and iniiamn:alor7 rrjp.terial, nnd there-
fore objectionable and not to be
permitted, there will be an end of
all political discussion unless the speakers
consent to discuss questions in accordance
with the views ot a majority that may be in
attendance. Great liberty must be allowed
in the discussion of all political questions. It
will never do to permit a crowd ot heated
partisans at a public meeting to determine
what is and what is cot aa incendiary speech
and vnat is not proper to be said on such oc-

casions. All the attacks which have been
made on the colored people have been at-

tempted to be justified or excused on the
ground that the colored people have made
threats against the whites. However false
and destitute cf foundation these reports
may have been, they have been made the
excuse of the most unheard-o- f atrocities
against these people. As this pretended tear
of negro insurrection is made the excuso for
outrages on the pojoved people, it may not be
amiss to say that lhe .uemocraue wuites,
wnen interrogated on that point, all agreed
that the negro was peaceful and unreyenge-tu- l,

and that with all the reports of the up-
rising of this class of people to mur-
der antl outrage the whites, there was
no instance in America, within their
knowledge, when this had been
done, and all admitted that it
would require a great deal ot provocation to
induce the colored people to resort to violence
against the whites. Tneir respect for author-
ity, obedience to law and attachment to pe.--son-

ana. thin?2. ire notable characteristics
of the cotbreu race. ro prosecutions nave
hppn instituted bv the State ot South Caro
lina against the violators of her laws, and no
effort made to punish the men who have thus
wnntnnlv outraged her citizens, and when
United States courts have been resoited to
for the purpope of punishm? outrages on the
V.ail'or-hri- Mia coiiiDlainanii has 'ia many
instances been arrested clearly in violation of
the law by the State authorities on cnarges
nf nerinrv. and committed to iail, unless he
gave bail. Citizens are threatened that if
they attempt to punish offenders in the
Unitad States courts, witnesses will be pun
ished in the State courts, and thus the State
not onlv declines to cunish these crimi
nals, but refuses to allow it to be done
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in the Lnited States courts. The State
Bcvernt.eut is a white government. No col
ored men are repre s;nted in it, and so far no
man connected with it has had the honesty,
courage or hnmanity to attempt to redress
the outrages on these unfortunate men of
color. J lie laws of South Carolina and Lou
isiana are undoubtedly sufficient fcr fae pro-
tection of all their citizens, but theie has
been a ivnaentable failure to enforce them
This course must, in the end, be the destruc- -
t'oa ot toe governments of these States,
Thouanrs of persons in these States, con
trolled by the political party profiting by
these ou'wgres, condemn them, but they hick
the independence and the courage to make
themselves Heard in opposition to them.
There wiu never be peace and good order.
and, consequently, prosperity ia the south,
while anj considerable number ot white peo-
ple deny to the coloied people the rights
given them by the law. To insure lasting
peace to tne people, wnite and black, the
fullest and freest exercise of all political
right must be conceded to all. The
honor and the prosperity of Louisiana
demand that these outrages against the
rights of citizens, these violations of the
State and national law, shall be punished.
That this duty devolves upon the State all
admit; and whatever may be said of the
duty of th general government to redress
the wv ?irj-of it nitons, under these cir
cumstances no one will excuse the State au-
thorities for failure to punish these offenders.
The committee say it was not possible, with-
in the short time they had been in session, to
investigate the elections held in all the con-
gressional districts in Louisiana and South
Carolina, but sufficient testimony was
taken to show conclusively tbat in several
districts in these States not only the election
for congressmen, but the elections for State
and county officers were neither fair nor free,
and that by violence and fraud an honest
expression of the will of those entitled to
vote was prevented, and thousands of the
citizens of these States were deprived of the
elective franchise. In Louisiana both vio
lence and fraud were extensively used. In
South Carolina fraud was more largely re-

lied upon. In both States these agencies, so
disreputable ia themselves, and so dangerous
to the stability of a republican form of gov
ernment, were used, not only against the
candidates of the Republican party, but
against independent Democratic candidates,
and candidates by whatever name known,
who were in .opposition to the regular
Democratic candidates, thus shewing clearly
that the result sought for and accomplished
was not the prevention of
carpetbag rule and the establishment of

home rule, but a series of Demo-
cratic victories in these States and in the na
tion by whatever means and whatever cause.
South Carolina snares alike the spirit with
Louisiana, lhe Democratic leadeis seem to
be insensible to the fact that the stability of
our government is involved in these questions,
and to be utterly unable to comprehend that
their course renders tne return of material
prosperity to these people absolutely impossi-
ble. Without peace and good order
there can be no obedience or enforce-
ment of the law, and material prosperity
cannot come to tliese States in the absence
ot these requirements, and there must bo a
radical change in the management of politi
cal affairs. The framers ot the constitution
appear to have considered it safe to leave the
times, places and manner of holding elec-
tions under control of the States, but it is
very evident that they foresaw a condition
might exist in the future under which the
safety of the national government and the
rights of citizens might require that the
times, places and manner of holding elec-
tions should be under its own control and not
under that of the States. The time has come
when congress should exercise the power it
clearly possesses of providing by law for a
lair and tree eleetion of members ot con-
gress. Congress has the power to pass laws
prescribing the times, places and manner
of holding elections for members of congress,
which necessarily implies the power to provide
the power of punishment for violations of the
law. it will bo scarcely contenoea, certain-
ly it cannot be fairly claimed, that the
national government is compelled to ie!y for
the punishment of offenses against their
own laws upon the laws of the several States.
