George Clements, at Nashville on Thurs-
day last, was sentenced to seventeen years
and three months bard labor in the peni-
tentiary. The crime for which Clements will
have to suffer consisted in releasing, while a
guard at the penitentiary, on the fifth of
January, 1876, Edward H. Johnson, the
noted express robber, sentenced to twenty-on- e

years imprisonment for robbing the
Southern express company, at Memphis, of
several thousand dollars, about one year be-

fore his escape from the penitentiary. Clem-
ents was acting as driver at the time of the
escape, and placed Johnson in a furniture
wagon and completely covered him, carried
him through the gate out to an unfrequented
portion of tbe suburbs, gave him another suit
of clothes and turned him loose. It will be
remembered that Johnson was recaptured
and returned to the pocitentiary to serve out
his term of sentence.

Criminal cou;t lawyers are often face-
tious in court when talking to a jury, stating
that the newspaper reporters are sensational
in their published accounts of crimes com-
mitted, and only desire to sell their respective
papers. The reporter meets the witnesses at
the scene of the crime and gets their state-
ments before they have time to confer with
the lawyers, who are often employed weeks
afterward, and who know nothing about the
case except as detailed by interested parties,

tther on behalf of ( he State or the defense.
The lawyer is ready, for a certain or uncer-
tain su:n of money (according to his grade in
the honorable profession), to take a fee and
act for the prosecution or the defense, it de-

pending upon which side is willing to employ
him. The newspaper reporter has no inter-
est on either side; bis interest is on the Bide
of the public, who want the news. Here is
the difference in the professions. It is not the
interest of tbe reporter to publish an untruth
as to any crime committed. He goes for the
bottom facts every time, but the bottom facts
do not always come out in court when the
cases are tried.

In Opposition to any Chance
In the Judicial Hystom

From a reportorial view, there was decidedly
a strong and respectable gathering ot tbe
legal fraternity in the chancery court yester-
day morning, bur-ua- nt to a call made several
dajs since. Colonel J oaiah Patterson was
called to the chair, and stated the object and
purposes of the meeting to be "to protest
against the judiciary bill, now pending before
the legislature, as far as Shelby county is
concerned." The speaker proceeded to ex-

press his views in the matter, saying that the
passage at such a measure would be a public
calamity, especially as tar as Shelby county
is concerned; that our courts are employed
constantly tor nine months in the year on the
law and equity deckets, and even unable to
dispose of tttsm; that frequent changes in
our judiciary system were not to be desired,
but should beavoiced; that such legislation
brings confusion, and interferes materially
with the uniform administration of justice,
lie made no distinct issue as to the abolish-
ment of tbe liattlett court, but deemed the
abolishment of the probate court imprac-
ticable, in view of the rights and inU-rest- ot
widows and orphans.

The next in order was the appointment of
a committee, consisting ot U. M. Estes, K. J.
Morgan and S. P. Walker, to draft resolu
tions, etc.. who retired, and on returning
nresented the following resolutions:

"First That in the judgment of the Mem-

phis bar no change in the judicial system of
Tennessee is required, nor is any change de-

sirable.
"Second That the chancery court system,

as it now exists in Tennessee, ought to re-

main intact, and that any change that will
require the equity and common law jurisdic-
tion to be exercised bv the same judge will
hn unwise and trreatlv to be deprecated.

"Third That, at all events, the Memphis
bar desire that no changes be made in the
courts of Shelby county.

These resolutions, though adopted, pro
voked some opposition, and several amend
ments and substitutes were offered, but all
were Dlaced on the table.

It may not be uninteresting to note in brief
the views ot the different attorneys present.
Judge Henrv Craft desired to ask the legisla'
ture to let us severely alone: he was opposed
to th? judiciary bill as far as Shelby county
was concerned.

Judge Heiskell. while opposed to the bill,
was in favor of a consolidation of jurisdiction
of chancery and circuit courts, but did not
believe the present was the nroper time to
carry out such a project. That the present
judiciary were entirely acceptable, and gave
satisfaction, and that the measure thus to
summarily dispose of them was contemptible
ana an outrageous political iniquity.

Judge Wright opposed in strong and un
qualified terms any proposed change. If any
change should be made, he favored the re
duction of the number of circuits, but would
keep each system chancery, circuit and pro-
bates to itself. That we had too many off-

icers, and claiming many to be superfluous
and useless. That tor legislatiorto supersede
chancery or circuit court system was a viola-
tion of the constitution.

Colonel M'Kisick desired that the prayer
to let us alone should embrace Judge Baxter's
court, but in view of recent events this action
was not deemed expedient.

Major Meriwelhr opposed the resolu-
tions, deeming that a simple proviso should
done be presented, in substance; "Where

there are two circuits in one county, one
judge should sit as chancellor and one as cir
cuit judge." He favored letting the Bartlett
court go, but preserve the probate court.

Colonel Gantt, in his usual happy style,
expressed his views, approving the resol-
ution in .the main, though opposed to seem to
be dictating to the legislative assembly; in
fact, was opposed to throwing stones at that
august body.

Judge Eilett contended that tbe constitu-
tion required separate circuit and chancery
courts. - The legislature was not competent
to make the proposed change. Its adoption
would be a public calamity and a monstrous
imposition.

Colonel Luke Fiblay counseled moderation.
The legislature was going to make some
changes in the way of retrenchment, citing
as a precedent that North Carolina, which
has about the same number of inhabitants as
this State, has only thirteen judgts, while
Tennc-se- e has thirty-seve- n.

M r. C. F. V'ance insisted that his brethren
were proceeding in rather a selfish manner
in seeking a local dispensation, and their
protest should be a general one, opposing
any change in the Bystem generally. Senti-
mental expressions would have no effect, and
would but invite opposition.

Judge MorgaB claimed that the purpose of
those who drafted the resolutions was to
put the bar right on the record, that no limi-
tation on the power of the legislature was
proposed or intended. The proposed change
would be ruinous to Memphis and Shelby
county.

Other membere of the bar expressed their
views pro and con., the general sentiment
being, as indicated above, in opposition to
the judiciary bill.

An amendment offered by Judge W. M.
Smith to the first resolution was acoeoted by
the committee and adopted.

ihe amendment ot Judge Smith was as
follows: "Unless the legislature shall, on in-
vestigation, determine that the number of
circuits and chancery divisions should be re
duced.

On motion the meeting adjourned sine die.

SELL. UUWELL.

The Investigation Develops the Pact
that Sell Howell was Killed Acci-

dentally by his Brother, Kd
Howell.

The New Orleans Picayune, of Thursday,
the twenty-sevent- h ultimo, says: "Wednes-
day morning Dr. Chastant, city physician,
and Coroner Markey, held an autopsy on the
body of Sell Howell, who was killed during
the affray on Common street Thursday night,
and discovered only one wound in the right
side. Dr. Chastant described the course of
the bullet as follows: Entering the left shoul-
der obliquely, near the head of the humerus,
it glanced, shattering the first rib, cutting the
subclavial vein and imbedding itself in the
dorsal veriebrie. Profuse hemorrhage in the
cavity of Ihe right pleura supervened, caus
ing death. After the autopsy had been held.
Lr. Chastr.nt was noticed from pouce head
quarters that it would be necessary to extract
the bullet lrom tbe body ot deceased, as it had
become an important matter that the siza
of the ball should be ascertained, this fact
having a material bearing on the question as
to the identity ot the individual by whom
the fatal shot was tired Chastant then went
to see the judge of the superior criminal
court and district attorney to obtain from
them an expression ot opinion as to his duties
in the premises. He was informed that the
raising ot a question as to third parties being
implicated in the killing rendered it necs-sar- y

to secure the ball, which was deemed
by the police a material item of evidence in
connection with the case. The city physician
was given a note to this effect, which he pre
sented to the coroner, and together thev pro
ceeded to the late residence of the deceased,
and the coroner claimed the bodv. A heart
rending scene ensued, the bereaved wife be?
coming almost irantic with excess of grief.
which was intensified by this demand for the
body of her dead husband. At lenath con
sent was obtained for the eecond autopsy to
be held at the house. In the presence of a
number of witnesses the operation was per-
formed. Tracing ihe coarse of the ball, as
stated above, the physicians found that it had
not lodged in the dorsal vertebrae, but had
been deflected by tbe cartilage of th
column, and had ranged along the firth nh
on the left side, between .the pieura and the
muscles, finally stepping between the fifth
and sixth ribs. The bullet being extracted
by JJr, Chastant, was sealed up ia the pres-
ence of the witnesses and placed in the cus-
tody of the coronbr. The bullet was a 1

arrested while thus retreating. He was so
close to Howell when he was shot at, that his
left eye was all burned by the powder, and
he declares that the pain caused by the burn
was bo intense that he thouaht himself badly
wounded. Wimberly was visited at' the hos-
pital Wednesday morning and found very
restless and suffering acute pain. The phy-
sicians are yet unwilling to pronounce defi-
nitely upon the case, and will not do so be-
fore Thursday. Coroner Markey impair
e!ed a jury and continued the inquest

at noon. Wimberlv, who is accused
of having killed Sell Howell, positively de-
nies having shot at all.

WIMBKKLY INTERVIEWED.
In the afternoon he was again visited, but

his condition had not changed. He again
volunteered to make a statement, and again
denied positively having fired at all He re-
peated tbe statement made by him Tuesday
evening, that he was standing with twe of
his friends on Common street speaking to a
hack-drive- r, when the Howell brothers ap-
peared. Sell Howell said to his brother Ed,
'"There is the scoundrel who struck you on
the tram," and fired at him. His coat was
buttoned up, and he could not get out his
revolver, a small size Smith &c Wesson.
When he did succeed in opening his coat,
the pistol, owing to its size, had turned and
gotten in the bottom of his pocket, and he
found that he could not draw it in time to
use it. He then ran. "Not that I am a cow-
ard," he said; "for if I had been able to get
the weapon I would not have retreated." As
he was running he was shot. He finally suc-
ceeded in dr.twing the weapon, and, to use
his own words, "charged on them, but there
was no one there to shoot." No further de-

tails could be obtained, as the reporter was
at this moment informed that the attending
physician had left orders to allow no one
to speak to him, as it would retard the
progress ofhis recovery. The attending
physician does not as yet pronounce himself
in relation to the wound, and will do so only
after the expiration of the usual time between
the moment when the wound is inflicted and
the time when a change for better or for
worse manifests itself. Strenuous efforts are
being made to collect evidence for the cor-
oner's inquest, which is fixed for Monday
next at noon, and a host of witnesses have
been summoned. The affair has created a
deal of excitement, and comments are made
on all sides. Wimberly is accused with
killing Sell Howell, but he persistently denies
having used his weapon. The question
naturally arises, "who then killed Howell?"
The bullet extracted from the body will, no
doubt, throw considerable light on the sub-

ject, for with it the caliber of the pistol from
which it was fired will be ascertained. Since
the hostile meeting rumors of all kinds are
afloat.
