SOUTHERN LIFE INSURANCE CO.

Jndce Mrown. of the Lai ted Mtatea
Court. Decide the Cae la Favor of

the Creditors la Baakraotey aad
in t'atr of (he .sslxaee.

The following important decision by Judge
Brown, of the United States court, who
heard the case in Msuipiiis, was received
yesterday from Detroit, Michigan. The case
involves the property formerly owned and
occupied by the Carolina and Southern life
insurance companies, on Madison street, and
now occupied by the Memphis gaslight com-
pany. Judge Brown decides againet the
creditor who levied on the property before the
lusuraace company went into bankruptcy,
and gives judgment in favor of the assignee
in bankruptcy and all creditors claiming
under hrro. ibe amount involved is some
fifteen thousand dollars:
In tbe district court of the United States for the

western district of Tennessee, in bankruptcy-Mar- tha
E. Owen v. Oscar Woeldrldge, assignee of

me aoumern Lire insurance company.
On petition of Mrs. Owen for an order

recognizing and establishing a judgment lien
upon certain real property m the city ot
Memphis.

The facts of tbe case are substantially as
toliows: 1 lie Carolina and southern lite in
surance companies had been, lor several
years prior to 1373, engaged in a general life
insurance business under charters from the
State of Tennessee, with their homn cffics
in the city of Memphis. On April 25.1373,
tbe Carolina borrowed of Hill, Bruce, Wil- -

kins and Fizer the sum ot ten thousand dol-
lars, for the payment ot which a note was
given, secured by a trust deed upon the pi op
ert , in question. The deed was signed by the
president and secretary without the corporate
sf-:.-

Oa July 26th five thousand dollars was paid
on this note, as appears by an indorsement.
Oa the ninth of August, 1373, the Carolina,
being the'D greatly embarrassed and witbou
the means of paying its debts, transferred its
policies, and bills' receivable, and other assets
to the Sauthern, under a contract between
the '.wo companies, "for the purpose of rein
suring the risks of the Carolina, for the pro
tection of the policy-holde- and creditors,
and for procuring the means to discharge the
indebtedness ot such company. lhe con
tract further provided for the transfer t j the
Southern of all the balance of the assets of
the Carolina, to be administered by it in the
paymeot cf its Iiabi!itiiis. On August 26i.b
a warranty dt ed of fue property in question,
in the usual form, was made by the Carolina
to the Southern, tor the nominal considera
tion of twenty-seve- n thousand dollars. The
deed made no reference to the previous con
tract. From the twenty-seve- n thousand dol-
lars was deducted five thousand dollars due
upon the note, and a levy of forty-tw- o bun
dred dollars made upon the property. Both
of tbesa incumbrances were subsequently
paid off. Oa December 22, 1873, Hill, Brucs
and Fizer.havmg been paid their money by the
soutuern lite, transferred to it tneir interest
in the note, ana on March lo, ion, wukins,
the remaining payee, also transferred his in
terest. Oa March 27, 1874, one Kirkpatnck
hied a creditor s Dill against the Carolina,
upon whicu an injunction was issued, which
did not, however, forbid tne petitioner from
cb'aining a 1 augment.

Petitioner had brought Br.it in the State
court, and recovered judgment on December
23, 137o, tor somewhat over ten thousand
dollars, but no execution was issued thereon
until January 29, 1876, the day af ter the in- -

laction in the Kirspatrick suit was dis
solved. Uu January Jl, 15 ib, a new levy
was rraue cn the property in question, uy
virtue of this execatioa, and upon the sam
day a petition in bankruptcy wa3 filed by the
southern lite insurance company. Un Jan
uary 28th a bill was filed by one Nelson
against the Southern life, and an injunction
granted against tne piaiutitt s execution, out
it seems the execution was issued by the
c'.eik, and levied by the sheriff in ignorance
ot tuis uounction. Un July z). Is7b. aa or
der was made by Judge Tugg, enjoining all
patties trom proceeding to assert their hens,
and subjecting the property of the bankrupt
to the payment ot their debts without
lt?ave of the court.

At a meeting of tbe beard of health, held
yesterday morniug aud attended by au Ap-

are ordered cleaned.

AUbama street. Condition fair, cistern de-

fective, privy-vaul- t ordered cleaned.
Second etnet, colored. Condition very bad;

unless it can be put in good condition, will
be abated as 1 nuisance.

Chelsea Condition good.
Linden street Condition gooel.
A copy ot the above, and containing in ad-

dition specific directions as to placing the
school buildings in a perfect sanitary condi
tion, was transmitted to Superintendent
Foute, r f the public schools. The superin-
tendent will a once carry out the important
order, and in tbe manner indicated by the
boird of health.

It has
1751 churches and 162 parsonages, of the
value of $1,868,593, belonging to colored
members. The report is filled with valuable
statistics as to the church aid society, aad is
well worth perusal.
