No wan who can recall the work done by

the Protestant pastors who remained in
Memphis during the recent epidemic will fail
to indorse what "Pastor" and Rev. Guil
ford Jones say in their communications, to be
found in another column. The pastor's
place at all times is with his people, at the
church to which he is called, in the midst of
not only those who called him, but of those
from whose ranks he hopes to recruit bis con'
gregation and build up the church of Christ,
He cannot turn his back upon them and claim
that he is doing his duty. When the teare
of the widow and the orphan are flowing his
place is by their sido as counselor and com
forter. When the sou! is preparing for the
inevitable his place is beside the bed of sick
ness soon to be the bed of death. If there
is healing in the words of Christ, if there is
balm in them for every wound, they can
never be so strong as in times of epidemic,
when the minds of most men are
unsettled, completely unhinged, and
no earthly effort can bring peace,
or calm tho troubled waters of the soul. The
pastors should be at their posts always as ex-

amples, and we have grave doubts whether
the religious editors could not find
it more in the line of their duty to be with
tbe stricken people whom they lecture so un-

failingly when the weather is fair and there
are no portentous signs in the heavens. We
have very grave doubts whether such an ex-

hibition of interest in the people they dose
with wordy twaddle and hypocritical cant
when there is no yellow-feve- r about, would
not be. something more to their credit than
encouraging doubtful stock-jobbin- g enter-
prises in the name of the Lord, or urging
their half-starve- d and poorly paid brethren
to go into competition for premiums as sub-
scription gatherers. A. minister is as a gen-
eral at the head of a brigade of the army of
ChriBt, and he must be prepared to endure
the hardships of a campaign as well as to en-
joy the pleasures of ordinary times. No
amount of argument, of special plead-
ing or quotations of scripture can
make for those who desert their posts the
character they lose by that act. They are

In the words of Christ,
"Inasmuch as ye did not unto the least of
these my brethren ye did not unto me." Do
what? Why visit those who were sick and
in prison, those who called for tbe cup of
cold water and the crust of bread, those who
were in sorrow, those who were passing
through the valloy of the shadow of death.

Dr. Jacob S. West, a prominent physician

of Texas, has recently published a letter in
which he demonstrates that the yellow-feve- r

germs can be transmitted through grains
of imported coffee. When it is remembered
that the greater portion of the coffee con-

sumed in the United States is transported
from Brazil, where the fever annually pre-
vails, this statement by Dr. West will show
the importance of a rigid quarantine. Dr.
West publishes his letter in the Berne
(Texas) Register, and he is represented as a
physician of hiyh standing and unquestion-
able veracity. He says:

In 1SH7 the town of Liberty bad declared and was
enforcing uuarantlne Ngainst Galveston, where yello-

w-fever was prevailing, and It being a small town,
and everyoody on the alert, a stranger could not
bave come nor goods have been Impoited without It
being known. The steamboat Kuthven came from
Galveston, and wi:en within a mile or two of town,
was ordered to stop, and thj captain stated that if he
was allowed lo land on tbe bank of the river a sack
of coifee that be h id on board for Mr. Bicker, be
would take his steamer down the river. Tills per-
mission was granted, the sack of coffee was placed
on the bank and the bout Immediately left. Tbe cof-
fee was hauled to liberty nd opened by Mr. bicker
at bis store, and In allew days be was taken sled with
yellow iev rand died; bis wife and servants werelhe
next cases, and then It spread all over the town.
In this Insiunce the yellow-feve- r Infection was clearly
traceable through the sack of coffee. The
second Instance Is as follows: (n 1870, 111 pissing
through GhIvosioii ou my way to Corpus
Christ,!. I met Hon. E. B. Pickett, who gave me a list
of names of families who had moved trom Liberty
county some year before, land bad settled on the
Kueo--s river, near Corpus Christ t. On redcblng Cor-
pus Cnrlstl I visited the settlements mentioned,
and that nearly all the families were dead
bad died of yellow-feve- r. The story, as relattd to
me by several pnrtles living In the Immediate neigh-
borhood, and by a few members of the stricken fami-
lies who bad survived ttie courge, Is as follows:
Liming the epidemic of S'17, cotlee gave out In tbe
nelghb rhood. and a mau who bad bad the yellow-feve- r,

was selected to go to Corpus chrlstl. llfteen
miles dlst nl, to buy a sack of coffee, and drive to a
certain niesijult tree In tbe Nueces valley, near a
place known as Meansvllle, and there to divide the
coffee into separati sacks, prev ously deposited In
this tree-to-p and limbs. In twenty-lou- r hours
after the coffee had been thus divided and sus-
pended In tue tree-to- tbe several parties Interested
went there and got their respective portions of cof-
fee, and in every family Into whose douse this coffee
was introduced. In a few days yellow-fev- broke
out and raged with fearful fatality. I felt a deep In-
terest In the matter, and was very particular In my
Inquiries, and tbe testimony of all the parties Inter-
ested proved beyond a doubt thst it was a sack of
coffee that conveyed the disease, for not a single
family escaped who used the coffee, and other fami-
lies did escape wco had no interest In the coffee and
received rone, and from the further fact that all the
families were attacked about the same time, and no
other communication with Corpus Christ! or other

. plsce of iifecllon was had. It will be observed thatthis sack of collee was transported In a wagon ex-
posed In the own lr Iw ftfteeu miles and tnen
opened, divided, then placed lu small sacks, and.
again exposed iu tne open air ror twenty rour taours.
The yellow-feve- r germ still lived, xnd as soon as the
conditions were favorable acted with great virulence.

The facts stated by Dr. West are corrobo-
rated by what occurred at Grenada, Holly
Springs, Grand Junction, Tuscumbia, Flor-
ence, Decatur and Brownsville last summer.
Yellow-feve- r was tratsported to these places,
just as it was to the town of Liberty, TexaB,
and from Corpus Christi to the tree-to- p in
the Nueces valley. It was shown before the
yellow-fev- er commission which convened in
this city a few months ago, that a box of
quinine, protected by saw-dus- t, was sent from
this city while the yellow-feve- r was raging
to a physician in Fayette county. When the
box arrived there were several persons in the
physician's otHce, who jocularly remonstrated
with the physician for opening the box in
their presence, as it might contain the germs
of yellow-feve- r. The physician regarded
such fears aWtird. But the facts show
that every person in the room at the time the
box was opened soon afterward died with the
yellow-feve- r. These facts demonstrate that
yellow-feve- r can be transported as easily and
with as much certainty as a bale of cotton or
vaccine matter. A the warm weather is fast
approaching, the people of the south will cot
be forcetful of these facts, andj erect an
impassable gulf between themselves and the
infected towns. Knowing that yellow-fev- er

can be transported by a sack of coffee, a box
of quinine, or a yard of cloth, and even the
clothes we wear, t'ue country will permit no
contact or communication with the towns

and cities so unfortunate as to be again
scourged with another epidemic. Woa to

the southern town or city visited by the yello-

w-fever this summer! There will be no

eicare for the citizen, as the trains will be
ctoppcJ by force, and the flying refugees will

have no place of refuge, as the law of self- -

preservation would force the people to close
their doors against a disease which expert
ence has convinced them can be imported
into their own households. In view of this
fact, so town or city should trifle with its
sanitary affairs. Memphis has taken the
necessary precautionary measures, and by the
first of June, it is hoped, everything will be
removed that is prejudicial to the city.
While there seems to be a preconcerted ar
rangement to destroy Memphis by slander
and misrepresentation, there are those ready
to do justice to our city. Colonel Arthur H.
Keller, of the Tuecumbia Sorth Aldbamian,
was in the citv last week, and his words of
truth and iu-ti- rise up like an oasis in the
desert of falsehood about Memphis. In com
meriting oa one of the misrepresentations as
to the health of Memphis, he Rays:

FAST MAIL SEKVIt'E OX TUB 31 1 S- -
H1SS1PJPJU

The forty-fift- h congress more than any
previous one gave unusual prominence to
questions relating to the Mississippi river,
both in the number of bills introduced and
the variety of speeches in support of differ
ent theories of improement. There were
introduced in . tho house alone one hundred
and three different bills relating to the Mis-

sissippi and ita tributaries. Of these one-thir- d,

or, thirty-fou- r bills, relate to the main
stream. Of course they we e not all acted
upon. Now congress haB adjourned, the
postoffice department seems disposed to try
its hand at the subject, und has inaugurated
a new postal-servic- which is destined to be-

come as popular on the river as the postal-car- s

and fast mails by railway. Steamers
are to be constructed at once for the new
service, special attention beiag given to their
speed. Some idea of the benefits which will
acctue to the people along the river may be
formed, when they are told that over two
whole days' time will be saved on the round
trips between New Orleans and St. Louis.
Instead of netting their daily newspapers
when too old to be readable, they will here
after receivo them regularly and promptly.
These steamers will run and it is
proposed to increase the servi e at an early
day to daily trips. Their speed and regular-
ity of arrival and departure will neces-

sarily make them very popular
as paseeDger boats. No such articles as coal-oi- l,

hay, dynamite, and other inflammables,
will ieopardize tbe lives and property of
their patrens. They will be floating palaces
in fact a weit as name. Colonel J. B, Price
and associates, to whom the en tract has been
given by the department, have ample capital
to carry it out in a successful and expeditious
manner. All that is now needed is for the
people of the river States to do their part in
calling upon congress to support the post-offi- ce

department by adequate appropriations
for this important service. Except for the
present lack of funds the postmaster-genera- l
would have inaugurated it as a daily instead
of ly mail. Appropriations which
tend to facilitate the distribution of letters,
papers and knowledge among the people,
are in the interest of economy and good gov-
ernment. But while needing a larger fund
to perfect this new system aa proposed, it
should be borne in mind that the pro rata
cost of postal service for daily fast mails will
be less than that of the existing system in-

creased to daily. The memorial praying for
this river service was one of the most elabo-
rate ever presented to the department, being
signed by several thousand citizens and tbe
members of congress from all the States
which rest upon the Mississippi. The quick
response of the postmaster-genera- l in grant-
ing their request (the order having issued
within two days after filing the memorial,)
speaks well for the merit and necessity of
the enterprise. We trust that when a fair
trial of this system has been had, the packet
companies running from Memphis to the
White, Arkansas and St. Francis rivers, and
those in the coast trade above and below the
city as far as V'icksburg, will be granted an
opportunity of trying what they can do in
the same line of business.

We ' will let New Orleans and
Grenada speak for themselves. As for Mem
phis, our streets have undergone a complete
change, and our sanitary condition is vastly
improved. And what u better, our snniUry
affairs are in the hands of iaaa who will en-

And the Yellow-Feve- r Epidemic The
Arguments of the Knnawajs and

their Friends Will ot Do It
Is Injuring tbe Cause of

the Church.

The Pastor's Place Is not Only in the
Pulpit whereto he has been Called,

bat by the Bedside of his Vying
People, by the Side of the

Widow and the Orphan.

Editors AppEAii I see that in several pa--

rjers there are articles on the relation ot min
isters to epidemics. I think it would be bet
ter to narrow the ouestion to the real issue
the relation of pastors to epidemics. I think
it is true that mcst of the correspondents on
this tubject are inexperienced, never having
been in real yellow-fev- er epidemic?. Some
things affirmed sound btrantrely to those who
have borne the heat and the burden ot the
day. For instance that a minister is re
duced to a mere nurse, and that any hire
ling can do as well as be can. This
is wonderful to me! My experence is that
in tho matter ot nursing, the intelligence
and sympathy of a pastor is worth to tbe
sick aud their families more than forty
nurses, there are not assemblies ot congre
gations in epidemics, but thete is no want of
opportunities for preaching. Jeeus preached
to one woman at the well in Samaria, and
He wept with two sisters at the grave of
Lazarus. There are hjprly openings in the
time of pestilence for following the Savior
in this work. I am sure I never had much
reason to believe that I accomplished so much
work, effective gospel tcorlc, in the same
length of time as during the fever of 178.
It ono wanted a congregation the camps Joe
Williams and Wright were open every day
with six or eight hundred people to tbe herald
of the cross. It i a great inistnke to hold
that there is no place for a clergyman's
special work in such a time, and that tor this
reason he may go away. iora, tur me pas-

tor's own flock there is no one in the world
so much needed. If his people ever need
him it is in time of trouble. Nothing so
nniets and entourages the sick as the
presence et a trustea ana tove t pasiur
It is not true that all the members ot a
church aro away, and that on this account the
Dastor may flee also. We cannot depopulate
a citv in this country, lo do so you need a
government that can make provision for all
the people elsewhere, and then possessing
power to compel all to leave,

hue the government protects the prop
erty or burns it up. Russia can do this, but
the United States cannot, except partially
The colored population, and many others.
will not leave the city. If the pastors' flocks
left here, how is it that the churches have re
ported from ten to fifty of their members vic-

tims of vellow-fever- ? The special charities
sent to ministers who remained enabled them
to keep their members and those of absentee
pastors also from a burial in the potters-fiol-

and to support cr send to their friends many
widows and orphans during the present win
ter. Had all lett this worn could not have
been done. The outside world did not com
mit their charities to the absent payors, but
to those who remained with the efflicted of
the city. There is no fixed rule in the mat
ter of a minister's leaving. These are minis
ters who are not pastors; taey are
editors, business men or teachers; they cm
go. There are exceptional cases among pa3
tors, as where a family is in such a conditi on
that thev cannot remain, and tho husbauu is
obliged to be with them. The general rule,
however, is that pastors must remain with
their people in epidemics. This should be
considered in becoming a pastor. If the
Master would not shun the cro?s, nor tne
apcrstlts martyrdom for the cause of Chri-
stianity, thfir follower should net run trom
danger. To do so results in great loss of in-

fluence and respect. They are representa-
tives of religion, and when they Use the cause
of Christ suffers. We preach much about
our protection under God, and the blessed-
ness of heaven. Let not our conduct defeat
our teaching. On all sides let the re be char-
ily, so that we may walk together in peace
and helpfulness. Let not those who re-

mained be too severe cn those who went
away. The latter thought they wcte doing
right. They toiled to great weariuesf, and
underwent much of trial and sorrow.

Editors Appeal I, for one, am not sat-
isfied with the defense of preachers who fly
from epidemics, made in your paper by Rev.
Mr. Barksdale and his iodorser, "Shelby."
I am not willing for their views of ruiuiHtd-ria- l

duty in such emergencies to become the
general sentiment of the church. The yel
low-fev- er may at sjme future time visit our
country again, and our holy religion may be
called on to show the light of its lovely
graces and the value of its faith under the
shadow of the scourge. Hence I protest
against the idea becoming common, that a
pastor may leave a stricken people with no
better excuses than tdose apologists have
given. I object to their idea that the matter
of leaving must be left entirely to the con-
science of the preacher. Tbis might do if
his conscience was properly imbued with the
spirit nnd faith ot Christianity, und fully
guided by the word ot God. But in preach-
ers, as in other men, it is possible for con
science to become too pliable for a rule of
moral action. Of course, conscience must
have much to do in euth cases, and each
individual case is to be decided on
its own merits. Pastors have
left Memphis when yellow-feve- r was here,
when no right-minde- d man, who knew the
whole case, could blame them. Others have
left when the case, perhaps, was different.
A Methodist pastor, a good man and true, in
feeble health, left in 1867 at the earnest en-
treaty and advice of another pastor, who re-

mained and labored through the scourge.
Another left in 1878, the condition of whose
tumily made it his duty to leave. But Mr.
Barksdale errs in thinking that preachers
can do no good in visiting yellow-feve- r pa-
tients, and that the sick never desire such
visits. I have visited hundreds of cases, ar.il
have positive knowledge to the contrary. It
is true that some doctors object to preachers
talking to and praying with their patients.
It is also true that some doctors don't care to
have preachers talk much about religion any-
where. But there are other doctors who
have no such objections. There are many
cases where a preacher can do no good, and
there are times in the progress of nearly
every case in which tho utmost quiet should
be had. Every sensible pastor, and the most
of them are sensible, knows when to speak
and when to be silent. As a general rule
the preacher has but little hope of saving a
man with the yellow-feve- r, whose life up to
the time has been spent in utter disregard
of religion; but among the many who
are not religious there are those whose
thoughts and inclinations have been
drifting in that direction, and with a little
help and encouragement may be brought to
a knowledge of God in pardon and peace.
Tho minister may not know who these are,
but among the many he finds some such,
here and there, and is made to feel that he is
in the line of duty marked out by his Lord
and Master, and who himself "went about
doing good," and commanded his ministers
to visit the sick. Aloreover, while the
preacher may not benefit the ding man, his
visit and kind words may do much good to
the stricken family. Hence, the flight and
absence of most of his church members is
not of itself sufficient reason for the preacher
to fly. Better die on the field among the
fallen, than to hear the Lord say in tbe final
day: "I was sick and you were away." But
it has been said that it was the duty of the
preacher to save his life, and that he has no
right to sacrifice himself by remaining. If
this be so, then men of revered memory,
such as Drs. Bowm n, Davis, Siater, Rose-boroug- h,

and others, died "as the fool
dieth." Our Lord said: "He that will save
his lite shall lose it." guilford jones.

The Kansas Inposition.
March 15. A large number of

negroes nave recently arrived here from
Vickaburg and other points in Mississippi
and Louisiana, under the impression, as they
assert, that they would be provided with the
means of subsistence while here and free
transportation to Kansas, where, on their ar-
rival, they are to receive lands Irom the gov-
ernment, money, mules, plows, etc. Several
hundred, perhaps more than a thousand,
have already arrived, the most of them in a
destitute condition, and six hundred more
will reach here by the Bteamer
Grand Tower. As no such provision as above
stated had been made for these people, they
having evidently been grossly deceived fur
some malicious purpose, and in view of all
the circumstances in the case. Mavor Over- -
toli, this afternoon, issued a proclamation

warning all persons acainst comin&r to St.
Louis without money to support themselves
and to par their fare to their destination.

No employment can be obtained, and there
must of necessity be much tutferini? and des
titution among them. Three hundred had
money enough to reach Kansas City,
end have Btarted tor that point.
Ihe board of health held a meeting this even-
ing to consider the question, and it was first
thought that all the destitute should be sent
to tbe quarantine elation, where they could
be sheltered and fed. but it was finally con
cluded to take no action in the matter at
Dresnt. Tbe railroad and steamboat corn- -
panes disclaim having had anything to do
with the affair, and the Anchor line have ot- -

fered to take the negroes back on their boats
free. The matter is assuming great im
portance, and what the end will be no one
now can tell.

The Walcott has
cone lo intercept a flotilla, of hostile canoes
which are ou their way to destroy the town
of Sitka. Oa board the Walcott ure the Os--
urev's marines and Gatling trun. The situa--

siou is very alarming. The Osprey will re- -
mum until relieved bv an Amcricau man-of- -

war. The Sitka chiefs were given two hours
to produce a certain woman, a witness to the
Brown murder. They pretended tiiat the
woman was absent, but in much lesa time
thev brought her in. She confessed to hav
ing seen Brown's body after h had been shot
twice. Tne body was then rolled tn blankets
and thrown overboard, weighted down by
stones. The Osprey had not been in port
five minutes before the Indians brought in
Brown's cud, ax, books, etc. The California
has three witnesses to the murder aboard."

Boston, March 11. A disaster, appalling

n its terribie latahty, and heavyinthe hnan
cial loi-- s it has caused, has fallen upon the
ciry of Uioucester, which previously contained
far moro taan the usual proportion of widows
and orphan?, and enterprises sorely smitten
by the business depression of the past few
years. On the night of the twentieth of
February a gale of almost unprecedented
violence, accompanied with blinding snow
aud sleet, came roaring down upon the
George's fleet. About Buy vessels occupied
the most dangerous positions, and of this
number it is feared that iourteen were lost,
It' all that is feared did happen, one hundred
and forty-si- x men, the husbands of forty-on- e

a
wives and ihe fathers of neatly one hundred
children, and property which cannot be re
piaced for less than Beventy-fiv- e thousand
dollars, were swallowed up by the raging
waters. For tba past week or ten days the
excitement in the city has been iutense. At
first not much alarm was felt; but, as vessel
after vessel that had weathered the storm
cxme in, and brought no tidings of the
missing ones, the gravest anxiety began to
prevail. None of tnose that are missing have
been reported since the gale. Ot the salety
of some of them there is yet a ray of hope,
but it 19 certain that the most or them will
never be board trom again, ihe anxious
waiting for their return has now given place
in the minds ot the owners to the forced con-
viction that they and their crews have per-
ished. It is probable that no financial dis-
tress will be occasioned, but a distressing

will be felt directly or indirectly in
every portion of the business interests ot tbe
city. The widows and orphans of the lost
siilors will have to be cared for, and the in-
