After Months or Useless Wrangling,

Votes to Pay tb.4 Bondholders Fifty
Cents in a Four Per Cent. Bond

The Convention Knocked in the
Head What the Papers hare

to Say About the Bonted"
Bepuillators.

Speaial to the AppeaLl
Nashville, March 27. Senat0 Mr. Tol-le- y

introduced a bill to provide for a consti-
tutional convection to settlo the State debt.

Mr. Patton said, with no disrespect to the
author of the bill, nor to the governor who
recommended such a procedure, he could see
no necessity for such a bill, and he was satis-
fied that the people ol Tennessee did not de-
sire a constitutional convention to adjust the
Stat? debt, and he therefore moved to lay
the bill on the table.

Mr. Byrd (with emphasis) I second the
motion.

Mr. Tolley thought this was rather precipi-
tate, lo seek to kill the bill on its fir.t read-
ing. He would protest against such a sweep-
ing and bloody code.

Mr. Patton called the previous question on
his motion to table.

Messrs. Tolley and Patton excitedly de-
manded the yeas and nays.

The call for the previous question was sus-
tained yeas, 14; nays, 10.

The bill was then rejected, and a motion to
reconsider was laid uo the table, thus ending
the matter.

Mr. Byrd offered a joint, resolution provid-
ing tor the settlement of the Slate debt by
submitting to tbe bondholders a fifty cents
proposition with four and five per cent, inter-
est.

The bill to provide revenue for the State
was amended so as to fix tbe State tax at ten
cents on every one hundred dollars worth of
taxable propty for 1379 and for every year
thereafUr, and to limit tho levy by counties
for couaty purposes to thirty cents ou the
one hundred dollars. The bill passed third
realing and was then transmitted to the
house.

Ihe senate resolution tendering the use ot
the supreme court room to the State medical
association was adopted.

Both houses adopted a resolution tendering

House. Probably the most noticeable fea

ture in the house was the speech by Mr. But- -
er. who ureed the house to adopt the hlty

cettj amendment effered by Mr. Stovall the
day previous.

Mr. Batler said that tne dih-sreni- was this:

The Democrats had stated that the peo
ple would not indorse the fifty cents propo-
sition, but why should they not be willing to
submit it to the people and let them decide,
and not the legislature, what they were will
ing to pay. The bonds had been recognized
by every mode Known as being sacrea anu
bindinar. until this agitation came up, until
somebody was to be made governor or United
States senator, by discovering mere was
something wrong about the issuance of these
bonds.

Hepublicans and totate- - credit democrats
would ko torrether end wipe them out. The
fields had been heard from, and the senti
ment was an honorable adjustment of the
debt. It was not the State tax that the
neople complained of. A centleman had
told him tbat out of a tax on four hundred
dollars his State tax was only eighteen
dollars. If the State debt was not set-
tled, the maioritv of the house would be
held responsible. They ought to forget that
they were partisans and settle the debt as
citizens.

Mr. Havnie Will you pledge ycur party
to vote tor the fatty cents proposition i

Mr. Butler i have no party to pledge: J

will nledtre mvself. and I believe that nine
tenths of the party to which I belong would
do the same thing. Will you come up and
vote for it i

Mr. Havnie No. sir: I will not.
Mr. Butler Well, why do you ask other

people to do what you will not do yourself?
His people were willing to surrender some
thing to settle-th- e debt, and they ought to
settle it and take it out of politics and not
have the convention that would cost the
people thirty or forty thousand dollars, and
that would be bubble, child's play.

Mr. Stovall s fifty-cen- ts amendment was
adopted 39 to 85.

Mr. Fowlkes offered the following: "That
inasmuch as the railroad companies propose
to surrender and give up tneir cnarter ex
emotions from taxation and pay an annual
tax of one hundred thousand dollars by their
written communication to the governor;
therefore,

"Jiesolved, That the railroad companies
shall, together, pay into the treasury, begin
ning with the year 1879, one hundred thou-
sand dollars, to be due and payable as other
taxes; said sutu to be prorated between said
companies according to their present or
any future, assessed valuation: but if
at any time the assessed valuation of their
propeity should exceed the amount which, at
any time, under the regular State tax levy,
will yield a larger amount of revenue than
one hundred thousand dollars, then said rail-
road companies shall bo taxed as all other
property may bo taxed, baid sum ot one
hundred thousand dollars, and such sum in
excess thereof, paid by said railroad compa-
nies, are to be appropriated to the liquidation
of tho public debt.' Adopted yeas, 49
nays. 17.

Mr. Anderson offered the following amend'
ment: "That the proposition to settle the
State's indebtedness contained in this or any
other bills that shall pass, shall not be sub
naitted to the voters of the State, nor a leg- -

inlatiir mmM. nbl the governor shall
MmmnnimlA with the bondholders or their
chairman, notifrin or them of the action of
the ipcialnt.iirpt- - ami when ha khail have ob
tained an acceptance of said proposition from
an equal number in amount as now propose
to take sixty cents on the dollar and six per
rent interest." Adopted 41 to 3d.

The bill then passed a third reading 37
to 34.

THAT INFAMOUS INVESTIGATION.
Columbia (Tenn.) Sentinel: "The governor

and many members of the legislature have
made a clear back-dow- n trom their repudia
tion position. They said we did not owe tho
bonds; that they were fraudulent and void;
that there was a distinction between the ante-wa- r

and post-w- ar bonds; but now they say
that they will make no distinction between
any of the bonds, but will vote to pay them
all alike. What now becomes ot the majority
report of the State debt committee, and all
the fuss and fury about and fund-
ing bonds? They cannot go back behind their
votes. If tho governor was willing to settle
upon a basis of a forty-ce- tax, why did he
not say so in bis first message, and the matter
would probably have been settled before this
time?

The truth is, these
men see the drift of public sentiment, and
they are warned of their danger if they do
not settle iainy and nonorabiy. we say to
them, the people demand and will Lave a
settlement, and you must yield to their
wishes, if you do not settle satisfactorily
the people will take it in hand and will se-

cure a fair settlement by the next legisla-
ture." '

All tbe Tanderbllts Satisfied.

now at an end. Wm. H. Vanderbilt admits
having received a friendly letter from his
brother Cornelius.

It is dated New Prospect,
soutn uaronna, and is signed by T. W. Phil-
lips, Spartan county, South Carolina, who
writes: "Inclosed please find a one thousand- -
dollar bond of the Confederate States of
America, issued in accordance with the sixth
section ot an act of the Confederate cop?ress,February 11 , 1864. 1 desire tp have mylxmd
filed for redemption at some future day. I
believe that a law sooner or later will be
passed making them convertible into United
States bonds. This view is founded unon tva
fact tbftt tCttiiria 61 lne members
of the senate and house haye been Confeder-
ate bondholders, Suoh a law would produce
a vast deal of conciliation among southern
people who have been made destitute by the
war. My object in filing now is to entitle me
to the precedence at the time of settlement."

During the debate Herr Schneegans
declared that he had adopted the Frankfort
treaty as a basis for the constitutional de-
velopment ot Alsace and Lorraine, and that
he firmly adhered thereto. Bismarck ex-
pressed his satisfaction at the unanimity of
the house, and predicted fixm that fact the
success of the project. Up to the present
time, he said, there had been only confidential
negotiations with the federal governments.
He concurred with Deputy Hoenel tht the
imperial sovereignty over Alsace and Lor-
raine, and the responsibility of the governor
toward the imperial authorities should be
maintained, and, further, that certain de-
grees of responsibility should remain in the
hands of the imperial chancellor. He did
not consider that these provinces had any
claim or desire to be represented in the
bundesralh.
