THE ASPASIA

Or Miletus—The Teacher of Sephocles
and Compamion of Pericles, for
whom he Put away his Wifle,
Preferrisg Intellect

Toe Ignorance—The Part the Most Fa-
mous Woman of Greek Antiquity
Played in Affairs—The An-
cient Advocate of Wo-
man's Rights.

Contemporary Review: *“‘In Athens it was
of sopreme impertance that in the continua-
tion of the State only true citizens should be
admitted, and necordingly the general princi-
ple was laid Jown that none could become
oitizens but those whose fathers and mothers
had been the children of citizens. From this
it followed that the utmost care should be
taken that no spurions offspring should be
palmed upon the State. The women could
not be trosted in this matter to théir own
sepse of propricly. Means must therefore
be devised 1o prevent the possibility ol any-
thiofg going wroog, and accordingly the
cilizen women bad special aparlments as-

gned to them, geperaily in the apper story,
thst they might haye to come down stmirs
and wen might see them il they w-ul.urvc’
cut, Theo they were forbidd=n to be present
at any banquet., The men preferred to ding
by themselves, rather than expose their wives
Lo thiir neighbor's gaze. a addition to
these external arrangements, laws were
pussed such sa might deter the most venture-
comwe, A citizan woman could not marry
ary but acitizen, Association with a stranger
vever could become a marriage.

o ['he woman-stranger was not en-
titled to the protection of the city-State. No
vaws were made for her benefit. She had to
i wer own inleresta herself, or get
AOME 1w »do it for ber. The one object
thut the State kept befors it in regard to
Lhos elrapger-women was Lo see to 1t that
of in any way corrupt the purity
ob the augen-blood, The statesmen thonght
that great deosger might arise from their
presene in & commaoaity. And the
gods might be fesrfully insalted uand
nffici dreadins vengeanco if any
ope of these stranger-women were to find ber
wuy into the secrel recesses of ancestral wor-
ship and poerform some of the sacred func-
tions which only the citizen-women could per-
form. Laws were enncled which prohibited
any citizen-man from marrying auy stranger-
woman. If the strapger-man or woman ven-
tured on sach a heinous offense any one
could mform against hum or her. The cul-
prit was seizad, all his or ber property was
coufiscated, and he or she was sold into
slavery., The citizen-mao or woman involved
i such o ufPNSe A0 IO sUMer very severe
prennitivs, I'he slrapger-women herefosc
t marry. Marrnage wes the only sin
d commit politically in the eye of an
an statesmen. They might form any
other connections with men, temporary or
permanent, except marriage., The citizan
women were confined to their houses and did
not dise in company with the men. Batthe
mem ~wwbed to bave women with them in
their walks, in their banquets, in their mili-
tary expeditions. 'ne wivea conld not be
with them then, but there was no constraint
on the stranger women.  Accordingly men
«¢tlected stranger-women as their c smpanions.
Ihey were the oply educated women in
Athens.  Thev studied all the arts, became
ucgaainted with all new philosophical specu-
lations, and intercsted themselves in politics.
Many of them also were women of high
moral character, temperate, thoughtful and
earneat, and were either unattached or at-
tuched to ope munn, aod to all intents and
purposes married. One of these wo-
men camé to  Athens when So
: wus living, und ke had =o
seraple in conversing with her and discussing
how she could best procure troe friends. Que
ol these, Dintima of Mantinea, must have
been a woman of aplendid mind, for Socrates
spe ks of her as s teacher in love, when he
gives ulterance, 1n the Sympisium, to the
wrandest thoughls in regard to the true na-
ture nod essence of divine and eterpal beauty,
But of all thess women there is one that
stands prominently forward as the most re
warkalble woman of apbiquity, Aspasia of Mi-
letus. W gnow what circumistances
induced her to leave heo native city, Miletus.
Platarch suggests that she was inflamed by
he desive to tmitate the condact of Tharge
lin another Milesian, who gained a position
f high political importancs by using her per-
sufsive arts on the Greeks whom she koew,
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I'his may have been the case, but o

=ns, Socrates was often there. Phidins
Annxagorns were intimate acgunint-
ances; and probably Eophoceles and Euripides
were m constant attendance. lndeed, never
gad any woman such a salon 1n the whole
bistory of man. The greatest sculptor that
ever lived, the grandest man of all antiquity,
philesopbers  and  poets, sculptors and
painters, stutesmen and historians, met each
other and discussed congenial subjects in her
roomé. And probably hence has arisen the
tradition that she was the teacher of Socrates
1 philosophy and politics, and of Pericles in
t Her influence was such to
men to do their best, and they at-

t5 her nll that was best in them-

- I'he cultivated men who thronged
her nssemblies hud no kesitation in breaking
through the conventionalities of Athenuan s0-
ciety, and brought their wives to the parties
of Aspusia, and she discussed with them Lhe
duties of wives. She thought that they should
stiive to be something wore than mere
motbers and hovsewives. She urged them
to ecultivate their mnds, and be m all re-
fi mpunions for their busbands.
Uutortunntely we know very Little more. Did
slie come to any definite conclusion as to the
functions of woman? 1t is difficalt to say.
[be hints are very obscurs. But in sll prob-
ulnlity the copclusions to which she came
was that neither man nor woman can ade-
qaately periorm their mission in life sepa-
vately; that & man can never do his best with-
out Lhe inspiration and support of a congenial
woman, and that woman should seek her
work 1» vigorous snd sympathetic co-opera-
twon with some congenial man. Probably
i"luto has put into the mouth of Aristophanes
sentiment which the philosopber had
weard often in the Socratic circles, wiuch re-
guided Aspasiu us their instrgetrees in these
matters.  Beferning to the myth that man
| was split in two, and that his two halves go
in search of each other, he says: ‘For my
part, I now affirm, in reference to all human
beings, both men and women, that our race

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would become happy if we were able to carry
out our love perfectly, and ach one were to
obtain his own special beloved, thos return-
ing to his original natore. And if this is
best, the best in present circumstances is to
come us near us possible to this, and thia
occurs when we obtain the beloved that
is by pature meet for us.' There is no
reason to suppose that Aspasia bad aoy
romantic notions in regard to love or the des-
tiny of woman. Bhe was, on the whole, prac-
tical, and thought L(hat woman shouaid find
her satisfuction in work, not in dreams. Sbe
did not imagine that one conld have only one
love, and if she could not get that, or lost it,
she should repine or turnfrom life, She was
o the world Lo be an active being, and ac-
cordingly when Pericles died she formed a
connection with Lymicles, a sheap-ssller, be-
lieving bim to be the best suljeet sbe could
obtain, acd made him, though not s bright
man, the foremost politician 1n Athens for a
time. The entire activity of Aspasia, her
speculalion, her intercourse with men whose
opioions were novel and dacing, and who
were believeJ, ke Anaxagorss and Socrates,
to be unsp:orng innovators, her own hold
over the soulesl mamed women of Athess,
and her introduction ol grealer social liberly
among them, wera all calculated to outrage
the conventional epirit. Almost all the prom-
inent members ol her coterie were assatled.
I'he greatest sculptor of all ages was meaniy
and talsely accused of theft, and died ina
prison. The outspoken Anpaxageras was
charged with impiety, and had to fles, And
at lepeth Aspasin was brought o lral on the
same uccusation. Is wias easy
to get up such an  accasation
aguinst her. She might have visited
some temple and taken purt in eome reli-
gious ceremony, impelled by truly pious mo-
tives; but such an act on the part of a stran-
ger, whatever hee moatives might be, would
have been deemed a greut impiety by ortho-
dox Atbeniaus; or she may bave indoced
some Athenian citizen ladies to go with her
and epgage in some foreign worship. The
Athenians permitted foreigners to obserye
their owa religions rites in their eity, without
let or h.ndrance, but they had strong objec-
tions o gennine Athenian women becoming
convert to any Preign worship, Or, finally,
and most probably, Aspacia may bave been
supposed Lo share the opisjons of the philo-
sophers with whon she was on such intimate
terms, and (0 bave aided and ubetled their
opposition o the natioonal creed, What were
the grounds of the charge we do mnot know.
All we know 18 thwi she was acquitted, Lot
she owned her mequitial to the carpest plead-
ing of Pericles, who va this ope cccasion ac-
companied his Whnt-
ever were thepims of ber politics, it may be
aafaly asserted that vo woman ever exercised
inlluence by more legitimale means, t Was
her gouduess, ber noble aime, her clesr n-
sight, that guve her the power, There was,
probably, no adventitions circumstance lo
wid ber. 1t is not ukely that she was beun-
taiful. The comic poets said that she was
little and bad a dark cpmplexion. Little-
ness was ncompatible with beauty in the
eye of a Geeek, and o dark complexion wonld
algo be agaiost her. No ancieut writer
speaks of Aspasia as beaothiful. She 19 called
the good, the wise, the cloguent, but pever
the beautitul. We have ove bost bearing
her pame certainly not beautifal, It repre-
sents a comiorlable, meditative womuan, but
1 doabt very moch whether it ia genoine.
And [ am far more inclined (O believe that
we have a troe portrmib of Aspasia in a mar-
bie bust of which there nre two eopies, one in
the Louvre and one in Berlin, )

dently belongs to the best times of Greek
soolplura, and, az & recent wnter o the
Archaologischie Zeitung argues, can we'l be
that of no other than Aspasia. The fuce i«
not altogelber beantiful scvording to Greek
ideas.

SUPREMACY OF THEFEDEZAL LAW,

The Virginia Court of Appeals Accepis
the Reversal of Zts Judgment by
the United Ntates NSupreme
Couri.

Ricamonp, March 28.—The State-rights
doctrins received & severe blow to-day 1 a
most importsut decision rendersd by toe
court ot appl wid. e dho y=ul l"-l‘i. m the
vast of nonieres, Martio (4 Muoeniord’s R.
L), the supreme court of appeals for the State
of Virgmnia refused to enter upon its records
a judgment of the sapreme court of the
United States reviewing one of its judgments
under sechion 25 of the judiciary act,
unpoen the ground that the conatitution of the
United States did not authorize congress to
provide for an appeal from the highest eonrt
of a Staute to the supreme coort of the
United Siat=s, Altbhough the supreme court
has many times reversed the judgments of
the bighest courts of other SBtates since that
time, 1t has never reversed the judgment of
the supreme court of Virginia since the case
of Hunter rs. Martin, until wikhin the last
twelve months it reversed it io the case of
Neely os. Scruges. Haviog reversed the
Judgment of the court of appeals of Virginia
in this case, it sept its meodate bere last
spring ordering the Virginia court to enter it.
I'he court of appeals for Virginia bas taken
nearly twelve montha to copsider what it
would do with this mandate, and to-day, by
the nclion of four yndues against one (Mon-
care, P., dissenting), it decaded to ester or-
der of reversal. I'nis ends tne quoestion
which has been very moch mooted here,
whetber the coart of appeals of this Siate
wonld obey the supreme court of {bhe United
States. Itis agother most serious blow to
the reacjusters, since it 18 an anpouncement
that whatever order the supreme court muy
muke in respect to the debt witl be enforeed
by the Virgmia courts, and the supreme court
his many himes decided that the Stata must
perform such contracts as the Stats of Vir-
gmnia made under toe funding hill,

I'ne death of no man connected with Lbe
press of Kentncky could occasion more sin-
cern mourning. brilliant, gemial writer
and accomplisbad gentleman, be was beloved
wherever he was known, As ao editoria
puragraphist he has pever been excatled. He
possessed a pecoline vein of homor which
gave to his wriing a.flavor nowhern to be
found in the ordinary editoris! paragraph.
Many of his puragraphs have beea credited
to Mr, Prentice, thongh there was a stnking
difference in the styiea of the two writera.
Nether could be surpassed in his way. Pren-
tice wad tne wit, Hatcher was the bhumorisc
Colonel Ruteher was a native of Albemarle
county, Virginia. His parents emigrated to
Tennessea winle be was yet o boy, He began
his career as the editor of a pewspaper about
1542 or 1540, in Floreuce, Alabama, where
he conducted the Awmerican Democrat. Jo
1552, or thereabout, he bought the Colum
bia (Tenn.) Mirror, n paper that had been
established by Geoeral Zollicoffer. After sell
ing this joarnal, be accepted au position on
the Nashviile Patriof. All this time his repu-
tation bhad been steadily growing, and hiy
sketches, paragruphs aod rhymes were
widely copied, Daring the war he was on
General Cheatham’s stuff, In 1867 be joined
the staff of the Louisville Journal, and when
that puper was united with the Lonisville
Courier ha became the editor of the Louis-
ville Democrat. On the union of the Demo-
erat with the Courier-Jowrnal he began to
write for this paoer, and hus been connected
with 1t ever since, though for a saort time
he wrole for Mr. Overlon’s Evening Express.
Several years ago he moved to Colambia,
I'ennessee, and started the Mai?, but contin-
ued to contnibute to the Cowurfer-Journal.
Hia wife, whom he leaves chiidiess, their one
lovely daughter having died at the thresh-
old of a beautifal womanhood, was Miss
Lizzie M'Kaight, the daughter of u prosper-
ons merchant of luka, Mississippi. Colonal
Hatcher died from consumption, the relent
less enemy of his family. He had been for
years awaiting calmly the saprems moment,
and his death will be no surprisa to any of
his friends.”’
