At half-pa-st ten o'clock last night an old
frame grocery house, situated jon the corner of
Hernando and South streets, and unoccupied,
was burned to the ground. The fire was the
work of an incendiary. The old building
had not been occupied since the yellow-feve-r
epidemic of last fall. It was of little value.

Dr. Goodyear is a highly respected citizen of
Memphis, engaged m the drug business, and
was one of the small number of citizens who
could have left the city during this terrible
scourge, but, for the sake of humanity and
his fellow-sufferer- s, nobly remained at his
post and labored day and night in the allevi-
ation of the sufferings of the sick and dying.
The ni3yor of the city having fallen a victim
to the dread scourge, Dr. Goodyear was
unanimously proclaimed mayor, which oner-
ous position he occupied until the epidemic
had disappeared. We refer to these few tacts
with pride, portraying the noble self-sacrifi-

ot an intimate personal friend of our younger
days, but who has been a citizen of Memphis
for upw.;rd of twenty-fiv- e years. He ex
presses the most hearty thanks ia behalf of
tne afflicted urethre n ot Memphis and ot tne
State for this timely aid in the hour of their
dire distress."

SEDUCTION AND BASTARDY LAWS.

The statutes of Tennessee, by Thompson
& Steger, give the law of the State govern-
ing suits for seduction as follows:

Sec. 2801. An unmarried female may prosecute
an action tor her own seduction, ana recover sucn
dumstms as ma? be found In her favor.

Sec 2805. A father or, In ciseof his death or de
sertion ot bis ramiiy, tne moiner, may maintain an
action for the expenses and tue actual loss or ser-
vices resulting from an Injury to a minor child, la
the parents' service or living In the family.

In 1st Head, Tennessde reports, the following
opln'ons are found: "Damages are discretionary
with the Jury "

"And the supreme court will not reverse for dam-
ages clearly excessive, unless It appear that the jury
acted from prejudice, iiassion or corruption."

"Evidence or payment or the allowance made un-
der the bastardy laws for the support of the child,
or of a comiiosltion with the seduced female and a
receipt In lull from her lrrevalent, when a parent
sues for the seduction of his daughter, and cannot
even go in mitigation damages."

In Sd Sneed it is held "tbe grounds as to respect
to the form of action, namely, the trespass In the
one case and the loss of services In tbe other, were
merely fictitious; the real gravimen was the private
injury to the family and the person of the seduced."

THE BASTARDY LAWS.
Section 53tri. The proceedings In butardyare

conducted in the name ot the State as plaintiff and
the accused as defendant, and are Intended for the
Indemnity of counties against the charge of support-
ing bastards.

Sec 6367. If the accused be found guilty, either
upon default, hearing or confession, he shall be
cnarged with the maintenance of tne child, in such
Bum or sums, within tne limits ot the next section,
and In such manner, as the court may direct, and
with the costs of su t, and shall be required to enter
Into bond with good securUy. conditioned to save the
county and all other counties In the State from all
charges toward the maintenance of the child.

Sec. 5318. Tbe allowance for the support of an
Illegitimate child shall not, for the first year after
the birth of such child, exceed forty dollars; for the
second jear, thirty lUMars, and for the third year,
twentv dollars, afrer the expiration of which time
the court shall dispose of such child lu the manner
most conducive to Us Interest, either by giving It to
Its reputed father or binding It out to some suitable
person, In their discretion.

From an Appeal Correspondent.
Covington, March 28. Covington, as you

are aware, is the county seat ot lipton, and
is located within five or six miles of Hatchie
river, which forms the dividing line between
Tipton and Lauderdale counties, and it is sur
rounded by a rich and exceedingly productive
country in an agricultural point ot view
Covington was first settled over half a century
ago, and is, therefore, as old a town as the
former city of Memphis not the ancient
ciy of Memphis, formerly located
upon the river Nile, but the Memphis of the
'Taxin District notoriety, now having its

site upoh the Mississippi river, opposite to
Hopebela. Ihe antiquated seat ot justice.
where the legal lore of the bar has so oft
been expounded, stands prominently in the
public square of the Jown, inclosed with a
plain but substantial wooden fence, said

being planted with beautiful shade
trees, evergreens, etc., whicn gives tne old
building and its surroundings an attract
ive appearance. The main business of
the town is done upon the square,
for it is principally here that tho merchants
of the town sell their goods and wares, the
most of whom seem to be doing a turivin g
business. It n upon the public square also,
that you will find the only hotel in
townj (tnough there are numerous private
boardmghouses), kept by that genial and
clever gentleman, Sam K. Shelton. Here
the weary and way-wor- n traveler can find a
comfortable place to repose and refresh him-
self, while mine hos-- will treat him so cleverly
that be will make him feel like he was at
home. There are some two dozen places of
business here, among the number nine dry
goods houses, the rest groceries, containing
plantation supplies, etc. This place also has
five churches Presbyterian, Methodist. Bar- -

ti,E piscopal and Catho! ic also two churches
for the colored fraternity, so you sea the
good people of this town have every avail-
able opportunity to make th3ir calling and
election sure, and if they are not saved at
last, it certainly cannot be for the lack of
tbe influences ot tue churcnes in tnis
community. There are several fine schools
here also. The female seminary, presided
over by J?rof. George D. Holme i, is beauti-
fully located on a prominent elevation, over-
looking the railroad and a part of the town,
and is in a flourishing condition. James By-a- rs

also has a scho .1 for young men and boys,
which is largely attended. Mr. Byars has
been engaged in teaching here for a quarter
ot a century, and his success as a teacher is
acknowledged to be unequaled in the tate.
Some of the most prominent and
useful men of West Tennessee, and
other portions of our great country, received
instructions from this eminent teacher. His
name is venerated and revered wherever and
whenever mentioned among his numerous
friends and acquaintances. Long may he
live to continue his usefulness. There is also
a very flourishing free or public school
in this place for boys and girls, which
is presided over by Prof. J. C.
Boales, with two ladyj assistants. B36i'des
these schools there are some pay or private
schools for small boys and girls. So you see
Covington is not lacking for churches and
schools, and with the general moral tone
prevailing among its citizens of all classes, it
is easily to be seen that it is a pleas-
ant community to live in. During
the prevalence of the yellow-feve- r
last summer and fall, this town remained
singularly exempt from that terrible scourge,
although situated in such close proximity to
the infected districts. There were only lour
cases of fever here at that time. Three orig-
inated among refugees from Memphis, and
one, the worthy and respected postmaster
here, W. J. Wiseman, who died about the
first of October; but it seems that oa account
of the healthiness ot the place, or on account
of its good sanitary condition, the disease did
not spread as it did in other places, wherever
it got a foot-hol- d, although the town was filled
to overflowing with refugees from Memphis.
As proof of the healthtulness of this place
and the estimation in which its pure and
wholesome water is he'd by those who have
tested its virtue, I need only mention the fact
that the Southern express messenger, Mr.
John Temple, who runs on this crld of the
Faducah aud Memphis railroad, carries into
Memphis every morning, over that road, a
thirty-gallo- n keg of water from
the town epring of Covington for the use of
the officers and attaches of the express office
in Memphis. Located within almobt a stone's
throw of the public square, one of the most
pure and beautiful streams of water gushes
from beneath a hill or bluff to be found this
side ot the mountains of Eiit Tennessee. It
is to this beverage, prepared by (Jod him-
self to nourish and invigorate his crea-
tures, that the good be.dt'a'of the
residents cT tbii towu is iitUibulable.
In talking to the people of T:pUn, I find
they are delighted with the i ioa of having

Hatchie river open again for the "navigation
of steamboats. The closing of this river to
navigation by permitting railroad corpora-
tions to span its channel with bridges was
an outrage to the farmers and others living
near its fertile banks; but now, the present
legislature of our State having declared
it a navigable stream, and having ordered
the railroad companies to remove the ob-

structions in the shape of bridges which they
placed across it, the good people up here
Beem elated and buoyant with the hope of
soon seeing Captain John Deering, or, per-
chance, Captain Wormeley, once more walk-
ing the roof of a Hatchie river steamer, as
in days of "Auld Lang Syne," and taking
out to market the products of the hus-
bandman and returning laden with
supplies of sugar, coffee, etc. It is true
we have railroad facilities to get to market,
but the managers of those roads, seeing they
had no river or steamboat competition, placed
the rates of freight over their Hues at such
an exorbitant figure that the paying of them
virtu illy amounted to extortion, out witn
Hatchie river open, the railroad manage s
will have to lower their freights a little, or
else they will get but precious little to do
from the country adjacent to Hatchie river.
I gather these facts from talking to and with
tbe people up here. More anon.

For some time burglars have annoyed the
citizenB residing in Chelse.

Soon he
saw a dark object approacbicg, and in a few
minutes he saw a man coming through the
back yard.

JEFFEKSON DAVIS

Declares the War would Have Gone eu
Without him as it Did with him

Beta Slot Responsible fsr the
Struggle The Abolition

of Slavery a Great
Benefit.

The Boston Herald, of March 29th. con
tained an interview with Jefferson Davis.
After cpeaking of his experiences in Pierce's
cabinet and the Mexican war, Mr. Davis was
led to express himself upon the late reoellion,
faying: "It ia erenerally believed in the north
that I am chiefly responsible for that treat
calamity. I was but one of the vaat body of
tbe south, and no more responsible than
thousands of others. Ihe war would have
taken place without me as inevitable as it did
with me. It was one of those things that
was sure to come in the progress of events
and in solving great problems of government
upon this continent." He conceded ex
pressly that the abolition ot slavery
would prove an ultimate trood to the
country; that it was a manifest advantage to
the white race, lor it would lead to the

of the south, and multiply her
manufacturing and mechanical industries.
From advantages of climate alone, the future
of the south is more promising than that of
any other section of the country, but the con-
dition of the present generation of the black
race is all the worse by reason of the aboli-
tion of slavery.

TBE NEGROES.
Mr. Davis doubts very much the wisdom of

an attempt to educate the negro, and utterly
disbelieves in giving him the ballot. It was
his opinion that wherever the negro race was
found it must be as an inferior and servile
race, and, in the long run, would give way to
the superior race under any and all circum-
stances. Mr. Davis acknowledged, however,
that he had changed his mind entirely upon
question, namely, that the great staples of
the south cotton and sugar coald be pro-
duced with greater economy and in greater
abundance by paid labor than by slave labor.
This has already been demonstratad, and
that fact alone goes far to prove the advan-
tage which the abolition of slavery has been
to the whites. Referring to the political
status of the negro, Mr. Davis said the freed-nie- n

had naturally been misled by politicians,
thinking that northern men were their truest
friends, but of late years they seemed to have
reached the opposite conclusion, and in the
long run it would be found that the negro,
having but little real would
vote in accordance with the wishes and the
sentiments of those who employed him. For
this reason, the negro vote would be a less
important factor in tbe politics of the future
than northern men supposed. Referring to
the olt reiterated cbnrges of coercion and
bulldozing of negro voters, he said that he
had no doubt taere were individual instances
of cruelty and coercion on tbe part of lawless
men in some sections, but he believed the
prevailing sentiment among southern men
was one of great kindness and good will to-

ward their former slaves. Speaking of na-
tional affairs, he said he accepted the situa-
tion as decided by arbitrament of the sword,
and that he was very hopeful of the future
of tbe country. He did not believe there
was any existing cause for sectional estrange-
ment or that there could be any hereafter.
One of the results of the war already Ap-
parent was that the south was less
dependent u; on the north than here-
tofore; for while she could sup-
ply great staples as before, her people had
begun to produce a greater variety of crops
for their own use than ever before, and they
would eventually compete with other sections
in manufactures and mechanical nrts. In
this connection he remarked that while the
south was destitute of money and the value
ot real estate was greatly depressed, in a very
short time the price cf landed property would
advance because of its intrinsic value in the
production of staple articles of commerce. He
remarked that the only disturbing elements
to be discerned now were the efforts of ex-

tremists upon both sides to keep alive ani-
mosities and hatreds of the past. If congress
would pursue a moderate course and attend
to its legitimate duties of general legislation
for the good of the whole country, the great
social and industrial questions which were
now a source of so much contention would
settle themselves, and the country would be
t peace." In conclusion he said: "You may

assure your people that I have no unkindness
in my heart to them or any of the people of
the north. I am not tbe devil they have
painted me. I have neither horns nor hoofs.
and if they knew me they would find I am
very much like one ot themselves.
