There are fifly-seven in Arkaunsas, thirty two
in Alabama snd two hundred and thirty-nine
1o Lonwinna, The great State of Mississippi
has nob one on its soil; nor has Texas, except
those guarding the frontier and the Rio
Grande. *‘In the entire south,” said Mr,
Bluine, “there are one thousand one huadred
and filty five soldiers to intimidate. overrun,
oppress amd destroy the libectios of f[ifteen
militons of people in one thousand two hun-
dred and three counties, or not quite one
soldier to each county, vnd one soldier lo
about seven bhundred equare miles of territo-
ry. There wos an old saying,” he continued,
“that thete were soolhsayers in Rome who
canld not look each other in the fuca without
sniling, and no twn saarratic cenatars an
thie thoor cam gointo the cloak-room and look
cach other in the face witaout smiling, or
rather blushing, over this tilk—ihe whole
thing was such a miserable pretense, such a
miserably manufuctured false issue.

FRIGHTFUL WINDSTORM.

Collinaville, K1, Nearly Swept to De-
struction -A Child Killed, Several

&1, Lours, Apnl M. —A Globe-Demserat
special [rem Collinsville, lihmois, about eleven
miles from here, says that a terrible cyclone
from the northwest struck the town at u guar-
ter to three o'clock this afternoon, and taking
a zigzg course, with a gencral dircction al-
most due east, tore through the place, de-
molishing ten buildiogs, rining about thirty
others, and damaging more or less some sey-
eaty-five residences and business bouses. A
slight rain prevailed during the stoc, and
vearly everybody. was indoors when the ey-
clove struck; but notwithstanding ten houses
were leveled with the ground, only one per-
son was killed, a girl named Apnie Reypolds,
and one or two others were badly irjnved.
The storm lasted but two or three minntes,
but was frightfully severa. After it passed,
the people rushed out of their honses io all
directions, mothers looking for their children,
and husbands, futhers and brothers who were
away from bome hastening to Lheir houses
to see who were hart, The grealest excite-
ment and confusion prevailed {or some time,
but upon the mppearance of Major Wool-
worth and several olher prou inent citizons
on the streets, quieluess began to prevail,
and ready hands and strong avaus went to
wok to search the ramns for those who
might have been caught by the falling
houses. From a double-tenement occupiad
by John Heynolds and Fat Donor. a six-vear-
old boy ol the latter was taken in an uncon-
scious condition and with a broken leg. s
was £00n revived and placed ia charge of a
physician. Litlle Annie Reynolds was also
tanken from this house dead and crushed al
most out of resemblunce t0 a homan being.
