Gets up om His Feet Iin the House
and Boldly Calis for n Commit-
tee to Investigate His Con-
duct at Fort ¥Fillow
Daringthe War,

Washington correspondent Cincianati En-
quirer: “General Chalmers, of Mississippi,
rose Lo a personal explanation fto-day, and
had read an article published in a late num-
ber of the Cincinnati Gazeite, in which the
charges were reiterated of Chalmers's bar-
barity at Fort Pillow, when, as was alleged
in & report made by o senate committee, he
permitted colored children to be murdered
im cold blood. He also had read a report
(rom the Cincinnati Enguirer of a speech de-
livered by Congressman Ben Botterworth, at
Music ball, just bLefore the lata municipal
election, in which be allnded to Chal.uers as
‘the hero of Pout Pillow.' Alter Lhese papers
had been read, a reacintion was offered for
the eppoaintment of a commiltee of seven
members, to be composed of gentlemen who
hnd served in the Union army, and a mjori-
ty of whom should be Rapublicanps, to iuves-
tigaie these chavgés, which, if true, rendered
bim, General Chalmers, vawortby to bea
member of this house. Chalmers subsequently
said that, if these charges were troe, he was
% murderer, his clrchion was a disgrace to
the Siate of Mississippi, and his presence
here was a shigmu upon the Amencan con-
gress. The charges agninst bim were based
on A report of & comuntiee of congress, muda
ia the mid & of war, and the peopls who tes-
tied against him were not knowan to him
personally. Ha did not believe that sucha
transaction, as was reported, cccurred (refer-
ring to the charge of barbarously killing
negro children). Unly one witnecs preteaded
to identify nim, apd that witness described
him %2 wearing & star upnoa s eont. That
statement relieved bim. In the Confederate
gervice the star was the insignia of & major,
aod mot of a brigadier general. These
charges wera ruog against him in the press
of the couafry yeurs ago, and Lthey were
ihen so fully denied that be did not belieye
any respectuble man in the country would
give credence to them at this day, or who be-
lieved him to be the monster of croelty he
was described to Le in the committee’s report.

GEORGE D. PRENTICE,

A Vindientlon of IHis Name by a Life-
long Fersoaal Friend, though a
Folitienl Opponent—He was
a Pare Patriot and an
Honest, Hardwork-
ing Journalist.

Conrier-Journal: (overnor David Meri-
wolher was intimate with George D. Pren-
tice, thongh opposed to him. Iu the latier
part of 1869. or early part of 1861, aboot
Christmas, GGovernor Meriwether was passing
down Jefferson street, when James Guthne
passed in A carriage and beckoned to him.
*'He told me," said Governor Meriwether to
the Courier-Journalist yesterday, “he was
goiog to call om an old friend at the Louis-
ville hotel, and requested me to get in 1he
carringe and go with him. 1n riding down
the street be informed me that he was goin
to see ex-President Pierce, and that Gene
Pierce was al the Lousville hotel, registered
under a fictitious name. On retiring to the
room Mr. Guthriz remarked that he had
brought me with bim; that if hia communi-
cation was of so strictly a confidential nature
as not to perant a third party to be there I
would retire. General Pierce replied that he
was glad that he bad brought me with bim,
for I had been a confidentin! officer under his
administration, and he knew I would be dis-
creet about matters, He then intormed Mr.
Guthne that he bhad visited several members
of his late cabinet to see if they could not
put a stop to this—the late wir. He then
yroduced the written outlines of this peace
convention. He asked ns how we liked it,
and both of us assented to the proposition.
It was suggested that 1 should call upon Mr.
Prentice, toen editor of the Louisville Jour-
nal, and John H. Harney, then editor of the
Louisville Democrat, and show them the
proposition and see whelher they would agree
to support it, and also the ground of neu-
trality. Both of thosa editors promptly
agreed to do so, and it was agreed that print-
ed petitions should be sent out and mgned
by ladies and gentlemen throughount the State
of Kentucky, praying that Kentucky might
take the grouad of peutrality be ween
the mnorth wand the south. I re-
torped and informed them of Lhe
result. It was arranged that 1 should write
to certain persons in lodiana and Mr. Gathrie
shounld do the same, in order to get lndiana
to tuke the same ground. That evening I
visited Judge Read, of Jeffersonvilie, Indiana.
He adopted the policy at once, and agreed to
wrile to the prominent men and politicians of
bis ucquaintance in Indiana. Oa my relurn
to the Louisville hotel it was agreed that Mr.
Guthrie ‘should write to Hon. Jesse D. Bright,
sepator during Pierce’s admimstration. It
was agreed by the three at the Louisville
hotel that the proposition should be made by
me, though it emanated from General Pierce.

“It was also agreed that Judge Read in
his istter should request his friends to answer
to me. Scveral uf the prominent mean of
Indiana did so, assenting to the proposilion.

“ A bout the middle of Janunary, 1261, Gov-
ernor Magoflin assembled the leazislatare of
Kentucky in extra session, and I, being
speaker of the house of represeatatives, could
pot very well submit the propcsition to the
legistatare, but [ did suggest it to Me
Hodge, member of the legisiature from New-
port; to Mr. Jacob, of Oldham; Judge Uan-
derwood, from Bewling Green; Judge Simp-
sm, of the Kenlucky senate, und others.
Judge Simpson introduced a resolution to
appoint delegates to the convention which
was to meet in Washington. Governor
Charles A, Wickliffe, James B, Clay, General
William U. Batler, of Carroll, Hon. James
Guthrie and Governor Charles Morehead wera
appointed among others. They proceeded to
Washington, but accomplished nothing.

“Daring the summer of 1861, 1 went south,
and whilein Richmond it was suggested that
I should indonce Mr. Prentice, for a moneyed
consideralion, to throw his paper and infla-
ence for the south. 1 do not teel at hiberty
to meotion their mames. [ informed them
that I would not do it; and, moreover, that
it was useless {o L1y to inflaence Mr, Prentice
by such a consideration, ns he cared nothing
for mensy. On my return bome | found that
Mr. Prentics had taken ultra ground in faver
of the morth, and I had tuken more decided
gwound in tavor of the south; hence we had
buot little intercourse during the war,

**After the close of the war, Mr. Prentice
was taken sick on a wisit to his son Clarence,
who lived on the Ohio, about ten miles below
Lommsville, wherae he died, about two miles
below my residence. | frequently visited him
during his sickness. In eve:y one of thesa
interviews these suljects were canvassed by
us. la the last interview, shortly before his
death, he spuke to me about the charge
made against him that the north, not the
south, bad bribed him to take ultra groond in
favor of the war. He nEpeured to be sensj-
tive on the sutject of the bribe alleged to have
been received from the north. He informed
me that, on the breaking out of the war, the
paper bad lost 1ts subscription in the south
entirély and in a hmited extent in many of
the western States, and that the firm was on
the point of bankruptoy; that he had visited
the north for the purpose of raising funds to
sustain bis paper; that large contributiens
were made to him, not to bribe him to take
the cour:e which he did, but to cover the
losses which he sustained duaring Lhe course
which the paper bad taken, and to sustain the
paper for tbhe north, and he asked me if his
memory should be assailed if I wonld not vin-
dicate it. | promised bim [ would do so.
Here, I apprehend, is where Calvert raw the
money. e never alluded to any bribe from
the south, because there was then no such
¢harge ngainst him, This was the last inter-
view | had with him daring his life.

“I feel it incumbent upon ma to makse this
statement in vindication of a life long per-
sonal friend, but a political opponent.”
