Sufferers of the Hauth.

We have received the printed report of the
Pittsburg relief committee on the receipts
and disbursements of- funds, provisions and
other supplies, for the sufferers by yellow-fev- er

in the southwestern States in 1878. The
report states that the official returns received
at the ottice cf the surgeon-gener- al of the
United States marine hospital, show a total
of 64,403 cases of fever, and 13,536 deaths
during tbe epidemic of 1878. In Tennessee
the following are the figures reported: Mem-
phis, 15,000 cases and 5150 deaths; Browns-
ville 747 cases, 212 deaths; Chattanooga
683 cases, 162 deaths; Grand Junction, 185
cases, 74 deaths; other points 500 cases, 140
deaths. Total in Tennessee, 17,315 cases;
deaths, 5738.

Oa the tenth day of August, Mayor Lid-del- l,

ot Pittsburg, called a citizens' meeting,
Mr. J. H. Baldwin was called to the chair
and Mr. John Coyle was chosen secretary. A
general relief committee wa organized as
follows: J. M. D. Crossan, Simm Johnson.
J. M. Schoonmaker, James P. Barr, Charles
Meyran, J. K. Moorhead, W. U. Smith, G,

The
churches throughout Montgomery county
took up subscription?, their pastors making
everv effort to raise relief funds. The musi
cal orfiranif.ationa of the city gave a conceit
under the direction of the Frobson society,
Prof. Lehman director. Car-loa- oi sup- -
lVnes were shipped to Memphis. New Orleans,
Vicksburgand Grenada. Contribution-boxe- s

were olaced at the posloffice. depots, bridges,
and other points throughout Pittsburg, for
the reception of anonymous contributions
The total amount received and accounted for
bv the committee was thirty-tw- o thousand
nine hundred and eighty-thre- e dollars and
fit'tv cents, not courting outside contribu
tions and funds sent by societies to their dis-

tressed brethren of the south. Whtnacall
vaa made for volunteers three young men of
Pittsburg tendered their services, weut sooth
and died of i.he fever while performing their
dutv. These were Alva b. Hawkins and
Hugh Mitchell M'Greevy, who died at Mem-nhi.-- .

As a Holdler ar Two War-al-l

New York Sun, April 13th: "It is with
sincere sorrow that we record the laot that
General Richard Taylor died in this city yes
terday morning at the house of bis intimate
friend, Mr. S. L, M. Barlow. His age was
but little over fifty-thre- e, and the disease
which so suddenly put an end to his life was
cancer in the stomach. The only son of Gen
eral Ztchary Taylor, he graduated at Yale
college in 1845, served in the Mexican war as
a member of his father's staff, being present
at tbe battles of Palo Alto. Resaca de la Pal- -
ma and Monterey. During bis father s brief
period ot service as President tbe son re
mained with him in Washington. and thence- -

jprward, until the breaking out of the civil
war in lSbl, he lived as a susaF-plant- er in
T Ant.i.na lavnfinra li! m.al f Inlha n i r3 jf I. I

estate and to the acquisition of those extraor
dinary stcre8 0t historical and general Knowl
edge, the possession of which rendered him
one of the most instructive and most fascinat
ing conversationalists whom it has ever been
our fortune to encounter. Originally a Whig
and a Union man, he formed no except' on to
that almost unanimous adherence to tbe
secession cape which swept away the gentle
men ot uie south at tbe approach ot tbe civil
war. As a colonel of Louisiana volunteers,
he arrived in Virginia with bis regiment in
June, 1861, aad not long afterward- - was
made a brigadier-genera- l in the Confederate
forces. He served under Stonewall Jackson
in Virginia, and after tbe seven days battles
around Richmond became a major-genera- ',

and was sent to command in Louisiana.
where he remained in active service until the
end of the wsr. He was msda a lieutenant- -
general in 1864. and, on. tUa Snl collapse of
tbe Conte4e;sid oause, surrendered to General
Oanby at Mobile. As a military commander.
General Taylor was bold, judicious and suo
cess'ui; and thcsi wbo bave perused the
striking volume of his euiinisinenees, which
has lately been published, will easily under
stand that the eminence which he attained
in the civil war was due alike to
the originality and dash of his char
acter and the soundness of his judgment
Mcce tne war he has continued to. reside in
New Orleans, though Uiueh ot his time has
been spegt in this P I and in London, where
Le has repeatedly been . called by important
business missions, i hough entirely unos
tentatious in politios, as in everything else,
General lay lor has always exerted an lcnu
enoe as powerful as it was unselfish. Seek
ing nothing for himself, his advice has been
welcomed and appreciated by a wide circle of
politicians in the north as well as" in the
south. It was in a great measure due to his
exertions that the southern delegates at the
St. Louis convention so unitedly gave their
support to Mr. Tilden a fact which the 1st
ter affectingly acknowleiged at their parting
interview not long before General Taylor
died. 1 he decease p,f such a man seems an
irreparable l.ss. So wise a bead, so true a
beatt, a character so solid and so lav re
moved from everything petty or narrow, wit
so keen, a mind so fruitful and stored with
such treasures of information, and all in
spired and directed toward generous and no
