SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.
A decision was rendered to-da- y in the

United States supreme court, in the cases of
Denver and Rio Grande railway company
against the Canon City and San Juan rail-
road

at.
company, involving the conflicting

claims of the two corporations to the use and
occupancy ot the grand canon ot the Arkan-
sas for railroad purposes. The decrees of the
circuit court are reversed, with directions to
set aside not only the order gran'mg an in
junction against the Denver and Rio Grande
railway company, but an order dissolving the
injunction granted in its favor and dismiss
ing its bill. By the proper orders entered in

ich suit, the court below will recognize the
prior right of that company to me and occupy
lhe grand cinon tor the purpose of construct
ing U3 road therein, and will enioin the
Caion City and San Juan from interfering
wita tnat company id such use, occupancy
and construction. Justice Harlan delivered
the opinion, Chief Justice Waite disfHng.

Although the t rior right of the D nve
company is recognizod, tbe court ho ds t iat,
as to those portions ot the Grand canon
which are too narrow to admit of the con
struction and operation of more than one
road-be- d and track, the right of the Canon
City company to use such road-be- d and
track in common with the Denver company
should be secured by proper orders and upon
such terms as may be equitable having re-

gard to the cost of construction and continu-
ance of the track ia good order.

Ia the case of W. H. Pfatt r. Union Pa
cific railroad company, involving the right of
settlers to pie-eru- lands granted by con-
gress to the railroad company under section 3
of the act of July 1, 1862, was decided in the
United states supreme court this afternoon.
The act referred to provided that all lands
granted to the company should be liable to

it not sold or otherwise disposed
of within three years after the completion of
the entire road. Oa the third of September,
1878, the secretary of the interior decided
that the mortgage executed bv the company
upon the lands in 1867 was not a disposal of
the same within tbe meaning of that statute.
This court, however, reverses the decition of
the interior department, and holds that the
mortgage was of such disposal, and that.
consequently, the tract of land claimed by
complainant was not open to
when he undertook to pre-empt-

, and he has
not equitable time. Decree aflirmed. Justice
Strong delivered the opinic n,Justic- - s Bradley,
CI ttord and Miller dissenting.

Consideration was resumed of the army
appropriation bill.

senator fJayard defended the lccorpo.ation
of general legislation in the appropriation
bills, there being nothing unusual in it, and tbe
raised cry ot revolution was not substantial
and was foolish, and the people would oon-dem- n

it.
Senator Bayard having noticed the remarks

of Senator Blaine about the distribution of
th3 army, Senator Blaine- asked the senator
to quote his words. Senator Bayard said he
would do so, but would first have to send for
the Congressional Record.

Senator Blaine remarked that what he said
wasthia: "That not a senator on the other
side of the chamber had ever seen a United
States soldier at the polls."

Senator Bayard replied that if the senator
preferred to limit his remarks to the actual
vision of the senators he had nothing to say

Senator Blaine said bis confidence in that
statement bad not been disturbed by any re-

marks which had been made on the other
side.

Senator Bayard then proceeded to read a
circumstantial account of a large force of
troops in New York in the fall of 1870, to be
present at the polls to prevent disorder.

Senator Blaine wished to a;k a question.
It was, why the senator aid not select aprece
dent found in 1857, when President Buchan
an called out the marines to attend a Wash-
ington municipal election, and when seven
men were shot down by them, the scene be'
ing within a mile of the senate chamber.

Senator Bayard said he would discuss that
question at some other time. Any party or
set ot men in this country who seek to re'
move any infringement on the liberties of the
American people should have bis support at
all times. He held that the employment of
the army at tbe polls was simply atrocious,
and during the war was claimed aa'a belliger
ent right. Senator Bayard at some length
condemned all conduct which would tend to
prevent the restoration of fall confidence and
friendship to all parts of the country. He
was well assured that the hostility ot one
section against another wculd speedily lead
to depression an 1 degradation and the ulti
mate ruin ot both, in conclusion he ex
pressed his confidence that the American
people would support the majority in their
present legislation, as it was in the
direction of justice, and had for its object tbe
protection ot the liberties of the people.

Senator Maxey said it was plain that the
constitution did not confer upon the United
States government the authority to regulate
elections; therefore it could not be unconsti
tutional to repeal or modify a clause allow
ing such action. In conclusion. Senator
Maxey alluded to the former remark ot
Senator Blaine that thirty of the southern
Democratic senators had taken part in the
civil war, but he Maxey I would ask did
they not attend to their duties, and were
tbey not as mindful of the public interest and
as decorous in their intercourse as senators
from any other part of the Union? Their
crime consisted in their inability to see
with the eyes of others. They would
however, follow their own convictions of
right, not thinking whom they will please or
displease by doing so. By right under the
constitution they were entitled to seats on
this floor. The senator trom Maine might
rest content that they would assert the equal
rights of their State with tbe others of the
Union, They did not attempt to stir the em
bers ot the past, because they believed in re
conciliation and the restoration of genuine
brotherhood among tbe people ot a
common destiny and country. The
senator from Maine also referred to the
name of the martyred President in connection
with legislation. Ihev all accorded to Abra
ham Lincoln fairness of thought and fear
lessness of action. In his last inaugural ad
dress, he declared ''with malice toward none,
with charitv for all. with firmness in the right
as God gives us to see the right," etc. The
Bouth acted as they saw the right, and accord
to the north the same degree ot honesty.
The revival of strife and contention over the
post would do no good, but much harm. He
would rather aid in building up the waste
places occasioned by the war, and securing
prosperity in all its parts.

The preamble recites that it is
alleged that the emigration is in consequence
of the denial of legal and poli'jcal right; that
this is controverted, and that it is stated on
the other side that it u a cunning scheme of
reckless adventurers to take advantage of
the race prejudice to enrich themselves in
money and political power, in utter indiff-
erence to the suffering and distress that
may happen to their victims.

The resolution further "declaies that the
right of all classes of citizens, without regard

Captain Carroll has, from the very first,
maintained the greatest discipline and order,
and up to the very last, bv inspiring the pas
sengers with confidence of safety, prevented
a panic. All were landed without loss of life.
The town is full of people, many of them
without money. Churches, public buildings
and residences are all being thrown open for
the accommodation of the passengers, who
have lost everything. The latest concerning
the condition of the vessel is that she lays
virtually in three pieces, her forward part

New York Herald: Recently tho Herald
published an opinion from Mr. (Jharles
O 'Conor, maintaining that the holders of
Tennessee bonds have a lien upon the rail
roads in that State, to which they were
loaned. Below is a counter opinion from tbs
firm of Evarts, Southmayd & Choate, of thie
city:

Agreeably to your request, we have care

fully examined and considered the recent
opinion of Mr. O'Conor in relation to the as
serted lien on bebalt ot tne holders ot len
nessee State bonds which were loaned by the
State to railroad companies nnder the inter
nal improvement act of February 11, 1855,
and the amendments to it, upon tbe rail
roads which belonged to the companies to
whom the State bonds were loaned, where
the indebtedness of the railroad companies
to the State for the amount of the bonds thus
loaned has been paid by or on behalf of the
company to the State in State bonds at par,
in pursuance of the Tennessee acts of 1869-7- 0,

or where, in pursuance of those acts, the
roads have been sold by the State, under de
cree of the lennessee court ot chancery, be-

cause of the defaults made by the companies
in the interest and sinking-fun- d payments
required of them under the international im
provement act ana its amendments, w nen
vou consulted us upon tuts question in Le
cember, 1869, with reference to the action
which your company then proposed to
take for effecting a settlement of its in
debtedness to the State in pursuance of the
act of 1869. we carefully examined the sub
iect, and expressed to you tho opinion

. thatr i a l i: ii. itne statutory mortgage nen upon mo rail
roads, created by the internal improvement
act of 1852, for the amount of the State
bonds issued to ths companies, was simply a
mortgage in favor of tbe State, which was
entirely subject to its control, and could be
legally and effectually released and dis-
charged by it in the manner prescribed bv
the act of 18C9; that tbe act of 1852 does not
create any lien in favor of the holder of the
State bunds, and that such State bondholder
has no hen or claim of any kind upon the
railroad or against the railroad company
through whose hands the State bond now
held by him once passed, either directly or by
means of treating the State as holding the
statutory mortgage lien upon the railroad in
trust for its own bondholders. The opinion
we then gave was arrived at without doubt
or hesitation, the point appearing to us to be
entirely plain and clear upon careful exami
nation of the statutes bearing upon it, and
on consideration of the matter in its true re-
lations. Since then, aa you know, the
question has been submitted to much discus
sion, and we have heretofore carefully, and
we believe exhaustively, examined the sub
ject in all its bearings, and upon being fur
nished with Mr. O'Conor's opinion we have,
of course, given to it and to all the argu
ments it adduces in support of the conclusion

'

arrived at by him, directly contrary to ours.
that careful consideration which is due to the
distinguished source from which the opinion
emanates. We do not, however, find any
thing to shake our conviction of the sound
ness of the opinion we originally expressed to
you. It is as clear to our minds now as it
was then that the holders of State bonds have
no hen or claim whatever upon the railroads.
We think Mr. O'Conor's conclusion is based
upon quite mistaken views, as well of the real
intent and purpose of the legislative act in
question as of its legal construction and ef-
fects, and of the real nature of the transac-
tion as between the State and the railroad
company, and the original purchasers of the ofState bonds, as well understood by all parties
at that time, and that the more thoroughly
the subject is examined in all its bearings,
the more clearly must come out the inevitable
conclusion that there is no such lien as is as-
serted on behalf of the State bond-
holders. If there could other-
wise be any legal doubt upon lhe
question we should regard it as conclusively a
settled against the pretensions of the State
bondholders by tho decision of the supreme to
court of the United States in the case of
Chamberlain vs. the St. Paul and Sioux City
railroad company, rendered in 1875, and re
ported in U Otto s Reports, p. 92, a case
which Mr. O'Uonor's opinion does not dis
cuss nor even refer to, although it appears to
us to be entirely decisive against the correct-
ness ot the views which he advances.

Louisyille, April 21 A special dispatch
from Mount Vernon, Kentucky.to the Courier-Journ- al

says that for several weeks past a
party of men have been holding meetings
near there, and have effected an organization
for the purpose of killing- - several persons in
the town and county, now on trial in the cir-
cuit court, should they escape indictment,
and have also threatened to barn the town
and ban? certain county officials. Last Sat-
urday a writ was issued for the arrest of sev-
eral persons known to be members of the
organization, and the writ placed in the
hands of Ashley Owens, the county detective.
A posss of twenty-fiv- e men was summoned.
and together they proceeded to the house of
Jess Pittman, who lives near Pine Hill. Not
nnding him there they returned, and when a
short distance from Pittman 's house they
were tired into by a party ot bushwhackers.
The fire was returned, and some two hun
dred shots exchanged, when the bushwhack
ers withdrew. Two officers were slightly.
and one ot tbe bushwhackers reported seri-
ously wounded.

Conundrum Vet Unsettled, Yet the
Baxter-Knlo- e Committee Make

tolte a Favorable Report
The Citizens' Commit-

tee to Report
Early.

Nashville, April 21. The American's
New York special says: "The Citizens' com-

mittee concluded its work to-da-y, and upon
its arrival home will report to the people of
Tennessee, through the American. This
morning the Knloe-Baxte- r committee, ap
pointed by Governor Marks, addressed Ex- -
Governor Porter a letter asking an expression
of the impression made upon the committee
as to the acceptability of the proposed com-

promise. A meeting of the committee waa
held, and in responding rorter,
as chairman, says: We have diligently
sought the leading commercial and financial
men and such holders of our securities
we could identify. We are gratified to report
a more favorable sentiment for the adjust
ment of the debt of Tennessee on the basis
proposed in the act recently passed by the
legislature than we anticipated, while we
find some of tbe largest holders of our bonds
hesitating to accept the offer, yet we believe
the very liberal smrit which pervades the
commercial and financial circles of New
York on this subiect justifies the hope that a
large majority of the holders of our securi-
ties will accept the offer made by the State at
an early day, and that finally all tne indebt-
edness of the State will be adjusted on that
basis, lbere are a respectable number ot
the holders of our securities who are not
merely willing but anxious to refund the
bonds on the terms proposed. We think
they should be offered an opportunity of
doing so. What opposition exists as to the
settlement lies less against the amount of
fered than the absence of any special pro
vision guaranteeing the prompt payment of
the inteiest. Our bonds are more l argely
held elsewhere than in the city of New York,
but we find the same sentiment prevailing
among others as with the holders in this city
Our purpose has been to impress tbe facts as
thev exist upon the holders of our securities.
After that nas been done, tbe responsibility
of adopting or rejecting tbe proposition ia in
their bands, lhe only opposition seems to
be Mr. Geddes, representing tbe holders of a
million dollars ot the bonds, who have deter
mined to sue the railroads, on the opinion of
Ubarles U Uonor, already published m len
nessee. Eugene Kelly, representing nearly
halt a million, rel uses to sign tbe compro
mise, but agrees to refund.

to let the white men raise sugar, cotton
and rice. It was an organized movement of
tbe colonists. A negro exodus means the
loss of thirty-fiv- e members of congress and
tne present uemocrauc majority.

agent of the Honduras immigration society,
wno urgea tnat, tne coiorea men should seek
that region as one of the most congenial cli
mates to their temperament.

Rev. Dr. Newman, in an address, said ha
aia not minK tne colored people should leave
tne state until the last minute, and not until
the situation became unendurable, but then
they should go in a body.
