Church, as Rev. Dr. Boggs,
of the Second Church,
Knows It,

A Sermon for the Times,and one Worthy
1he Most Careful Consideration—
The “Gospel of Peace,” as
Rev, Mr, Womack In-
terorets it for the
Baptists,

In pursuance of a design the Arprar has
long had in view, we present to our readers

this morning notes of two sérmons delivered

on Sunday last, both ot which we commend

especially to those who have not heard them.

The first, irom Rev. Dr. DBoggs, bas
been heard with pleasure and, no doubt,

rofit by many of our citizens, and differing
rom him though we may in some partict-

lars cn the aubject of which he treats, yet we
are anxious that he shall be heard by the
APPEAL congregution:

“Perpetuits of the Sabbath.™

The following are the notes of a sermon
delivered in the Second Presbyterian church
on Sanday afternoon, by Dr. Boggs, pastor:
“Remember the Sabbath  day.” ete.—[Exados
=x, 8-11. Ak
These words teach us that it is the will of
God that all men who receive the bible shall
consecrate to Him one day in séven @s a sea-
son of religions rest and worship. Tois car-
ries us far beyond the province of civil gov-
ernment, which deals chiefly, if not exclu-
gively, wilh the temgporal welfare of men. The
charch, and not the state, is God's witness
for this ancient and holy institntion in its
bigher, spiritual aspect. Donbtless the state
may feel bound to treat the day as a holiday,
and provide for the public good by clesing
such places of business as would work evil
or tend to disturb chr.stians in their worship,
at home or in public, but this law of God
deals with man as imwmortal, and as account

able to God at the Jast day,
The substance of my argument iz this:
The moral law, conmisting of the ten com-
mandments, was given to Moses and tho Is-
ruelites, not for themselves only, but for all
men., The law of the Sabbath 13 an essential
part of the ten commandments, and there-
fore it is of perpetusal obligation. Into the
ten commandmenis nothing was admitted of
a typical, ceremonial or political nature,
nothing peculiar to the Jew as suck, bot only
such regulations as prescribe man's daty fo
God or man’s duty to man. The law n ten
commandments was enacted with pecualiar
solemnity. The words were pro-
nounced audibly by Geod, and then
engraven by Him on t wo tablets of stone to
be laid reverently away in the holy Ark, nn-
derneath the mercy seat, which was noader

stoocd to be God's throme, asif to indicate
that they were the very basis of religion.
The fourth comwasdment belongs to the
Jirst table of Lhe moral law, prescribing our
immediate duties to God, and therefors the
moat sacred, if comparison be admissible.
The first commandment nnmes the person
whom we are (o worship, the second and
third prescribe the mode of worship (without
imagea or pictores, with reverence and fear)
The fourth names a speciul time for worship,
and especially for united worship. The rea-
sons by which this commandment are en-
forced are peculiar in no gensze to the Jow—
God being the creator and therefore the Lord
of Gentile as well as Jew. And the Gentile
appears by name in this one of the Jew.
The “Strapger" is our representative in that
very law, fairly implying that we should obey
it whenever we have opportunity to know it.
(God claims the pecnliar consecration of one
entire day from all men. All men may not
be able to consacrate the same exact twenty-
foor hours as a Babbath to God. The first
day of the week and the seventy day of the
week donot indicate the same exact twenly
four hours by any mode of reckoning that
are now or ever bave beepin use among
men. If lime be reckoned from sunset lo
sunset as the Hebrews tried to do, the sunset
variea at every point wnon a arcle
running east and west. If in wmod-
ern fashion we use *‘sidereal time,” aand
count from midoight to midnight,
still “‘midnight’’ and ‘‘noon’ are not the
same for any two points on a circle of lab-
tuade. And as you move north or south from
the equator, the periods of light and dark-
ness change ub every step from twelve hours
each to six months at the poles. The Sab
bath law, as it stands in the decalogue, is
free from all such complications. [t calis for
one-seventh part of oor time. Six days of
' work and ons of reigious res!, is the law.
And President Edwards, regarded in Earope
as the greatest intellect of America, as well

a young man, of this city, whose reputation
is fast, raised several bundred dollars by
forging his father's name to paper.

If he does not mend
his ways rapidly, he will wind uop in the
Stale penitentiary, and it would be better
probably lor the communily if he was there
now,

—Last Sunday John Gaston, hotel proprie-
tor, was arrested on the charge of keeping
open bis shaving saloon on Sunday. Yestec-
day morning President Porter fined him
twenty-five dollars for the offense, and an
appeal lo Lhe cireuit court was at once taken
from the president's decision. Mr. Gasten’s
attorneys claim that he bas a right to keap
his shaving saloon open for hia guests, as he
woull his bath-rooms, restaurant or
boot-blacking-room; that cleanlineas iz next
to godlinesa with travelers, as well as other
people, The supreme court will have an-
other test case lo decide. .

—The cigar stores and stands were closed
on Bunday, yet at nearly all the beer and
other saloons in the city youn could purchase as
many cigars as you desired, prowided you
had the money or the eredit.

Tho old tes-
tament worshiper knew, indeed, to cbserve
the day we call Saturday. But he got his in-
* formation, says the illustrions sxpositor, ont-
Y side of this commaundment. It is not abso-
T lutely certain that he realiy knew the precise
twenty-four hours which followed after the
creation of man. This is not by any méeans
18 novel docirine, It is not p:eculiar tv any
sect or church. All chorches, so far as 1
know, continue to teach the ten command-
ments, as the moral law, the law of God.
All ehurches do not happen Lo insert 1nto the
forms of teaching the beaatiful words of the
Episcopal service, but the Ffact of their so
teaching the ten commandments implies the
same thing that she expresses. As each
commandment ig read by the minister of the
Episcopal church, the people are taught to
respond in the brief prayer, “Lord lhave
mercy upon us and incline our hearts to keep
this law."" Thus she teaches all uer childrin
that the Babbath is of perpetual obligation—
otherwise that prayer wounld be a meaning-
less form, a piece of scling, aad that before
(od's very face. Individuals connected with
different churches may and do reason against
the Sabbath, but they also reason apgainst
what they have been taugbkt by their own
charches., Acainst this interpretation it has
been arged that it is a sigo of weakpess Lo
be going back to the old testument for au-
thority to govern men in new teslament
times; that the Sabtath law was evidently a
Jewish institution and that it expived with
the Jewish dispensation. * Whatever ia not
reaffirmed in the new lestament ijs abro-
gated." We reply that we are i vowise
ashamed to be going back to the old testa-
ment. We find ourselves in the best ot
company. Christ loved to go back to it for
everything. He resisted SBatan in his soli-
tary temptation by words from the old testa-
ment. He exponnded the old testament in
his Sermon on the Mount. Hesilenced cav-
iing Sadducees by citing the old
testament, He overwhelmed the Soribes
and Pharisees by tha same anthority., He
claimed tbat all his actions were but
& fulfillment of old testament soriptures. And
then he died with the very words of the ¢ld
testament on his hps. His apostles follow
his example literally and comstantly. **All
scripture is given by inspiration of God and
is profitable,” they said; “‘for doctrine, for
reproof, for correction, for imstruction in
righteonsness, that the man of God may be
perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good
worke.” No hint trom apostles of such revo-
lutionary maximsas that all the old testa-
ment is abrogated unless re-enacted in the
new. Nothing of the kind. They proved
the new testament by the old, and tanght
that christiamty in all its purts, both law and
gospel, was only the full development of old
testament Judaism. A late distinguished
writer, Dr. Whately, archbishop of the Epis-
copal church in Ireland, maintamns the propo
mtion that such portiins of the decalogue as
are not re-enacted in the new testament are
abrogated and of no binding force. The
Sabbath law falls under that head, he says,
and is therefore abrogated. Now, I leave to
you to setile the question, if you can, for the
good of the doctor, how he could reconcile
his reasoning wilh the manifest teaching of
his venerable church and with the prayer
that be had repeated from his childhood and
taught olhers to repeat after the fourth com-
mandment, *‘Lord have merey upon us and
incline our  hearts to keep this
law." But as to his argomeat, he
finds & Dbasis for it in the preface
to the tes commandmenta—*] am the Lord
thy God which brought thee u» out of the
land of Egypt, cat ol the house of bondage.”
These words limit the application of the de-
calogue, we think, to the Jews, for Gentiles,
he says, were not in any sense brought up
out of the land of Egypt. Very geod. Bat
I nolice that Dr. Whately does not explain
the mention of ‘‘the stranger,” the Gentile,
in this Sabbath law. Had the stranger baen
as astute as the good archbishop, he would
dounbtless have said: It has no applicstion
tome. Neither | nor my foretatbers werve
evar brought up Irom Egyptian bondaga.’
Bat God saw fit to put it differently. And if
there be any of the ten commandments to
which his reasoning does not apply, it is ex-
actly the fourth. Moreover, | nolice toat
De. Whately does not follow his reasoning to
its logical conclusion. Now, the doctorhap-
ned to teach mwe by his excellent book on
ogic, the most of what little | know about
the laws of reasoning.

that testing principles or premnses by ther
conclusions, was one important meins
arriving at the truth. Do he was
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have no other gods before me,” is not any-
whera re-enacted, therefore it goes., The
second commandment agaist the religious
use of statues and pictures is not anywhere
re-enscted, and it must go also, The tenth
against coveting is not re-enated, therefore it
goes by the board. The result leaves us six
commandments instead of the ten which
God wrote on the stone tablets. If truth re-
qaires it, by all means let ua give up four or
ten. Letus give up the bible, too, if truth-
reguires it. Oeply when we do it let us be
consislest and candid, Let us cease to talk
ubout “the ten commandments,’ to teach
them to our children, aad to offur the beaati-
ful prayer when they are read, “"Liord have
wercy upon us and incline our hearts to keep
this law."" For if no longer binding we do not
mean (o keep it, and ought not to ask God to
ioelioe s to doit. You may have ovserved a
headless woodman undertake to cut one
great tree in the midst of a beautiful grove.
Without thinking fully be pliea the keen ax
to the tree, 1t fulls with a thundering crash
through the grove. Its giant arms are inter-
locked with the othérs and fear them as it
falls. Its massive trunk strikes upon its broth-
ers to broise and crosh them. And the once
beautiful grove is an unsighlly scene of
wreck and ruin, So with this maxim for
effucing God's inscription upon the tablets of
the law. Logical consistency 18 simply duty
to trath, to the God who framed the laws of
correct thinking. We may not impuate all
the consequences of a good man's principles
to him as his fault and his sin. But we may
and should impute such consequences to the
premises and test them thereby. The maxim
works fearful hayoe and must be well proved
before we recaive it, Now what is that
f 7 Upon what authority does it rest?
here did Christ give it? Or, which one of
his 1nspired apostles ever indorsed 1t?  Ihe
auswer of the new testameant 1s convincing.
No such maxim has any place in the gospels
por in the episties, Neither Christ nor his
apostles ever tanght that everything in the
ol.l testament is abolished unless re-enacted
in the new. Neathgr Christ nor his apostles
ever proposed to re-epact any one of the ten
commandments. There is not a shade of a
shadow of proof for such an assumpfion.
Some of the ten commandments were cited
by our Lord and his apostles.  Not, indeed,
to re-epact them, They required no such
superflacus legislation. Bat they were
pnamed in preaching, just as any
of us might do; named in order to
specify some popular form of sin—named not
to give them autherity, but as being already
of authority—named *‘for doctrine, for re-
proof, far correction, for instruction in night-
eousness.’” The whole maxim is an unproved
assumption, which leads to roinous innova-
tions, and &s such should be peremptorily re-
pudiated. Some reguiations in the old tosta-
ment were mtended to be of temporary dura-
tion; somne things were typical, ceremomal or
political. But these things wera carelully
kept out of the decalogue. And we need no
such sweeping mazims as that **All things
not re-enacted in the new testament are ab-
roguted.” Oh, no; we can go to better an-
thority. Our Lord abrogated the Jewish the-
ocracy 85 to its political functions, when he
claimed to Le the king of Israel and David's
heir, und yet refased politieal power and of-
Ses—refused to Le crowned by the popalace,
and proved the non-political character of his
kingdom to Pilate, sayping, "My kingdom 13
not of this world, else would my servanis
flght forme.”" The ovdinance of circamcision
was repealed in express words, And the
npostle, in his letter to the Hebrews, shows
bow the typical sacrifices and the typical
Aaronic priesthood are set aside by the death
of Christ, These matters are plain. Bat no
guch innovation 13 proposed as the drop
ping ouat of one commandment of the
decaiggue. We must bave better authonty
for such & step thsn doubtfal maxims of in-
terpretation. Besides, it is not clear that the
preface to theten commandments does not
apply to me as well as to the pious Jew of
old. The daliverance from Egypt was a great
blessipg to me. It was a mecessary step in
securing for me the oid testament scriptares,
the family of the Messiah, and in that way
the salvation of the world. No Jew ever
lived who wis mors banelittod by it than we
are. Wo are by faith adopted icto Abra-
bam’s family. We are true Israslites and
heirs of the old testament blessings. 1f the
prefuce reminded the pious Hebrew of one
special reason for keeping (fod’s law, that
reascn is in full force with me to-day. All
he bad is mme. Again, this reasoning against
the obligation of the Sabbath entirely disre-
gards the force of that word “*Remember” in
the fourth commandmsnt. The word is
somatimes used loosely to call attention to
some fact about to be mentioned for the first
time. Buot such psage 1s not proper to the
word. It should always be clearly shown in
any particular case. The facts do not re-
aire such improper use here. If we turn to
Ex. xvi, 22 30, we shall see Lthat the Habrews
were already acquainted with theSabbath be-
fora the ften commendments were given
from Moont Simai. The fact is inci-
dentally introduced in comnection with the
rules for gathering wanna. There is no ap-
pearapce of legislation in what Moses says.
Some not understand why others gath-
ered a double supply. It had not occurred
to them apparently that such a step was
peediul or proper. Some, indeed, even alter
Mosea explained the matter, did not believe,
and went ont to gather on the seventh day.
We know how bard it is to keep ple from
doing a little secular business on the Sabbath,
Where the Israclites got the idea of a Sab-
bath is a question that cught to be settled, if
at all, by tbe history. And in reviewing the
history we are led back to the days of inno-
cence and lind the Sabbsth to ba a part of
man’s primitive religion (Gonesia 1, 13).
This conclusion haa been set aside by the
suggestion that Moses does not here record
what really took place so much as he indi-
cates what (God meant to do more than two
thousand five hundred years attegpward. But
the record beurs no traces on its fuce of such
a violent rhetoric as the figare of *‘Prolep-
sis."" The incidents are all interwoven as a
continucus whole. The past tenses in oor
version ara the spme. The iospired Hebrew
iz yet more concatenated, the verbs being in
that peenlinr form (the future with “‘vav con-
versive'') which expresses an unbroken his-
toric narrative. Dr. Hodge, of Princeton,
than whom no man commands a wider respec
a8 a safe exegete, is fully jostified in saying
that no mun would have dreamed of such a
violenl “prolepsiy’’ in such an interw.ven
narrative unless he went to holy writ to prove
a preconceived theory which unconstiously
colors his mind, The word **ramember' in
the fourth comm:ndmant looks backward ta
thizs primitive institution, and enforces the
command to obeerve one day in seven by
using (he same words as we find 1n Ganesis
il, -3, There iz no forca whalever in the
suggestion that the “days’ of creation were
not periods of twenty-four hours, but long
ages. Sach may be the fact,. We know
that God's rest from creatiog bas lasted, so
far as this world is concerned at least, many
thonsands ol yeara. Bat it is not necessary
that a picture should be life-siga, The oarte
de visite gives us Lbe image of a friend. And
s0 & buman day of twenty-four hoors may be
a sufficcent representation of & divine period
to be a memorial of it. Lastly: We main-
tain the perpetoity of the Sabbath because it
18 engraven by the hand of God upon the na-
ture of man, not only of Jew, but of Gentile.
Experience proves it. All men who toil with
band or bruin feel the need of a rest day.
The slesp of night does much, but not all we
need. The wearied body seems to cry, **Bless
the good God for the day of rest."” The
exhuusted bLrain re-gchoes the cry with double
force. M. Prondhou, a French political
writar, in 1850 published an able treatise on
the effect of Sunday observance upon the
public health and moruls. He argues that
men sre more healthy, live looger, do better
work end more of it, for a day of rest. He
argues lo show that just about one day in
seven ig the best arrangement. He might
have added that the brutes will do the same.
Experience has proved it over and over ngain.
And moch more does the higher nature of
man, his moraljund spiritual nature, require
this rest by total change of thought and em-
ployment. We therefore hold fast to (od's
good gift. It has been said that we owe our
strict notious to the Paritans, Well, history
tells me that I owa mach to the grand old
Puriturs. The muse of history has vindi-
cated them from senseless abuse. They had
their faults, as all men bave. But by their
hands God saved Bntain from hopeless
slavery and ruin. Baotb for them Eagland
had been another Spain, the United Stateas as
poor Mexico. We owe them much. And if
we owe to them such a blessing as the Sab-
bath, oar debt is gieat indeed. Buat we go
back meyond the Puritans, beyond Moses
himsalf, to Gnd tbhe giver of every good
and perfect gift, Oa ancther occasionm, 1
shull hope to comsider the Sabbath
in the new testament. I shall under-
take, if God sparss me, to show,
not that Jesns Christ and his apostles
re enacted the fourth commandment or any
other of the ten. They did no such thing,
They oceasionally expoanded such of the ten
as specially needed to be called to mind.
They assumed their obligalion end did not
attempt to add thercto. DBot I shall show
that our Lord and his apostles honored God's
ordipance; and that by observing the firat
day, instead of the sevenlb, they added to
our obligations to *keep it holy™ ﬂy assocint-
ing the great work of redemption with the
creation.

“The Gospel of Peace.”

Rev. Mr. Womack, pustor of the Firat
Baptislt church, on Sunday night, taking his
text from Luke 1, 14, "“Oa earth peace,"
preached a discourse to a very large congre-
gation, of which the folloging is & synopais:
_It is fundamental in nature and mis-
“ion of the religion of Ghrist to be promotive

It means peacs infg:nmo'eat
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for it is the crowning evidence of God's per-
sonal intereat in, and benevolent design to-
ward the children of men. It ia the consum-
mate fulfillment of His ancient promise that
the seed of woman should bruise the serpent’s
head, and that in Abraham's seed all the na-
tions of the earth would be blessed. Now,
the profound mysteries of the past are ex-
plained and the problem of ths mighty fu-
ture is solved. “‘Glory to God in the high-
est!” exclaim the heavenly host. Peace on
earth! Let bumanity’s throbbing heart ex-
ult, and all the nations shout for joy. God
15 conciliatory, and hers 18 the proof; He is
friendly to man, and bere is the evidence; He
purposes a mission of love in the world, and
now insugurates it in the person of His son.
Peace is the avowed pu , and must be
the legitimate effect of the religion of Christ.
Ubserve, first,

THE RACE WAS NOT IN THE ENJOYMENT OF
PEACE.

1. 1t was not at peace with itself. Cain
slew Abel. This ominous chronicle stands
at the very threshold of human history;
from that sad hour on down the stream of
time, dissention, strife, hloodshed, desolation
and war have disgraced tbe race. Nation
against nation, province against province,
man agwinst man in fearful conflict. Sap-
pose universal history, in minute detail, could
be accurately delineated in the photoaraﬁer’l
plate, what & lery there would be! How
mm& pictures like the following —Here heaps
of the slain weltering in their own blood;
there multitudes trodden under foot by the
iron hoof of the war-horse; here sufferers
that live, but without hope. Justice dis-
patches the criminals with a single stroke;
but the victories of war, falling by casial,
undirected blows, often expire in lingering
agony, their deep groans moving no compas-
sion, their limbs writhing on the earth with
pain, their lips parched with burning thirst,
their wounds open io the chilling air, the
memory of home rushing on their minds, but
not a veice of comfort reaching their ears.
The birds and beasts of prey gorge themselves
with the dead, and buman plunderers rifie
the remains of the slain. Yonder are scat-
tored flocks, smoking ruinz, and affrighted
inkabitants fleeing in despair. Witness, in
the retirement of home, a scepe still more
sad, in the widow’s countenance, in the or-
phans’ cry, in affection cherishing the mem-
ory of the slain and weeping that it could
not minister to the loved and lost in the dy-
ing hour. Buch scenes are familiar to the
historian’s eye. They have been enacted all
along the pathway of the race; no nook nor
eornar of the earth, no age nor palion has
escaped. Wherever man bas miregated_.
whether civilized or barbarian, he has culti-
vated division, strife, war with himself, and
r:veled in his own blood. !

2. It was not at paace with God, Oace it
was, bat the friendly relations between man
and his God came suddenly to a perpetual
end. Man made himself a sinner in the
moral government of the Majssty on high;
tore himself loose from his moorings; swore
eternal enmity; turned his face away from
Goad; took up hs fatal line of departure from
the source of all good; forgot the peace he
bad lost, and careered forth without map, or
chart, or compass, or guide, into the unex-
plored regions of the boundless, dark and
terrible tature. 1f the bible is true, man, uo-
ragenerated, is a sinner, a great sioper, a
lost sipner.  He is not on {riendly terms with
God. He is certainly at war, unconditional
and absolute, with Him who made him. He
is not at peace with God. And so universal
human conscience has ever testified, as the
history of all men in all ages, whether
heathen or christian, whether barbarous or
civilized. The conacience of all men render
this testimony now. The tinner everywhere
quakes with fear at the thought of being
rushed into the presenca of the great God.
He knoows he is not at peace with the Al-
mighty, and feazs the result. Second:

NO HUMAN AGENCY CAN BRING ABOUT
THIS PEACE.

Men hava thooght so, some think so now.
Bat all scriptare, reasyn and history afirm
to the contrary.

1. Noirilization can do it. Civilizationis
a migh'y power, but to superinduce peace
betwaen man snd man, or belween man and
his God, requires the use of means which it
cannot command. Civiliz ition may chasten
the manners and soften the feclings of
men, but it has no means at its dis-
posal by which il can reach the heart,
the mamspring of human action, and root
out the evil and plant instead the graces of
the Holy Spirit, love, joy, peace. Civiliza-
tion affects the etermal, but cannot produce
acy radical change in the interaal life of
man. Civilization represents education, gov-
ernment and wunion of inferest in a general
sense, and these are friendly to human hap-
piness. Yet we know that it is not in the
power of these to secure perfect peace among
men. For those governments which have
been the cause of the greatest effusion of
Liood, were, perhaps, thoee enjoying the
highest degree of civilization. But why de
lay our conclusions? Such a supposition
were contrary to the nature of things: and
besides, the facts are before us, the experi-
ment has been long and fairly tried. Dis-
coveries known to the civilization of the
Egzyptians have perished from the knowledge
of man. The attainments of the Greeks mn
sculpture, architecture, painting, philosophy,
oratory and poetry, stand ou! without an
equal, perhaps, in the annals of human ex-
cellence. But what effects did these have io
fr«ternizing the race and cultivating peace?
None. From this humanity learns that it
cannot, of itself, restore its primitive relation
with God, nor be the author of its own hap-
piness and paace in the life that now ia.

2. No alliances or cenfralization of poicer
can do it, Muach may be done in this way to
extend the dominions of a crowned head, but
paace that is forced is no peace. The heart
must be touched and swayed by the scepier
of love; but no exterpal alliances can do this,
Third;

THE RELIGION OF CHRIST IS ADAPTED TO
CULTIVATE AMONG MEN TII). BLESSINGS
OF EXTERNAL AND INTERNAL PEACE.
This 18 trae, both in theory and in fact, as

can be proved from scristare, the natore of

things and the lstory of religion. 1 cannot
elaborate this thought to-night, bat will pre-
sent, briefly, two arguments. First:

1. It contemplates all men ia the same
light. In the eye of the Divine Being all
men have sinned and come far short of the
glory of God. The race as a whcle has be-
come estranged from od; has rebelled and
become an enemy to him; and what the race,
as a whole, has done, every man, as an indi-
vidual, has done. This is the real positior ot
man a8 described in the bible; and he is so
contemplated by the religious system 1navgu-
rated by Christ. Second:

2. The change it seeks to make in men is
universally identical, As the evil is univer-
sally the same, so the proeess, and the agen-
cies employed i removiog it, are, and must
be, the game. Hence the results are the
same. Kvery subject of “the christian re-
ligion is, at first, a child of wrath; at the
last, he is n child of God. God is the father
of them all, and they are all brethren,
Brethren should be at peace. The conclusion
is irresistible, It is fundamental in the re-
ligion of Jesus t3y introdace and preserve
peace on earth, in the broadest acd narrowest
sense of that word.

REMARKS.

1. Christian, the cause you have espoused
is the best in the world. It means peace and
happiness for the race in the life that now 1s
and that which is to come. Fight with

ho?e.

2, All men are interested in the instito-
tions of raligion as they love their conntry
and their race. It is the best and only safs
civilizing ageney in the world.” Come, bow
at its shrine and worship at its altars, Its
design i benevolent, its author is God.

3 All men are interested in it as they
love their souls. Ba mindful, then, of your
highest interests, by giving your heart to
3od and becomiog an humbia christian man.
