"TUB WARDS OF TIIK SfATlOW."
When Ihe negroes were, declared free, the

Republican party insisted that they should be
made the ' Wards of the Nation." and every
Radical eilicc-aeek- er constituted himself a
guardian. The wards were Uken into the
loyal leagues where their guardians admin-
istered horrid oaths, requiring the wards to
array themselves against the whites and to
vote only as the guardians dictated. Toe
wa?Js were promised forty acres of land and
a mule. They were induced to invest their
hard earnings in the Freed men's bank. The
innocent wards soon discovered that they
were cheated by their guardians. Bat it
seems the Republicans again propose to make
the blacks the warda of the nation and to
constitute themselves their guardians. Our
dispatches from Washington announce that
on Monday lattt Mr. Garneld introduced
bill "authorizing the secretary of war to fur
nidh tents and rations to certain destitute
colored emigrants in Kansas, and making an
appropriation of seventy-fiv- e thousand dol
lars for that purpose." A stream of white
emigrants have been pouring into Texa3 for
the past two years. Most of them are in
rags, destitute of comforts, and many of them
without money and suffering with
1 ,uunger. it a member ot corgress
were to propose to furnish them
with tents and rations, or to offer a resolution
appropriating seventy-fiv- e thousand dollars
for the benefit of these suffering white emi
grants, he would be ridiculed and told that
the poor whites were cot "the warda of the
nation," and that it was not the duty of the
govflrnraent to feed needy adventurers seet
ing new homes. Thousands of foreigners
land upon our shores ragged and hungry.
iiieir destination is Kansas. They have not
the money to reach there; but they have the
misfortune to have white skins, and if a mem'
her of congress should be so silly as to make
them "the wards of the nation," give them
tents, n.tions and seventy-fiv- e thousand dol
lars, he would be told that the government
was not an almoner to distribute alms for the
benefit of impecunious immigrants. The
resolution of Garfield was introduced for the
sole purpose of adding to the small stock of
capital'which the Radicals have left. They
see that they are losing the colored vote,
and they hope to reclaim It
by showing to the blacks that
they are still "the wards of the nation
and that the Republican party is still their
guardian. No one for a moment supposes
darSeld s resolution will pass. If it should
become a law, the entire colored population
would cease all labor and become a race of
vagrants. St. Lima would be overrun with
negroes, all clamoring for their tents, their
rations and their pro-rat- a share of the new
appropriations, which congress would soon
increase to millions. The passage of Gar-
field's bill would cause the entire colored race
to rush into a heels-over-hea- d movement.
The whole colored population ot the south
would be oa the march, and if the govern-
ment did not feed them, they would perish
of hunger. It would diminish the product
ot cotton, and the whites would be forced to
raise their own supplies, and at the close of
the year they would find that they had lost
nothing by the revolution, for in raising
cotton, alter paying the negroes for their labor
no profits have been made. Indeed, nearly
every planter engaged in the production
of cotton since the war has bee bankrupted,
a fact which yves the lie to the charge that
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the blacks are paid nothing for their labor.

Neither poor whites nor blacks should be

treated an paupers, to be made the benefi-

ciaries of the government. Garfield, for
party purpesep, may undertake to make the
blacks "the wards of the nation," but the
American people do not propose to make the
colored race a privileged class to give them
rights der.ied the poor white immigrants. It
is no part of the function of government
to select out a few of whom to make favor-

ites; to transplant them to free
lands; to present them with outfits, and
maintain them till such time as they
are g. The worthy but penni-

less mechanic, artisan or laborer at home
would have just as much right to make the
same demand on the government, and the
evil thus once inaugurated would, in this ace
of arrant demagogism, grow to frightful
and unmanageable proportions. AH that a
paternal government may do in the way of
free lands and homes, our government has
done. Its wonderfully liberal homestead
law provides that any citizen or applicant for
citizenship over twenty-on- e, be he white or
black, as, also, any woman, the head of a
family, can secure a free farm of his or her
choice, of one hundred and sixty acres, on
any unappropriated public lands, subject to

n, at one dollar and twenty-fiv- e

cents per acre; or he or she may enter, by
n, eighty acres of any unappro-

priated public lands classed at two dolkra
and fifty cents per acre. The only condition
is that such citizen must fhow his good faith
by residing on and working the land so
chosen for five years. Union soldiers and
sailors (or, in case of their decease, their
widows and children) need only show one
year's residence to procure valid titles.

TttK TEST OATH ILLUSTRATED.
While it is proposed in congress by the

Republicans to make pensioners of vagrant
negroes, the Republicans of South Carolina
are laboring to fill the penitentiary with
honest white citizens, under the operations
ot the infamous test oath, which the Demo-
crats are laboring to repeal. No stronger
argument in favor of the prompt repeal of
the provisions of the law which permits the
exclusion from the i dry box in the Federal
courts of all persons who ia any way partici-
pated or sympathized with the rebellion
could be desired than is furnished in the
proceedings in the election cases now being
tried in the . United States circuit court in
South Carolina. The cases in question are
prosecutions for violating the Federal elec
tion ' laws, interiering with supervisors
and deputy-marshal- s. The Balti
more! Sun shows that instead
of moving the court in its discretion, to order
the application of the test oath, the district
attorney has chosen to challenge particular
jurors, first questioning them as to the fact
of their having served in the Confederate
army, etc. To thist mode of proceeding
counsel for the defense objected npoi several
ground. First, that section 820 had been
repealed, and was no longer in force. Sec-

ond, that no man could be required to furnish
testimony against himself which would tend
to criminate or disgrace him. Third, that it
was the duty of the district-attorne- y to show
that the juror was disqualified by independent
testimony. All these objections were promptly
overruled by Judge Bond Judge Bryan, the
district-judg- e, however, dissenting. Conse
quently, it is said, the district-attorne- y, exer
cisiDK the unlimited right of challenge al
lowed by the court, has been enabied to ex
elude every Democrat summoned from serving
on the jury, and to secure juries composed
exclusively of white and colored Radicals.
Moreover, he has been able, by the same
means, to discriminate between
erates who are Democrats, and those who
have since become Radicals. Both classes
are equally disqualified under section 820,
and both would be alike excluded by the ap
plication of the test oath, as provided in sec
tion 821. The district-attorne- y, however,
proceedings stated, under section 820, is sure
to make no suggestion of any cause of dis
qualification, and interposes no challenge or
objections in (the cases of cx Confederates
who have since the war been acting and vot
mg wilq tne itatucais. it is not surpris-
ing that this mode of conducting the
cases, and Juage bonds rulings, which
have facilitated the action of the district at
torney, have alike created the deepest indig
nation in South Carolina, and ate beginning
to attract attention at Washington. What
makes Judjte Bond's coarse seem peculiarly
open to criticism is that in the election cases
here, when the objection was raised that the
indictments found bv a errand iurv one of
whose members was disqualified by section
820 were invalid, and a decision of Circuit
Judge Woods was cited in support of the po
sition, Judge Bond held the question under
advisement, and adjourned his court without
deciding it. Where the provisions of the
samo section are invoked in South Carolina
not, however, by counsel for the defense, but
in aid of their proseeution the same judge
finds no difficulty in giving them tho broadest
construction contended for by the prosecuting
attorney. It is plainer than ever that stat
utory provisions which are capable of being
put to such partisan uses, and which may be
enforced or not enforced, at the pleasure of
the court or of the district attorney, as the
exigencies of the particular case or the sup-
posed interests of the prosecution may re-

quire, ought to be as promptly as possible
swept from the statute book. If the statute
justifies Judge Bond's interpretation of it and
the district attorney's mode of applying it,
so much the worse for the statute and the
stronger the case for repeal. It should be
observed, however, that District Judge Bryan
has dissented, though fruitlessly and unavail
ing, it appear?, from Judge Bond's appli
cation of the law.

TILDK.Y tX 91 ORE TROUBLE.
Tilden is a reformer who is sadly in need

of reformation. He is in more trouble, again
accused of trying to beat the government out
of its revenue. Tilden is a member of a
patent medicine firm in New York, which is
charged with sending out its decoctions with-
out the necessary internal revenue stamps.
Senator Barnum and a nephew of Mr. Tilden
have been in Washington for a week endeav-
oring to make peace with the internal reve-enu- e

commissioner. Mr. Tilden 's fum is re-

ported to have sent hundreds of tens of its
medical nostrums into every part of the
country. The law requires a one cent stamp
on every box or bottle which is to be retailed
at the rate of twenty-fiv- e cents, two cents on
one to be sold at fifty cents and a four-cen- t

stamp ou one which is to be retailed at one
dollar. The cases or boxes thus far seized in
the possession of the druggists at Chicago,
St. Louis, New Orleans, Philadelphia, Balti
more and Boston were found to have a few
stamps on the top layer of smallrr boxes or
phials, while those beneath and out of sight
in each package had none.

The Newest town In the SJonntry,
Cleora, Cou., April 14. Cleora, a new

town of the mountains, in which the first
business of any kind was opened scarce tour
months since, now contains, besides resi-
dences, five stores, four feed stabler, and cor-
rals, ore hotel, two boardinghouses, two
saloons, bakery, blacksmith and shoe shops,
and three lumber-yards- . The professions
are represented by Dr. Halleck, who is pre-

paring to open a drug store, and Dr. M'Kin-ne- y,

a pioneer newspaper man of California,
Nevada and other western mining States and
Territories, who has just arrived with type
and other material, ready, as soon as a build-
ing can be erected for the purpose, to start
the Cleora Courier. Many new buildings are
going up, or projected, and the town will
more than treble in the next sixty days.
There are four saw-mil- ls within a dozen
miles, and lumber, direct from the saw, sells
for thirty dollars per thousand. Carpenters
wages, three dollars and fifty cents per day,
and yet houses are erected at comparatively
little expense, scarcely anything being ex-
pended for ornamental work. Lots sell from
five to ten dollars per front-foo- t, according
to location. The name of Cleora was chosen
in honor of Miss Cleora Bayles, a handsome
and popular young lady, daughter of Wm.
Bayles, Esq., a much respected ranchman
and merchant of eighteen years residence in
this valley. Probably no more beautiful town
site is to be found in the Rocky mountains.
It is situated at the junction ot the Arkansas
and South Arkansas rivers, sixty-fiv-e miles
south of Leadville, on the lower side of a
lovely valley, extending for miles up and
along the rivers. A view from the surround-
ing mountains affords an exhilarating and
unceasing pleasure. The two rivers, fitted
with speckled trout to make glad the heart
of the tourist, can be see for miles, laughing
and sparkling in the sunshine as they go run-
ning down their1 serpentine beds, through
grass-covere- d plateaus, dotted with herds of
cattle and horses grazing to or from the
waters; as the shadows grow or shorten,
while surrounding all as the frame of a pic
ture, are the pine-covere- d mountains, with
snow-cappe- d peaks towering in the far dis-
tance. .

Anecdote of Qneen Victoria.
London Journal: "The queen was not

twenty years of age when she ascended the
throne.

As the wafers
in tins isolated sea slowly evaporated, and as
there was no inflow, the result was the desert
ot sand now seen. Dry Jake is three bun
dred teet below the level of the sea. At ona
point on the southern Pacific the plain is two
nunureu ana Bixcy-tnre- e feet below the level
of the sea. The basin is about one hundred
and thirty miles long and from thirty to fifty
miles wide. Between this and the head of
the gulf is thirty miles of territoiy just above
the sea level.

serve 500,000, in the land wehr 580.000, and
in the landsturm 1,030,000 making in all
z.ou.utAj men wno nave received some
amount of military training, beside 3,345,000
men wno hive received no training. In
cavalry the Germans have the advantage, the
figures for the two countries being 91,000
men and 70,000. In artillery, the numerical
advantage is with tbe trench, the figures
being, for France 2442 guns, and for Ger
many 2124 uuns. The immense drain of
labor which the maintenance of this army
must impose upon trance is in addition to.
