REFUNDING CERTIFICATES.
The treasury department states that the

sale of refunding certificates is rapidly in-
creasing. Tbe department expresses much
surprise that the postmasters in the leading
cities do not show more energy and success
in these sales.

CONFIRMATIONS.
The senate confirmed Edwin W. Keightly,

of Michigan, third auditor of the treasury,
and W. W. Elwell Goldsboro, of Baltimore,
United States consul at Amery.

THE HOUSE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE.
The house committee on judiciary have

recommended that section 5544 of the revised
statutes bo amended to read as follows: "If
two or more persons conspire to commit any
offense against the United Stales, in any
manner, for any purpose, and one or more of
such parties do any act to effect the object of
the conspiracy, all the parties to such con-
spiracy Bkall be liable to a penalty of not
more than ten thousand dollars, or imprison-
ment for not more than two years, or both
fine and imprisonment, in the discretion of
the court."

CABINET MEETING.
The session of the cabinet to-da- y was a

full one and quite protracted, considerable
important business being brought before it.
The subj ict of the alleged contemplated in-

vasion of the Indian Territory, under the
guise of settlement, was the leading topic.
It appears that a claim has been set up that,
by the sale of certain Indian lands to the
government, such lands have become the
property of the United States, as other pub
ic lands, and like tbem are open to settle

ment under the homestead and pre-empti-

acta, and that a company or co upanies have
already been formed for tlij purpose of set-
tlement on portions of the laud in question.
A different view of tbe law wa3. however.
taken by the President and his advisers.

1 he allegation.that under a recent act of con
gress the requirements iu relation to Eads's
jetty system were reduced not only as to depth
and width, but also as to length ot channel,
so as to apply only to the length of the jet-
ties instead of to the length of the obstruc-
tions, a distance of about two instead of
twelve miles, was considered, and the attor
ney general gave his opinion that the law re-

quired tbe depth to be maintained for a long-
er distance.

Eipenditures under the river and harbor
bill were also considered. Secretary Sher-
man called attention to the extraordinary de-
mands on the treaury at the present time,
growing out ot the process of refunding the
public debt, and other causes, and urged that
there be a delay in drawing upon the treasury
at the present time. He thought that by the
end ol August the treasury would be in a
condition to make disbursements on account
of rivers and harbors.

Considerable routine business was also dis
posed of.

CONCERNING THE INDIAN TERRITORY.
As a result of the cabinet deliberation the

following letter was written this afternoon
by the secretary of the interior depaitment:

Dkpartment op thk Interior, (

Washington, D. C, April 25. i
To tbe Commissioner of Indian Affairs:

Sir I am in receipt of the papers accom
panying your letter ot the fifteenth instant,
and further reference of tbe twenty-fir- st in-

stant, respecting an anticipated attempt by
citizens of the United States to possess them-
selves, under tbo guise of settlement of a
portion ot tbe Indian territory, embracing
lauds acquired by tho treaties of 1S6S with
the various Indian nation or tribes in
that Territory, and held for Indian
purposes, according to the common under
standing of the objects ot said treaties.
Among these papers are communications
from the Cherokee and Creek delegations, in
closing a printed copy of a letter from Au-
gustus Albert, of Baltimore, Maryland, toE.
C. Boudmot, a Cherokee Indian now in this
city, and of his ieply thereto, dated the thirty--

brat ultimo, stating in effect that these
lands are a part of the public lands of the
United States, and, as such, are subject to
settlement, excepting such portions as have i
actually been appropriated to the use of the
Indian tribes located thereon. Uertain news-
paper articles are also inclosed, conveying in-

timations of an organized movement during
the coming month to take possession of these
lands, on the theory that they are, in con-
templation of law, free and open lo settle-
ment as public lands of the United States.
By the intercourse act of May ol), 1834, this
tract of territory, with others, was declared
Indian country, and for ita government
the basia was created of the present
intercourse laws, as embodied in
the revised statutes, section 2111 to
2157. Since that period, although the
boundary of tbe Indian country has been va-
ried nnder the operation of numerous laws,
the whole Indian Territory has been regarded
as Indian country, eutject to no btata or ler-ritori- al

laws, and excepted from judicial pro-
cess, except under upeci.il enactments pro
viding for limited and restricted jurisdic-
tion tor the purposes for which it has been,
by section 5oi ol the revised statutes, at-
tached to tbe western district of Arkansas.
None of the land laws or geoeral laws of the
United States have been extended to anv Dart
of the Indian Territory, except as to crimes
and punishments, and other provisions regu-
lated by the intercourse acts. This being
the condition ot things, it is clear that no
authorized settlement could be made by any
person tn the territory except under the pro
visions ot tbe intercourse laws, such Derson
having first obtained the permission provided
for in tnese statutes, it may be further
stated that no part of said territory remains
from tbe appropriation either to a direct trust,
assumed by treaty or by reservation lor
tribes therein under executive orders, ex
cept that portion still claimed by the State of
lexas ana lying between Ked river and the
North fork ot the same. See various trea
ties, agreements and executive orders from
1SG6 to the present time.l By section 2147
of the revised statutes authority is expressly
granted to the officers of the Indian depart-
ment to remove from the Indian Territory all
persons found therein contrary to law, and
the President ia authorized to direct the
military forces to be employed in euch re-
moval. You are instructed to furnish a copy
of this communication to the respective
Cherokee and Creek delegations, and to di-
rect tho agents and officers of the Indian
service to use their utmost vigilance in the
removal ot such unauthorized persons as
may attempt to appropriate by settlemeut
any of the lands aforesaid, and make prompt
report ot any and all sucn nases or attempted
trespass for the information of this depart
ment, very reapectlully,
