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THE VICKHKIBU COSIVF.iTIO.
On Monday next a convention will ba held

at Vicksburg to consider the labor question
and dovise means by which to prevent the
further exodus of negroes from the south to
Kansas and other western States. The Ar
peal has taken no stock in this convention,
believing that it will result in no good, aad,
like tho New Orleans convention, it will be
coa verted into a pattisan organization for the
beneGt of the Republican party and the de
tarnation of the southern whites, who are ac
cused of cheating the blacks out of their labor
and out of their political rights with shot
guns. Furthe rmorj, we believe the Vicks'
burn convention should be composed ex
clusively of colored delegates. If left to then--
selves, the wise and prudent counsels of the
intelligent blacks would have some weight.
The advise of white delegates would be attri
buted to interested motives, either to personal
or political aggrandizement, and the impor-

tance of the movement would be magnified,
and the blacks would take a malicious de-

light in repeating what they have
so often done combine together and array
themselves against the whites. This migra-
tion craze, like the measles, the mumps or
any other epidemic, will require time to ex-

haust itself. A physician was asked the best
remedy for rheumatism. In reply he gave
the situplo but significant prescription, six
weeks. SSix or twelve months is the only
remedy to cure this negro folly and fanaticism.
When the negroes learn of the sufferings and
disappointments of those who have made the
venture; when they see thousands returning
to the south, or begging the means to return
to the homea they so precipitately and un-

wisely deserted, the epidemic for emigration
will have eihausted.itself. In discussing this
subject the Vicksburg Herald says:

Individuals sometimes make the mistake of think-
ing they are tndlapeusaole In their vocation, but tne
world generally manages to wag along as usual
when they are removed from their sphsre of action.
Mtiy not a cowmualty, or even a race, make a simi-
lar mistake? XnM the negro laborers ot this sec-
tion have bad grievances, seems to be established
by the weight of evidence. That tbey should be
treated houwulv. fairly and kludly and that their
Ignorance should not be taken advantage of is a
course that should be pursued by the dictates of

and even and not require the
suggestion of a convention for putting It Into effect.
The return of the negro race to political power to
the extent of subordinating the white race to It, can
never le. All the laws that were ever made
all the power of Grant and the
government could not perpetuate this un-
natural state of affairs. And If an attempt pheuld
be inud' to Induce the negroes to remnlo In the
sooth with the Idea ttmt they will again control the
government or the blates with their race arrayed
atralnst the white race, U will tsll through. A pro-
mise of this sort to the negroes would be false, for It
could never be fulfilled. It It could be. It would be
no benefit to them, but an Injury, at to the past-m- ean

whites only profiling by the ottloes. and put-
ting the countiy in a ruinous condition. Some peo-
ple hav-- j expreesed satisfaction at the exodus of the
colored people, for tne very reason that they expected
an attempted return of our former political troubles,
and are glad to see the material upon which
wicked, mean white men baaed their ele-
vation to office leaving the country. The
advancement of the laborers to mate-
rial orMwerlty W more Important to them than
their embroilment In politic il strife. Let them be
encouraged to become land-owner- to break down
race lines, and be treated with the utmost fairness In
all business and political transactions, and the nat-
ural advantages of our soil and climate w ill not only
hold those who are with us. but Induce the refugees
to return. If Ibis course Is pursued, we think the
condition of the laborers of the south will compare
favorably with that of any laborers In the world, and
then If the colored peopte ure not tailstted, let them
go their way in peace. Their places can be supplied

by offering the same Inducements from the
crowded populations of Europe or Asia, who will be
glad to avail themselves ot the advantages
oflered by our climate and soil, and the opportunity
of becoming possessed of land and homes In a free
country. In Ureat Britain all the tillable land la
owned by a few thousand people the tenant system
In Us worst form prevails. In Germany the oppor-
tunity of the laborers for bettering their condition
Is very limited. They begin life poor and eud it In
the same way, almost without aithought or aspira-
tion of having a home that they can call their own,
or afoot of land. In the olbor countries of Kurope,
the agricultural labor Is placed at a disadvantage to
which the condition ot southern labor, even as It
hits been In the past, would seem preferable. Let
ns treat our present laborers honestly, truthfully.
Justly, and then If scheming politicians Induce
tlibm to leave, supply their places ry other people
with the greatest oppoitunlty and encouragement to
become land-owne- and we need not fear for the
future ot the south.

This article shows a spirit of kindness and
justice toward the blacks. So far as our
knowledge extends, this feeling is cherished
by thewhite population of the south, and the
"weight of evidence" thows that the negroes
have no "grievances," only such as are in-

cident to the laboring classes in all parts of
the civilized world. The unreliability of the
worthies negro is so notorious, that meetings
have been held in every southern city for the
purpose of devising means by which to sup-

plant r.ero labor with that of honest, thrifty
white immigrants, who will comply with their
obligations instead of turning politicians. A
meeting has been held in this city for this
very purpose, and the delegates from Ten-
nessee, Mississippi, Arkansas and Alabama
told the eauio old tale of the unreliability of
negro labor, and the necessity of looking to
other sources for relief. We are op-

posed to the exodus of the negro, because
he is not prepared for the change. A stranger
in a strange land, without clothing, money or
anything required ot an emigrant, bis suffer-
ings must be great. For the sake of the ne-

gro, and for tho sake of humanity, we ad-

vise the nc?ro to remain where he is, and
whero ho has made a living as comfort-tabl- e

ns that usually enjoyed by other
laboring classes, whose great necessities pre-

cipitate them into riots and engage them in
lawlessness to secure bread for themselves
an i hungry children. Looking at this exo-

dus in a selfish view, the south has nothing
to fear, for it was a sserted during the aboli-tio- n,

crusade, and has been demonstrated
since the freedom of the blacks, that the
south could never secure an influx of popula-
tion composed of hardy, thrifty, industrious
skilled liiuor, so long as this class is forced to
come in contact, and especially in competi-
tion, with negro labor. Were there no ne-

groes in the south the tide of immigration
would pour in upon us, and in a tew years
our rich laud would be teeming with a
trinity population the negro huts would be
supplanted by beautiful white residences, and
the country prosperous and happy. Tennes-
see would be filled with white emigrants,
and the State would bo as populous and pros-
perous as Illinois. Not that we have any en-

mity to tho negro, or would abridge any one
of his civil or political rights; not that we
pn-fc- such a policy; but because tho negro
forces us upon it. The roads are covered with
negroes swarming to the cities, where they
dit), die like sheep with the rot, but where
they expect to live without work, which
they regard as the essence of the freedom
they havo secured. The craze about Kansas
is born cf this spirit. Time alone cau cure
it. As we have ulready said, it is only the
thritiltss and worst element of the race
who are discontented, and their loss
will givo safety to the chicken-coop- s and pro

perty of honest whites end Ulaclcs, tor the
southern people know that the negroes who
bave a pride in becoming good citizens, and
who are anxious to contribute by honest labor
to the wealth of the country, and to secure
tor themselves comfortable homes, are con-

tented and respected. This is not the class
by any means who are now on the way to
Kansas, or who have thrown themselves with

their wives and children into the lap of char
ity. That class of colored people in the
south, bave rapidly acquired comfortable
homes, and have surrounded themselves with
as many of the ordinary comforts of life as
that class of even white laborers in any
country do in the same lecgth of time.
There are and always will be thousands
of vagrants and worthless characters who are
always migratory among the colored as well
as the white race, nor is it at all surprising
that such class should be more numerous
among the black race in this country. It is

little more than half a score' of years since
they have been called upon to depend upon
themselves for daily bread, and why should
they not lack those habits of industry and
frugality which characterize the white race,
especially of the north ? We hope the meet
ing at Vicksburg on Monday next will result
in good to the black race, and put au end to
the suffering which the deluded vagabonds
are causelessly bringing upon themselves
In another column we publish a card from
the citizens of Vicksburg, which inspires the
call for the proposed convention. We also
publish the letter of Senator Bruce, to which
the attention of the reader is directed.

HAJOK W. J. BYKES'M LETTER.
It is known that this gentleman has been

an extreme State credit advocate, but it will
be seen from his letter published in another
column, that he favors the acceptance of the
terms proposed by the legislature, and de
fends the people of Tennessee from the slan-

ders of the bondholders. These slanders
upon our State the epithet of "thieves"
which of late has been applied to our peo-

ple by the organs of the bondholders, have
chilled the enthusiasm of the State credit ad-

vocates and united our population on the ba-

sis proposed by the la6t legislature. Tennes
see in scaling her State debt is proposing to
do what Georgia and Alabama did, and when
these two States made a compromise with
their ci editors they would not have paid more
than Tennessessa proposes, if times were
then as they are now. The Republican
press were preparing to fire tho northern
heart by charging the south with repudia-
tion. But this battery has been
spiked. The Radicals arc estopped
from a further war upon the "thieves" of
Tennessee and the southern States by the
conduct of Minnesota, where the people of
the State have not only by the average Re-

publican majority of the State voted to eus-tai- n

the actual repudiation, but have refused
to countenance the appointment of a com-

mission to decide whether tho State railroad
bonds were or were not legal obligations of
Minnesota. Moreover, the Republican legis-

latures of Minnesota have several times rude-
ly shut the door of arbitration in the faces of
the unfortunate holders of bends taken on the
faith ct Minnesota. In view of all which, what-
soever may be the legal or ethical complexion
of the Tennessee bond question, we submit
that the principal organ of the Republican
party in the middle States ought first to pick
the Minnesota beam out of the northern eye
before it berates the whole people of the south
as "capable of doing tl.o meanest and basest
thing" on the strength of the Tennessee mote.
One of the organs of the bondholder!', in
commenting on the dishonesty of Minnesota,
says: "It will surprise no one that the Dem-
ocrats of the south and those of other States,
who feel somewhat keenly the reproach of
Democratic repudiation in eouie of the south-
ern States, are calling public attention to the
conduct of Minnesota. This is perfectlyjust.
The State of Minnesota deserves all the re-

proach which belongs to any one of the
southern States. It is at least. as competent
as any of them to pay its entire indebted-
ness! It has deliberately and dishonestly re-

pudiated that indebtedness fr many years.
All manner of reasonable propositions have
been made by its creditors, and rejected with
stubborn bad faith by its people. Nothing
can justly be said in defense of the course of
that State, and if any of the southern States
conceive it to be a tolerable thiug to sit in the
same disgrace and to bear the same load of
dishonor for the next quarter of a century,
they will learn in the end that it is at least a
very costly position."

New York, April 26. In the Stanley
court-martia- l, Captain Kimberly, ot the
Forty-firs- t Ohio, said that be saw uenerai
Hazen when the charge was made by the
enemy's line. General Hazen s brigade was
composed of the Ninth Indiana, Sixth Ken-
tucky, and Forty-fir- st Ohio; he might say
that the JNinth Indiana regiment was cnieny
enaraged; it was a kind of desultory
skirmish; he saw Generals Bueli and Hazen
riding, and formed in the heavy brushwood
the disordered brigade; when laiung Dacx
he was wounded, about one o'clock, and sent
to the rear; he was at the uauie or atone
river; there is a monument there to the
men of General Hazen a brigade who tell
there; it is on thejidentical spot the brigade
occupied. He saw General Hazen that day. He
was in command at Mission Ridge ; he ordered
the attack on the rifle-pit- s; when the brigade
advanced up the ridge, it became engaged
with the enemy after advancing two or
three miles; General Sheridan's command
was on the right when ascending the hill;
he was at the battle of Pickett's mills, the
brigade was then under command of General
Hazen; the engagements were very severe
and the losses heavy; General Hazen acted
bravely. '

A letter to General Hazen, from General
O. P. Dyke, was read. He said of Shiioh:
"General Hazen's brigade met the enemy
about sunrise, April 7th; was heavily en-

gaged, at short musket range, fer several
hours, and then made an effective as-

sault, drove the enemy in disorder,
and captured several pieces of artillery.
The ground over which the charge was made
was in the main covered with a dense growth
of timber. From this cause, and heavy losses
in the fighting previous to the charge, the
continuity of our line was necessarily broken.
Unfortunately no troops came to support
ua, and we were forced to yield to
the advance of tho enemy's second and solid
line of battle. Not having anything with
which to spike the captured guns, we ren-
dered them useless during the remainder of
the battle by lamming them with mud. I
saw Hazen on a horse riding along his. line,
encouraging his men by words and
example during the whole of the
fh?ht and charsre. and while retir- -
lrifir. as wo were together in constant
endeavor to rally the remnants of his com-
mand. General Hazen was brave, dauntless
and effective all his most ardent friends
could have desired."

finneral Charles Gavlord cave a description
of the battle and testified to General Hazen's
bravery.

CaDtain Frank R. Gross and Lieutenant
Colonel W. N. Beebe, bore similar testimony
in the braverv of General Hazen.

Ex Governor John M. Palmer, of Illinois,
testified that Hszen's brigade was in his di- -

viflirtn; it was in the heaviest Dart of the bat
tie: he was at the battle of Stone river, and
a monument was erected to the men of
Hazen's brigade who fell there; he believed
that was the position they occupied.

OUR STATE CREDIT.

The Comments of the Sew York Frees
Severely Commented Vpon by Hon.

W.J. Mikes as Indiscriminate
and Uajaat It Should Sat

be a Party question.

Nashville American, 27th: "I have read
with astonishment and deep regret some arti
cles in the New York press in regard to the
visit ot our btate debt committee to that city,
These articles are neither calculated to ad
vance the cause of State credit nor the inter
ests of the holders of Tennessee bonds
Thev are eo indiscriminate in their denuncia
tions and at the same time so unjust. I have,
as you are well aware, been for several years
an open and outspoken advocate of the rights
of our creditors and ot the payment or fair
adiustnient of our State debt. 1 did this re--
ourrlleea of whether it was rotular or unoopu
lar; because I believed it was right. I had
no interest, either direct or iudirect, in bonds,
and received no encouragement from holders
of Tennessee bonds. I had never regarded
this is a rmrtv Question, and have never hesi
tated to give full credit to Republicans for
their natnotic course in support or state
credit. I have considered this a question to
everv true iennesaean. as far above party.
The attacks upon us in the New York papers
seem to be made for partif.au effect. This is
uniust. not onlv to the Democrats of Tennes
see, but to that great body of the Republicans
ot" the State, who have united in every effort
to uphold the character and credit ot lennes
see. Whilst most of the Republicans of Ten
nessee have been and are sound upon this
question, there are some notable instances to
the contrarv. The fiVst discussion ou this
subject that I bave any knowledge of was be
tween a Republican ex congressman, an

in the Federal .army, I. R. HawkinB
and myself, on the sixth day of July, 1874, at
Paris, in this btate. lie advocated arepuui
ation, not only of the State, but also of th6
national debt. I opposed both. Emerson
Ethendge is another notable example of what
was called low-ta- x advocates, and so
was William B. Stokes, a Republican

and colonel.
It has not been in Tennessee
party question, and should not be used
against either party in the northern States,
lhe attacks sbould be made upon the advo
cutes of repudiation, and not upon the whole
people. The public sentiment has never yet
been fairly and fully expreesed in this State
on this question, even if it had been distinct
ly formed and crystalized. It has never been
fully discussed aad made a distinct issue in
any canvass. I admit there are men who
have uaed theirttmost efforts to debauch the
public morals and to b'.unt the sense of pub
lic justice, but I believe the sentiment of the
people is overwhelmingly against them, and
I Uo not believe the people of Tennessee are
dishonest, tboutfh they may sometimes be
misled by the wily politician who plays upon
their prejudices ana appfeals to their passionB,
They differ in opinion about this debt; many
of them most honestly. borne think we
ought to pay it all without any abatement
while otheia think we do not owe it all, and
that we are unable, from various
causes, to pay even as much as we
may technically owe. 1 was one of those who
favored a higher rate of settlement than hfty
and four, because I not only believed it was
right, but because I believed the people upon
full and fair discussion would ratry or ap
prove it. but I must admit some of the best
and truest State credit men in the State dif
fered with me in opinion. The people at
distance do not know our condition as well
a we do. While wo have a great and
rich State in many respects, yet from causes
which I will not now stop to enumerate, our
net income is very small. The recent great
depreciation in the value cf property, the
stringency in money matters, tne increase in
the value cf money, the difficulty in meeting
our private pecuniary engagements, the
large amount, not only of our State debt,
but of our county, municipal and private
debts, to s;iy nothing of our portion of the
national debt, make it very difficult in the
estimation of many of our people to pay even
what is apraed upon ia the debt settlement
Dassed by the State legislature. Our State debt
is near one-nin- th of our property as assessed for
taxation, our municipal debts amount to
about eight million of dollars, and cur
county debt 3 to tour million dollars, and our
portion cf the national debt is at least filty
million dollars, making in all eighty-si- x mil
lion dollars, which is more than a third of
our present taxable property. These are facts
taken trom cmcial records. Under these cir-
cumstances wu think our creditors should be
liberal in dealing with us, and not exact the
last cent of what we owe and denounce us
indiscriminately because we desire to make
what many of our citizens consider a fair set-
tlement. Georgia, without consulting her
creditors, rejected absolutely a considerable
portion of her debt. Alabama did the same,
and adjusted the remainder upon reasonable
terms with a low rate of interest, and Minne-
sota has twice, by a popular vote, refused
absolutely to pay her debt. Why, then,
should Tennessee be so denounced? Do these
men think this will benefit either the holders
of Tennessee bonds or the cause of State
credit. Or is it an nl. cmnf tst mnl--Q .vji tiaan- - m.muw
capital V If the latter be the object, it will
not do sanctioned oy any party in Tennessee.
I am of opinion that these new tour
per ceni bonds it made, as they should be,
non-taxabl- and issued in small denomina-
tions, weuld soon be received by citizens of
Tennessee, and would be at or alove par in
our market. In this way they could be made
a blessing to our people by furnishing them
what they so much need something to use
in their pecuniary transactions. Is it not bet-
ter, let me ask, to have a settlement upon
the terms offered, upon which our people can
be united, and which (hey will carry out
with scrupulous good faith, than to . have a
settlement upon terms moro favorable as to
rates, upon which there will be a great di-

vision of opinion, and the carrying out of
which may be attended with far more diff-
iculties? I was a member ot the committee

appointed to go to New York, but I did not
go, and did not participate in the meeting
which sent them, but I have deemed it due
to the committee and to the people of Ten-
nessee that, as a State credit man, I should
say this much.

FIGIITIXCI TO THE DEATH.

Terrible Shooting Affray between
Prominent Citizens at 81 lnturn,

Old Fend between
Lindsay and Itennett Mettled

with, the illp-Poek- et

Death-Warran- t.

A correspondent of the Little Roek Demo-
crat, writing from Minturn, Arkansas, under
date of the twenty-fir- st instant, gives the fol-

lowing particulars of a desperate affray:
' This morning tne citizens ot this place ana
North Minturn were terribly shocked by the
killing of Mr. A. T. Lindsay by W. H. Ben-- ,
nett, both old citizens of this county. The
shooting took place at Uverstreet & .Burns s
dry goods store, at North Minturn (or Lind-
say switch). It seems that there has been an
old feud existing between Lindsav and Ben
nett, and Lindsay got very anxious to bave it
squared up, and Sunday nigbt made threats
that he (Lindsay) intended to settle with
Bennett on Monday. So. Monday morning,
about ten o'clock, on returning from here to
his home, he stoppad at tho store ot Uver-
street & Burns, and seeing Bennett, called to
him to stop, saying he wanted to see nim
lien nett slooneu. or came back to iiinasay
Lindsay said he had come to settle with him,
and thev becran Quarreling. After exchang
ing several bard words and threats, Bennett
told Lindsav to lav down his cun. which
Lindsay refused to do. Bennett then raised
his revolver and fired, the ball taking effect
in the left arm. Thev then grappled each
other, and Lindsay struck at Bent with his
gun, but the blow was not aimed well, as
they were too close together, and it slipped
from his grasp and went over Bennett's
Bhoulder. Then Lindsay ran his hand in his
pocket. Bennett thinking he would draw a
pistol, fired again, this time taking effect
near the heart. Lindsay, after having re
ceived his fatal shot, still, continued to fight
with terrible bravery. Uennett would Burely
cave shot again had not a party ran up
and caught him, and kept him from
again shooting the already dying man. Af
ter a few efforts to strike Bennett, Lindsay
put his hand up to his lace and fell dead.
After the trouble was over, the body was al
lowed to lie out in the hot sua until two
o'clock in the aftornoon. Although there
were persons living at Lindsay switch, pass
ing backward and forward from the body, no
steps were taken to nave tne body as much as
removed to the shade, until a few humane
citizens from here went up and covered the
body and summoned a coroner. The mur-
dered man was a son of one df the most
prominent citizens of this county, Colonel J
A. Lindsay, who was absent at the time of
the trouble. It is to be hoped that the law
will take its proper course and punish accord
ing to the just merits ot the murderer,
Lindsay is to be blamed for his actions, but
that does not excuse Bennett, for he certainly
could have avoided .Lindsay, as he uudoubt
edly knew Lindsay's intentions." -
