laws, through the columns of the Appeal,
and have expressed the same contrariety of

' opinion which exists in this city. Our friend

The question of SumUy laws and the ultimate
good or evil that will arise from a rigid enforcement
of the same. Is being largely and profoundly ed

by the press and pulpit of Memphis. While
In that city last week, and feeling some Interest In a
matter being so generally discussed, we took occa-
sion to Investigate, and found while the outward ob-
servance of the Sabbath and Sunday laws was as
rigid and close ns the most puritanical could desire,
still the Inevitable back-door- s and side-alley- s, and
other evasions that surely follow the passage of pro-
hibitory lawi, not In keeping with the sentiment of
tb people they are Intended to restrain, were fonnd,
and It lf veiy questionable whether the keeping of
the Sabbath In (he Taxloi-Dlxtrl- Is any Improve-
ment m the Manner of. oboarrlna It bi lata elty
of Wem phis. While we have the highest respect
for the motive that actuates the passage
and enforcement of theee laws, the de-
sign of tne Is not attained, and the
results are a if rowing desire to evade the laws, which
Is demoralizing and dangerous to good government,
it has ever been the proud boast of the American
people Unit this Is a Und of religious liberty, and
many thousands have been drawn from the "old
country," hoping here to enjoy the liberty they were
denied at home. But when the American
nays to lba Jew or (ieutlle whose Idea of Sabbath-keepin- g

Is not altogether orthodox, teat tiu particu-
lar day you shall keep In this particular manner,
these things you shall do and these things you shall
nut do. It smacks of a religious tyranny well worthy
the fanatics of Plymouth rock, and Justlllee a de-
mand on the part of tue people for a repeal. No

-- - legislation will ever crush out the evils ef Intemper-
ance or Sabbath-breakln- and until a healthy pub-
lic sentiment in aroused In opposition to these evils,
all eroblbilory luws will result In more barm than
good.

It is too late in the nineteenth century to
force men by statutory laws to observe a day
which their religion repudiates. Between
the fourth and sixteenth centuries an effort
was made to keep out error by prohibiting
all religious discussions, and by a strict cen-

sorship of the press. People were made or-

thodox by threats. But it was soon discov-
ered that men '8 belief could not be changed
by twisting off their necks, or putting an awl
through their eyes. The effort to evade the
Sunday laws only increases the desecration
of the day. This is illustrated in New Jer-
sey. Kewatk has a suburb (hnt is, to all in-to-

and purposes, part of the city, although
it not only Is outside of the corporation, but
lies in a different county. This suburb is
East Newark, and it is easily reached by
crcs8ing a bridge. The mandates of the two
associations have not reached East Newark,
and in that quaint old town the schooner
still makes its way ever tho bar at high tide.
Thirsty Newarkers, therefore, cross the
bridge, drink of the intoxicating bowl, and
return to temperate Newark to walk off the
effects. It is estimated that twenty-fiv- e

thousand people, all men, cross the
bridge to East Newark cn Sunday,
drink one hundred thousand glasses of beer,
and cross back Again. A week ago
an effort was made to stop the sale of news-
papers. As soon as the train drew up with
New York newspapers, the news messenger
was taken to the academy of music and either
advised or required to promise not to sell the
papers, and was then discharged. Mean-
while, however, tho papers fell into the hands
of the New York newsboys. Just how this
happened is not clear, as the papers were
under seizuro, and, of course, the newsboys
would not have touched them without ex
press permission lroni tne city authorities;
but there was a story cf the papers having
been taken quickly into a wagon to East

; Newark, and there distributed among the
boys. There was at once a great rush for
the papers, and tho newsboys made news
boy fortunes in a hurry. The price went up
to ten cents a copy in a twinkling, and soon

. rose to Eiteen, twenty and twenty-fiv- e cents
In some cases fifty cents was paid for the
Tim, and tho boys learned the trick
of separating the advertising sheet and the
news sheet of the Herald, and selling each
sheet for a complete copy at twenty-fiv-e cents
apiece. One of tho newsboys said to a Tim
reporter: "I sold sixteen hundred papers
myself, just standing in one place, at the end
of the bridge. There was a crowd of people
going past all tha time, going over to East
Newark to get their beer, an if I didn't hare
to stir a step. It was a pretty good day's
work." A clerk of one of the leading drug

' stores was exhibiting hugs blisters on his
tight forefingor and thumb. "How did yon
get them?" he was asked. "Driving corks
into pocket Husks," he replied. "I bottled

. more than fifty gallons of whisky anil brandy
' in flasks on Saturday and Saturday night, and
it made my hand sore." There was a good
deal of amusement in some of the cheap bar-

bershops. The fire-ce- nt shops have hereto-
fore been considered beneath the notice of
the higher-price- d places, and have been al-

lowed to keep open on Sunday. But they
were all visited and their proprietors fright-
ened into closing. Men were sitting in the

sJre.Mr'tcme just lathered, others half
"'w. In one of these shops, when
tha propriett was visited, he became so
nervous that he wis unable to finish a

bad to wipe thereinairi-tn- g

lather off of his face, and send him out,
teX too ruck fxigUened even to let Uw'

customer finish tho job himself. Not only
the Sunday newspapers, even religious news
papers, were placed under the ban of
the law, but an embargo was placed upon
hacks, and a sick daughter could not take
the train to visit a dying mother in New
York because she was too sick to walk to the
depot, and was not allowed the use of a ve

hicle. All this hubbub over the Sabbath c ay

has done no good, but has undoutedly in-

creased the evils it was intended to sup-

press. It has closed the barbershops,
but men still shave at home. . It
closes a few saloons, but it has not
lessened the evil of drinking, but has rather
increased it, as men, instead of purchasing
bv the drink, procure whisky by the bottle. It
has made a city of law-break- and liars,
because the law is violated, and to escape
punishment men do not hesitate to lie. No
good results have been accomplished, and
after the hatreds and fanaticism of the hour
exhaust themselves the law will "be repealed,
as every law ought to be which is opposed

and condemned by public sentiment.

EDIHOX AXI KKELY HEAKD FKOM
It has been several weeks since these een- -

tlemen have appeared before the public with

their wonderful discoveries. But a few days

since they simultaneously appeared in the
same old role. The public is growing weary
of so many promises without any successful
performances. Both still insist that "there's
millions in it," but both will soon share the
fate of "Mulberry Sellers" unless they

something more substantial than
they have yet achieved. Edison submitted
to the usual interview on the thirtieth ultimo,
and it appears he is still sanguine, but in his

last experiment his "bobbin" was torn to
pieces, and, as usual, the new one is to be

the very thing. . Scientific men are as jeal-

ous of each other as lovers, and it was not
surprising that Edison should say in his in-

terview: "Ida not believe Keely has dis-

covered any such force. That man, like
many others, has done a great deal to injure
honest inventors. And let me say here with
regard to the doubts cast upon my
electric light that everything I have
hitherto brought before the public
was introduced when ' complete,

and was consequently a success. The same
will be the case with the electric light- - It is
nothing wonderful that Keely should get
from his machine a pressure of twenty-tw- o

thousand pounds to the square inch. You
can get one hundred and ninety-fiv- e thou-

sand pounds from steam without destroying
your machinery. I believe Keely charges

his cylinders with compress air and then dis-

plays his powers as the result of a new force.
He has some way of preventing the com-

pressed air from entirely escaping the first
time." And while Edison is thus disparag-
ing poor Keely, the Keely motor has broken
out again worse than ever. The thing is as
great a riddle as ever; Keely himself does
not profess to know much about it, though
ha exhihiU a pressure of twenty thousand
pounds to the square inch, fires bullets with
a force and rapidity that beats the Gatling
gun, and applies the power to a new style of
vibratory engine. Keely generally speaks of
the force he generates as "vapor," though
when he attempts to describe it more accu-

rately he calls it "an inter-molecul- etheric
substance," produced by vibratory motion.
The newspaper men who are now admitted
to examine it are sorely puzzled, but they
are satisfied that no heat is employed
no chemical compounds, no electricity,
no galvanic compounds, and no other known
method of producing motion or developing
force. A quart of water drawn by a city hy-

drant is poured into several heavy wrought-iro- n

chambers by means of a rubber tube,
and then by simply turning a crank a force
is generated equal to twenty thousand pounds
to the square inch. . The invention is claimed
to be, in general terms, the harnessing of the
power of vibration, which, excepting to make
music, has heretofore been only regarded as
a destructive power against which engineers
have to guard with the greatest care. Edi- -'

son is said to be able to run a sewing-machi- ne

with the vibrations of a tuning fork, and has
declared that he can tear down a house by
means of the same force. The vibration of
certain notes of the organ it is known will
shiver the windows and make the building
tremble on its foundations. Keely is backed
by a strong company of capitalists and busi-
ness men, who have the most unhesitating
faith in the invention. They expect to see a
train of cars run from Philadelphia to New
York with only a quart of water in what is
now sneered at as the "Keely fraud." :." -

Any zeal on the part of the white people

of the south in opposition to the negro exodus
would be attributed to interested 'motives,
and hence the whites have not been promi-

nent in opposing the movement. But if the
deluded blacks will not heed the friendly
advice of the whites, they ought to respect
the views of the more enlightened of their
own race. The colored meeting in this city
on Saturday very wisely condemned the emi-

gration mania, and Fred Douglass has re-

cently written a letter which the colored
people of the south should carefully read, as
it is full of good advice to his race. . We have
not room for the entire letter, from which we
make the following extract: "I am opposed
to this exodus, because it is an untimely con-

cession to the idea that colored people and
white people cannot live together in peace
and prosperity, unless the whites are a ma-

jority and control the legislation and
hold the offices of the State. ' I am
opposed to this exodus,' - because it
will pour upon the people, of Kansas
and other northern States a multitude of de-

luded, hungry, homeless, naked and desti-
tute people, to be supported in a large meas-
ure by alms. I am opposed to this exodus,
because it will enable our political adversa-
ries to make successful appeals to popular
prejudice (as in the case of the Chinese), on
the ground that these people, so ignorant and
helpless, have been imported for the purpose
of making the north solid by outvoting in-

telligent white northern citizens. I am op-

posed to this exodus because 'rolling stones
gather no moss;' and I agree with Emerson
that the men who made Rome or any other
locality worth going to sea, 'aliyed there,
There is. in my judgment, no part of the
United States where an industrious and in
telligent colored man can serve his race
more wisely and efficiently than upon, the
soil where he was born and reared and is
known. I am opposed to this exodus because
I see in it a tendency to convert colored la
boring men into traveling tramps, first going
north because they are persecuted, and then
returning south because they have been de
ceived and disappointed in their expect
tions, which will excite against themselves
and against our whole race an increased
measure of popular contempt and scorn.
am opposed to this exodus because I believe
that the conditions of existence in tho south-

ern States are steadily improving, and that
the colored man there will ultimately realize
the fullest measure of liberty and equality
accorded and secured in any section of our
common country."

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History ef the Origin, Blie and Pro- -
srreaa or the Heeret Society Its

Terrora and Ita Keeolntlon .

Tremendous Mice of tbe
Organization.

New York Herald: "Previous to the ac-

cession of Emperor Nicholas I in 1825, free
ideas had a foothold in Russia, and a secret
society, whose object was to dethrone the
emperor and substitute a constitutional gov-

ernment with Nicholas's elder brother at its
head, and afterward known as the Decaboisty
or Decemberists named after the month in
which a revolution occurred at St. Peters-
burg in 1825 numbered many members. On
that terrible day, December 10th, the princi-
pal streets were red with the blood of the
victims. The leaders and members of the
society who were known were either hanged
or banished to Siberia. Hundreds, how
ever, were unsuspected and others escaped,
all of whom afterward were diligent-
ly employed in propagating their the-
ories; Before long a journal called the
Kolokol or 'Bell,' devoted to the movement,
was established in London, of which the pro--

and editor was the famous redfirietor Hertzen. The editor's ideas were
exalted, and possessed of great powers of
language he soon acquired a wonderful in-

fluence over the Russian youth. His journal
was secretly read and hidden away as though
it were a treasure .of incalculable value.
Hertzen published a number of papers enti-
tled 'Letters frm This Side,' in which were
(riven minute accounts of the most secret
affairs of the government and the czar and
his family. The editor accompanied them
with his views and hopes of the future of
Russia. These letters are said to be true in
their statements of the smallest details, and
on that account are valuable to historians.
Hertzen desired to bring about a representa
tion of the people, to destroy every member
of the czar's family, the titled aristocracy
and the uriests. and to make an equal divi
sion of all lands. He had sympathizers and
agents in all circles of society, from tbe high
est official to that of the humblest peasant
The boldness of his writings everywhere
promulgated fascinating readers, and
societies with such names as 'Young
Russia. 'Land and ireedom. rapidly
sprung up, all working in harmony
with those under his direction, lhese grad
ually advanced in liberal views of matters of
government, and adopted ideas that were
more in accord with the new era of which
they believed they saw the dawn. These
ideas first found expression in the Sorrentein
nik and Ruskoie Slowo, two popular journals
that were suppressed about ten years ago,
and the writers sentenced to hard labor in
the mines ot Siberia. Among these were
Czernvshevski author of What to Do, and
Mikhailoff. a poet. Other nihilist leaders of
that time was Antonovich, Dobnoluboff,
Pissureti and JNitehautl. lhe last was, in
1870, given up by Switzerland to be tried for
the murder of Ivanoff,. a nihilist, who be
trayed the secrets of the organization. Be
tween 1858 and 1872 the press enjoyed com
parative freedom, which the nihilists, used to
their advantage, xne women necame as en-

thusiastic missionaries and tract distributers
as were the men. The more easily to enforce
their theories and to show to what extent
thev were willing to sacrifice for the cause.
many of them cut off their hair, dressed
themselves as peasants, and engaged in the
most menial employment. A wealthy prin
cess named Tombooskoie, who moved in
court circles, was found instructing peasant
waaberwomen. bomeot tnem studied suc-
cessfully and became doctors of medi
cine. They declared themselves dissatisfied
with the existing position of women that of
a well-dress- ed doll and demanded tne rights
which men enjoved, and an opportunity to
become useful members of society. They
Honored the marriage ceremony and became
wives without the performance of any legal
formality. A series ot letters, under the title
Of Confessions of a 2eto Generatton in Rua
sia, were published in 1864, in which the
writer for the first time applied to the repre
sentatives oi new ideas tne name niaiiists,
derived from nihil, tbe .Latin word meaning
'nothing. The writer wished to convey the
idea that tbey believed in nothing, and the
name given in opprobrium has ever since
been retained, and has become a terror to all
in authority.' Since 1870 their number has
increased with astonishing rapidity. It is
said that in the schools even the girls have
nearly all become converts, and no restric-
tions or persecutions have been able to shake
their fidelity. The members are organized
into circles, which, when the number reaches
sixty, are subdivided into ten circles of six per-
sons each. By so doing, if discovered by the
police, only a few are likely to be arrested.
These circles meet ostensibly for sooial pur-
poses merely, but they seek to secure converts
from every class of society officers, common
soldiers, the middle class and peasantry.
The mystery whichenvelops the movement
doubtless induces many to become members
who otherwise would not. The members
make periodical contributions of money as
they are able, which is used for purchasing
arms and the propagation of nihilistic ideas.
Each circle sends out an armed agent for this
purpose. It is said that in every large town
or city there are so many circles that if the
government really knew the number, it would
be more seriously alarmed than it is. Any-
body and everybody are not admitted as
members. Candidates must be recommended
as entirely trustworthy, upon whom reliance
under any circumstances can be placed. The
candidate, alter satisfactory investigation, is
voted for in full meeting, and two votes will
reject. In fact, if satisfactory evidence of
disqualiScation is presented, one vote will re
ject. When admitted the candidate takes
the following obligation or oath:
' "I, A. B., do solemnly, before the altar of
my motber country, promise and swear that
1 will never disclose, under penalty cf death.
any of the secrets of the Russian national
secret society, before any agent of the tyran
nical Russian goverament, having the czar
at its head, or any one whom I do not ac
tually know to be a member ot this society:
that I will sacrifice my lite and all that is
sacred to me in the struggle against the
bloodthirsty tyrants and oppressors of the
Russian people; that I will obey and execute
every unanimous decision ot tne circle with
out hesitation, being ready to sacrifice my
life, and regardless ot any personal danger 1
may encounter in so doing. I know that we
must be ready to tight in the name of the
liberty of the Rubsiou people when the mo-
ment of arising shall arrive and the grand
sign be given, calling all to arms. I do
solemnly swear that I will resist, in case of
an attempt to arrest me or any member of
the society by the gvoernment agents, with
whatever weapon is at my disposal at the
moment, without fear or regard for personal
consequences; that 1 will net recommend any
new member without the knowledge that he
is a true friend of the oppressed Russian
people; that from the moment I become a
member of this 'Secret national Russian so
ciety,' I regard myself the sworn enemy to
the Russian despotical government and be-

gin to act against it by every means I can
command."

Besides their own members, in case of a
general uprising the nihilists count on the
assistance of the old faith, men who
number about fourteen million. These re-
ligionists are as bitter in their hatred of the
czar as are the nihilists, and declare that he
and his family are agents of the devil. They
can all read and write, are liberal in their
ideas, and have the friendship of the peas-
ants. They are found from Astrakan to the
White sea, but are more numerous about the
Volga river. The nihilists are desperately in
earnest. They are seeking the release of the
Russian people from the despotism of a gov-
ernment who regard them as little above the
beasts of the field. While wo condemn the
methods of assassination they employ to se-

cure their ensls, we must admire their cour-
age. The Russians are notoriously a brave
people, and the government finds them no
less brave in dealing with tj rants at home
than with foes abroad. The czar is not likely
to suppress them by such barbarism as has
been displayed within the last few weeks.
Their ideas of a republic are crude, but it is
possible that they are as capable of ruling
themselves as other people are. One of the
not improbable events of the near future is
the overthrow of the Russian empire and tho
establishment of the Russian republic

at a regular meal, except by per-
sons in vigorous health. We hare per-
sonally known of a case of a lady who was
for a long time in poor health, to the mystifi
cation ot several physicians whom she con
sulted, when at last we discovered that - "he
made a most extravagant use of strong coffee
many times a day in fact, she had a pot of
coffee always at hand. Following the advice
to abstain from coffee resulted in an immedi-
ate end of all her troubles. In regard to the
strength, it is maintained by some that one
pound of the bean should matte sixty cups oi
the very best coffee. If a man takes coffee
for breakfast only, one pound should last
him two months, or six pounds a year. One
pound of coffee should be made to last a
family of ten persons, young and old, one
week. Put about two ounces of ground cof-

fee in a quart cf water, or, rather, divide the
nnnnd into seven Dortions, one for each break
fast in the week, and make a quart of coffee
out of it."
