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AN ATUXILIARY SANITARY ANSO-
CIATION WANTED.

New Orleans 18 just now reaping greal
penefit from the existence of me auxiliary
ssnitary assnciation, organized by some lead-
ing merchants fos the pacpess of ecoumding
the efforts of the board of health to put that
city in & thoroughly ssnmitary condition. A
large sum of money has been subscribed
through the personal solicitation of the mem-
bers of this sssociation, who are pledged to
do all they can to relieve New Orleans
from the stigma of being the dirtiest city on
the continent. We suggest to our merchants
the establishment of & similar organization
here, Last summer, when the yellow fever
threatened us, they subscribed liberally to a
fund for sanitary purposes. Thanks to Lhe
district government and the board of
health, such a step will not be ne-
cossary this year. But the i
benefits to be derived by our citizens
from the cxistence of an association that
charges ilselt not only with the oversight of
the sanitary condition of the city, but with
the acquisition of knowledge essential to the
promotion of the good work, are s0 many aud
s0 bepeficent that we fesl we are doing a
necessary duly in making the suggestion.
Thers is ncthing so essential to life, Liberty
and the pursuit of happin2es as a knowledge
of tha lawa of health. These are very aimple,
There 1s nothing abstruse about them, noth-
g that the simplest mind cannot compre-
hend. Cleanliness is the very first. All the
economies of life are affscted by filth. Dirty
people are always diseased, or liable to be-
come the prey of disesse, and every person in
a cily or compact; town that is fiithy snd
diriy is liable to disesse, no matter
how clean they may be personally. With an
auxiliary socisty to sssiat the board of health
1o the enforcement of their decrees, we shounld
be always in possession of the ounce of pre-
vention that is the pound of cure. Members
would become intelligent agents in compell-
ing perfect sanitation and in spreading
abroad ioformation calculated to enkindle
the henrt and hope of our people, and insura
us more character abroad than anything that
just now can be thought of. We repeat, then,
that an auxiliary sanitary association, kindred
in sims and purpeses to that of New Ocleans,
is now m order. Who will take the first
atep toward innugurating it?

THE FAILURE IN NEWARN.

As the ArpearL predicted, the attempt to
enlorce laws born in bigotry asd intolerance,
and hostile to the advanced spirit of the age,
would resalt in ignominious failure, A few
weeks ago the law-und-order association of
Newark revived and attempted to enforce tie
blue-laws, enacted years ago, when religious
denominations warred npon carpets and renled
pews in churches as a desecration, and musie
on Sunday by an organ &8 an unpardonable
sin. A brief experiment has satisfied the
peopla of Newark they cannot enforce a law
in opposition to public sentiment, and which
forces men to observe a certain day when the
constitution of the United Siates declaras that
the religious righta of the citizen cannol be
abndged. Alter much rant and fomadid-
dle, the Sunday-law advocates in Newark
bhave retived from the comiest. A corre-
spondent of the New York World, in de-
scribing the occarrences of lust Sunday, says:

The complerion of the Newark Sanday was

The newsdealers sold papers opsoly over
thelr counters. The cligar shops stood with wide-
open doors, Invillng the entrance of customara. The
nusbaven found no hindrance Lo enl the bar-
ber-shops, and though the saioons did o va the
usunl front-door . thelr business wis no more
socrel nor restricted. In East Newark, where a weck
ago the Lhimsty citizens had gope In battalions and
sat mll 1n the salovns, the clink of the beer-
gluas was almost unknown, and the bartenders sat
Jily drinking st thelr own barn.  “Up on the Hill"
aa they say, where e Gorman gardens are, and
where thousands of people are wont Lo spend Sun-
day In drinking, v siting and listening 1o musle, the
day was very quiet. The er belng cloudy and
eold had of course much to do with this, but the mu-
sie hnd been sbandoned by agreement. Justloe
Frederick Faust was not o be found. Hiscourt in
the saloon of the Academy of Musle, where former-
1y Sunday evenlog concerts were wont te ocour, was
eserted.  [n bar-rooms and on streel-corners whete
the subisot was discussed It was thought that the
whols agltation wits over and that Newark would re-
sume her old Sanday habits of absiinence for the
abstinent and beer for the (hirasty., The caose of this
change u'r‘ in ths resuit of & cavcus of the Hyuor-
dealers heid secrotly at the Academy of Muslc early
in the week. A set of resolutions which had been
drawn up le order by oulside talent were Lhen
ndoptad. In this document, which was very long
anil wordy, wis the announcement that the “Pro-
teotive Asa." (na Ju Faust slgned the name of the
liquor dealers' organization) was =satisfied with the
muoe ot of the Purltan Sabbath, and would
onll off its constables,

This is just what we expected and pre-
dioted. Thoss whodemand a quiet Sabbath,
the privilege of religious worship, wathout
hindrance or molestation, should be pro-
teoted, even if it requires the governor of the
State to eall out the militin to put down
those who disturb them in their devolions.
But (hose who [muke BSaturday their
Sabbath should be allow to do as Lhey
please on Sunday, provided they disturb no
ono else, The compromise in Newark, New
Jersey, was settled precisely upon the princi-
ples upon which the Arreawn planted itself
when the Sunday laws were revived in Mem-
phis. Oa Saturday last the law and order
associntion proposed acompromise, The beer-
sellers and bLeer-drinkers nsked what they
wanted. ‘1 hey raplied that they demunded
a quiet Sabbath, and they were told
they could bave it. This rather aston-
iehed the Sunday-law advocates, and they
were oiill more astonished when they were
told by the bLeer-sellers that this was
just what they wanted themselves. Here
was un ensy basis for compromise. The beer
men informed them they would drink their
beer quietly and without interfering with any
one, if they were let alone. The Sunday-law
men gladly accepted the cffer, for they bad
already suffered enough from the deprivation
of their milk, meat, bread, tobacco, mails,
borse cars, etc. The compromise seems to
have given satisfaction to all concerned. The
beer-drinkers have their beer again, and the
Sanday-law men have & quiet Sabbath. The
advocates of the Sunday law conceded every-
thing, for if the beer-deinkera’have the right
to open their saloons on Sunday the whisky-
drinkers bave the same right to open the
whisky shops, There are dens 10 Memphis,

direct .

as in every other city, that ought to be
slosed nol only on Sanday but every day in
the week: but, as this caunnot be done, the
next best thing is to make them keep order,
and so behave lbemselves as not to distarb
others. Every man, not a savage, respects
the Sabbath, and is ready to suppress
any avocation or custom which disturbs the
quiet of others. Bat past experience, and
especially the recent failure in Newark, cught
toconvince the advocates of stringent Sunday
laws that they cannot enforce laws against
peaceful practices which men are educated to
think right, and which do not interfere with
or disturb others o the religio s public.

PDAVID DAVES,

senator from Iilinois, and Formerly an
Associate Juntice of the Supreme
Court, Anpnonnced as a Demo-
eratic Candidate for Lhe
Presidency.

Washington special to the Chicago Times:
The Southern Intelligencer, of Richmond,
which arrived here to-day, announnces Judge
David Davis as its ‘candidute for the Presi-
dency, or, as the paper puts it, “‘Senator
Daviz, of [llinois, Presdentinl candidate of
the great er mbinution to be formed against
Grant in 1880."" The Infelligencer publishes
a picture of Davis, a sketch of his life, and
says in closing its sketch: _

“Judge Davis, perhaps, contributed more
than any other man, or any other dozen men,
in the convention to the nomionation of Mr.
Liacoln for President in 1860. He was en-
thosiasticaily for the suppression of the rebel-
lion and the maintenance of the Union in its
integrity. He ia a conservative man—no ex-
tremist. He was on the bench for about
thirty years, and, thus educated and molded,
took all sides of a question and weighed the
argumenta hefore deciding. He in an ami-
able and even-tempered man, and is never
seen out of temper except at the sight of at-
tempted wrong and injustice. In such cases
he is as ‘terrible as an army with banners,’
and it would not be entireiy sate for a culpnt
to approach him till his wrath abated. 1t he
were President and should find any one of
his appointees desling unjustly or franda-

lently, his resentment of such conduct would 9

aoon show itself in the offender's dismissal.
Such ia Judge Davis, a man of the people, a
consarvative, bearing the confidence and re-
apect of bolh parties, s great jurist. A friend
of the ‘martyred Lincoln,” he would have
thousands of supporters who wounld not vole
for any Democcrat but Judee Davis. A co-
worker with the Democrats he woold bave
their unanimous sopport. The ‘labor par-
ty's' candidate he would have all
the working classes 1m  his following.
His ocourse in politics has ever been con-
ciliatory, and ia universally commendad. Ha
refased to go upon the electaral commission,
which ® a pomnt in his favor.

Washington special to the Cincinpaty En-
wirer: Judge Davis has been a good deal
talked about of late. He was born abount
two years after the British burnt the towns
nearest his father's farm on the eastern shore
of Maryland. All that be denived, howevar,
from his Maryland ongin was a certain Wiig
conservatismm. He went to college 1n Obio at
the age of seventeean, and after geadoating
repaired to Lenox, Massachusetis, and to the
New Haven law school. While he was going
to school in Ohio another Marylandeér, now in
the senate, Mr. Kirkwood, of Iowa, was one
of his neighbors. Kirkwood is sixty-six years
old, and was born right scross the bay from
Judge Davia's, and took his early schooling
in Washington, like the late Chisf-Jastice
Chase. At the awe of twenly-one Davis set-
tied in Bloomington, lilinois, and 11 18485 be-
came a jodge. He was fourteen years a State
judge, and fifteen years on the supreme
bench ot the United States. Judgs Davis
has attended varE closely to the mak-
ing of money, and has bought land, reserved
town lots, and been very strict mn his ex-
penditures, and has seldom made any im-
provements on his land or lots. Bred in a
tle yet manly community, he carried lo
the west an saffability, and also a decision,
which won him respect. Lincoln particularly
liked him, and did bim honor. The infirmity
of Judge Davis is his want of politicel convic-
tions. Asa Whig he bLelieved in compro-
mises and postponements, and, therefore,
failed to build from the bottom with that
clearness of purpose and strength of preju-
dice which make the modern partisan. Being
also nmbitious, he is constantly at a loss to
know what to think of this or that question,
either as & matter of right or as affecting bis
political status, At lhe game time, it is gen-
erally admitted that in all matters of honor
and fairness he ia perbaps the moblest indi-
vidual in Illinois. A Whig of Whigs, he be-
longs to the past.

The Coming New York Exhibition.

Washington special to the St Lonis Re-
publican: “‘Some of the managers of the
proposed interantionnl exhibition for New
York in 18— bave struck up an mgenious
way to get fimancial aid from congress.
Emssariea have been in the city for some
days consalting with leading men in con-
gress with the object of guining supporters
for the plan before it is publicly brouched. It
is expected to get Joe Hawley, now a mem-
ber of congress, und who was president of
the centennial exhibition, to lead in the
movement., la brief, this scheme is for con-
gress to remit to the stockholdera of the Phil-
adelphia exbibition the amount of one mll-
ion five bundred thousand dollars which con-
gress loaned them and gobt back agaip
through a decision of the supreme court.
This, it is believed, would remove any feel-
mg of jealousy om the part of Philadelphians
and Penmeylvanisns toward the New Yok
exhibition, and would be calculaledfto make
the Quukerites aid the New York brethren,
when in due course of time they come to
congress for an approprintion, It will be re-
membered that when congress voted the loan
to Philadelphia no one ever cxpected it to be
paid. At the last moment of its passage in
the house, after a test vote showed that it
would pass, Mr. Springer, of Illinois, offered
an amendment. No one paid any atlention
to it, and it was agreed lo in ignorance.
Toat amendment made the United States a
preferred creditor in the settlement of the
exhibition’s accounts, and when the payment
was witbheld and carried to the supreme
court of the United SBtates by Lhe stocktiuld-
ers, the highest tmbunal 1n the land decided
that the Springer amendment exacted the
meney, and 80 it was paid. This story 15 be-
ing retold by the [riends of the new scheme
to show that it was really intended to give
Philadelphia the money.”

He wo::}ai also have a
conl-carrying road, thus securing enough lo-
cal traffic to pay its operating expenses. He
wounld cross the Alabanma and Chattanooga
and the Selma, Home and Dalton road. This
seemns to be alike Dr. Standiford’s opportu-
nity and Atlanta’s also. This is therafore
eaynently the time wihen Atlanta should pat
in {he field a committee charged with the du-
ty of getting into communication with all
the transportation,coal and{local interests that
need the Georgie Westérn road. There are
onough interests now in a state of waiting,
if they could be brought to a fall apprecia-
tion of the situation, to build the road—
enough to so hasten it that we would not
have to wait beyond a year for the laying of

Resnlt of the Investigation Into His
Mimisterial Labors by the Erook-
iyn Presbyrery—ile is Vir-
tunlly Acguitted of the
Charges of Hereay.

New York, Muy 9.—In the Brooklyn
presbyte:rv to-day a final vote was taken on
the charges against Dr. Talmage. The rec-
retary acnousced that forty-five voles had
been cast, twenty-five of which were against
the charges and specifications, and sixteen in
favor of sustaining them as they stood, and
four for sustaining them in part. It was
moved that the preamble to the charge, be
stricken ont. This was objected to, and it
was then suggested that a committe be af-
pointed to draw up minutes which would
be acceptable to both sides. This motion
was lost,

Rev. Dr. Rockwell offered a resolution that
all evidence baving been clearly disproven or
fully explained as to any guilty purpoze cr
intent of deceit, that the churgea be dis-
missed, and that the presbytery express to
De. Talmags its heartfelt confidence iu him
as a minister of Christ, and its desire that he
and his church may shure abudantly in the
divine blessing.

De. Van Dyke at once gave nolice of a
complaint to the synod in regard to the man-
per in which the trial had been conducled.

There were various other reasons expressed,
One was that the moderator had scarcely
brought Dr. Tulmage and Rev, J. W. Hath-
away togetber, whercby it seemed as if they
had entered into a covenant not to testify =t
the expense of cach other's character.

Moderator Ludiow denied this assertion so
emphatically that Dr. Van Dyke withdrew
the charge.

Dir. Talmago then asked leave fto make a
few remarks, and said that he telt bappy and
waa thankfol to his counsel who had defend-
ed him so ably; was thankful to his breth-
ren and the press for the fairness and gen-
erosity with which they had reported his
cass, He should go out of this trial with
increased hatred for anything like sectarian-
ism, for he had had the sympathy of the en-
tire Presbyterian chorch, He was thankful
for this, He bhad also the sympathy of the
Methodist, Baphist, Congregationalist, He-
formed Episcopal and Catholic churches.
Though he was a Protestant in on»s respect,
be would prefer to be 1n the Catholic church,
for they had but one pope, while in the Pro-
testant demomination they had a bundred.
Dut he pronounced his benediction on all the
committes who formuiated these charges
and who would nol hear ome of his {riends,
bat speat weeks io gathering up zil the
venom of his epemies, and the action of that
commiltee had made more infidels (han all
of them will ever be able to make christiaps.
He thought the senior member ol bhis com-
mittes would bave been very careful abont
making this scandal because of his own past
experience, There was some talk of his leav-
ing the presbytery. He thought he would
stick to 1L and go wilh his people wherever
they went. The power that was once the
bane of the presbytery was now broken, and
there would be more room tor free action
in Lhe fature. Some of lhemwr brethren eaid
they did not like bis preaching. He just as
much disliked theirs. His wey of preaching
waa poor escugh, but be koew theirs would
never save Lthe world. In conclusion, he
prayed for the members ot the presbytery
t‘ud! their families and commended them to

Mr, Talmags then lelt, and as he was go-
ing out Rev, Mr, Green, who was one of the
committee, jumped up and emd: **De, Tal-
mage has been guilty of avother faleehood
in what he bad said in reference to the
committee."”

Raflroad Progress in New Mexieo.

Chicago Railway Age: ""The Southern Pa-~
oific raiiroad 18 Lo be completed to at jeast as
far aa [uocson, Arizona, this year, From
there the distance, due east, along the thirty-
second parallel to the Rio Grande mear Ei
Paso, is about three handred miles, and the
Southern Pacific compasy of New Mexico bas
Just been 1ncorporated to complete the line to
that point, Meantime the Archison, Topeka
and Santa Fe company 18 pushing ifs New
Mexico and Southern Pacific extension south-
ward at the rate of a mile and a haif of track
per day, and by Jaly 4th wiil reach Las Ve-
gus, opposits Sunta Fe, and about three hun-
dred muales north of Ei Paso. This company,
bowever, does not propose to build to Ei
Pazo, bat 1o crozs the Rio Grande at Sabino,
néar the thirty-fourth parallel, aod thence
run southwesterly, interseeting the Southern
Pacific at a pownt apparently about forty
milcs east of the Avizona hne and something
like one hundred and seventy-five miles from
Tacson. Thuos these great reads are rapidly
nearing each other, and by the end of this
year their tracks will probably not be more
than three boodred miles apart. The com-
pletion of the pew trans contlinental route
may be expectad before the close of 1850,*

THE “AFPPFEBAL” ON TILDEN.

Review of the Career of the New Yerk
Niatesman in Connection with the
Electoral Commisslon—He
has 2t Least One
Saopporter.

Brownseville Democrar: “‘The Memphis
AprPEAL nsks the southern press to speak out
in reference fo the nomination of Tilden.
But in doing &0 it reiterates charges against
him, which are as baseless as the most biind
and unreasoning prejudice usually is. It
charges him with cowardice and timidity.
Let us revert to the facts. Mr. Tilden, not-
withstanding the opposition of Tammany
hall and the corruptiopists, and hireling
organs, wus nominated at St. Louis by the
Demoeracy, and after n masterly politieal
campaigno, in which his great flall as a po-
litical leader was most manifesl, was elected
by the people of the United States President
of the repablic. He was the only Democrat
in America at that time who could
have been elected, For a few days the
Radicals despaired, but the closcness of
the election in three of the sonthern States,
coupled with the fact that they were in pos-
gassion of the returning-board machinery,
gave them repewed hope, and caused the
conepiracy to be set on foot to reb the
Democracy of their hard won vietory. Grant
was in poasession of the army. and in further-
ance of the plot commenced concentrating
troops in Washington to overawe congress.
Congress, under the constitution, had alone
the power to count the vole and declere the
President. Congress proved cowardly and
anequal to the occasion. The country be-
came ternbly excited. The retarning-boards
brought in by the most vilhancus frands
Hayes electors, defeating (he will of the
people. Civil war seemed imminent. In order
to quiet the fears of tha public and nd them-
solves of a great responsibnlily, the elecioral
commission scheme was devised, When Mr.,
Tilden was approached on the subject he
bittealy opposed it, and pointed out its re-
sults, but declared he would pot set bis
individual wishes against (he party that
eleeted him. The Memphis Arrean favored
the schema, as did the Tenneszee legislatare,
and pearly every chamber of commerce and
public meeting 10 the Union. Anythiog t)
avoid civil war was the cry, and the pressure
wis 50 great that the bill passed both houses
and waas signed by the President, and became
alaw. When that bill waes introdoced, it
was expected that Senator Davis would be
one of the judges of the commission, and the
vote of that tribnonl would stand upon all
test questions eight Democrats to seven Re-
pubticans, Bot destiny, which sometimes
overthrows the best-laid schemes, willed ik
olberwise. Senator Davis was taken up by
the Damocrats of I1linois to defeat Logan, and
refused afterward 10 s2rve on the commission,
and a Republican jadge took his place. The
vote of the bady on all test guestions, contrary
to the'plan of the framers of the bill, then
gtood reversed, eight Hepuoblicans to seven
Demoerats, Some few men hoped for Lhe
sake of decency and the character of the su-
preme court that some member of it would
rise superior to partisauship and decide for
Justice and right, but 1o that hope they were
doomed to disappointment. They voled for
thewr side on all gquestions affecting the main
repult, with the steady regularity of dele-
gates to a political ward meeling. OF course,
under these circuomstances, Hayes was de-
clared to be elected President by the commis-
sion nnd (he result certified to congress,
Mapy bold spirils in congress, imndignant over
the stopendons rascalily of the whole pro-
ceeding, oppesed the completion of the count
in congress. But the Arpearn did not do so,
neither did Ssoator Harmis nor Governor John
C. Brown, nor cur representatives in the
lower house from Teunessee. Nor did
Speaker Handal! and Fernando Wood and
other Democratic leaders in congress. Sena-
tor Harris declared to a reporler in
Waushington that *“‘the Democrats had
played & game, and would dishonor
themselves if they did not abide the resuit.’
Toe result was the Dresidency of R. B.
Hayes. Wherein, w2 ask in all candcr, is
there foundation for charging that respll to
the cowardice of Mr. Tilden? The ArpreaL
saws the empty air, and vexes the ear with
ill placed mailing, bat will never bring ia
weli-informed unbizsed mipd to its way of
thinking. Mr. Tildea was the greatest
sufferer ia all this memorable affair. He
bore his misfortunes with soal of Themisto-
cles. He was unwilling, for the sake of obe
taining the greatest earthly honor, to at-
tempt to South Americaniz? the great repub-
lie, knowing full well the people to be sick
of such strife, and the attempt wounld have
been vain and futile, and having probably
read an AppEaL editorial ‘accepting the sit-
uation." So falls to peces like a rope of
sand its charge of cowardice. But, suys the
ArpeAar: ‘There is an uasavory odor abaat
Tildea and his fuglemar, Pellon.’
The ArPeEal is more unhappy n this
charge theo it was cven in the rev-
enne-stamp matter, wherein it souzht to in-
dace an enlightened public to believe Lhe
great reform governor of New York had
turned patent-medicine man, tor the sake of
swindliog the government out of a hitle rev-
enue, by putting stamps on the vpper layers
of bottles in the boxes and none on those ba-
low, What ars the chares against Colmel
Felton? We rasart it here that be has never
even been suspected of doing a dishonorable
act, unless it he dishonorabie to attempt to
bribe a lct of unmprincipled, unscrupulons
scoundrels to do right with money, and to
allow the will of the people to be recorded
and carried out. If it be wrong to seek to
influence conscienceless villains, who are in
temporary power, and who are imperviouns to
all other influeaces, by the use of money, to
perform a great Eublic duty, then has Colonel
Pelton offended, bat we have yet to hear the
first Democrat who believed that Tilden car-
riad South Carclina, Florida or Louisiana say
0. When this matter was brought to the
notiee of Governor Tilden he refused to give
it his countenance, and demanded that it
should cense,whila H iyes has rewarded evary
man who stole a vote for bim, or held a can-
dle while the stealing was going on. The
bitterest epemies of Governor Tilden and the
bilterest Radical journals of the north were
silenced when he made oath to his entire in-
nocence and ignorance ol the whole affair,
His Roman honesly and virtue is sorely per-
plexing to many latifudmarian natures in
these degenerats days, The APPFEAL is
wholly st s2a in reference to the success of
the candidacy of (G vernor Tildea.
