When Logan left he reed to
meet ws as svon as  possible, anod
assigned as a reason for not accom-
panying us then that he wanted to
settle up his offairs and raise more troops.
Logan, when he leit, promised faitbfully to
Join us s0on and eommand our regiment in
the Uonfederats service, but the next time we
met him was at Belmont, in the Federal ser-
vice, and 1o the fight Centain Conmingham
and [ chased bim so eclosely that he was com-
pelled to dismount. We succeeded in cap
turing bis horse, and delivered 1t to General
Pillow, of the Confederate army. 1 served
i the Confedernte army from the above date
until July 20, 1862, in Captain Cononingham's
aampany, and was honorably discharged at
Tupelo, Mistissippi.

How the Girest Financlal Iostitutions
of the Golden MNiate will Fare
Under the New Constitution—
Jmmenne Inerease of
Taxation — Ia It
Agrarianism ¥

New York Dulletin: The agrarian spirit
of the new constitution of California appears
strikingly in a reconstroction of tha sys-
tem of taxation, which enormonsly increases
the charge upon financial institotions anpd
corporalicns generally. Considening how
largely such organizations contribute to the
weneral prosperity of the State and to the
credit it epjoys m ils '.'ari.nugiul.'a.mh.‘iﬂ
apything ¢ dcalated to discourage their operas
tions would have been carefully avoided; but,
on the contrury, with the blindness that al-
ways characlerizas demagogic law-making,
theus agencies sre selected as the special ob-
jects of ettack. The San Framcisco Price
Current, in & very clear analysis of the bear-
ing of the new tax system, gives the following
list of banking institutions in San Francisco,
with the nmounte on which they reapectively
paid taxes in 1575 and those on which they
will now be faxed:

Thus the amount uson which the banks
of San Francisco alone pay taxes will be in-
creased from wix million: to seventy-two mil-
lions, or twelve fold. And the evil is in-
creased by the fact that the increase falls
with the utmest incquality as between the
different institutions. Uyon tins aspect of
this sweoping change, the {'rice Current re-
marks:

“Tte assessoent of Wells, Fargo & Co.’s
bank would be izcreased ten-fold; that of the
Grangers" bunk twenty-six-fold; that of the
Gorman savings avd loan society over sixty
times; that of the Hibernia saving and loun
society over ninely-fold, while that of the
Savings and Loan scciety would receive an in-
crease of mwore thae one hundred and twenty-
fold; that of the Security savings would ap-
proach one hundred and fifty-fold. No one
need, thereiore, stop to inguire why the
bunks fight Lhe rew constitation so desper-
ately. Here, as before, it 1 to be under-
stood that wemake no account of the amount
of Uniled States bonds held, as the amount
1% not positively known, thoush it cannot ex-
cead $6,.000,000. To this must be added the
real estate assessed to city banks, about
$3,500,000. Deduct this and the new taxa-
tion of San Frascisco banks would add about”
$56,500,000 to the geoeral aesessment roll.
Thut of the country banis would add about
$§13,500,000.”

A glance st the foregoing table will show
that the class to sufler most from these
changes will be the one whoee votes udoptled
the pmew copstitution. The suvings 1ostitu-
tions of San Francisco-were taxed last year
upon $450,790, which, at two per cent., the
usnal late rate of faxation, amounted tu 29,-
195; under the new state of things, the same
banks will have to pay ujon §40,052 824,
which—on the suppoesition that the increase
in tuxable properly will reduce the rate to
one and a-hall per cont —woull bave to pay
$514,742 per aunum. Of course, the banks
will not be able to reimburse themasives for
these payments by a higher rate of inlerest:
on the contrary, the depression likely to fol-
low the distrust created by the new constitu-
tion will be apt to reduce the rate of inter-
est, aud therefore the whole of thia increase
in the taxation of San Francisco will come
out ot the pockets of the poorer class, in the
form of reduced interest on their deposited
savings. Somelhing may bs boped for from
this effect upon the pocked uerve of the
masses. Lo the railroads operated in the
Stata thes> changes will b2 & most serious

‘Those properties would add to the
esament roll about £190,000,000, and it is
not easy to see how they could evale being
assessed for the full of that amount.
