anend. The bcaulil ul monument DOints up
ward to Heaven, uuiyesLeraay vys covcrcu
with wreaths and bouquets of ft jwers. The
motto on the fchaft. Deo Vindice, was sur
rounded bv a flowers kirwrdm. while on the
other eide another array of floral tribues sur-

rounded the Latin mtto, lllis victoriam non
intmortalitatem fata neaaeerunt, which
freely translated is as follows:
'Ths fates or e;ds who denied them

vicknrir will not refuse them immorlali-y- .'

From the ape to lue base c tfee monument
a miAsa nf flowers could be seen. The U.0UU- -

nient was crowned with a floral crons, from
which festoons of leaves and flowers tell along
f.hn shaft at each corner. The base of tbe
monument was a mass of fliwers. composed
of rnaas. maxrnolias. Dansies. hues, etc,
Each face was decorated itlt a wreath, and
a floral decoration resembling tbe hig ot the
"stars and bars" of the old Confederate gov
ernment, was conspicuously displayed.

THE GENERAL DECORATION".

There are over twenty-on- e hundred Con
federate soldiers graves at blmwood, some
fifteen hundred of which are around the Con
federate monument. h.ach ot these graves
was decorated by the Moral committee and
by private parties. VV here a cross or wreath
could njt be secured, a bouquet of rare flow
ert rested on tne little mound of earth, which
covered up tho remains of the dead soldier
who lay beneath the sod.

Ibe following graves were decorated
General Forrest's A lot of flowers, bou

quetn, wreaths and crosses covered the grave.
At the bead ot tne grave was a tine photo-
graph of the grand Mwmard of the Saddle,"
the man without fear and without reproach.

The graves of Colonel Butler i Anderson
and his brother, General Pat ton Anderson,
on the hill opposite the Confederate grave
yard, were covered with flowers. Tne speak'
ers' stand was located near by to these graves,

Ihe grave of ueneral John (J. Dizerwaa
elegantly decorated a tribute to a gallant
gentleman well known in otir community,

Ibe crave ot Lieutenant vhill Allin, ot the
Bluff City (Jriva, Forrest's old regiment of
cavalry, was covered with floral tributes, as
was also the grave of Joel J. t'layton, near
by. The rosea and wteaths on these graves
were charming

The grave of Charles 0. Fisher, president
Of tra citizens' relief committee during the
epidemic of 1373, was most attractive, the
rarest flowers being spread above it; a card
at the bead was inscribed aa lollows: As a
soldier, he sailuntl; risked his life for his
country, but it was reserved tor him to Aia in
a more heroic manner than by the sword; ne
crave his life to alleviate tne uuerinf,s of hia
fillow men.

The Ilowatd lot contained many elegant
Moral decorations, especially the grave of
Anei Cjok. who died during tie yellow
f ver epidemic, while ministering to tho
w.tntsof tbe sick and suffering. The graves
ot the pnysiciapa and many of tbe nurses
wLo sacrificed their lives in tho fall of 1478,
during the epidemic, were adorned with H jrai
wreaf ba, crosses, arches and bouquets of roses
and iilii.

The grave of L. John Eiskine attracted ro
lit) Ie attention, the horoio health --otheeroi
1373 was remembered, and his grave bore
floral tributes to his memory crosses
wreaths, anchors and bouquets
were HDread in profusion over the breast of
the gallant physician who bore the brunt cf
tbe yellow-fev- er epidemic last year, and went
down like a soldier when the call waa ma ie
from the high court above. The grave was
visited by hundreds of people, and many a
tear dropped upon tho grass and (lowers
which covered the earth beneath which the
scholar, gentleman, soldier and physician,
ie totever and ever,

Tbe MasonL and Odd Fellows lots were also
decorated. A gentloman informed our com
niiexioner that his colored drayman yesterday
morning brought him an immense bouquet
and said; "I'm an Odd Fellow; please put
this bouquet on the brat UJd jellow a grave
you comu to. Ihe bmcjuet was placed by
hm white employer as directed, the uecora
tions of private graves was elaborate
