Now Orleans Picayune: The case of II. &

B. Beer r. the steamboat E. O. Stanard, re-

cently decided ly Judge Billings, bitting in
the United States c.rcuit court, was a libel
bated upon a bill ot lading. The latter
represented the lo'ion as having been re-

ceived in good ord r. When it was delivered
to libelant it wan damaged. They, in their
libel, claimed the amount ol the damage.
The defense denied that the cotton was re-

ceived by the officers of the boat or their
duly authonad ajf-'n- t or agents in cood
order and well conditioned, as recited in the
bill of lading, and alleged that the cotton
was ia bad condition when delivered
on the boat for transportation. It is
alleged by the defense that they
handled the cotton with proper care and
that it received no damage while in the
charge of the boat or her otlicers; also, that
at the time the cotton was being loaded on
the boat at Memphis, the master of the boat
told the wharfinger uot to sign clean bills of
lading, but with one condition excepted,

said cotton wax in Urge part damaged
by wet and mud, and was not in good order
and condition; also that the libelants have no
interest in said ro! ton, or any. right to any
claim that might, be asserted in a court of
justice, for damages to said cotton, against
re'pondents, libelants being only agents, a ;d
iurthermore, that any pietended claim libel-

ants may have had has since been settled and
Adjusted. The testimony shows that a bill of
lading was signed, with condition excepted,
Jay one AVickolF, in accordance with instruc-
tions from the roaster of the vessel. When
it was taken to Jvatznberger's Sons, the
shippers, they refused to accept it, stating
that the cotton was in good condition; when
they delivxred it on the whutf, and that
they would not receive any but a clear bill
of iading; thereupon the bill of lading, with
condition excepted, was tern op, and a
clean biU of lading signed by Wickoff was
delivered ti tiJ,7J, npon which the action is
brougnt. Toe dray rpceipls were introduced
by the claimant, showing that upon some of
them the condition of tiie not ton was ex-

cepted. Considerable testimony was intro-
duced on both Bides, truing to establish the
positions and allegations of the repirctive
partus. JtiJi.e Bulings held that II. & li.
Ljer, being the consignees of said cotton and
the holders of tho liii of lading, that they
had the right of action. Ka therefore de-

cided that the boat was liable under the bill
of lading sued upon, and gave judgment in
accordance therewith. An application for a
rehearing is now pending,

Oraybox, May 19. As you are kind
enoagh to extend to us an occasional space in
vour e, and with us, indispensa
ble journal. I would beg to notice tha fol-

lowing in your isue of Sunday, eighteenth
instant: "There is much anxiety to know how
far the cotton crop ih autlering from toe
worms that are at this time so troublesome
to vegeta'.ioo. At our eolton exchange in-

quiries have been made txlensively among
planters and persons of experience, and tha
reply is, that no important damage to cotton
Wis ever known to occur from the cut-
worm." As 1 am a planter ot about thirty
years experience in ttiis latitude, and some
varied observation in the nirautune, 1 beg to
disient from the position assumed by some,
that the depredations of the cut-wor- m occa-

sion no importaut damage. Imagine, if you
please, the condition tf a fifty-acr- e Geld of
c ttton with the little planU cutoff u shoit
distance above ground, with no bud iclt from
which a second growth can possibly com-
mence, and sy is not this "important dam-
age." And yet, sir, a large nambt r of plan-
tations in this section and belo w here are
precisely in this condition, necessitating
at this late date the plowing up and
replanting cotton, and lu many inntancts
orn has been sulxtiLutad. t'utatot s have
fared badly, a well as other vegetation.
Still we are endeavoring to work out our
agricultural salvation with much dojbt and
apprehension as usual. The cotton crop,
under the mot favorable view, is much later
than lat season, but, of courte, much of it
having to be replanted at this time makes it
in many respect the latest we have had fcr
many years, and any one so disposed can in-

dulge the contemplation of the possibility,
and, mayhap, probability of an early advent
of Jack Frost on such a youthful crop, ard
deduse his own conclusions. From whence
is the information derived that there is so
increased acreage of seven or eight per cent '

There is surely no accurate or reliable method
by which such facts could be arrived at this
early, and such statements should be received
euiH grano salis. The planting community
is aware that the expressions of an increased
acreage at this season are generally in' order.
and as generally indulged in, regardless of
the fact ot quite a universal determination
of planters to iucrt ane their corn and other
crors. which they are undoubtedly doing.
And I am glad to be able to say that the
corn crops are looking unusually bne and
vigorous, and that poition of the cotton
which the worms spared is looking well but
small. Manv Dlanters have been fortunate
enoutrh to raise their own pork, and cure
their own hams, and can now indulge in a
slice ot home made, regardless of Mr. Whit- -
taktr or "any other man, and ttie cetermi- -

nation tj adhere to thia "new departure
seems quite fixed, notwithstanding the fact
that the hoary-heade- d old monarch, King
Cotton, could no longer brook his dethrone-
ment, but has commenced a forward move-
ment all along the line. Who objects? Not

SANITATION.

Mass-Meetin- g of the Citizens of Mem-

phis, who OrRaul e an Auxiliary
Sanitary Association upon a

Basis that Gives Security as
to the Future.

Speeches on the Occasion The Condi-

tion or Edinburgh, Scotland, New
Orleans, and Memphis The Chol-

era in India Differences or
Opinion Freely Ex-

pressed.

Pursuant to the culmination cf the meet-
ing of the joint sessions of the chamber of
eouateree and cotton exchange last Monday
evening, and in response to the calls pub-

lished in the morning papers, there was quite
a respectable meeting of citizens at the Mem-
phis Theater yesterday afternoon to hear the
report of the committee appointed at the
former meeting to consider the propos'tion
by Dr. 11. W. Mitchell to organiz? an aux-
iliary sanitary commission, and other matters
pertaining to the sanitary condition of the
Taxing District.

'1 he stage was occupied by several promi-
nent citizens, among them President Ben
E:seniau, of the Memphis chamber, of com-

merce: President A. D. Lnngstaff, .t
tbs lloward Dr. K. W.
Mitchell, of the National sanitary commis-
sion; Mr. J. M. Keating, of the Memphis
Appeal; President D. T. lirt r, of the legis-

lative couacil of tha Taxing-Distric- t ; Dn G.
B. Thornton, president of the board of
health, and the clergy of tho various denom-
inations.

President D. P. Hadden took the chair and
announced tha object of the meeting, and
called upon Dr. It. W. Mitchell to present
the report of the coaunittee.

Dr. )t. W. Mitchell prefaced the reading of
the report with a brief explanation of the ob-

jects and necessity of the organization ot the
auxiliary sanitary association.

Secretary Clarence Hunt, of the committee,
read the report of the committee, as follows:
Mr. President and Oentlemen of the Memphis Cot-

ton Exchange and CHainber of Commerce)
Your committee appointed Monday, May 19th. at

a Joint meeting of tue cotton exchange and chamber
ot commerce, to devise and surgest llie out.lnes of a
sanltarj association to be organized for the purpose
of promoting the nealth ami cleanliness of tne city,
iuet In pursuance of Instructions, and beg leave to
submit the foliating report: It was

HtHolucd, That Ihisuitwuatlop. should bs known
and stld as "The Memphis auVUIU. bimitarjr As-
sociation."

2 That its object shall be to as 1st the local au-
thorities In the improvement of the sanitary condi-
tion of the city, the diUu-lo- n of Information upon
saultar ubtecs and to educate the tteople to a
proper appreciation of the importance of a strict
observance of miliary and hVlenio latkS.

8. That the officers of the ass elation shall con-
sist of a president, four a secretary
and assistant-secretar- y, and a treasurer.

4. That the standing committees shall consist of
the following, viz.:

An execuilve committee, to be composed of all the
otlicers of the association and three members ap-
pointed by the president.

A unine nnimiitee, to bs composed of fire mem-
bers appolniu J b the president.

A committee on snlUktlc.n, to he composed of
three physicians, hn architect and a civil engineer.

A potumlUee on rules, regulations and memorials,
to be composed ol three members appointed by the
president.

An election committee, te be composed of fiv
members appointed br the president.

The duties of the treasurer shall be to carefully
keep and guard the funds of the asoclatlou; to re-

ceive and disburse such sums as the duties of his
t!ce njay rrgulrer to preserve a carerul recorl or
ihe aaie. arid to supply ail amounts paid out with
proi eily auliieutivated vouchers

Tbe duties orthe executive crrrcltt- - shall bs to
cinfer and adviss with lUe local health ouicritlei,
pass ui on all works of quarantine and Imprtv-nie- nt

proposed, and the proper method ot accom-
plishing the fame; to see that all work Is truperly
and thoroughly done; to lake care teat contractors
nnd otlicers fulllll their assigned duties, hud lu fact
it, ao all and everything pertaining to the ofllce.

tion, and published In pamphlet form for general
dlstributlou in thu community, as also such general

President Hadden put the Hn' sticn rjf the

adoption of the report before th3 meetirg.
Dr. W. E Boggs. ot the Second Presbyte-

rian chuich, addtessed tho mveting, saying
that iiethoigi it would be better before the
vote was taken, that a lev fO,--d be said on
the subject. There are a numb2r of proiuiuri
gentlemen present frmi whom a few remarks
would be appropriate. It is necet-sar- thai

and decisive action should be taken,
ErotnDt that action bi dote advisedly. He rto
ferred to insinuations tha, it was the purpos-t- o

usurp the powers and nuthority of the san-
itary d"artment of the city government. He
wanted it disttuctiy understood that he nei-

ther advocated any such poOueding; cor
would lend his aid to it. He believed the
organization of the auxiliary sanitary associa-
tion nea senary to aid the proper authorities to
put this city in the best possible sanitary con
dition, and that properly organ sd and man?
aged it would be the means of accomplishing
much toward that end. If the present city
government should be blotted out by the
coming decisions ot the coutts before which
the question of ita constitutionality is now
pending, then the auxiliary association could
proceed with the work, so that no time would
be lost at the most critical moment. Dr.
Bjggs concluded his remarks by calling on
Mr. J. M. Keating, of the Appeal, as one
who had given as much attention to sanitary
matters as any one present,

Mr. Keating was conducted trj the front of
the stage by Mr. Hadden, and begin by invit-
ing attention to one point in the present sani-
tary condition of the city, called forth by the
remarks ot President D. T. Porter, of the
legislative council of the Taxing-Distric- t, at
tbe joint meeting of the chamber of com-
merce and cotton exchange last Monday.
That point was that when the doctor gets
his sanitary force ready lev work, and wa.s
assured that all obstacles were removed as to
the constitutionality of the present city gov
ernment, there were hve hundred privy
vaults within the thickest settled portion of
the city that be would be compelled to fill
up. Mr. Keating differed with Dr. Por-
ter only as to the number, lie believed that
instead of five hundred there are five
thousand that should be filled up. He called
attention to a telegram in the ca'ile reports
from India announcing that cholera had
broken out there in its most terrible form.
Physicians know tha terrors of cholera. It
kills its vietims in from four to six hours.
Thirteen thousand six hundred victims in In-

dia in one wees: wiii gie you some idea of
its fearful ravagee. tie argued that the
prime cause of the fearful ravages of this
disease there is tho fact that those people are
entirely devoid of any sanitary regulations,
and tLit the atmosphere - is filled
with a subtle and killing poison, emanat-
ing from the human beings them-
selves. We, to day, are tout thousand
years away from thorough sauii .tion. He ra-

ft rred to the wise provisions made by Moses
against diseases during the Jewish ui'nm- -

ages, one of his great a gen to being fires built
outside the camps of the chosen people for
consuming excreta and offal. To day in India
the people are dying by the thousands. As
tj ti'e origin of diseases from tho lock of
cleanliness aud po;;er san'iary regulations,
be called attention to the tuousuuda ol people
in that country who L'O on pilgrimages, grad
ually accumulating iu ruuibers as the march

progresses. With them there were no sani-
tary rules; they had no ability to matte them
nor observe them, and from tbe ternble re-

sults of such neglect they cannot escape.
Disease with them begins and propagates,
and spreads to terrible proportions; follows
along the rivers and other commercial ave-

nues of Asia into Europe, until the infection
gets a hold in tbe principal citie ot that conti-
nent, and wihip ten days after it makes its ap-
pearance upon our own shores, where it gets
new life and thrift in the filth accumulations
of cities where sanitation is either neglected
or improperly enforced. He called attention
to the difference of results in Edinburgh,
Scotland. Tho old city continues
to use the bucket system; in the
new city the wator-close- t system has been in-

augurated. The reports from the sanitary
tosiety of that city show that in the new
town the death i from diptheria and kindred
diseases is in the ratio of five out of eight,
against one in five of the old town. Think of
this, that the capital of Scotland, which has
produced the greatest intellects of the British
parliament, and contributed tha highest
standards to the literature of the world,
should be a' this day in the A, B, C, of
sanitation. But let u come home to our own
beautiful capital of the Mississippi valley.
Lick at New Orleans, which Dr. Hoist un-
hesitatingly statf s is a city built upon a pile
of human excreta. To establish the truth or
falsity of the terrible assertion, Dr. Jones,
formerly of Nashville, was called upon to
make investigations. He did so in the most
thorough manner. Ho bored ninety-fou- r
feet down into the bowels of the earth in
many places, at the lowest depths of which
he brought up and subjected to the most
careful chemical analysis, reaching a result
thoroughly confirming the statements made
by Dr. Hoist. Of the material brought from
that depth fifty-thre- e parts consisted of pure
urea and excreta, tbe most poisonous compo-
nents that exist. But what is the result.
The people of that city, since those develop-
ments, until the auxiliary sanitary associa-
tion was formed, made no change, but con-
tinued to pile up a mass af poison for the ex.
termination of future generations. Mr. Keat-
ing also argued that the sewerage system is
objectionable. Instead of getting rid ot the
excreta and placing it? wjiere it will ba im-
possible for it to generate its poisonous influ-
ences it is daily and hourly being deposited
in the midst of the thickly-populat- ed cities
of the world. In substantiation of his the-
ory of the poisonous influences of excreta,
and the enormous accumulations of it in
citis he read an extract from the report
made by Dr. Hoist on the investigations
made in Hew Orleans by him at the time
aboya alluded to, as follows;

Fixing the amount of excreta, solid and fluid, at
three pounds dally (the average per capita of entire
population), we lind that, upon and lnta the soil ot
these 4rttiO acres, crowded with human beings, Is
poured 570.000 pounds of their excrement every
twenty-fou- r hours, or 17.100.UOO pounds In one
month of thirty days, or 208,050,000 pounds In one
year.

Placing the amount f matter removed by the
vtdangeii-.- s at tie maximum average of 15,000 gal-
lons dally (a kigh estimate), each gallon weighing
lOts pounds, we And the daily removal of l5V,50f
pounds; In one month ot twenty six woiklug dajs,
4 095.000 pounds or 49,207,500 pounds annually;
leaving in this crowded city, to be disposed of by
nature as best she can, the enormous amount of
158.752,f00 pounds, the deposit of a single yea.

Imagine ILL quantity of human escrement. Un-

dergoing slowly the lowest and most offensive form
ot putrefactive termenlatlon, and escaping from the
sinks of 26.500 habitations, partly by overflow Into
yards, nutters, and under the bouses; partly by
evaporation Into the atmosphere, but chiefly by
soakage Into the earth, and from every direction
poisoning tbe air; conceive of this fully, and the
mind then closely approaches the truth, and Is ena-
bled for the erst time to correctly value our privy
system.

Upon the above results, continued the
speaker, Dr. Hoist said' it is no wonder the
city of New Orleans was visited by such ter-
rible epidemics. The wonder w is they were
oftener repeated. Dr. Hoist had made the
assertion upon which the investigation was
instigated, standing almost alone in that
opinion, and the speaker complimented him
for his courage in being bold enough to tell
te tuth, and from which had resulted such
valuable intormutiou. r. Jeatiaa al-

luded to the epidemic of 1873,' which had
determined him to educate himself in the
science of sanitation. He considered it a
duty incumbent upon him as the editor of a
newspaper, through whxh he hoped to ben-

efit the community to which he felt himself
so much indebted, tie made a tiiorouzu in-

vestigation of the privy system. Ii ed

the fallacy af digging v.. .Its,
as is done in this city, under the
hallucination that vaults dug down
to the sand strata would be emptied cf their
contents by the rise and fall of the river, a
theory set forth by those whocontecded that,
when the river rises, the water si pes through
the ' sand inpo vuo vu'kS, dd, ca the
decline of the river, the faith is- - drawn out
with the retiring waters. This is not so, but
this action of the water serves to distribute
the poisonous substance more thoroughly
through the soil until the entire surface of
the earth is completely percolated and

jo'soned with the disease-propagatin- g

substance, "lie contended tiiafc p'ua auil-ar- y

sanitary association should 'be ' organised
as speedily and effectively as possible, and,

hgn it is organized and begins i s labors, he
hoped this tuostion voiju lie the rsi
investigated. He referred also to the neces-

sity of a rigid enforcement of the garbage
system, and that the ordinances compelling
feopl'i to clean up and keep clean their
premise be executed without fear or fayof.
Mr Keating concluded 'by sayinir that th i

future safety o' Memphis and the preserva
tion of the character of her citizens depended
upon a sinitary system prompt, thorough
and effective. The speaker was frequent'y
inlerf'Lptp4 by applause in approval of the
ideas he advancedf

Dr. John Pitman approved the fjre system
as intimated in Air. neating s speecn ior
the destruction of organic matter, but thought
tLat the p ngs from the streets, the drop
pings from ' tha stable, feu , . i,uo,iu to
hauled away and deposited in some place
set apart for its reception. Ha wanted to
to know how we are going to work. Ha
knew and felt the necessity of perfect saci-tar- y

regulations, and that it should be inau-
gurated at once upon the principle that in
time of peace we should prepare foe, war. He
deprecated the use of cisterns, upon the
principle that tuey were pO'.iO.jed i$ percola-
tions from the prrvy vaults. He considered
Wolf river the healthiest water in the United
States, much more so than the Crotoa water
qsed universally in New York city. He
called to uiind a number or persona within
the radius of his own practice who bad been
gieatly benefited in health by using Wolt
river water instead of cistern water. The
doctor concluded by expressing the hope that
cisterns would be entirely done away with,
and Wolf river vkter substituted. He ex-

plained that ho ttt'jred these remarks only as
suggestions.

Dr. K. L. Lifki was called upm, and also
indorsed what Mr. Keating said. He offered
a brief review ot the epidemic years
in the history of Memphis. He was
glad to hear Mosss and Elijah spoken of in
this meeting in this connection, as he re-
garded them two great sanitarians, whose
practices in that respect it would be well for
this and every q'.her community to
follow. He attributed the epidemic
of 1867 to the laying down of tbe
Nicolson pavement; that the digging up of
the poisonous surface of the streets in the
midst of lne heated term so vitiated the at--

sphere as to bring about the disastrous
visitation of that year. He said, also, that
the covering of the wooden blocks with tar,
after the work of laying down the pavement
was completed, so purified the atmosphere
that good hea.lt; was maintained t,nt;l in
1873, when tbe wooden pavement began to
rot. Than began the system ot sprinkling
the streets with water, which saturated the
rotten pavement, from which the sun gener-
ated foul and poisonous vapo-s- , and the terri-
ble cholera and yellow-feve- r epidemics of that
year were produced. He believes there is no
healthier city in the southwest than the
city ot Meinptjis, ant if we but half do our
duty, we can make it the healthiest city on
the American continent. Applauee.J He
argued that yellow fever and cholera appear
where the people are filthy and dirty; and that
the use of carbolic acid as a disinfectant did
more harm than good. In referring to the
evil effects of inexperienced physicians during
epidemics, asserting that a good nurrse was
bt tter than a physician cf that class, lie.
Laski gave comparative statistics of the
death rate in ltW3 in Memphis and Ne Or
leans, in the former city he gave the num
ber ot deaths at hve thousand in a DODula.

Mr. Keating I beg your pardor 'oc
tcr; allow me to correct you.

fifty, in a population of nineteen thousand six
hundred. Of this population in Memphis
six thousand were whites, ot whom four
thousand two hundred and forty died, and
of the colored nine hundred and sixteen died,
or seventy per cent, of the Whites and eight
per cent, of tbe blacks.

Dr. Ltski I am much obliged to you, Mr.
Keating, for the correction, which I accept
as a stronger argument supporting my asser-
tion, that a good nurse is better than an in-

experienced doctor.
Dr. Laski continued his remarks, urging

cleanliness. He said : "If a man don't clean
up h's premises I don't care if you put him
in the penitentiary." Prolonged applause,
during which Dr. Laski retired to his seat

Dr. Wm. Hewitt arose in the audience and
entered upon a discussion of the causes of
epidemics, denying and denouncing the the-
ory that certain gases produced diseases.
Referring to the idea advanced by Mr.
Keating that human excreta poisoned the at-
mosphere. Dr. Hewitt sta'ed that every man
in this hale and hearty-lookin- g audience con- -
tained a certain amount of human excreta in ,

his body.
Mr. Keating Dr. " Hewitt, allow me,

sir. Every man in this audience will carry
excreta in his body for a certain number of
hours. Let one carry it twice the length of
ttme allotted in the course of nature and
what would become of him?

A Voice (supposed to be ry Ser-sea- nt

Rogers) It would kill him as dead as
a herring, that's what.

Dr. Hewitt I am certain there are a num-
ber ot men in this audience who have carried
their excreta double the amount of time it
ought to have been carried, and they seem to
be able to be out yet.

A Voice (sotto voce) Yes, doctor, there
are men here that nothing could kill, as they
were born to be drowned or the remainder
of the sentence was lost to the Appeal re?
porter in the confusion that followed, mio.
gled with applause and cries of "Sit down,"
"Gd on," etc. Order was finally restored.

Dr. Hewitt proceeded with his discussion
of the causes of epidemic diseases until he
was interrupted by Dr. Charles Baskervllle,
who made the point of order that this meet-
ing was called for a certain purpose, and
that purpose was not a general discussion of
outside questions. Calls of "Go on. Hew-
itt."

President Hadden ruled the point of order
not well taken.

Dr. Hewitt proceeded with his remarks,
asserting that no man knows the causes of
diseases. If there is one present who knows
what a disease is, let him rise. I see plenty
of physicians present, but I hear no response
to my question. Dr. Hewitt gave-awa- y his
profession by stating that 'medicines were
administered to the sick either experimental-
ly or upon precedent. Returning to the sub
ject of gases, he said it is not gases that
cause disease, but the same causes that pro-
duce epidemics one season, will do so anoth-
er. He referred to the raid on Happy Hol-
low afer the epidemic of 173, when it was,
he stated, thoroughly cleaned)' up, and the
first case of yellcw-teye- r reported in 1273
was in Happy Hollow, and no man can
deny it,

Mr. Keating I contradict your remarks
about Happy Hollow. I, in company with
the lamented ManBtord, visited a house in
Happy Hollow where I saw four dead bodies
lying in one room, and the surroundings were
of the most repulsive character. Human ex
creta and tilth of every chara:ter was spread
around, and the locality was the filthiest
plafe I ever witnessed.

Tb8:cohfn8ipr. became o great here tht
Dr. Hewitt resumed his seat,

Mr. Cohen arose and excitedly referred to
the appirent prevalence of gag-la- in this
meeting. He hoped that better-feelin- would
prevail, as he bad come here to bear sanitary
matters thoroughly discussed, and hoped that
Dr. Hewitt would be heard through.

Dr. Hewitt again arose and replied to some
one in the audience who asserted that qewer
litres were or tne most poisonous character.

CHINESE IMMIGRATION.

The Veto of the Anti-Chines- e Immlgra
tion Strikes onr Almond-Eye- d Anti-

podes In Various Ways Ameri-
cans are Pleased, While

Europeans are

Dubious as to Results The Government
Well Disposed Toward a Know-Nothi- ng

or Anti-Americ- an

Policy The Last has not
Been Heard of It.

Hong Kong. Mav 9. The news of the veto
of the anti-Chines- e bill excites various and
conflicting comments. The Americans
throughout China express satisfaction at the
rejection of so summary a plan for disposing
ot questions at issue. Ihe Europeans merely
evince surprise, having in most cases antici-
pated different action. The Chinese take
contradictory views even among themselves.
In the neighborhood of Hong Kong, the port
of emigration where the friends and rela
tions ot tbe Chinese now in America reside,
much gratification is shown, and the idea
appears to prevail that future persecutions
will be impossible. But there are no indica-
tions of increased deDartnres. Around
Shanghai the populace is apparently indiffer-
ent and the officers reticent. Private ad
vices from fekin warrant the supposition
that the veto will not be received with un-
mixed pleasure. It is reported on good au
thority that the government had dre Dared
for a contrary result, and intended to take
advantage of the bill as a precedent for
strong measures here. It is even probable
that the Chinese minister in America was
provided some time siaue with special in-
structions to aaaounce retaliatory proceed-
ings. Under the changed aspect of affairs
the precise truth on this roint will be diffi
cult to discover. Certain it was, that after
learning of the passage of tha bill by the
house, the republican members of Tyuog da
Yanjen displayed a feeling the reverse of
disappointment. Many foreign residents of
1'eking are convinced that the government
would have welcomed an excuse far initial
ing an extreme anti-foreig- yr at last anti- -
