Last Day of the Session of the General
Agsembly of the Cumberland Presby-
terian Church—Reports of Com-
mittees on Puablications,
Sabbath Schools, Cor-
respondence,

Judiclary, Finance and Digest—A Nums
ber of Resolutions Presented and
Adopted—uhie Closing Beene
—The Next Assembly to
Meel at Evansville,

Indiana,

The seventh day ¢ session of the Cumber-
land Presbyterian general assembly convened
at the usual bour yesterday morning, the
moderator, Rev, J. 8. Grider, presiding.
prayer was offered by Rev. G. W, Sharp, and
Rav.-G. W. Dysart followed with devotional
exercises for half an hour, .

J. G. White, of Jacksonwille, Illinois,
arvsé and claimed the floor on a privilege
question. He therenpon read the following:
““SBeeing that some misapprebensioe exists
as to the circulation of certain tracts on ‘Ro-
manism’ daring the meeting of this general
assembly, 1 hereby voluntarily, and of my
own motion, state that I am alone responsi-
ble for their suthorship and circulation.
Neither the general assembly nor the church
at this place are in any sense responsible
therafor.”

The assembly took no action in the matter.
The transaction of regular business was re-
sumed.

The first work in urder was the conlinua-
tion of the report of the committee on pub-
lications. In the discussion, a member said
he believed in looking at the question in a
business and practical point of view; to make
Lhe Sabbath-school publications equal to the
demands of the puulic, make them interest-
ing and worthy of patronage. He liked Dr.
Brown's remarks made yesterday on the sub-
Ject of the publications, but they were tinged
with (oo much sentimentality,

Rev, Mr. Stewart said if the Sunday Morn-
ing is published at a loss of fortly per cent.,
it ought to be discontinued.

Aupother minister said the Sunday-school
work was second to no other interest in the
church, and if any of the periodicals were
stopped, it would go forth that the work was
retrograding. He believed it would be un-
wise to discontinue the Sunday Morning. It
should be made better. i

By a vote of fifty-two to thirty-two, it was
decided to discontinue the publication known
as the Sunday Morning. )

In addition to the toregoing, the leading
points in the nssembly's action are as fol-
lows: The board of publicatioas are in-
structed to present an itemized statement of
the assets at a cash valoation, The question
of satisfying the board's creditors was post-
poned. The publication kvown as the Theo
logical Medinm 18 to be trapsferred to the
Comberland university, which wiil continue
it after the close of the present volume. Re-
garding the memorial of the Tebaucana
preshytery, asking that Dr. Beard'sleclures be
supplied at cheaper rates, the presbylery was
respectially referred to the board of publica-
tion and the guthor. The resignations of the
Rev. W. E. Ward and Wilham Smith, ss
members of tha board, are accepted, and the
retirement of Mr, Frizzall, Mr. Gauot and
Mr. Manlove were nol. accepted, The new
toard are empowered to do as they deem
best regarding the business portion of their
publication enterprises.

After (be report was adopted, Elder John
Frizzell mads a strong talk to the assembly
to the effect Lhat without an earaest effort,
emnergetic and determined action on the part
of the clergy throughout the entire Cumﬁer-
land Presbytenan chureh, the board of pub-
lication, as newly organized, will result in
another year of failure. Anolher year of
lethargy and do-nmothing will. prove disas-
trous; bat if the proper influence 1s exerted,
it will prove a success. He had been in the
board ten years, and understood the inside
workings perfectly. It is valuable property
and poght to be fostered, and, in connectivn
with tbhe olher members of the committes,
be was satisfied he could make it a success.
He wounld not have consented to ba placed
on the board again without the distinct un-
derstandi g that Mr. John M. Gant is to
have tull control of its business department.

COMMITTEE APPOINTED.

The committee to address the members of
the church throughout the country upon the
subject of the necessity of sustaining the
board of publication by energstic and sub-
stantial financial a=sistance and subscrip®ons
were Dr. R. Beard, D.D., J. B. Mitchell,
D.D,, and Dr. C. H. Bell, DI, They will
serve through the ensuing year,

A resolution was offered urging all of the
clergy fo use every exertion possible to in-
crease the circulation of the publications of
the board of publications. Adopted, after
saveral efforts on the part of members to
speak at length.

The recess hour, hall-past twelve o'cleck,
arriving, the assembly ndjourned nntil half-
past two o'clock in the afternoon.

Afternoon Session,

The general assembly was called to order
by the moderator at the nsual hour, bhalf-past
two o'clock, when the following proceedings
were had, The reports of standing commit-
tees were called for.

SABBATH SCHOOLS,

The report of the committee on Babbath
schools was read by the stated clerk, and
was adopted as follows:

Your committee on Sabbath schools ra-
spectfolly submits the following:

First.—The Sunday school is not to be
esteemed above that of preaching the Word
from the pulpit, nor ean it be a substitats for
the pulpit work, nor for religious training in
the family or for other religious meetings,
but i1s an 1mportant means devotionally and
discreetly used for teacbing the word of God,
for instrumentally bringing sonls to Curiat,
and for the promotion of scriptural piety.

Second.—If there be among onr ministers,
elders, deacons or other members of our da-
pomination any who may be indifferent with
regard to the Sunday-tchool cavse, it is a
matter to be seriously regretted, and such
persons are hereby most kindly adwised to
give it their support.

Third.—That the holding of Cumber-
land Presbyterian county and State Sabbath-
echicol conventions, as is the practice 1n some
portions of the boundsof your church, is very
commendable, and we hereby recommend
the observance of this cause to the entira de-
nomination, and where it is impracticable to
form coanty or State conventions we most
earnest recommend to the presbyteries and
synods the bolding of Sabbath school insti-
tates in copmection with their regular meet-
ings.

%‘aurrh.—'l'hat our congregations be re-
spectiully but earnestly urged to procure as
reading matter for their Sanday-schools the
Sabbath School (fem und Owr Lambs of our
board's publication, aand would nlso recom-
mend that the board of education publish for
the especial use of our church, ragularly, as
soon as it can begin the work, Lesson Leaves.

Fifth,—That we favor hearty co-operation
with all erangelical Sabbath-school workers,
and particolarly the eflicient and truly
catholie society, the American Sunday-scboal

unolon.

First —Has a congregation the ecclesias-
tical right, by the form of government of the
Cumberland Presbyterian church, to elect an
elder or deacon; or to select a person to be-
come a ruling-elder or deacon, to serve them
as such for a limited period of time ?

Ansoer —The form of government beng
silent on this question, your committee is of
opinion that there is no ecclesiastical author-
ity for a congregation o elect elders and

deacons for a limited time. The usage of
our church has been in accordance with this
decision.

Second.—The office of ruling=-2lder and {ha
cfice of deacon being perpetual in its term Of
service in any particular congregation, also
necessarily perpetoal, your committee an-
swer that a songregation has the right tore-
tire an officer from official duty.

COMMITTEE ON FINANCE.

The above committee reported as follows:

WueRgas, There are many places where
it would be desirable for the general assem-
bly to meet only for the reason that the care
of the members would only be a burden to
the commum?'; therefore

Resolved, That the presbyteries comsider
the propriety of providing a fund each for
the payment of the board of its commission-
ers while in atlendance of the meetings of
the general assembly.
= The resolution was adopted by the assem-

y.

Second.—We recommend thal in lien of all
reqairements of former assemblies, in refer-
ence to the contingent fund of the general
assembly, that you require each presbytery
to pay into the assembly’s treasury annually
an amount egual to fifteen dollars for each
of its ordained minpisters, from which fund
the usual expenses of the general assembly
shall be paid, and from which, also, the
treasurer shall be required to pay to-each
commissioner to the assembly  an
amount equal to one-half his traveling ex-
penses to and from the place of mecting of
the assembly; provided, that no money, as
aforesaid, shall be paid to any commissioner,
nor ghall hiw name be placed upon the roll of
the geperal assembly until bis presbytery
shall have paid into the assembly's treasory
the proportion of said fund due from his pres-
bytery as aforesmid. The ilem was rejected
by the assembly. )

T hird.—In reference to the paper of Rev,
W. H. Biack, reterred to us, we earnestly
recommend that such of the presbyteries of
the church as have made no arrangement for
raisiog and disbursing funds for superasnu-
ated and indigent ministers adopt some plan
for that purpose. This item was adopted by
the assembly, o

Fourth—We recommend that an indi-
vidual, and not a board, be treasurer of the
general sssembly. This item was laid on the
table by the assembly.

Fifth—We recommend that the fellowing
account of the stated clerk be allowed:
Traveling and hotel expenses, cash paid for
telegrams, und other matters, $150 =20.
This item was adopted by the assembly.

The original report was signed by W. B.
Farr, B. G. M'Loskey and A. A. Ball, com=
mitlse.

COMMITTEE ON DIGEST.

The above committes reported thal the
work of completing the digest is not finished,
and further time was asked wherein 1o make
their report.

The resolution by Rey. Samuel Patioa,
that each minisler be required to collect from
each member of his charge twenty-five cents,
semi-annually, and send the same to the
board of missions, for missionary purposes,
was rejected by (ne nssembly.

Oa motion a recess was laken until eight
o'clock at night.

THE RECEIVERSHILP, -

The Case which Had Been Decided by
Judge Baxter Against the Taxing-
District, Goes up to the United
States Supreme Court, on

Agreement—Judge Swayne Wonld Like
to Hear from the Ntate Supreme
Court, for Which he has the
Highest Hespect,

At ten o'clock yesterday moraing the
United States courtroom was crowded with
lawyers .and olber citizens, all anxious to
hear the discussion of the case of the general
creditors bill filed against the old corporation
of Memphis, and under which Mr. T. J.
Latham was appointed by Judge Baxter as
receiver Lo take charge of the assets of the
city, including the collection ot all the back
taxes. At the hour appointed Mr. Jastice
Swayne, of the United States supreme court
bench, Circoit Court Judge Baxter and Dis=
trict Judge Hammond appeared on the
bench. A great arrray of counsel, armed with
law books, notes of arguments, and papers,
sat swround the bar table. Juastice Swayne
anpounced that the court was ready o hear
the case. He said he regarded the case as
one of great importance, one that involved a
pumber of issaes of great magtitude, If he
was counsel in the case he would not be satis-
fied with a delision of any inferior tribunal
on such important questions. If the case was
heard and submitted to the Umited States
supreme court on appeals, it might be several
years before 1t could be fnally determined,
sut if connsel could agree to a certiicate of
division, it might be advanced on the su-
preme court docket, and coanld be heard and
determined in October next, There was no
trouble in the case being “certiied up;"
the statutes are plain upon the saubject,
and then! all the .important issoes,
the essenbials, would be placed before the
court. The queslions involved were of great
magnitude and importance.

Judge Baxter comcurred with kis brother
judge, the questions involved were of mag-
pitude. The case involved such questions us
to the constitutionality of the act of the leg-
islature repealing the charter of Memphs,
and whether Lhat repeal would be a bar to
the collection of back taxes, as well as other
pointg of equal importance.

The attorneys engaged on either side of
the great case discussed the matter freely,
und soon a concluosion was reached to let the
case be ‘“‘certified up" to the supreme
court, The only trouble seemed to
be in makiog up the agreed points, so
many important guestions are involved
therein. 1t was understood by the court and
lawyers that during the pendancy of the sui,
until the supreme court of the United States
determined it, there should be hands off.
The zeceivers are not to atlempt to bring
suits or goliect back taxes, bat if any assets
are lying aronnd loose and in danger of
waste, then the receiver might take them in,
but there should be fair dealing on both sides.
Justice Swayne stated he would leava the city
on that evening, but his brothers Baxter and
Hammond would sign the certiticate of divis-
ion. Ha also added that the State supreme
court bad beard a case involving many of tke
important questions. He had great respect
for its decisions, and he would hie to hear its
deocision in this case.

It was agreed babween the lawyers that at
ten o'clock this (Friday) morning the
agreed case would be ready to present to the
judges for certuficate of decision. The only
trouble seems to be astolhe decree that has to
be entered, whether it can be agreed that
the demuorrers will be overrnled and &
decree taken on the bill for the creditors, or
the demuorrers sastained and the bill dis-
missed on bebalf of the city; but in either
case the cectificate of decision can be made
oat by the judges.
