Rev. Dr. Prime denounced the decision of
the committee as emanating from the cloisters
of theological seminaries, and said that,
while holding such doctrines as held by Dr.
Patton, the Catholics had apostles from
Christianity.

America Fall Description or

New Yoke, May 2G The new St. Pat-
rick's cathedral, corner Fifth avenue and
Fiftieth street, was ; dedicated to publio
worship to-da-y, nnder the invocation of St.
Patrick, with grand, solemn and imposing
services. In the history of the Roman Catho-
lic church, in America, no event has been
celebrated with such magnificence or splen-
dor. There were between four and five
thousand people within the building when
the services commenced. The high altar was
lit up with countless candles, and presented
a beautiful appearance. Among the many
persons present were General D. E. Sickles,
Chief-Justic- e Daly, Cornelius Vanderbilt,
Henry Bergh, Controller Kelly, Judge Brady,
H. J. Tappan, Sheriff Railly, Judge Water-bury- ,

Arthur Mullally, Henry L. Hoguet,
James Lynch, E. Kelly and Joseph O'Dono-hu- e.

But seldom has such a gathering of
high dignitaries of the church been seen as
were present to-da- The following took part
in the ceremonies; Arcbbi hop Gi.bms, of
Baltimore; Archbishop Purcell, of Cincinnati;

The musical portion
of the services were in keeping with all other
ceremonies, ine sanctuary cnorui of tne
Pauliet fathers of the church, numbering
one bendred s;en and coys, stjng tne
proper of the mass. The organist was
aided by a choir of one hundred voices
and a full orchestra of wind and
string instruments. The Keyri was
from Haydn's third mass and the Gloria,
the Credo, the Sanctus and the Agnus Dei
were irom tlauden s burteentn Mass. ine
Gregorian music was rendered by1 the choir
of the Paulist fathers. It was half past ten
o'clock before the ceremonies commenced,
with a procession from the vestry. First
came the attendants and servers, then the
chorus of chanters, then one hundred and
fifty priests, then the bishops in full canoni
cals, then the archbishops arrayed in their
gorgeous investments, each wearing nis
mitre, and lastly, ilis Eminence car
dinal M'Cloekey, with Vicar-Genera- ls

arose and remained standing while the pro-
cession passed down the center aisle to the
grand central portal, ine crowds outside
the building also remained uncovered during
the ceremonies. The cardinal, on passing
out through the portal, turned toward the
building and offered up a prayer. Then he
recited the antipbon: "inou Shalt sprinkle
pee witn nrsop, jr, qtc. tie men
p'rinkled the holy water oh the walls above

and below, the chorus cbautingtne Miserere.
The procession then marched around the
building, the cardinal sprinkling the walls as
he passed along. After marching around
the bnildiocr the procession the

made the circuit of the building, and sprin-
kled the interior of tha walls with holy water.
Psalms were chanted by the chorus during
tbe circuit. Oa returning to the altar, the
cardinal was clothed in full pontifical vest
ments, and he then proceeded to celebrate
mass. The mass was celebrated according
to the rubric? of the Missal, and was that of
Pope Gregory VII. The cardinal chanted the
salutati n Pax Vobiscurti, and sang the Col- -
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most eloquent sermcn by Rt. Rev. Patrick J.
Ryan, the coadjutor-bisho- p of St. Louis.
After the sermon and the ceremony of in
censing the altar, the clergy went on to the
cardinal, who gave them the pax
or the "k'ss of peace," and the cboir
sang Agnus Dei. Jlhen followed the Ta
Deum Laiidartaa, sung by the chorus and all
the clergy present, and the solemn services
were concluded.

At the conclusion of the morning services,
over two hundred of the prelates, priests and
laymen who attended the rervices sat down
to dinner at the Roman Catholic orphan asy-- .
lum for eirls. on Madison avenue. Cardinal
M'Closkey sat on a raised platform at a raised
table, with about a do , m others. AroUoishOD
Gibbons, of Baltimore'; sat at the cardinal's
right, while on his lett was Archbishop Pur
cell. of Cincinnati. At the conclusion of the
feast, the cardinal said that he had received a
cable dispatch from the holy father at Rome.
pending congratulations and benediction on
the occasion ot toe dedication ot tne new
cathedral. The pope's health was then
toasted, as was that of Archbishop Purcell
Cardinal M'Cloekey spoke of the
latter's financial troubles, and stated that it
was the desire of the bishop and clergy pres
ent to take steps to alleviate his distress, and
for that purpose a meeting would be called
atthe cardinal's residence (Mon
day) evening.

tbe Idea ot tbe present cathedral. In this, as in all
things else to which he put his hand, he was earnest
and active Nor did he relax an effort until be left
his mourning oeoole. To see the grand temple,
which was dedicate 1 yesterday, completed was the
dream ot his life. He lived to see bis people prove
snnerlor to the Know-Nothin- g crnsade that was
prevzhod against them. Bight and left he dedicated
new churches; he spread the laitn, sued and won re
spect for his principles where whilom dis
trust and hatred were the portion of his flock
bat his great dream was unrealized. Into the
hands nf his successor was bequeathed the fulfill
mnl nf Arehhtshnn Hiiirhea'a dream, and with what
diligent faith tbe liust has been discharged the
world knows. Tne cathedral would have been fin-

ished long ago but for Ibe panlo early In thepresent
decade and the long continued financial and commer-
cial depression resulting therefrom. The happy
Issue of the great scheme, though long deferred. Is
none the less welcome, and New York now boas' s of
tbe most magnlneent temple of worship on the
American continent. It should be borne In mind
that the cathedral is only completed so far as to be
useful and that much expensive work has yet to be
done In, on and around it. Its pointing steeples, which
now peep out from the surrounding wilderness of
brown HLonn and hrldc Ilka Arctic nlnnaclea. have

I to be completed, and Its chime ot bells, which from

the eminence will wake the still Sabbath eebees
from river to river, have to be cast. In the fvmss
ot time and the plentltode of dollars, these rla-
ments will find place and add to the exteilor atttaot-Ivene- ss

of tbe edlflee. The Interior of tbe cathedral,
since the recent fair. Is familiar to most New York-
ers, but as the flimsy and gaudy decorations tben
displayed did prejudice to the classic beauty of the
temple, a few exact details now concerning it will not
be amiss. . -

BUILT ON A ROCK.
The foundations of tbe cathedral rest on a bed of

solid rock, In which excavations therefor had be
made. At tbe normal level ot the surround ng
ground rests a chisel dressed base oouise of granite.
From this springs a pure tiotble superstructure
similar In architecture to the stjle obtaining la Eu-
rope during the thirteenth and fourteenth centuries.
Like tbe cathedrals of Amiens, Reims anu Cologne,
St. Patrick's is free from the heaviness and

which Is the distinguishing charac-
teristic of ecclesiastical edifices ot previous data.
The main entrance, on Fifth avenue. Is 12 feet deep,
30 feet wide, and embowered la carved devices.
From columns, with bases and foliage caps, springs
an arch, fringed with a double row of foliated trace-
ry, terminating at the apex In a mock final. Tbe
gable is paneled wltn traceries and displays
a shield bearing the arms of tbe diocese
In Its center. Over the gable la a crocheted
moulding wltn ornate Snlals of Amerloan foliage,
and a row of niches- - to be filled with figures of
saints, 7 feet 6 Inches high. Above this Is a large
rose window, 26 feet In diameter, all of Gothlo
tracery In stone, with 100 shafts radiating from the
center. The transept fronts are divided Into a nave,
with side aisles. Tne doors are 25 feet wide bv 64
feethlgn. The windows are 25 by 57 feet high.
The transept gables are 175 feet high. Light Is ad-
mitted into the cathedral through 103 windows, the
low tier 32 feet and the upper 28 feet high. Most
of the windows on the lower tier are donations from '

tbe various churches of the diocese, and some of
them are of American make. Those of the nave
were ordered by Cardinal M'Cloekey when he went to
Rome.

SUBJECTS OF THE WINDOWS.
The subjects of these windows aire: "St Bernard

Preaching the Second Crusade." "Tbe Martyrdom
of Sc. Lawrence at Rome," "The Brothers of tbe
Christian Doctrine Submitting the Statutes ot their
Order to Pope Benedict X.IH," and "The Conversion
of Henry of Germany on tne Battlefield." As works
of art these windows come from Europe with the In-

dorsement of the nicest critics of the French capital.
These analyzers of the Intangible and dissectors of
the unreal were moved so far In their admiration for
the work ot M. Lortn's artists that they even ex-
pressed a regret that such gems shonld be allowed
to depart to a semi barbarous place like New
York, where something less valuable and elegant
would evoke more appreciation. One of tbe
worthies shuddered at the thought that these
grand windows would be used to admit their varied
light on magnificent marble walls dlangmred with
decaloomanaie, "of which," he concluded, "the
American la passionately fond, deoratlng even his
watch crystal with It frequently " Those capable of
making comparisons declare that these windows are
equal In point ot art to the masterpieces ot Lovln
at the Vatican, Jerusalem, Belgium or Austria.
These windows, minus transportation or duty, cost
fourteen thousand dollars, and are regarded as one
ot the permanent ornaments of the city.

INTERNAL ARRANGEMENTS.
The Intel lor Is divided Into three paits transept,

nave and choir of dimensions as follows: Length
of transept, 140 feet; height of nave, 108 feet. Tbe
Internal length of the building Is 804 feet; breadth,
96 feet. A series of chapels, each twelve feet dee a.
occupy either side of the edifice, the nave Is di-
vided from tbe aisles hy two rows of clustered col-
umns. Sixteen columns In a row. Tbe choir has five
bays, and Is arranged with double alslea on either
side ol the central aisle. The ajea oi the Interior of
tbe cathedral Is 88.500 square feet, and there Is
standing room for 19.000 people. Fourteen thou-
sand can be accommodated wan seats. Some Idea
of the capacity ot the place may be gleaned whou It
Is stated that 5000 la tbe greatest capsolty ot any
cturch In New YdiW. Tbe cost of constructing the
cathedral thus far amounts to over S4,000,000, and
about 5600.000 more will be required.

THE ALTAR.
Like the windows, the altar Is a work of art. It Is

built In tbe center of the choir, thirteen feet Irom
the eastern wall of the edlflee. The table of the al-
tar Is of white marble, and Us front and sides are
divided Into niches and panels. The niches have
statues and tbe panels bas-relie- representing the
"Passion." The tabernacle In the canter ot the al-
tar Is ot the most ornate kind, composed of mosaics
and embellished with precious stones. The doqr Is
of bronze, richly gilt. The screen behind the ai.ar U
also ot marble, and acends nine feet above tbe table
level. It IS Inlaid with diaper work of alabaster and
rests on a base molding ot btea beige marble. Three
towers finish the limits of tbe screen, one In the cen-
ter and one at either side. The spire of the center
tower is surmounted with a gold cross, which towers
high up toward the celling, and is almost lost to
view In tbe varied lights transmitted through the
great choir window.

The governor, in the course of his
remarks, said that, from the information he
had obtained, he was satisfied that there was
sufficient evidence to convict the guilty, be-
yond doubt. He admitted that the surround--

r 1 1 1ings were 01 sucn a cnaracter as to maao
most men desoerate. and appreciated their
profound and deep sufferings, but pleaded
with them in favor of law.

Colonel Butler. Major Richardson, Major
Collier and General Palmer made speeches
indorsing the pacific speech of the governor.
About half of the crowd were disposed to be
boisterous, demonstrative and impatient.
The town is in a considerable state of excite
ment and the worst possible fears are enter-
tained that mob violence will be resorted to
before morning. It is believed that John
Hall and Burrell Smith, the assassinators of
Major Push, will at least be swung into
eternity.

Agents
sent from the Chilian ships were ordered to
advise the authorities to consider their ports
nnder blockade, and to remove, or if neces
sary, destroy tne launches m port, wnen
two boats were within a hundred yards er so
from the land a hot nre wes poured into them,
kil in? and wounding several, which com
pelted the Chilian force to withdraw. One
body of soldiers nred trom tne eminence im- -
enediately in the rear ot tne ingusn con'
sulate and over that building, upon wbicn
the consular nag was nying. and in opposi
tion to the remonstrances of tne English
consul, who represented that that building
was occupied by many women ana cniiaren.
who had taken reiuge therein.

'1 'ie result ot the attack from behind the
consulate on the boats was that, when the
Chilians fired upon the town, the first shell
went into a building and killed several women
and criliren. Ihe affair at Molundo was
also caused by an attack upon the Chilian
boats.

Tha Fensacola. flvinsr the tennant of Ad
miral Rodgere, arrived at Callao from Iqui
que and Huan, bringing several American
tamiiies seeking safety irom unman aggres
sions.

The diplomatic corps in Lima ha e ad
dressed a strong remonstrance to the Chilian
admiral, protesting against the destruction of
unfortified and defenseless places and of
neutral property.

There is no other war news of interest.
A letter from Punta Arenas mentions the

loss of a vessel on board el which were the
Entrust! vice-consu- l, Mr. Dansmure. two
other foreigners, a Chilian trader and five of
the crew.

Tuatcat front Gape Tewa.
London, May 36. A special dispatch

from Cape J, own sajs tbe dragoon guards go
to Transvaal ana not uiuiand Some a&
counts say that the change is intended to
overawe bores, and others to guard the bor
der.

The correspondent with Colonel Wood
at Kawluela telegraphs, under date of tbe
fourth instant, that he understands that the
scheme for invasion will undergo important
modifications. The idea of concentration CA
Doomburg has been abandoned. Colonel
Newdisate s column wul concentrate soma
miles lurthev north Colonel Wood's brigade
is no longer intended to act independently on
Colonel xtewdigate s flank, but tha two
forces will amalgamate when the invasion

commences. Tbe line of march will proba-
bly be alone-- the Umvelose river. It is
thought the Zulus will make a strong stand
to cover Ulumdi. Probably tbe system of
cutting adrift from tbe base, when the ad-
vance commences, will be abandoned, and a
chain of fortification posts be constructed as
the invasion proceeds, to which posts eco rted
convoys will convey the necessary supDlies.
This must retard progress. The conviction
is general that the war will be prolonged over
two campaigns.

The Darlea CaaaL. Csaaadnsi.
Paris, May 27. The of

the Darien canal congress to-da- y presented a
report admitting the possibility of the
Nicaraguan route with locks, while staling
that the level canal course proposed by Lieu-
tenant Wyse and M. Ricleus is best, sub-
ject to certain modifications. The Nicaragua
route would, it is estimated, cost two hun-
dred and eighty-fou- r million pounds. The
cost of the Wyse-Ricle- scheme is estimated
at forty-tw- o million pounds.
