THK CBSITAI. SYSTEM.

The cental system, adopted ia England and
California, and sanctioned by cur own con-

gress, requires that produce, instead of being
measured by the bushel or the barrel, shall
be weighed by the one hundred pounds, that
amount constituting a cental. From this a
half, quarter' or eighth cental is easily de-

rived. The New York chamber of commerce
formally adopted the cental system a few
days ao, and it is to go into effect on a day
t) be named by tho managors. The potato-growe- rs

in this neighborhood are very prop-

erly in airaj agiinst tha ''barrel' the un-

known quantity system. They will do right
to suatain the cental system. By that system
their deliveries will be weighed, and their
pay will be in exact proportion to what they
dt liver. By tbo system of measuring in bar-

rels of diridrent sizos, they never know what
their crop will bring, or how much they are
taking to murket in thrir wagons. Let them
hell by the hundred weighed pounds, which
is the cental, and they will gain tha value of
their product, and the buyer will lose noth-

ing, for if he buy,by the cental, he will sell
by the cental, and there will be ereuhanded
iustice all round.

every sort." Besides the yellow, Port-au-Prin-

Afauvaiso fever," wLicu is moro feared by
t jo people then any dUcaa that has ever
visited them. Vera Cruz Ecems so far to

have escaped. Notwithstanding this, New
Orleans maintains so rigid a quarantine that
communication by steamer with that port
has been entirely suspended. From the.New
York Times, of Sunday, we learn 'that in
consequence of long delays and other annoy-
ances caused by the strict quarantine rules
recently adopted at the port of New Orleans,
the New York, Havana and Mexican mail
steamship line, owned by F. Alexander &

Sods, has found it expedient to temporarily dis-

continue the operations of its branch line from
New Orleans to Vera Cruz. This change will,
while the yellow-fev- er season lasts, result in
causing the stoppage of the freight and pas-

senger traffic between Ne Orleans and Vera
Cruz and the intermediate ports, and will
make it necessary to send all Mexican corre-

spondence via Havana. F. Alexander &
Sons have three steamships plying between
New York and Vera Cruz, stopping at Havana
and touching at the other intermediate ports
of Progreso, Campeche and Frontera.
Every three weeks the steamship City of
Mexico has been dispatched from New Or
leans to Vera Cruz, calling at Bagdad, Tam-pic- o

and Tuxpan. It has been the custom at
Vera Cruz to transfer passengers bound for
the three latter ports from the mail line
steamships to the city of Mexico, which took
them to their destination on the return pas-

sage to New Orleans. In the cases of trav-

elers from Bagdad, Tampico and Tuxpan
going north by way of Vera Cruz and
Havana the rule has been reversed, the City
of Mexico delivering her passengers to the
vessels of the main line. Owing to
the withdrawal of the branch line
steamer, all communcation of the company
with New Orleans has been cut off, and the
operations of the branch line between that
port, Vera Cruz and the intermediate stations
are practically discontinued. The freight
traffic of the line has always been large and
profitable, and the passengers have been al
most as numerous as on the main line. At
the office of the company on Saturday last
it was stated that the City of Mexico had
ceased running on May 14th, and would not
probably resume her regular trips before next
October.. Now, if the New Orleans board of
health will watch the steamers arriving from
Havana and will take pains to isolate any
sporadic cases that may originate in that city,
we may re.isonably expect to tide over the
summer without a visitation from the dread'
ed Bcourge. Knowing what we do of the
excellent results attending the work ot lft,
Choppin and the health board, aided by the
auxiliary sanitary association, we have rea-

son to hope that no amount of clamor about
loes of trado will induce even a moment's re
laxation in the rigid enforcement of quaran
tine regulations.

when pjcple ceased to use hair-powde- r;

eecond, to send thein on a sudden trip to a
foreign land,' as was done with Charles Dix,
Louis rhiliippe. Napoleon the Small, and
others. An attempt is making just
now to introduce a third mode of
getting ""noT of "offending" dignitaries;
this mode is treating ' the offender to a
bullet-holin- g in the streets, but the system
does not appear to take very we! and hardly
seems "to pay.'' To have, therefore, a mon-
arch or other "high personage" act so as to
make themselves unpleasant, and to know
that they can carry on their disagreeable
ways until stopped by death, is poor consola-

tion to those who suffer from their insolence
in office. The most annoy icg part of the
affair is that rarely does one of the sufferers
dare to complain. Like poor Lady Flora
Macdonald,who left the court by'whose head
she was outraged and went home and died,
they must bear in silence. If there is com-

plaint against a monarch there can be no re-

dress, so of eonrse the complainant is wrong.
The sufferer therefore does not complain
he simply suffers. There are natures, how-

ever, that habitually resent wrong, come
from where it will, and that have the discern-

ment to discover that wrong is wrong, though
a crown cover the head of tho doer of it.
And we find that, even to-da- there are men
who will proclaim their sentiments
respecting the wrong,, spite of. rank
and diadem, and spite of, tho abuse that
courtly ' toadies - are sure to pour
out upon them. A case of this kind has just
occurred in England, and in a quarter that
cannot easily be put down or pooh-poohe- d out
of consideration. The person who declares
that he will not submit to indignity in silence,
even though the indignity comes from roy-

alty itself, is the son and namesake of that
great English statesman, Sir Kobert Peel.
In his place in the British parliament the
present Sir Robert Peel made an uncompli-
mentary reference to " our fat friend," the
degraded George the fourth. This "friend"
of Beau Brammel was spoken of by the poet
Byron, during a time of almost famine in
Mfc gland, when he said : " While England
starves, great George weighs forty stone."
When Thackcry was in this country he gave
us a candid account of that same debauehie,
for whom his wife Charlotte was noTsuf-Ecient- ly

delicate and retiring in her manners,
and he prosecuted her before parliament. In
the parliamentary debate in question Sir
Kobert Peel made a reference to "gentleman
George," and spoke of him in terms not of
royal adulation, but of simple matter of fact
and truth. For so doing'a paper that acts as
mouthpiece to the British court, informed
the publio that for his disrespectful
mention of one of the queen's near
connections, "several members of the royal
family have declared their intention never to
take any notice of Sir Robert Peel in future."
The offending gentleman has aroused public
astonishment by publishing his appreciation
of this piece of royal insolence. He wrote
to the Prince of Wales, who denied that he
had authorized the publication, or knew of
it, but he did not deny the correctness of the
declaration made in it. In another publica-

tion Sir Kobert declared that the effort to
crush Ly liw asa of royal "superb disdain"
was "impudence." Ho farther states that
ether members,, of parliament have been
''Ragged," or attempted to be gagged, by
the use of similar royal weapons to those
pointed against himself, which he says "is a
clear breach of privilege, recalling the most
stupid exhibitions of royal misconduct," and
that Mr. Gladstone had suQVxed in the samo
way. Iris historic Talmerstoa was sub-

jected to similar insolence, feud it is known
that one Murce of Disraeli's power is his

to royalty, for which he pro- -

cared the title of "Empress cf India." Sir
Robert Peel has opened a question that par
liamcnt will have to inquire into, and who
knows with what result on coaling events?
Should Pranca prove a successful republic,

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A Menagerie Totally Destroyed by
Klre-rrigrh- tfnl Cries of the Tor-tare- d

Animals A Hrene that
wilt never be forgotten

- by those who Wit-messe- d

It.

From the Detroit papers we condense the
following account of the destruction of
French's menagerie at Detroit on Wednesday
morning. Mr. French was the owner of a
large collection ot wild animals which, dur-
ing the winter months, were quartered in a
building especially built for their accommo-
dation on his premises. During the tenting
season the animals are leased to various
menageries and exhibited throughout the
country. Mr. French had just leased them
to the managers of a zoological garden near
Chicago, to which place they were booh to
be removed. The collection consisted of the
elephant Sultan, for which Mr. French
had recently refused an offer of four thou-
sand dollars, seven lions, one tiger, one zebra,
a sacred cow and calf, three leopards, a wolf,
and a 'Rocky mountain deer. There was also
stored in the animals' quarters a collection of
stuffed animals, a quantity of circus proper-
ties, and many other articles of more or less
value. The fire began in the hayloft at the
east end of the barn, directly over the large
stall occupied by the elephant, and spread
with the rapidity of a wind-fanne- d prairie
fire through the entire upper story of the
barn, so that within fifteen minutes from the
time Miss Price discovered the fire the large
area of root was one sheet of flame, while the
lower story was so densely filled with smoke
that men, women, and children, who had
flocked to the scene of the conflagration,
could only work from the outside. Mr. French,
who started on a run as soon as he heard the
first alarm, arrived at tho barn in about fif-

teen minutes, followed by Morley and Wells.
Mr. Frenchs's first thought was how
to save Sultan. Opening the barn
door at the east side of the barn,
be - was greeted by a dense volume
of smoke which staggered him, but, know-
ing every turn and detail of the interior
of the barn, he stooped and groped
his way to Sultan's stall. The huge animal
was perfectly noiseless, not having been heard
to utter the slightest groan, but when Mr.
French reached his side, and, calling him by
name, placed his hand on him, the poor beast
was found to be rocking to and fro rapidly,
while his hard hide was crawling and rolling
in every direction. Mr. French Rays tho an-
imal acted much like a human being suffer-
ing from a nervous chill. Sultan while in his
stall always had one foot chained to the
framework. Mr. French stooped to loosen it,
when the crazed beast brought his trunk
around with terrible force and Mr. French
was thrown about twenty ieet, striking
against the side of the building. Nearly
suffocated by the smoke and badly confused
by the shock, it was several seconds before
Mr. French could realize his position, and
then he saw that to save his own life he must
get out. He felt his way around the side of
the barn until he saw daylight through the
smoke, and with a runh soon gained
the open air. Amid the crack-
ling and roaring of the flimea
could be heard the outcries of the poor Bu-
ffeting beasts as they struggled in Tain to re-
lease themselves f rom their cages. The hoarse
bellowing of the lions rose above the roaring
of the gale-fanne- d flames, while anon could
be heard the bark ot the wolf, the unfamiliar
cry of the elephant, and the plaintivejbleating
of. the deer and sacred cow, at times re-

sembling the wail of a human being in the
most excruciating agony, k or a period that
stemed a very long to those who heard them,
these sad cries arose from the burning build
ing, finally they ceased, and then it was
known that their sufferings were over. While
Mr. French feels the calamity keenly, his
feelings are not much more expressive than
those of Schroff, the lioa-tame- r. At the time
the tire began poor Paul Schrcff was about
three miles away, driving along slowly.
From a person whom he met he learned that
the animals were burning, and putting his
horses to a run, was taken
to the scene in a few minutes. At
first he was wild with excitement. Then
he relapsed into a melancholy state, from
which he did not recover lor several hours.
Almost aimlessly he wandered around uutil
the ruins were in condition to permit of
walking over them, lhen he visited the
blackened, roasted carcasses of his old friends,
stopping before each and not looking t or
speaking to anyone, peeming to be holding
silent converse with the dead beasts, and oc-
casionally brushing away a te-jr- . Stopping
before the huge trame ot Sultan, he stood
for several minutes, silent and alone, nntil
he was aroused by the preseuce of several
persons who had crowded around him and
began sympathizing with him over the loss
of his old companions. Schroff is a German,
and is not thoroughly acquainted with the
English language, but, in a pleasant dialect,
he remarked : "He vas a goot fellow and he
loafed me." "Shoost like a big calf," is the
way he described 'saltan s appearance when
he brought him to this country, and contin-
ued : "I vatched over him like a baby all
dese times, and ve vas so goot friends."
After talking of tha many towns they had
visited together, and recounting two or three
episodes in which Sultan had defended him,
Schroff continued: "He used to get mat
sometimes, und I had to punish him, but den
ve always made it np like scbildrens." The
only eulogy the lion-tam- er passed upon the
lions was when be kicked one of the bodies
with his foot, and remarked: "Veil, Nero,
we've got through; you'll never bite me
some more. . ihen, glancing over the ruins,
he sighed, and said with grim humor; "Veil,
mine friendts, I guess ve don't trafel toged-de- r

dis ssaaon."

Tildes in Tennessee,

Another Case of Incest.
Pabkbebbdrg. May 22. A case of al

leged incestuous intimacy between a father
and bis own daughter has come to light in
this county, about eight miles back of Belle-
ville, a town sixteen miles below this city,
shocking the community from center to cir-
cumference. The name of the alleged per-
petrator is Frank Boswell, who is a farmer.
and the head of a family, consisting ot a wife
and six children. The victim is a young
girl about fifteen years of age, and is very
handsome, but evidently very ignorant. She
is now enceinte. Her condition first caused
certain parties in the neighborhood to suspect
a young man who had been in the habit of
visiting at the house, but a few weeks ago a
neighbor, from various other causes and the
known desperate and wicked character
of Boswell, came to suspect that there was a
criminal intimacy between the father and his
daughter. He watched them on different
o:casions, and on the . fifteenth instant
caught them, as he declares in the warrant,
ia flagrante delicto in a strip of woods near
the farmhouse. He, for some reason, post-
poned getting out the warrant tor several
days, but came to this city yesterday and
swore out the warrant before Justice Davis.
Offisers Staggand beckwith took a two-hor- se

wagon and went to Belleville last night, and,
taking several parties from that town as
guides, started for Bos well's place, where
they arrived about three o'clock this morn-
ing. The house was surrounded and admit-
tance demanded, when a woman from the
iaterior declared that he was gone. When
asked who she meant, 6he paid: "Mr. Bos-
well." The officers entered tho house and
searched it an easy job, as it was a little
shanty, about fifteen by twenty, consisting of
one room and a loft. The bird had flown,
and had been gone some time.

A l"ors:ed Speech.
New York Evening Express: "We do

not know who committed the forgery, but it
ia very evident who believes it. In the month
of November, lsoO, Alexander H. Stephens
addressed the people of Georgia in the most
masterly speech of his life. It was a supreme
appeal for the Union. He pointed out the
inexpediency, the rashness, the dangers of
secession. He declared that his first allegi-
ance was due to Georgia, and while implor-
ing the people not to make tho fearful leap,
he also declared that for weal or woe his des-
tiny was with his native State.

As soon as his attention
was called to it, Mr. Stephens branded this
reported speech as an infamous forgery, and

in fifty different forms from that day to this
he has never tailed, when occasion required,
to denounce it as a campaign lie. ' The true
speech has been scattered broadcast over the
United States, over one hundred thousand
copies of it having been sold by Mr. Steph-
ens's publisher in New England and New
York alone. The editor of the New York
Sun still believes or ptetends to believe in the
forgery. ; This morning he descended into
gro3 personalities and called Mr. Stephens
opprobrious names, 'two-side- d, double-dealin- g,

shallow-hearte- d, hollow man,1 and much
of such gibberish. If Mr. Dana thinks the
proved and repudiated forgery, whose author
should be in the penitentiary, is any justifi-
cation for his assaults upon one of the purest
and ablest men in America, he will not find
any fair-mind- men to agree with him.
Consistency is not a virtue which the assail-
ant of Mr. Stephens has ever particularly ex-

emplified. If the congressmen siw fit to do
it, he could make the retort courteous, with
no little effect."

TOM BUFOJECD

Congratulates Himself npon Bavins
' Avenged His Sister, and Expects

to Meet Her in Heaven His
Brother Denounces the

reople of Frankfort.

Cincinnati Enquirer: After the morning
cession of the court Tom Buford was taken
to the jail to await the afternoon proceedings,
and your correspondent made use of the

thus offered to call upon him. He
came forward to the closely-grate- d door, and,
being introduced, held his hand up to the
bajs to shake hands. There was barelyroom
to slip the fingers through, but he took mine
with a gentle pressure as I reached them
through, and said in a courteous way, "I am
happy to know you, air."

"How are you getting along in your cap-

tivity, Tom ? asked my companion, who had
known him well for years. '

"Oh, very well," he replied, in a subdued,
quiet sort of way; "I am kindly treated, very
kindly treated, indeed. The Bheriff and
jailer are veiy kind to me, and I want for
nothing. Then a great many of my lady and
gentlemen friends send mo things more
than I can use, so I distribute them to my
fellow-prisoner- s.. I sometimes think I am
better treated now than I was while out-
side."

"Still," I suggested, "you probably prefer
the outside?"

"'Oh, it doesn't make much difference," he
said, in a sad, dreary sort of way, "I am con-
tent to let justice hiive its course. If it is
right that I should stay here, or even that
worse should occur, I am content. I have
done my duty, and am content to wait the
result."

"Then you still feel that you did right in
killing Judge Elliott?" I asked.

;"0h, it was fate," he answered, "it was
fate, and it couldn't have been any other
way. My sister had been wronged, cruelly
wronged, and I had to avenge her. Why,
the last time I visited her grave" and
through the close gratings I could see the
tears begin to gather in his eyes "the last
time I went to her grave I could barely get
away, I felt so bad about the wrongs that had
been done her. I loved my sister, and I
promised her on her deathbed to meet her in
heaven, and I cannot fonret it." And the
tears that had glistened in his eyes when he
first made reterence to his sister now over-
flowed and ran down his face.

"Aud you still expect to meet her in hea-
ven?" I asked.

"Yes," he answered," I have only done
what fate ordered. It is a sad thing, bnt I
couldn't help it. I can't tell what will be the
result, but am willing to await the verdict of
a higher power than any of the world.

He was taken back to jail at Louisville to
day at the close ot the session. A good many
people shook hands with him in the court
room antnn the cars, and his nsual reply to
questions regarding his health was that he
was getting along very well and was very
kindly treated. He is smoothly shaven, bis
iron-gra- y hair cut short, and was dressed in
a good suit a navy-blu- e coat, dark pants,
standing collar and a slouch hat. lie was
quiet and attentive during the hearing of the
case, but his small guttering eyes were full of
unrest, and were scarcely upon one person or
place for more than an instant.

I met Henry Buford, the brother who is de-
fending Tom with his fortune, at the hotel.
and naked bim if he thought his brother
would gcE j.istice in Uwen county.

"Yes," he replied; "we believe the people
of Owen county are capable of doing him
justice, and that they will do so. 1 would
have preferred that he should be tried in
Henry county, his home, where the land is
out of which the trouble grew, and where the
people know all the circumstances: but if he
cannot be tried there Owen will do, for I be
lieve the people there will do him justice.
Thev wouldn't here."
. "Do you think not?"

"Think not? I know it. Why, sir, you
have no idea of the malice that has been de-
veloped among people that we thought be-
fore were our friends. Nobody can regret
the killing more than we do. We realize
the enormity i the offense, but we know the
circumstances, and that he is not responsible
for his conduct. Why, for years there has
been talk among ourselves that he was not
right in his mind, and his sister that he lived
with worried and wai very much troubled be-

fore her death for fear she would have to send
him to the asylum. We know that the kill-
ing of any respectablo citizen is a great crime,
and we lament it as much as any one; but
there is no reason for the malicious vengeance
with which we have been pursued. Why,
even the funeral sermon of Judge Elliott was
a most bitter and outrageous attack upon my
brother, as much so as though it was a case
against him by an attorney. Then look at
the action of the courts and the governor,
and all of them. Judge Elliott was only a
man and a citizen, and no dearer to his fam-
ily than any other man. Yet, because cer-
tain people were under obligations to him
and hu in various ways, or expected to
make something in the way of favor or oth-
erwise, they have turned against us, and per-
secute him in every way. Why, see; they
were not content to let the usual forms of
law take their course, but have already called
two special terms ot court, and will now call
a third to try him. Why, there are men
here in Frankfort who have been guests at
my houso, who have Bat at my table and
eaten the best that my house and tho skill of
my wife could afford, who will now scarcely
speak to me on the street, and who are
making every effort to force my brother to
the gallows," and the old man's voice trem-
bled and he turned away to hide his emotion.
He was silent for a moment, and, wiping
away the tears they were real tears with
the back of his rough hand, he continued:
"My brother has been wronged, and I have
been wronged by people in high places, and
when the time comes 1 will have something
to say about it, and will be prepared to stand
to what I say."

Infanticide.
Boston, May 2'i. A horrible child-murde- r

nas just come to light in the neighbor-
hood of the never-discovere- d trunk tragedy,
on Sunday, with every appearance of death
by strangulation. Late last night John N.
Buzz ill, a Lynn man, a free-lov- er and rover,
was arrested for the murder, and to-da- y a
young and very modest-lookin- g woman
named Carrie Porter, of Peabody, a member
of the Baptist church, was arrested, and 6he
confessed she was the mother, and that the
child was strangled to get rid of it. Her
story is a shocking one. When she found
she was to become a mother, she tried to in-

duce Buzzell to marry her, but he squirmed
out of it. The child was born May 6tn, in
Chelsea, and, last Saturday evening, Buzzell
took the mother and child for a drive in a
buggy. They offered the baby to two people
they met, and after some talk of leaving it
on some door-ste- Buzzell proposed it should
be strangled, and ordered the woman to
stick her linger down its throat and choke it
to death. She could not do this, and the
father took the child, while the mother put
her shawl over her eyes bo that she should
not witness the deed, aud, in a minute or
two, the business was sjou done, and the
body was thrown out. The woman was or-

dered from the carriage soon afterward, and
fainted once or twice on her long walk home.
Her weakness in the public streets and the
peculiarity of a foot of the horse led to the
identification and arrests.

History of a Famom Female Im-

personatorA JLad Born and Weil-Know- n

In fU Iionis His Karly
Training: by Spence Stokes

and Final Heath at
Bombay.

The San Francisco Chronicle, of a recent
date, has the following strange account of
tb adventures of a former St. Louis boy:
"The death of Omar Kingley closes the ca-
reer of one who trained a wide-sprea- d repu-
tation as 'Ella Zoyara.' For years he ap-
peared as an equestrienne under this title in
almost every country on the globe, and few
of those who have witnessed the graceful
performance of the beautiful Zoyara dreamed
that the performer was a man. Letters and
lovers were abundant, and among the letters
figured no less important a personage
than Victor Emmanuel, of Italy, who fell in
love with the dashing young rider.
Soldiers and civilians figured also on
the list ot Zoyara 's lovers, and a dis-
pute about her among tbe former finally
caused her or him to be placed in durance
vile at Manila. Kingsley was born in St.
Louis, where his mother and sister still reside,
about 1810. At the early age of six, a trav-
eling circus fired his fancy tor sawdust and
spangles, and he soon ran away from the
parental roof. He apprenticed himself to
Spence Stokes, a well-know- n circus proprie-
tor of Philadelphia, Spencer trained him to
do an equestrian act, and he soon appeared
under tbe name of Ell i Zjyara. His beauti-
ful boyish face, a profusion of rich black
curly hair, and his slender form assisted the
impersonation.- - He was advertised and rode
under this name tor several years, attracting
no particular attention, but keeping the se-

cret of his e ex carefully concealed. He
Spence to Europe, where he rode

as a female in all the principal cities. In
Moscow a Ilussian count in said to have fallen
madly in love with him, and offered Stokes a
large sum of money for an introduction to
the fair Zoyara. It was in the sunny clime
of Italy, however, that the greatest conquest
took place. Victor Emmanuel saw him at the
circus, and afterward sent for him. He at-
tended, though accompanied by his
woman servant, without whom he rarely
appeared in public. Emmanuel frequently
attended the performance, and Zoyara called
upon him. Ihe king of Italy presented him
with a magnificent black stallion, of which
Stokes immediately took possession and after-
ward sold, when in financial difficulties in
Madrid. When Zoyara returned to New
York he was advertised as the greatest fe-

male rider that Europe had ever seen, and
crowds were nightly attracted by hiB per-
formances. He rode a graceful act, was more
daring and brilliant than any equestrienne
that had or has appeared before an American
audience, while long experience enabled him
to personate female character in a manner
that almost defied detection. Ilia sex was a
secret even to many of those employed in the
same establishment. He performed for one
or two seasons in the eastern country, every-
where meeting with success, letters and
would-b- e lovers and husbands. Daring this
time he was married to Sallie Stickney, an
equestrienne, daughter of Kobert Stickney,
of Cincinnati. In 1363 be came to California
and made his dtbut in this city in connection
with John Wilton's circus. He traveled two
seasons upon the Pacific slope, appearing as a
female rider and carrying out the deception in
a perfect manner. There are many men
who still remember tho beautiful Zoyara and
ber graceful performance in the ring. In
1865 he sailed for Australia, where he
created at one time a great sensation. He
had always appeared in female attire on
steamers, on the streets, in hotels and in the
circus, so that tbe surprise of those who saw
him come from the canvas one day just after
a performance, ia male attire, and swearing
like a gulf pirate, was very great. Trouble
with circus companions led to this epise. 1e.
In 1867 he traveled with the same company
through India, the straits settlements, Cnina,
Japan and the Philippine Islands. At Ma
nila a Spanish officer fell in love with Zoyara
and sought an introduction, but was refused.
borne of his lellow-omce- rs hinted that the
fair rider was not a female, and he wagered
that he was. 'A party of them went to the
dressing'room, seized the subject in dispute
as he came from the ring, and were about to
strip the clcthing lroin bun when John Wil
son rushed forward and knocked both of
them down. A tumult ensued which ended
in Wilson and Zoyara being pkced in
jail, where the . sex of the latter
was made known. They remained in du-
rance vile for some time, and were finally
sent out of the conntry. Wilson returned to
this city in 1S67, Zoyara coming with him
He performed throughout tbe United States,
Mexico and the Canadas for several seasons,
still under the name of Ella Zoyara. When
he became one of the proprietors of Wilson's
circus he made his first appearance as a male
rider in this city. After this he rarely ap-
peared as a female rider, doing bo principally
on the occasion of benefits, when the an
nouncement that he would appear as Zoyara
was sure to crowd the house, lie left this
city with Wilson's circus fcr Australia in
1875, and, having appeared in the principal
cities there, sailed from Melbourne to India
in 1877, where he appeared up to the time of
his illness aud death at iiombay, which took
place on the third of April last, of smallpox,
thus closing a somewhat remarkable career."

Tbe sub-
scribed capital is 1194,000; rote circulation,
f170,000; deposits.

The other assets are set down as
follows: Bills discounted, f42,000; overdue
debU, f 170,000; reul estate and other assets,
$120,000.
