The
body must have been ip the water some ten
days. A pocket-knife aad a whiia hendker-
chief wers the only things found on the per-
son_ of the decepsed. The jJary retoroed a
verdict asto the usknown in uccordance with
the above fncta,

BANITARY MATTERS.

Joint Conference Meeling of the Legis-
lative Connell of the Taxing-District
and the Executllve Committee of
the Auxiliary Sanitary Agso-
ciation—A General
Discunssion

As to Confliet of Jurisdiction—Both
Sanitary Boards to Work In Har-
mony—Joint Special Committee
to Arrange Minor Matters
and Report To-merrow
Aflternoon.

At two o'clock yeslerday afternoon the ex-
ccative committes of the Auxiliary sanitary
ussociation and the legislative council of the
Taxing-District of Memphis met in joint ses-
sion at the courthouse, pursuant to s former
agreement, to diecuss sanitary matters and
points of difference, and to agree upon some
plan by which the assocmation end the city
government could work together in harmony
as (o snpitary matters. The legislative coun-
cil was represented by President Dr. D, T.
Porter, W. W. Guy, John Overton, jr., M.
Burke, R. Galloway, and W. N. Brown.
The Auxiliary sanitary association was rep-
resented by President J. C. Prestridge. A. D,
Langstaff, Dr, R. W, Mitchell, J. T. Willins,
N. Foutaine, General Colton Greene, and J.
K. Godwin. There were also present: Dr.
I'hornton, president of the board of health;
Taxing-District-Attorney C. W. Heiekell, and
a number of others, who felt a deep interest
in the proceedings. The conference meeting
was colled to order by President Porter, of
the city execative council, and he, in brief,
stated the object of the meeting.

Oan being called upon, Colonel Prestidge,
president of the sunitary association, stated
that the object was to work im barmony as to
the sapitary work to be performed. The
views, purposes and obiects of the association
have been nonounced beretofore. They in-
tended to inspect the premises in the different
wards, and make report of all nusaoces to
tha city officials, by whom such pDuisances
may be abated.

Die. Mitchell believed there was nonecessily
for any conflict of jurisdiction. The object
of the assocwation 18 to be anxiliary to the
governing officers of Lhe city. We shouold Lirst
make a thorough sanitary survey or house-
inspection of the city. When this is done,
{hey will know what to do. The name of
every good citizen should be on the roll of
the sanitary association; every citizen should
belong to the association. The sanitary wis-
dom s not contsined in the heads of one or
two men. They desired évery man fo be a
good sanitarian; let the people be educated
up Lo that point. The association intended
1o publish & small pamphblet containiog 1m-
portant sanitary instroction. The sanitery
hterature shall be geaserally circulated ns a
meane of instruction in saonitary science.
Some of Lhe work to be done by clerks aud
others will bave to be paid for. The efforta
we nuve already made has bad a good el-
fect. The mspecting ofticers should receive
guthority from President Porter, of the city
government, to make such ipspections. The

manent institation. )

General Colton Greene, of the sanitary as-
sociation, concurred in what had been said
by the other gentleman. They came now as
citizens to co-operate with the city govern-
ment, which is now unable to do much. The
city government might be able to put the
city 12 4 good sanitary condition in three
months, but the auxiliary sanitary associa-
tion desired to put 1t in that condition within
three weeks. The feople should be edo-
cated up to the point of being good eani-
tarians. The questions of sewerage, con-
structing drains, erecting buildings and other
things ure most important. The sanitary
condition of the city should at onca be at-
teaded to by the autborities and the asso-
ciation.

Mr. Fontaine was present to hesr, and not
to make a speech. He came here to be en-
ligntened on the matter.

Mr. J. R. Godwin wounld notl discuss sani-
tary mattars; he knew very little about them.
The peopls cught to be educated in sanitary
matters, as to habits and modes of hiviog,
and thereby protect health. He desired to
sustain the city government, and would not
engage 1o any contest with the city govern-
ment that might impair its nsefulness,

Mr. Willins thought that a committee of
each body could discuss and settle all mat-

Mr. Burke, of the cily government, thought
it unnecessary to run two sanitary commitiees
in the city. The city government cannot
ehirk the responmbility as to the cleanliness
of the city. Can there be two organizafions
of a eanitary character, and work in har-
mony ?

Dr. Porker said the oficers of the Auxiliary
sanitary association could be empowered b{
him (Dr. Porter) to mmspect premises anc
make arrests if necessacy. It would not do
to send out citizens to inspect premises. The
inspecling officers should be furmished with a
badge by the association or with a star by the
city authorities.

Presmident Prestidge, of the sanitary asso-
cigtion, said they had a precedent as to hav-
ing two sanitary organizitions in the Aaxil-
iary sumitary ascociation of New Orleans,
which organized becanse of the inability of the
city government to maiatuin sanitary affaics
in that city. Both sanitary organizations can
get along very well together and in barmony.
Ibe sanitary association is auxiliary to the
city government board of health. As to the
appointments of ward sanilary officers, when
he made them, he would adviee President
Porter of the ity government of such appoint-
ments, and those officers would report not
only to/the asscciation, but also to the district
government when arrests had to be made
or nmsances to be abatad.

The matter as to supplies, mauoles, carts,
elo., necessary for eanitary business was dis-
cussed by Dr. Mitchell, of the committee on
sanitation, and olher gentlemen. Ths ques-
tion sexmed to be which organization ehould
pay for such supples and which organization
should put them to work and control such
work.

Dr. Thornton, president of the board of
health, stated bis views as to the organiza-
tion ot the auxiliary eanitary association. He
undaeratood the oliect of the asscciation was
to assist Lthe city government in conducting
sanitary affairs. He did not anbicipate any
conilict of jarisdiction,

District- Attorney Heiskell asked permission
to say that there can be vo possible cause for
any conflict between the two bodies, The
city government and the sanitary association
can always advise each other in the future as
to what ia necessary to do m a samtary way.
He thought a committes should be raised by
each body to confer and settle all arrange-
ments,

Mr. Langsiaff asked President Porter to
state if the ity goveroment was able to con-
duct samitary affaiva without the aid of the
sanitary association; if the government, by the
collection of taxes, could ruise sufficient
money without ealling upon the anxiliary
samibiry association for funds?

President Porter—We would lika to have
your money.

Mr. Lanffstafi—That is a human feeling in
which everybody concurs, but it was unnec-
essary for the sanitary association to go
around and eclicit subscriptions, if the aty
goveranment was able by tax-collection to
pave the wtreels and do all other sanitary
work.

GGeperal Greene said the auxiliary sanitary
association could use its moaey for other pur-
posea necessary, in order fo carry out the
objects of the association.

I'be matter took another wide range of
discussion 24 o the ownership of property, in
waich discussion Mr. Overton, jr., Dr. Por-
ter, Mr. Godwin, Dr. Tbornton and others
purticipated. Mr. Godwin favored appoint-
ing committees to confer and settle all minor
matteérs that seemed to be in controversy be-
tween Lhe city authorities and the auxiliary
sanitary association.

Mr. Langstaff—] wish to ask Dr. Porter if
he will use the mules nnd carts purchased by
the auxiliary association, and which Lelong
to the association.

Dir. Porter—Yes, sir. We have them, are
using them, and we are thankful for them.

General Greene said the city government
must exhaost its funds and collect ita vevenues
for paving streete, etc., without taking into
consideration at all the existence of the auxil-
iary sanilary association. The association
will give the city government its funds in ad-
dition to what the government itself collected
ia taxes and experded.

Mr. Gedwin—There 18 no other purpose
than sanitary which the money collected by
the aagxiliary sanitary aseociation could be
used for.

Alr. Godwin moved that a joinl committes
of six be appointed by the legislative coun-
cil and the sanitary association to confer and
settle all matters, this joint committee to
to make jreport. The motion was adopted,

ARCHERY.

The New Amusement—The Organization
of Archery Clubs in the Suburbs of
the City—The Ladies Abandon
Crogquet for ihe New

Amusement,

Death of Croquet—The Kind of Bows
and Arrows to be Used—How to
Form Clubs and what Officers
Bhould be Elected,

Oar prowling reporier, away oul on Poplar
street discovered a nomber of jadies and gen=
tlemen engaged in bending the bow and fly-
ing darts st a turget. It was an archery elob
enguged in out-door sport. Archery, as wod-
ern smusement, has only been fushiopable in
America for the vast two years. It was be-
ing played in Eagland belore that, bat we
did not tuke hold of it until some time later.
Mr. Maorice Thompson was Lha first to call
public attention t5 the sport. By his articles
in various magezines and Ister by bis book,
the Witchery of " Archery, bhe arounsed en-
thusasm all over the country for the game.
A well known importer sayd that atter the
publication of that book he could bave sold
twenty-thousand dollars worth more than he
bad of Eoglish bows and arrows. Eogland
is still abead of usin the making of bows
and mrrows, IL is only the imporied onew
that are “waighted."” They are all made by
hand. Your true archer would scorn & ma
chine turned bow. There is no reason thal
America should mot make as fine articles.
The troubls ia that we do pot tuks the time
necessary to adjost our bows and arrows, but
want to huorry them out by the bupdred o
minute, This is lhe time of year when the
archery clubs are being organizad all over the
cuautry and the old clubs are rubbing up their
implemsaots aod buyieg new. Thers are
some famous clubs in the United Stules.
In July there is to be a grand archery tour-
nament at Chicago, at which ten thousand
dollars will be distubuted in prizas. Ladies
as well ns gentlemen will ba among the con-
testants, for archery 18 A% muea & lady's
sport as croguet. The Boffalo club expects
to do some good shooling at this lournament,
and bas becn practising in an armory uil
winter lo that end. From Cupid to Hobin
Hood the ladies hav? admired bow shooting,
and it is no wonder that us soom as it waa ic-
troduced as a pastime they became its most
ardent adherents.

Croquet wns the entering wedge that
opeped ouldoor sporis to women, und for
that they caonol be too grateful, DBat how
childish 1s croquet compared to archery!
When one shoota with a bow it 15 hia own
strenglh und Lis own dexterity that eends
ibe arrow mbo the bull’s-eye, Trained mas-
eles and & true eye bhave done the work. The
matter of bodily education iu women is too
apt to be overlooked. There is no resson
why our girls should not row, swim, pall the
long bow and play ball in moderation. KEsx-
cess in the matter of sports 12 not good lor
either sex. The healther women are the
better and bappier they are, or should be, and
thera ia nothiug like pleoty of air and son-
shine, with well regulated exercise, to mako
a sirong, well-developed woman. Archery
15, of all games, perhups the best for girls.
Ia the first place, it 1s performed in aun erect
athitude; 1t calle into astion both
hands and arms, the muscles of the
shoulders and back, the chest and
lega. There 13 no ovarstrain on either.
In the second place, when oume braces
hiruself to pull the bowstring he is sure to
draw a full, deep breath, thus flling his
lungs with pure, fresh air. A thoroughly
trained srcher 13 & perfectly-bmit athlete,
Apoiber thing that should recommend arch-
ery to ladies 1s ita exquisile grace, Bee yon-
der lady with bow io hand; she braces her-
self irmly upon the lawn, raizes the bow to
the proper augle, measures the distance with
ber eye, and the feather-tipped messenger
flies through the air and oierces the gold.
No modern patent bas done this, It s all
her own elrength aod skll., A child may
pull & tngger aod hit the boll's eye, but 1t
takes strongth to pull the Low. A lady
should begia with & twenly-pound bow. At
the end of a month she may use cpe with a
stronger resistance. Few ladies, however,
pull over fifty pounds; their average is be-
tween thirty and forty. A man's average
is fifty pounds, while some puil as high as
scventy-five, bat these are exceptional cases
and they have to have bows especially pre-

ared. 1lhe regulation length of & man's

w 15 six feet from tip to Lip, and the “draw’"
ot the arrow C(wenty-eight inches,
should alwuaye be bent fat-mide ocut. The
proper length of a lady's bow is five feet six
inches. The Highfield lemonwcod bows are
the best for general use, though the snake-
wood, yew and lancewood are popular.
“Fancy-backed bews' are sought after by
fancy bowmen. Thoe Eaglish “weighted”
bows cost from two dollars and twenty-five
cents to fen dollars each, and arrows fifty
centa to Lwelve dollars per dozen. It is poor
sconomy to bay cheap tackie if you have the
monay to buy the best. Expert bowmen are
very proud of their implements and keep
them with great care. Bows should be kept
in a dry room, but not too near the fire.
Affer using and just before patting
away, the bow should be rubbed with
a woolen rag saturated with boiled linsesd
oil, mixed with a little beeswax. The arrow
is an unportant consideration. For target
arrows hard seasoned pice or old deal 13 the
best wood. For huntiog arrows, hickory, ash,
el and pine are preferable. The shaft or
wooden part of the arrow is called the stele,
and this must be perieclly straight and even,
Next in importance to the stele 13 the feain-
ering. For long range shooting the feather
should be parrow. They ure generally tuken
from a goossquill. Every archer should have
an ascham, and he may have it plain or band-
some, according to his means. The ascham
getn its name from old Roger, who wrote so
beaulifully of bow shooting, and 15 a cup-
board six feet and & half gh, two or more
broad and one foot deep. losmide there s a
shelf ewghteen inches from the botlom,
through which holes are made for the bows
and arrows to stand in, and on the walls are
fustened hooks upon which to bang the belt,
quiver and other arbeles. The bandsomest
aschams ara lined with velvet or plash, but
this is a luxury to which few aspire. As has
already been said, this is the tima of yoar
when urchery clabs are orgamizad. The club
should have but three officers—a president
or master bowman, who should be the best
shot of the band, n secretary and a treasorer,
At each shooting the archer waking the
highest ecore 15 entitled to the honorary title
of caplain of the target. In lbe matter of
uniform Lhe club must exercise its own taste.
A very oeat and pretty uniform is made of
flannel. A white skirt for landies, with dark
biue bionss belted in; for men, white trousers
and the same style of blouse. The blouss
for beth ghould be cut high on the shoulder
to give the arm full play. A pretty uniform,
und quite inexpensive, is made of unbleached
maslin, with belt or sash of Turkey rad.

**Ihe story of brotally hunting down the two
clergymen you published is of little signifi-
cance when compared with the slaughtenaog
that has been done on the railroad passing
Brinkley, Arkapsas—I mean the Memphis
and Little Rock railroad. 1 have passed over
thut rond often ever since it was lairly n op-
eration, but just as often I have bad the
pieasure of seeing an éngine in mourning—
mourping for the killed in the latest accident.
These engines are in mourning tor three days
only, uniil the dead are burisd; but the fun-
niest of it 18 that they never get out of
mourping, because there is nlways an acci-
dent,” eto. 1 have been connected with the
hMamphis and Little Roek railroad since De-
cember 15, 1875, and know that from that
time up to date no passenger has Leen killed
or injured and that the truins bave run with
a8 much regulerity as on any other read in
the country, The following correspondence

ivjories received on the road, as he was a
mun in bad bealth at the time the accident
bappened, nod lived sometime afterward.
