ANOTHER TEN PER CEHT. TAX.

The attorney-genera- l decides that the ob
ligations solvable in merchandise and used
for circulation, come so evidently within the
mischief intended to he remedied by the act
of February 8, 1877. as to subject them
to a tax of ten per cent. It also provides
that every person, firm, association and every
corporation, State bank or btate banking as
sociation, shall pay a tax ot ten ptr cent, on
the amount ot their own notes used for cir-
