At ten o'clock yesterday morning the legis-
lative council of the Taxing-Distric- t met at
the courthouse for the transaction of busi
ness.

The following business was disposed of
The report of the joint committee of confer
ence between the city government and the
auxiliary sanitary association (heretofore
published in the Appeal) was read and
adopted.

MADISON STREET PAVEMENT
The special committee reported on the

Madison street pavement matter, as follows
The pavinsr of Madison street from the Mcm
phis and Charleston railroad depot to Mam
street is immediately necessary, an indispen
sable necessity to tbe beaitb ot tbe city and
commercial convenience of the people. A
large portion of the Nicolson pavement
blocks are rotten, and from the holes foul and
offensive odors emanate, which must produce
disease as the heat of summer increases, un-
less abated by the removal of the rotten wood
and other obnoxious matter.

HEALTH REPORT ON STREETS.
Memphis, June 5, 1879.

Honorable Legislative Council:
Gentlemen In compliance with your in

structions to give you an opinion iu regard to
the danger involved to the public health in
the removal of the Nicolson pavement on
Madison street, and replacing it with stone,
from Main street to the Charleston depot, at
this season of the year, I have tho honor to
submit tbe following:

ihe sanitary condition of this street at
present is perhaps worse than any other in
the city, owing to the fact that so much of
tbe present pavement is decayed and already
dieplacad. The removal of tbia pavement
and replacing it with stone by the plan pro
posed does not, in my opinion, increase the
liability to disease, as no grading of the
street ia proposed, and the earth is not dis
turbed, the grade being already fixed. The
space uncovered by the removal of the wooden
pavement ia to bi the same day,
?r very 800n- - tT. 8to.De. the wooden blocks
burned immediately, or otherwise disposed
of, 60 a? not to ba prejudicial to health.
Leaving out of consideration the imperative
necessity for the improvement of this street
for the commercial interest of the city, I do
not think the sanitary condition of the neigh-
borhood wiil bo made worse while the work
is being done, but will be materially improved
after the work is completed. In view ot these
facts, the present very bad sanitary condition
owing to the decay of the wooden pavement,
there beine no nec-sssit- of interfering with
the earth for the purpose of changing the
grade, the rapid mode to be employed iu re-
placing it with stone, the great sanitary ad-
vantage obtained after tbe work is done, and
the imperative necessity for the improvement
to the commercial interest, I have no hesita-
tion in recommending the immediate execu-
tion cf the work.

11 KTEOlIULiOfci ICAL.

Besnlt of tbe Labors of the Interna'
tional Congress Important Recom-

mendations What Is Expected,
of the Weather Bureau of

the Cnltcd States.

The .international meteorological conzress.
recently convened at fiame, terminated its
labors, at M r a brief and rather hurried ses
sion, by referring: much ot the business for
which it was convened to the discretion of
a committee originated by the congress. The
decisions of the congress itself have not been.
therefore, numerous. Ihe meelinsr was large.
with quite a general enthusiasm on the subject
ot international meteorology. Ihe congress
has recommended that for each country daily
synoptic weather-chart- s be made for study,
as has baa been the daily practice for the
United States since 1870: thit storm-track- s

should be traced ; weather notices given to
farmers; winds, temperatures etc., studied
by the month and by the year; instrumecta
at all stations compared with each other; the
genersl march cf weather phenomena over
the sut face ot the globe noted; uniformity of
observation sought for and other
procedures, as has been long the cus-
tomary plan on this side of the
Atlantic. There are evidences of progress in
this. On the subject of observations actually
simultaneous, first originated and practically
put in use by the United States in 1&70, and
the basis of observation on which the great
est advances and success have been made by
this country, it waa reaolved "that the con-
gress ia of the opinion that the development
of simultaneous observations contiibutea
much to the progress of meteorology, and
that all works which are undertaken in this
direction ought to be encouraged." The
publications of the signal office, such aa the
Monthly Weather Review, with the synoptic
and international weather charts, were re-
ferred to with approval, tind with the recom-mandati-

"that the congress is cf opinion
th.it the public ition of a similar review would
contribute much to the advancement of

study, and ia therefore recom-
mended to be made for Eurooe." There can
be no higher compliment. Finally, the con-
gress asks that the stations, as Mount Wash-
ington and Pike's Peak the highest stations
on the earth may be Maintained, making
even more observations than th-js-

now attempted, and that all the observations
may be published for the use of all meteor- -
ologists everywhere, as an approval of those
stations, the utility of which was once ques-
tioned. This is interesting'. It is cn these
points only the acts of the congress have any
reference to the meteorological work of the
Uoited States. It is satisfactory to notice so
much of approval and adoption, and sc gen-
eral a wish for tbe continuance and extension
of it. The congress made no practical sug-
gestions as to weather predictions in Europe,
a matter which, it would seem, might have
been arranged with verv little d.ffieulty.

THE EXODUS.

What a Resident or Wyandotte, Kansas,
Knows About the Condition and

Prospects of the Colored Em-

igrants In Kansas The
Southern Colored

Refugees

In a Hopeless and Helpless Condition-Bu- t
few Colored People Now En

Route for the Zulnland of
Kansas The Season for

Emigration Is Over.

The emigration toZululand, Kansas, of the
colored people of the lower Mississippi val-
ley from Louisiana and Mississippi, has about
ceased. That land of Kansas, which, ac-
cording to accounts given to the colored peo-
ple, was flowing with milk and honey, turna
out to be the very opposite a land where it
requires money and very hard work to get
along successfully. Its polar climate in win-
ter does not suit the colored rac?, which
flourishes only in tropical or semi-tropic- al

lands.
Dr. E. P. Bates, a former citizen of Mem-

phis, but who for several years has been a
resident of Wyandotte, Kansas, was in the
city yesterday. He gives a gloomy picture
of the condition and prospects of the colored
emigrants now in Misi-our- i and Kansas. Sajs
tee doctor: ''The sickest people in existence
are the txodus-darkie- s now in Kansas."
The people of Kansas, a thrifty, hard work-
ing white race, do not look with kindness
upon the it flux of black people, that for a
time threatened to flood the land cf John
Brown. The arrival of squads of Equalid
darkies at first was somewhat of a novelty,
and people traveled for miles inland to the
river towns in order to see the genuine south-
ern darky and talk to him about the
troubles, trials and tribulations which he
passed through down in Dixie. Curiosity,
however eoon save way to jealousy as larger
crowds of deluded negroes arrived. The
emigrants were out of money, without cloth-
ing, had nothing to eat, in tact tbey were
paupers or tramps in the land of white men.
Hut few extended any sympathy toward the
colored brother. He was looked upon as a
laborer coming in contact with the white
laborer.

Dr. Hates states that the emigrating negro
who now takes passage for Kansas has a
poor show unless he is provided with means
to sustain himself and family for at least
eighteen months. It is too late in the Bfascn
for him to plant a crop; consequently nothing
could be produced to contribute to hia larder
until another season, and the time to elapse
before that crop could be grown and made
ready to market wculd be at leabt a year and a
half. If an emigrant moves on to a new piece
of ground be must have money tuCieieiit to
buy boards for his fences, as rail timber is
cot among tbe productions of Kmsas except
in isolated localities. Then, too, the dangers
of grasshopper hordes and other desti active
elements are to be encountered, and any emi-
grant riiks a big chance for starvation hy
going on a Kansas tour, unless well provided
for as previously stated.

Tne emigration has about ceased for tiie
present, and but few emigrants can be found
on upward-boun- d boats voyaging to Zulu-lan- d.

Those wno are not too lazy and tbrilt-les- s
have gone to work in the cotton and corn

fields cf tbe touth, and splendid, crops nre
assured for this season. Compared with
Mississippi and Louisiana, the soil cf Kansas
ia barren indeed; it requires bard work tbere
to bring forth crops, bat in tbe bottom lands
of the south all you have to do with the
earth is to tickle it with a hoe, then it will
laugh with a harvest. These colored people
who are diSbatisfied with everything will go
to Kansas. Well, let them go; it is their
business; and, if they regret it, they can
blame but themselves. It would be a good
result if the south could get rid of the
lazy, worthless, political class of negroes.who
never work but are deadbeata wherever
they are. The north ia welcome to this
class of emigrants, but the honest, indus-
trious, thrifty colored man is needed in the
south, where he can live witb more ease and
comfort than he could at any point north.
Wo advise tbe industrious colored man not to
make a fcol of himself by going to Kansas,
but to remain at home; and we advise tbe
lazy, darky to leave as soon as
possible for Kansas, or any other northwest-
ern State where he believes the people will
support him in luxury and receive him with
open arms because he ia a refugee on the ex
odus raid. Many simple-minde- d and bard
working colored people have been grossly im
posed upon by unprincipled white men, who
endeavored to induce them tc emigrate to Kan
sas. Ihe colored man should do bis own
thinking, and not rush hastily into a wild
gocse cuase, lrotn which be may bave to re-

turn in a dilapidated condition. The exodus
business has about played out.
