Beblik, June 7. In consequence of the

Ureere will Withdraw her Forces,
London, Jane 7. A dispatch to the Times

from Vienna states that in consequence of
the energetic representation of the powers,
Greece will withdraw her camps further from
the frontier, bo as to remove every pretext
for the concentration of the Turks at Pre-ves- sa

and Loussa.
Tea Thousand 31 en Idle.

London, June 7. The strike of work-
men in the timber trade at Sunsdate, at tbe
end of May, extended to all the leading ports
of Sord&um, district of the Gulf of Bothnia.
Some ten thousand men were idle at last ac-

counts. The government is taking precau-
tionary measures against acta of violence.

The Bank of Melbourne
London, May 7. The Australian and

European back of Melbourne, suspended,
was a joint stock company. Its nominal cap
ital was six hundred thousand pounds, of
which on? hundred and hfty thousand pounds
were paid up. Deposits are estimated at
about fifty thousand pounds. At a half-yparl- y

meeting of directors last month a dividend
of eight per cent, per annum was declared.

David Mtnart' Failure.
London, June 7. The Statist, referring to

the failure of David Stuart & Co., Liverpool,
says: "The gradual liquidation of the Man-
chester banking firm will hardly be in-

volved. The cause of the difficulty is the
lock-u- of capital. It is not probable, even
in the worst event, that the matter will have
important consequences in London, but in
Manchester other ittilures are expected, and
it is said that poor Irish emigrants who are
in the habit of sending money to their friends
at home will be heavy Batterers by the Liver-
pool failure."

Sullivan, Indiana, at tn o'clock last even-
ing, by Isaac Draper. The tragedy gre out
ot an alleged intimacy between M'Crary and
Airs. All lhe partite are oid resi-
dent ot Sullivan. MCrary was married
several yeara since to a daughter of Edmund
Leech, one of the wealthiest citizens of the
county. Mr: and Mrs. Draper have been
married several yeara. About two years ago
Draper returned home unexpectedly aiid
found bis wife and M'Crary, it is alleged,
adulgina in highly improper conduct. A

stormy scene followed, resulting in a separa-
tion between Draper and wife. Mrs. M'Crary,
aa soon aa she heard of the
affair, left the home of her unfaith
ful husband and returned to her father a,
taking with her her two children. She
has refused to live with her husband since,
but haa permitted him to visit his children
at intervals. Altera short separation Draper
and his wife resumed mar.tal relations, but
that skeleton has been- - ever present, and has
caused constant warfare between man and
wife.' The scandal haa been town talk for
two years, now and then fading almost into
nothing, only , to be renewed by some new
development. In tbe summer cf lcT8
M'Crary attempted suicide by poisoning, and
in the autumn of the same year Mrs. Draper
made a similar attempt wita a like weapon,
both being unsuccessful. Last evening Draper
left his home, informica his wife that he
would be absent until after midnight. In-
stead of leaving the neighborhood he con
cealed himself in a neighboring alley-wa- y,

and kept a close watch cn his wife's move-
ments. About ten o'clock she left the house,
and walked rapidly toward a cross street.
Reaching the corner, she turned and
met M'Crary, and the two greeted
each other with demonstrations of affec
tion. Draper, who had followed his wife.
drew his revolver and rushed upon the pair.
M'Crary also drew a revolver, and the men
opened fire on each other. It ia impossible
to gain reliable information as to which Srad
the hrst shot. M Urary hred twice, one ball
striking a massive watch-chai- n which dan
gled over the abdomen of Draper. The
chain waa torn iu twain, out Draper waa un- -
mured. M Crary a revolver refused to work

further, and he was at the mercy of his ene-
my. Draper was armed with a large seven-shoote- r,

carrying a ball of thirty-eig- ht cali-
ber. Thia he emptied at M'Crary, one ball
entering the breast about midway between
the nipples, ranging to the left and lodging
between the ribs on the left side,
from which position it waa extracted by Dr:
Cauffman. After emptying his revolver Dra
per rushed upon his antagonist, and the two
closed in a hand-to-han- d encounter. At first
M'Crary was the better nian, but, growing
weak from the'lo;s of blood, he was over-
powered, and Drarer clubbing the pistol.
rained blow after blow on tbe head of his
fallen enemy. During this struggle Mrs.
Draper stood near screaming at the top of her
compass. lhe noise ot tbe battle and the
woman s screams eoon attracted a crowd, and
the combatants were Beparated. M'Crary
was conveyed to bis home, where he was at
tended by Dr. Cauft'mon. Draper proceeded
at once to tue jiil and gave himself up to the
sheriff. At laat accounts M'Crary waa still
alive, but no hopes of recovery are entertained
by tbe medical attendants. The sympathy
of the community seems to be with Draper."
