New Y'ork Tribune: " ibprai theo-

logians, scientists und skeptics have
found in Galileo's recantation and trial
by the Roman inquisition one of their
strongest weapons against the teachings and
authority of the Catholic church. Their ex-

treme statements have been often questioned,
and not by Catholics alone; but a German
monograph, hrst published in 1875, and now
translated into English, i3 regarded by
toreign critics as the best work-- thus tax
written on the subject. The title is Ualileo
Galilei and the Roman Curia (Scribner &
Welford), and the author Karl von Gebler, a
cavalry officer, v?ho died shortly .after he
finished the work, at the age of twenty-eigh- t.

In the edition of 1875 he pronounced
the celebrated decree of absolute prohibition
(the dicument dated February 26, 1616,) a
fabrication. An Italian charged him with
ignorance of the original documents, and in
the summer ot 1877 he went to Rome to in-
vestigate them. In a later edition he frankly
acknowledged that the decree was authentic,
but he established tbe fact that it was never
communicated to Galileo himself, and was
first mentioned sixteen years afterward. In
the face of this it became more improbable
than ever that Galileo ever uttered the words,
E pur si nmove ('But nevertheless it does
move'); moreover, these words first appeared
in a book printed in the eighteenth century.
Galileo seems soon to have recovered from
the shock of the trial, and on his way from
Rome to his place of exile he 'walked four
miles.' His mental distress at the trial was
no doubt great, lor he was in dread of im-
minent peril and constantly worried by

but Gebler shows that he was
neither racked nor was he confined to a
prison cell with tin sun streaming in at a
narrow, iron-barre- d window. During bis
short stay in the inquisition building be was
well nourished, and had private rooms.

EPISCOPAL. CATUEDBAJL

To be Erected In New Yom A Protect
on root ror si any Yenrs at JLaat

(Ivfn Ev.deiee of Cul-
mination.

New Y'ork, June 7. The Evening Post
says that it can now be announced with cer-
tainty that definite and practical bhape will
soon te given to the new movement tor the
erection of a Protestant Episcopal cathe-
dral here. This project h-i- s been discussed
from time to time tor many years, and was
first taken up in earnest in 1877, when it was
actively putbed, but when tbe derangement
of bus oeaB affairs by the patic rendered tho
continuance ot the attempt impracticable for
a long period. A charter was then obtained
for the ltccrjoration of the Cathedral of St.
John, the divine, and all machinery neces-sa- y

for the execution of the plan was pro-
vided, eo that nothing but su;cees of the
present effort to secure the tends was required
to set it again in motion. The fifth section of
the charter provides that the seat3 for wor-
shipers in the cathedral church shall always
be fiee. The lUt of trustees included the
names of Bishop Potter, and five other promi-
nent representatives of the Protestant Epis-
copal clergy of this diocese, together with teij
well-know- n laymen. With but one or two
exceptions, the members of this board, are
now living and retain their positions as
trustees. Large sums are pledged by
a number of wealthy gentlemen, amounting
in all to between three and four hundred
thousand dollars. It is urged as an argu-
ment in favor of the cathedral that the dio-
cese of New York, which will ultimately be
restricted to the city proper, nerds a great
free central church. Then there are many
persons who desire the erection of a Protes-
tant cathedral as an ornament to the city,
and many who feel a spirit of rivalry, en-
gendered by the completion of the new Rj-ma- n

cathedral. The movement in favor of
the cathedral has received a fresh irnpuke
from the fact that the twenty-fift- h anniver-
sary of the episcopate of Bihop Potter will
be celebrated next November. It has been
suggested that if the site should be secured
this year, the laying of the corner-ston- e by
Bishop Potter would be the most gratifying
event in connection with the anniversary.
The trustees wish to obtain an entire Ibck,
measuring not less than two hundred by seven
or eight hundred feet, in ordtr that there
may be sufficient space around the structure
to give its proporti ons their due effect. Tne
location will not be below Fifty-nint- h street.

About 1819-- 20 the fashion came
up of wearing Leghorn bonnets of exorbitant
dimensions. They were huge straw plaits,
nearly circular and averaging about a yard in
diameter; they sold in England at two or
three or more guineas each, their co3t was
the duty paid on importing them. Now, ac-

cording to law, duty is not demandable on
any article of 'dress worn by travelers. A
clever dealer in Leghorns contrived to profit
enormously by this law. He hired a numer-
ous troop of poorest women and girls
ragged, squalid and wretched-lookin- g crea-
tures they were to be sure and paid th?m
almost & nominal fee for accompanying him
daily in his voyages to and from the French
coast, contracting with the captain of one of
tbe steamers tor season tickets tor the whole
of them. The troop regularly left Dover
every morning with scarcely a handful of
bonnet on their head. They dined ct Calais,
if they could afford to dine, and came back
in the afternoon, two or three score of them.
each with a brand new Leghorn of fullest
dimensions on her head, the rag of bonnet
worn in the morning being stuffed in her
pocket. On landing they were all marched
to the speculator's warehouse, denuded of
their luxurious coiffures and dismissed for the
day. A hundred times at least have I seen
these torlorn and tattered purveyors of lash-io- n

both going out and coming in, and I
could tell the boat they traveled by, while it
was yet miles away, by the straw-colore- d

amber line, which, under a cloudy sky, would
glimmer like a streak ot sunshine ere tbe hull
of the vessel was distinctly visible.

alias Yosnse's HlHtory of Knsland.
Christian Union: Unprejudiced history

is lmpojsioie, pernaps not desirable, lhe
prejudices of Miss Y'oungo in her Young
Folks' History of England (Estes and
Lauriat) are not those of the Chris
tian Union. The two mot impor
tant aspects of English history in its rela-
tions to our own time and its problems are
its record of the progress cf civil and re-
ligious liberty. And in religious liberty, in
the American sense cf tnat term, Miss
Youoge does not believe. In her account of
the coi-fli- betveen state and church in the
times of Henry II, her undisguised sympa-
thies are with Becket. It her young readers
should think that she believed that Henry
Vlll was wholly wrong in his battle with the
pope, who really ought to te recagnized as
"the father bishop of the west," and whose
only tault was that "he had sometimes taken
mere power than he ought," they would at
least have reason in her narrative for that
impression, though possibly she does not
mean to give it. We do not discover a word
of reprobation of Mary Tudor, who "had
only longed to do right and restore her coun-
try to the church," and we do fall on some
very severe words of reprobation of Eliza-
beth, though perhaps no Beverer than are de-
served if they had been balanced by a dis-
criminating commendation of her real vir
tues. James I "was a much wiser man at
bottom than any one would have thought
who had seen his disagreeable ways and
heard his silly way of talking:" his wisdom
consisting, apparently, in his mad endeavor
to estauiisn episcopacy in Scotland, persist'
ence in which was the immediate occasion of
the civil war in the reign succeeding. The
attempt of Charles I to raise ship-mon- ey is
very mildly criticised; the Eail of Stafford's
attempt to establish despotic rule In England
is hardly criticised at all: and the negotia
tions between parliament and Charles I, that
came to naught because ot the royal cat ttve s
caronic inability to tell the truth, are brought

to an end by Miss Younge in the sentence:
"He would have given up a great deal, but
when they wanted him to declare that there
should be no bishops in England he would
never consent, for he thought there could be
no real church without bisbops, as our Lord
Himself had appointed." Evidently, Miss
Younge's prejtdices are quite different from
those of Lord Mucauiay, and he was not Pu-

ritanic in bis prejudices.

ICeclaimins Land 1m Louisiana.
An interesting experiment in the line of

land reclanmboa is b ire tried in Louisiana.
A company was organized to recover from
tidal overflow a large tract of swamp and
marsh land in the parish of Terrebonne and
devote it to the cult vation ot rice. The
work of drdiiig and has been car-
ried so far that an experimental field of
sevenly-fiv- acres of rice is already in culti-
vation, and indicates that the en-

terprise wi I be entirely succeoful. The soil
becomes brni and solid when well drained,
aad can be drained ut a small cost compared
with tbe rc'turrs from the crops. As these
crops are bentfited by being flooded from
Atril t- - Ausust, the land, when once well
ditched and leveed, would only need to be
drained tw-c- a yeui--

, for the spring planting
and the fail harvesting, the water being then
again let in during the winter months tor the
benefit of the sod. As there are countless
thousands cf acres of land of this tort in
Louisiana, the success of the experiment
opens the y for a large extension pt the
State's agricultural interests.
