When it is ninety-fou- r degrees in the
bhaJe, whr.t is it in the mn? is the latest
conundrum pitched at weather observers. It
matters not to the man who has to be out of
doors what the the heat is in the shade or in
an icehouse; he would like to know what it is
in the sua aaily, because he cannot afford to
keep thaoj .

The Masonic bodies of the city, in a gen-

eral lodge meeting, decided, without debate
and by unanimous vote, not to make any
change in regr-r- to the programme for St.
John's day, the twenty-fourt- h of June, on
which day the corner-ston- e of the custom- -

house building will be laid with imposing
ceremonies by the Masonic grand master of
the State.

At the postoffice, corner of Madison and
Second streets, there is a sunken gutter in
which stagnant water remains, there not be-

ing fall sufficient to draw it off. A board
bridge has been placed across this nuisance,
which is in the mo6t public part of the city.

to consciousness. All of Parr's immediate
relatives are now in custody, and a rigid in-

vestigation will be had with a view of dis-
covering the manner in which and by whom
the poison was conveyed to the prisoner.

A rmiadeiphia
special says that Parr, the murderer, had,
after taking poison, periods of apparent
sensibility, when he. would exclaim, "God
have mercy on me!"-- From six o'clock last
evening until ten. Coroner Gilbert treated
him to the thumping process, and for a while
the dying man was hit and tossed about the
room in a lively manner. When the coroner
applied the stomach-pum- p, the tube was
forced into the dying man s niutitb, an i he
growled out, with an oath, "Would you kill
mer After that time all efforts to force
stimulants or emetics failed, and tbe physi-
cians gave him up from two o'clock. The
body was wrapped in a sheet and carried to
prison, where an inquest will be held.
