SANITATION.

The Kxeeutlve Banltary Asawelatlwa
Committee In Costnetl-JSep- ort or

Banltarjr Sergeant Hwtr t
Use IHalafeetMtsj.

At the usual Lour yesterday afternoon the
executive committee of the auxiliary sanitary
association met at No. 12 Madison street for
the transaction of regular business. The
following members were present: President
J. S. Preidge. Secretary A. D. Langstaff,
General Colton Greene, John T. Wilhns, Dr.
W. B. Winn.

The minutes of the previous meeting were
read and approved.

The questions of bouse to bouse inspection
and ordering tbe abatement of nuisances were
discussed.

The matter as to ventilating cellars under
business bouses was referred to the sanitation
committee and Mr. Jones, architect, to con-
sider and report upon the best means of ven-
tilating cellars and private dwellings.

General Greece called attention to the
Bayou Gayoso, and stated that it was the
biggest thing the sanitary association bad to
consider. Dead animals are lying in the
bavou and give forth un offensive smell.

On motion of Dr. Winn, the bayou matter
was referred to Engineer Niles Meriwether
and the sanitation committee to investigate
and make a report to a subsequent meeting
as to the best means of putting the bayou in
good sanitary condition.

Sanitary Sergeant Broaddus presented the
following report, which was ordered nieo:

Maoitary Herceaat's Hepart.
Mr. President and Gentlemen of tbe Auxiliary San--

ltarj Asocla' Ion:
Gentlemen I herein transmit to your

honorable body my report up to noon, this
eighteenth day of June, 1879: On June 16,
1879, I began cleaning up the streets, gut-
ters and alleys, and filling up cess-pool- s and
boles in the streets. I have employed six
carts, with drivers, at one dollar and fifty
cents per day; ten men as scrapers and
shovelers at one dollar per day, and one boss
at one dollar and fifty cents per day making

total of twenty-on- e dollars and ntty
cents per day. I have cleaned up the streets
and gutters as follows: lennesaee street,
from South to Trezevant; Clinton street, from
Butler to V ance; ehel by street, from feoutu
to Beale: filling up a very large hole on the
corner of Shelby and South streets and a
number of small ones on Sbelby Btreet with
bricks ard lime: also. Clinton street, from
Butler to Vance; Trtzevant street, from Ten
nessee to Main, nlling up six very hlthy
boles, two extending across the street, and
repairing the street with brickj and lime;
Iluliotr street, from Tennessee to Main;
Talbot street, from Clinton to Main; Vance
street, from Clinton to Main, filling up a
large filthy hole corner ohHlby ana Vance
with brick and lime: Pontotoc street, from
Clinton to Main; Linden street, from Clinton
to Mam.

danger signal." No privy, therefore, should
ever be permuted to givo out disagreeable
odors. The causes of these unpleasant smells
are poisonous gase; but in addition, as they
break in bubbles Irom the surtace ot the ae
composing matter, tney carry into the air
minute particles ot putrefactive matter and
numerous organisms, such as bacterias, vi-

brios, etc., which may prove to be the source
of th equally with the noxious gates
thrown off. This disinfectant is a saturated
solution of percbloride of iron and chloride
of zinc, and is caustic. It must therefore be
kept out of tbe way of children and careless
or ignorant persons.

Method ot tM7. Add a teacuplul ot the
disinfectant to a gallon ot water in a wooden
or earthen utensil, and pour into the vault
morning and evening, ' till all odor dis.ip
pears, spreading the liquid over the surface
as much as practicable. A half pint of the
disinfectant, similarly diluted and ued every
six to ten davs. will keep vauits of ordinary
size permanently deodorized.

EDUCATIONAL BOARD,

Called Meeting to Investigate Certain
Criminal Charges Made by m

Newspaper Kdttor With Refer--
ence te tne Taking or tne

Last Scholastic Cen-
sus of the City

Beaslt.

At the Odd Fellows library room, lait
night, the educational boaid assembled .n
response to a call from the president to in-

vestigate certain charges made as follows in
the Evening Herald of the fourteenth in-

stant, with reference to the taking of the latt
scholastic census :

We are Informed tbat tUe secretary did not taka
the crusus Individually, but appointed two young
boys to take the census ot the sixth and tenth
wards, promising to pay them as much as he would
receive, and employing another man to supervise
the taking of the balance of the census, paying at
the rate of one cent per head. As has been belore
slated, tbe total ceusus taken was seven thousand
eight hundred and eighty-eigh- t, which paid lor at
the rate of one cent each, would be seventy-eig-ht

dollais and elghty-- e ght ceuts, but as more than one
cent was contracted to oe paid for the slxtn and
tenth wards, we will put down the total
actual cost of taking the census at one
hundred dollars each. Tali taken Irom tbe amount
appropriated by the board, one hundred and sevei.ty-Cv- e

dollars, ltavcs a surplus of seventy five dollars.
This, however. Is not the point. Taking the state-
ment alleged as true, somebody has beeu criminal y
negligent, so much so as to cheat the schuol treas-
ury ot MempUls out of about thirteen thousand dol-
lars, ana that somebody, whoever he Is. ought to bs
dealt with as he who Is mean enuugh tu cheat the
poor children out of an education, deserves. The
board ot education have not yet paid anything tor
tbe hiking ot tbat census except a trifling amount

the two young men. This whole matter should
s thoroughly Investigated.

Kesolvid, That a commutes composed of five mem-
bers ot this board be appointed to Investigate said
charges, to examine tbe inauuer In which tue busi-
ness of the secretary's offlce is conducted, and to re-
port to a special meeting of this board to be called
by tbe president whenever tne chairman of said
committee slgnllles his readiness to report.

Mr. Rhett stated that Major Hosea Town-sen- d

stated to bim tbat the article published
in the Herald was not intended to cast any
reflection npon any person connected with
toe educational board.

Mr. Edgington heard that the secretary of
the board thought that be had something to
do with tbe publication in the Herald. He
knew nothing of its publication, and had
nothing lo do with it in any manner. Mr.
Hosea Townsend stated to him tbat the
article mentioned was written by the city
editor ot the Herald on some information he
bad received outside of the office.

Mr. Goodman objected to tne phraseology
of the resolution offered by Dr. Arrington,
now tbat explanations had been made with
reference to said article published in the
Herald.

President Folkes believed the wording of
the resolution ought to be changed to suit
the explanations made.

resolution was based. It copied the words
of the article.

Mr. Rhett moved that the words "of cheat-
ing the school treasury of Memphis out of

thirteen thousand dollars" be stricken out of
the resolution.

President Folkes took the floor and argued
tbat tbe amendment of Mr. Rhett should be
adopted. Those who read tbe article might
think and believe that thirteen thousand dol-
lars had been stolen, or that a defalcation
had occurred, while the question was the al-

leged loss in money by not taking tbe schol-
astic census properly or correctly. The only
misappropriation that could be charged was
probably the amount ordered paid out for
having the census taken,

Mr. Khett s motion to stnks out certain
words was put and carried, and tbe resolu-
tion as thus amended was adopted.

The secretary felt tbat be
(Edgington) had something to do with the
investigation, which he had not, but for this
reason motives ot delicacy compelled him to
ask to be relieved from acting on that com
mittee.

President Folkes thereupon appointed Mr.

Edgington. On motion, the meeting ad
journed.
