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THE HULL MURDER.

One of the Assassin’s Female Friends Ar-
rested with Portions of the Stolen
Jewelry on her Persoa—Cox’s
Character Hitherlo Irre-
proachable — An Easy«

Golag Fellow, and

Yery Jovial Generally—A Colored Boxer
Arrested — Belle Johnston’s State-
ment—The Mwe-derer Willing to
Return to New York Volun-
tarily—Continnation of
his Confession.

New Yonrx, June 24.—Bella Jolnston,
colored, to whom Cox gave a portion of the
jewelry he stole irom Mrs. Hull on the night
be sulfocated that lady, bas been arrested
and the missing jewelry recovered. The girl
was asleep when acrested, and around her
neck was the topaz necklace,

A reporter of Lthe Feening Poa! to-day
foand the landlady of the house whera Chas-
tain Cox, the murderer of Mra. Hull, former-
ly lived. She is a Mrs. Robinson, und said,
when told that Cox was arrested for the mur-
der, “I never would have believed it of him;
he was the most quiet, gentlemanly persoa 1
aver had any dealings with, I'm sorry for
him and his mother.” Mre. Robinson said
Cox had many frends, many of whoin were
CONNECTED WI(TH THE ABYSSIAN BAPTIST

CHURCH,

Waverly place, of which he was a mem-
ber. gha gaid he paid his board hille
promptly for two or three months, when ho
lost his position. He never appesred to have
s great amount of money, but this did not
appaar to cause him any great uneasiness, as
he was of a very jovial disposition and was
coptinnaily jokiog and playing tricks upon
feliow-lodgers. A short time alter he
secured a situation as cook 1n the house of a
doctor, in West Twenty-second or West
Twenty-third street. He retained this posi-
tion for three weeks and left, giving as a
reason that he dud not like the ebaracter of
the people in the house. He paid up the
balance of board due, aad from this time on
he had no work, exceptodd jobs at laying
carpets. Mrs, Hobinson said Cox was very
stesdy in his babits, although he frequenily
staid ont all night. When away thas one night
he explained bus absencs next morning by say-
ing he lodged with a friead down town.
She had never bheard him spesk of any
woman, but he bad said he was a widower.
his wile having died while he was in the
south. Cox suid to Mrs, Roebinsor, Wednes-
day, the eleventh 1nstant, thal he was Eired
of loafing around the city, and was going to
Saratoga to look for work. Later 1n the day
he snid he was going to Yonkers, where he
had Leen offered » siluation ss codk., He
left the house abiout three o'clock thal even-
ng.

- HE WAS VERY JOVIAL,
and bade her good-bLy in & hearly mamner;
he was not in the bousa the previous night;
she saw nothing of him until Monday of last
week, when he refurned with a stranger,
whom he introduced us Mr, Dacon, or ir.
Beekman; this man, he said, was employed
on on@ of the sound boats, and bis home was
in Newport; he remained about the house,
goiog mbout the streets with his friends, snd
did a job of carp:t-laying last Wedneaday;
he settled all bis arcears for board, and ap-
peared to have more money tban usual,
though he made no lavish dsplay of it;
Friday morning he told her he waus going to
Newport to visit his [riend; she told bim she
was going o leave the rooms the fiest of
July, and jokingly eaid that if he wis not
here she would put his trucks on the street;
he was epgaged ail day in packing his trunks
and goods, which he sent away about one
o'clock, going himself about two hours late~.

A PUGILIST DETAINED.

George Taylor, a boxer at Owney Geoghe's,
has been arrested.

& gave her the jewelry soon niter the tenth
instunt, the date of the murder. She also
enid that Cox eawe to her again on Wednes-
duy, the eighteenth, saying that he bad just
retorned from Boston. He then gave her
one of the rings stolen from Mre, Hull. The
pnext day he asked ber to get her own ring
for him. She requested] the old colured
woman to pawn it for ber. The woman did
g0, gelling; thirly dollars en the ring. The
thirty dollars were given to Cox, woo leily
saying he was going to Doston.

WILL RETURN VOLUNTARILY.

Bostoxn, Joue 24.—Cox, who killed Mrs,
Hull, returns voluntarily to New York to-
pight. To-day he wus takon to a pholto-
graph gallery, and a large crowd lollowed
bun to and from the city hnll. Cox tald the
officers he had uodea Mre, Hall was dead
until twenly-four hours after the robbery,

Cox, the murderer of Mrs, Huoll, saya in
his confession, that when he was in the room
of Mra, Hull, the Iady awoke, mnd recog-
nizing her peril, she begged him to take any-
thing of hers he wented, but not to kill her.
He then placed his left band over her mounth,
she struggling all the time to release nerself,
Finally ehe becsme quiet, be bolding her
firmly all the while, and tnking the sheet in
his right hand, he tore it wilh his teeth into
strips. He placed one end of the sheet over
ber mounth, and then proceeded to bind
her as her body was afterward found.
His object in tying her to the bed wasz be-
cause ho feared sbe might manage to roll off
the floor and thereby make a nowe, which
would aronse some of the inmates of lhe
house. He gaye that he had no idea that he
was exercising violemce wufficient to cause
death, or thut oven serious results would fol-
fow the affuir; at this juncture he did nct
bave the least idea that the woman was go-
iog lo die; alter tying her foet he says that
he lighted & piece of candle he happeoed to
have im hws pocket, and which he
had bought some time previous while
in pursmit of his honest occupation;
he returned to the kitchen where be got pos-
session of & watch and subsequently got Lhe
reat of the jewelry im the burczn drawers
and the bed-chsmber; he then relurned to
the chamber and, inding Mrs. Huoll breatbe
ing hard, becume trightened and taking up
" Eotllc of cologne poured the contenls over
her face. She continued to breathe hard,
und be dashed a pitcher of water that stood
by over her body. When he was searching
for the jewelry he went through the trunk of
bis victym aud, after pourmg the water on her,
hastily tled by Lhe {ront door, which he left open
after him, i]u says he did not cutrage Mrs.
Hull, and further that such o thought never
entéered his mind. On leaving the house he
returned to his iodgmgﬁ. on West Thirty-
sixth street, snd got home and iuto bed
without tho inmutes koowing it.  He never
drank anything, and so he knew what he
was lalkiog ak ut.  The first he knew of the
murder, he says, was the next day, when
riding on Einhth avenue, the car-driver re-
marked: *“*What a terrible affair thut was
jast night on Forty-second sbre t. 1 see Mrs,
Htll has been robbsd and murdered.” Cox
suys when he was told this the blood rashed
up into his bead, and he felt as if he was
burning. After leaving the driver, he went
up to Fortye-second street, pnd on passing
opposite ty Mre. Hail's saw Delc ctive Scher-
mitbergor ‘and other detectives; he smd he
did not dere look at Mrs. Hull's house and
went to his lodging. He came ) Doston on
the Thursdasy following the murder, reaching
bere Friday moruing. He relurned to New
York to get hia things at the boardinghouse
on the following Monday, and while on _his
wuy (o his old lodging pussed the New York
detectives ngain, but they didn’t suspect bim
and be came back to this city sale ugain on
Fridny last. -

THE LAST VETO.

A Long Consulfation of the Advisery
Committees of the House and Senate
Demoeratic Cancuses—A Solution
of the Questions Saggested
by the Tenmor of the
Debates

The Depuly-Marshal Bone of Contention
Provided for—One of the Plans Sug-
gested Favors an Immediate Ad-
journment of Congress—New
Members Appointed to
the Advisory Com«
mittzes.

Wasaixerox, June 24.—The adyisery
committees of the senats and house Demo-
cratic caucus held & joint meeting, of about
four bours dovation, this aftérnoon, with a
view to framing recommendations on the sub-
ject of ‘ﬁrondmg appropriations for next
year's judicial expenses, but adjoorned until
to-morrow morming without reaching any
point of action. A large parlt of to-day's
gession was comsumed in the discussion of
the stand taken by the senute cancus yester-
day. Several members of the house commit-
tee condemned it with great earopesi-
ness, and were replied to by Judge
Thurman, who croupied very near
two hours in expressing his  wviews in
opposition to the proposition to adjourn con-

ress without another attempt to provide for
Judicial exvenses, He was followed by other
secators who spoke in the same straia. Al
though no nction was taken st this joint
meeting, indications of tha debate pointed
with & great degree of probability
toward en ultimate adoption  of
the following plan: That the vetoced
bill be divest>d of its appropriation of six
bundred thousand dollars for fees of United
States marshals and ther deputies, aud of
the legislation relating to title 26 of tb» re-
vised statutes, concerning deputy-marshals
of elections, and be passed with all its re-
maining features unaltered, closely following
which there would be sent to the President
for his approval—or rather for bis
expected veto—a sepamie il made
up of the six hundred thousamd dollar item
and the other clauses above indicated. It is
argued that by this means the courts would be
provided for, and the marskals, in the antici-

ted avent of a vefo of the stpplemental

ill,would continue tc (perform their functions,
and wounid loock forward to the passage
of a defimency bill for their relief next winter.
Oneof the several plans considered advocated
an immediate adjourament withoat preparing
another biil. This proposition was supported
by the house committes and opposed by the
sepate members. A member of the com-
mittee, although persona'ly opposed to sep-
arating the mlls, said to-night thal Lhe
sentiment of the majority appeared de-
cidedly in favor of it, and while he
could not maks & positive assertion
he felt confident that such a
plan would be adopted early to-morrow. It
18 thought by members of the committea that
the agreement reached by them will be sub-
mftted to a joint caocus of the two houses
betore mny siction is taken iu the house,
Owing to the absence of several of the origi-
nal members of the advisory committees new
members have been added, as followa: Sen-
ator Morgan takes the plance of BSenator
Voorhees, and Senator M’'Donuald that of
Sepator Lamar; Representatives Singleton
and Physter are substituted for Representa
tives Chalmers and (.'-.::I:ﬁ‘?, respectively.

pew propozal has been put forward, which is
that the revision of the tariff be canceled
temporarily wvutil the amount of revenu~
to be assigned to the imperial government
shall be fixed so us not to place the govern-
ment in an uvacontrolled possession of unlim-
ited income.”’

The Terms of Capitalation.
New Yonrs, June 24.—A supplement of
the Panama Star and Herald, issued June
16th instaot, gives the following as the terms
of the capitolalion of Aizpura, who started a
revolution 1a Aspinwall on the seventh:
“Aizpara surrenders his men and cfficers,
who are allowed an amnesty for political
offenses, but Lheir violations of the common
law must be a matter for subsequent investi-
gations, He also delivers his arms, renders
up the State priconer Casola, and revokes all
pominations which he had made to civil and
military appointments. In return for thess
terms, the government assumes the expenses
of the war, which directly will amount to a
sum under five thousand dollars,™
The wictors and vanquished returned to
Panama on the fifteenth. The United States
steamer Adnms sailed on the twelfth for San
Francieco, without giving notice of her de-
parture sod in opposition tothe wishes of the
United States consul and of the superin-
tendent of the railway, The Star and Her-
ald suys the departure of the Adame was
much after the manner in which the Van-
dalin, Cap’uin Mead, left Aspinwall, a conple
of weaks previously, and while tha revelution
was brewing,
The Euglish Crops nod Graln Market
Loxpox, June 24.—The Mark Lane Ezx-
press says:  ‘'Wheat promises but fairly on
mixed and light soils, and the condition on
beavy lands caunzes well founded apprehen-
sions. The condition of the pastares is now
satisfactory, if pot loxoriant, but the hay
crop, probably, las suffered in quoalily in
consequence of t™ absence of the sun. The
general espect of the coontry 18 almost a
month behind band. The Scotch root
crop require the retarn of sunshine.
The quietude in the grain trade the
past week in great measure is due to the
contiouanca of large imports as well as a
amelioration of the weather, The arrivals of
foreign wheat in London to Friday amounted
to. 53,000 quarters, prinapally from north
flussinn porte. The deliveries at the princi-
al country markets indicate that farmers
old far mere abuondant reserves than was
expected. The depressing influence of these
deliveries counteracted any apprehensions
of a deficient English harvest, and
prices e unchanged.

The arrivals of
wheat asd mama wt ports on the continent
were moderate.  Wheat, off the coast, was
steady, with n fair contineatal demand for
white descriptions. Musze declined sixpence
per quarter on the week. Forward business
in wheat and ma'z® was limited to good
spring wheat, which wassparingly offered, but
at the closs vhiiwjf:rs showed more disposition
to seil. Maize dechined 34, in consequence of
heavy shipments from Atluntic ports. Sales
of English wheat last week were 49,400
quarters, at 41s 84 per quarter, against 20,-
546 quarters, at 41s 91, for the same period
last year. Imports into the United Kingdom
for tue week anding June 14th wera 687,335
hundredweight of wheat, and 193,663 hou-
dredweight of flour.™
