The office of the surveyor of customs, on
Madison street; the recraiting office, on Sec-
ond street; the derricks, booms and guy-
ropes, at the customhouse building, were all
decorated with a profusion of American flags.

BEAUTIFUL PICTURES.

Toe building on either side of the sfreets
through which the route of the procession
lay presented piclores of beauly that were
greatly admired, apd elicited moch com-
ment, The windows, even ) tne fourth
stosies, were crowded with ladies, dreased in
holiday atiive, @nd the'r countenancis
wraatbhed with smiles of pleasuve they were
enjoying in witmessing the movements ead
evolutions of our ge''eat scldiers. Particu-
lerly wea this featere noticeable at the Pea-
body hotel, where mey of the fees scen,
though of vesitor-, appeared 1o generous i.-
valry with the acknowledged belles of the
blaffs. We do not wish te be read out of
school for this allusion, for we still hold that
Memphis boasts the prettiest women ead the
most of them, of any cily on God's green
earth. Not only did the windows present
bouquets of female beauty, but every eleva-
ted position on the sidewalks, and the side-
wialks, too, were crowded, while in the streets,
with barely room for the prccession to move,
wrs & eolid, moving mass of hamanily, raog-
ing from the most insignificant urchin of the
“boot-black persuasion to the bank official even
up 0 leading members of the reportorial
brotherhood. That's the wuy wa do
here in Memphis.

AT THE CUSTOMHOUSE GROUNDS,

Long be‘ora the procession bad reacoed its
destination the castomhouse grouads was lit-
erally jammed with people of all clusses and
colors, the services of several policemen de-
tailed for the purpose being necessary to keep
order and »roperly provide for the comfort of
the ladies sirst, the reporlers next, then other
prominent individuals, Capiain Sease, the
chief architect of the building, was thoneht-
ful of the comfort of the people, eud had im-
provised canopies and shelter, under which
were arrayed hundreds of comfortable chairs
and seats, Particularly did he ingratiate
himself into the AppEAL man’s affections by
the very ample arrangements for our se-
commodation. The Arpear man wus met
on the tbreshold of the building by Colonel

Terome Hill, of the r¢ ception committee, who
courteously escorted us to the position as-
signed us, io splendid view ot
THE CORNER-STONE,
upon which we erst our architectural eye
while awaiting tha arrival of the procession.
The work was to our entire satisfaction—the
well-kuown character of the chief-architect
guaranteed that fact, which was the more
forcibly verified by ocular demonstration,
THE FOUNDATION-STONE,
in which the relics of the present age were to
be deposited, is of Missour, red nite, and
the cap-stone of that beauvtifal while Ten-
pessea marble eo abundaat m the region of
this State necar Knoxville. The dimensions
of both these pieces have been given in the
ArpEaL, and if is unnecessary here to repeat
them. The cap-stune formed a vpart or the
molded bose-course, up t> whica line the
building has already progressed. The ar-
rangements for the occasion were got up, we
noticed, with strict 1egard to safety to those
participating in the cersmony. To this end,
Chief-Architect Sease had the cup-stone swung
with double lewisonr, the chnin composed of
links an inch in dismeter, and the cordage
and tackle of the mosl reliable character.
All these th'ngs we saw and noted fo the
cre dit of Chief-Architect Sease sud his trusty
assistanta,
A PROFITABLE PICTURE.

While we were making the above invasti-
gations and noting down the resuif of cvr
scratinizing observations, an enterprising na-
triot of the photographic brotherhood took a
position on a building opposite, for what
purpose we cannot copjccture, unless it was
t> get the Aprprar man in his happiest
mood. We hope he sacieeded, end that the
sale of copies at twc bits a dozen will enabls
bim ere leng to erect a brown stone on one
of our most fashionable avenuoes, aund that we
may enjoy the pleasure of frequeat dinings.

A BEAUTIFUL TRIBUTE.

Before the srrival of the procession, a
beantiful rustic basket of flowers was placed
on the table assigned to Governor Marks, A
card was attached to the baskst, on which
was written: “lovernor A. 8. Marks; compli-
ments of Miss Cassie Scruggs."

TNCIDENTS OF THE DAY,

During the passage of the procession by
the Peabody hotel the second bime, some in-
visible force lifted one of the ornamental gas-
posts out of its posibion, raiging it two or
three feet from its base. A number of peo-
ple were standing around it viewing the pro-
cession, Mr. Jonn Lyman, & merchant at
Australia Lending, Mississippi, was lean-
ing ogeinst the post at the fime,
and when the forea of the explo-
sion was exhausted the post settled
back in its base, catching Mr. Lyman’s right
foot beneath it, badly crushing it. Several
of the bystanders sesing the man's perilous
position, with all the power they could bring
to bear, lifted the post up, thus releasing the
sufferer. Dr. Charles Baskerville, who hap-
pened to be standing by, examined the man’s
wjuries, and tiok him up iuto his own rooms
opposite, where Mr. Lyman was given com-
fortable attentions. The cause of the explo-
sion conld not be traced. ‘There was no ex-
plosion in the cellar of the hotel, and no
tights bad been carried down there to ignite
the possible escape of gas from the meter or
pipes. Tho only theoiy we heard advanced
wes the probability of a leak of the gas from
the pipes at the foot of the post which had
accumulated m the iron box-shaped base,
This possibly was set fire to by a lighted
match carelessly tbrown down, or from the
stump of a cigar.

CORN, WINE AND OIL.
The Deputy Grand Master then presented
to the Grand Master the vessels containing
corn, wine sud oil, saying: **Most Worship-
fal, I present you, to be used on this occasion,
according to ancient customs, these vessels,
contewning cora, wine and oil, the emblems
of nonrishment, refreshment and joy."
The Grand Master thea said: “Corn, wine
and o1l s2em to bave been regarded by the an-
cients, Jews ns well as Gentiles, christians es
well as beathens, as the emblems of national
prosperity—the essentir'® elements of sus-
tenance and domestic comfort. In this hight
frequent allasions are made to them in the
s2red wi.tings and in profrne history, and
hence, probably, originated the custom of
employing them in laying the corner-stones
of temples and o*her public buildings, and
in their dedication and consecration. *Wine,’
saith #*he psalmist, ‘maketh glad the heart of
man, oil maketh his face shine, and bread
strengthepeth man's heart,”  Altbhough, Iike
other custrms, the actaal origin of the use of
these emblems in laying the foundation-
stones of public buildings, and in the dedica-
ticn of sacred and masonic edifices, has been
lost in the lapze of ages, it has been practiced
from time immemorial by the masonic
fraternity. 1o conformity with these cus-
toms, I now pour out of this vessel of corn as
emblematical of that nourishment by which
human life is sustained. I also pour out this
vessel of wine, as emblematical of that re-
jreshment aond gladoess of heart of which
the psalmist speaks, amd which is the
result of itz moderate and temperata use,
And, as Jacob ancinted with oil the stome
ppon which his head rested, when, in &
drexm, he saw the ladder ascending from
earth lo beaven, and as Moses poured oil on
the tabernacie, so do I anoint this corner-
stone with oil, and pray that the blessings of
God may rest apon it, and that the cap-stone
may be brought forth with rejoicing.”™

At the conclusion of this part of the
ceremony the Grand Master said: “‘May
all ihe boonteous author of mnators,
the supreme and ever living God, bless the
inhabitants of this place with all the peoces-
saries, comforts and conveniences of life, as-
sist in the erection and completion of this
building, protect the workmen against eve.y
accident, end loog preserve from decay the
structure which will here arise, and may He
graut fo us in hopefr! supply the corn of
nourishment, the wine of refrcshment and
the oil of joy."

THE ARCHITECT RECEIVES THE BUILDING.

The Grand Master struck the stone three

times with bss Gaval and the honors were
given. The Grand Master thea delivered
over to the Architect the implements of Arch-
itecture saying:
Wortay Sie—Having thus, as Grand
Master of Masons, laid the foundation stone
of this structore, 1 now deliver these imple-
ments of your profession into your hands,
introsting you with the superintendence and
direction of the work, having full confidence
in yorr sill snd capacity to conduct the
same, He thea said: *‘‘Men and bretbrem
here assembled, be it known unto you, that
we be lawiul Masons, troe and faithfal to the
laws of our country. and engaged by solemn
obhgations to fear God, the Great Architect
of the Universe. We have among ue, con-
cealed from the eyesof sll men, secrets which
cannot be divalged. and which have never
been found out, but these secrets #r2 lawfal
aud hovorable, and not repugnant o the laws
of God or man. They were intrusted in
peace and honor to the Masoms of ancieat
times, snd having been faithfully transmitted
to ue, it is our doty to convey them ouim-
paired to the lalest posteriiy. Uasless ounr
craft were good, and our calling bonorable,
we should not have lasted for so mapy cen-
turies, nor should we have been honored with
the patronage of 20 many illustrious men of
all ages, who bave ever shown themselves
ready to promote our interests and defend us
from all adversarmes, We are assombled
here to-day in the face of you all, o buoild a
house, which we pray God may deserve to
prosper by becoming a place of converse for
rood men, and promoting harmony aud
rotherly love throughout the world, Gill time
ghall be no more.”

ADDRESS OF THE @RAND MASTER

My Frigxps—You have just witnessed
the pecubar ceremonies indulged in from
{ime jmmemorial by that ancient and honor-
able order of builders known as Freemasons,
when the chief foundation stones of public
structures were iaid, through invitation of the
proper authorities. We have la’d to-day,
according (o the ancient usages of our craft,
tho sarmar-stonc of thia maghificeat building,
which is to be the pride of all Memphians
and an object of admuralion to v.sitors of
every clime, We, the Freemasons of Mem-
phis, an association moviog among you in
the,common avocations of life, have gathered
to-day with scarcely aony badge save our
plain while aprons, to participate in cere-
monies that appropriately attach to a soeiety
which vars the working tools of the builder
us its emblems of morality and daty, Little
over balf a cemtury bas passed since our
brotherhood in *“‘this land of the free and
howme of the brava' could mot move in pro-
cession over the public highways withont
danger ot life and limb; and even to-dav, but
a few bundred miles from this animated
scene, insane fanabics fulminate against us
bulls and slanderous publications, denounc-
ing us as traitors, and ns an organization
dapgerons to the peace of our great republic.
I know you will excuse me if, for a few brief
woments, I allade to some of Lhe principles
and practice: of that ancient society who,
with pardonable pride, account Solomon,
king of lsrael, who raised that wonderful
structore in Jerusalem, its first illastrious
Grand Master. One of the Hret lessons
taught a masonis to be a good man and true,
At his initiation the neophite is charged: “lo
the State you are to be trus to your govarn-
ment and just to your coumtry.

FProgress of the Werk.

The erection of the bmldieg wae com-
menced May 7, 1877, and the basement story
complated, in readiness for thé superstruc-
ture, in January, 1877. The work was thea
dglaypd, poadiug LOE PDAsSagE of the bitl pro-
viding that the building be cosstructed of
Tennessee marble, and authorizing an addi-
tional appropriation of §55,00), passed June
20, 1878, The work was then shill forther
deiayed by the yeilow-lever epidemic of 1578.

BASEMENT,

The upper exterior walls of the basemeant
are of Mizsouri red granite, backad with
brick. The granite was facnished by Ph.
W. Schneider, of St Lows, Missonri. The
interior walls under ground are of Alabama
limestone, furnished by T. L. Fossick & Co.,
of Dickson, Alabama. Ths interior walls are
of brick, furnished by Charlea Jones, of
Memphis, The foundation 18 of solid con-
crete, two and a half feet deep, and double
the width of the walls.

DIMENSIONS®,

The dimenstons of the building are as fol-

ARCHITECTURE.

The order or style of architecture is what
ia generally known as composite, with Fo-
manesque arches and Doric pilasters. The
white Tennestea marble is a beautifnl stone,
nothing in the Ugited States approaches it
for beauly. The customhouse when finished
will be the most showy and attractive pablic
building in the Mississippi valley.

HOW IT WILL BE OCCUPIED.

Thae basement will be used for the storage
of bonded goods. Il contiins tho heating
apparaias and water-closels.

On the first ficor the postolfice will ba lo-
cated. It will occapy the estire ticor, with
the exception of the stair-halls leading to the
upper portion of the building.

Oa the second floor will be located the
offices of the sui.veyor of customs, collector
of internal revenue, Uniled States marshal,
United States district attorney, United States
commissioners, clerks of the United States
circait and disfrict courts, local rmspoctors of
steam vessels and judges’ chambers,
