COTTON.
The telegrams reported dull, quiet or nom

inal markets yesterday, with no change of
haures except ano'.her down in Liiver- -
pxl. In our market there was nothing
doing, lha evening before 75 bales were sold.
Quotations are nominal in the abseiico of
tranaachoui and probably aQ above what
cotton would bring. Tho Now Y'ork Dullf
tin, of iionday, reports: "The tone was
stronger and values ranged somewhat higher
throughout, with the offerings moderate and
indiflerent. The teucr of tha cable advices
from Liverpool was generally encouraging
and tlv.s acted ass a partial stimulus, though
local causes are generally credited with
affording the most decided influence. Th'e
accumulations of cotton on the spot are now
understood to have become pretty well con
centrated and furthermore are said to be in
the hands of operators who control the bulk
of the contracts maturing during the balance
of the present crop year, and it is therefore
surmised that tbe 'bull' element has less rea
son to anticipate attack, and with any new
bams to work from rin secure considerable
advantage. For the time being outside sce
ulution is rather slack, and operations are
correspondingly moderate.
