The report of the conference committee on
the letter-carrie- rs deficiency bill was
adopted. The principal modification is that
the appropriation for balances due railroads
on account be stricken out.

On motion of Senator Paddock the senate
proceeded to consider tho substitute reported
from the committee on public lands for house
bill extending the provisions of an act en-

titled an act for the relief of certain settler
on public lands until October 1, 1880, which
was passed with a Blight amendment.

Senator Beck, from the committee on
finance, reported favorably on the joint reso-

lution providing for a committee to investi-
gate the best means of guarding and collect-
ing the public revenue, and as to whether
any change is necessary in the method of
making appropriations. The resolution was
passed. It provides that the committee shall
consist of three members of each house, in-

stead of five senators and seven representa-
tives.

Senator Ransom, from the committee on
commerce, reported favorably on house joint
resolution authorizing a survey of the Missis-
sippi river near Lake Concordia, Louisiana,
and Cowpen bend, Mississippi. Passed.

Senator Vest askod unanimous consent,
out of the morning hour, to call up the con-
current resolution submitted by him yester-
day, and stated that bis object wa3 to get a
vote on the subject and let the people know
who were in favor and who against remone-tizatio- n

and free coinage. lie believed the
western senators to bo almost unanimously
in favor of it, regardless of party lines. He
had, received at least one 'hundred letters
from his people advocating remonetizatiou
and hardly one in regard to the political
questions being discussed. The people de-

sired to know bow senators stood on the
question.

Senator Chandler T object.
The resolution accordingly went over and

consideration was resumed ot the joint reso
lution to provide extra pay tor congressional
employee.

Senator IWindom again read statistics
in regard to the Republican administration of
tue government. Alluding to tno remarks
of Senator Saulsbury yesterday as to his
fWiiidoznl connection with the negro exodus,
Senator Windom declared that he gloried in
the fact that he thought that he had done
something to instill into the negro mind the
thought that he had a right to leave a region
where he was oppressed, and tlee to one
where he would be treated as an American
citizen. Senator Windom spoke at length
on this matter. He had been frequently
asked why he had become Bomewhat "ludi-- ,
cal" of late. It was because he had listened
j stories of these poor refugees, not pub- -

ixhed anywhere and not made lor political
effect. Unless there was a change in the
treatment of the blacks the exodus would
stop, but it would stop because it would
change into a stampede in the next two or
three years.

IN TUB HOUSE

A proposition for revoking leave of absence
granted members and requiring all absentees
to report immediately was lunde by Mr. Arm
field and rejected.

The bill making appropriations for certain

judicial expenses, and the bill making appro
priations to pay the tees ot marshals and
their general deputies, were reported from
the committee on appropriations and ordered
printed and referred.

The bill prohibiting political assessments
came up as the business of the morning
hour, and Mr. Garfield sought an opportunity
ot speaking against it, but was cut off by
the previous question, whereupon dilatory
tactics were resorted to by the Republicans.

The conference report on the letter carriers
bill was agreed to. The morning was con-
sumed in roll-cal- ls and the bill went over
without action.

The house then went into committee of the
whole, Mr. Blackburn in the chair, on the bill
making appropriations tcr certain judicial ex-

penses, all general dubate thereon being lim-
ited to one minute. There was, however, a
general debate and the bill was read by sec-
tion for amendment.

Mr. Baker moved to amend by inserting
the following paragraph : "For fees of United
States marshals and their deputies, six hun-
dred thousand dollars, to be expended for di-

rect and legitimate expenses of conducting
business in the district, circuit and supreme
courts of the United States." He said that
the amendment was offered for the sole pur-
pose of enabling the majority to make the
appropriation necessary to carry on the courts,
leaving untouched the whole political ques-
tion at issue between the two parties. It was
offered so as to bring before the country
squarely and directly the question whether
the majority was disposed to make the need-
ful appropriations for the administration of
justice, or whether it desired, underthe guise
of fighting a battle on a political question, to
strike directly at the administration of jus-
tice in the courts. If the amendments were
voted down, the country would be with him
in believing that it was the purpose of the
majority under the guise of a political fight,
to strike in a vital part one of the depart-
ments of the government, because it was ap-
parent that in order to have the business of
the Federal courts carried on, the marshals
must have the necessary funds placed at their
disposal.

Mr. Atkins said that as to the courts not
being able to get along without ample pro-
vision being made for marshals, there .was
nothing in that point, inasmuch as they con-
stantly got along without ample provision,
andj congress afterward passed deficiency
bills; besides, the salaries of marshals were
provided for in the regular legislative appro-
priation bills. He did not believe that any
marshal or general deputy was so un-
patriotic as to resign because their fees were
not provided for.

After further brief discussion the amend-
ment was rejected yeas, 68; nays, 81.

Motions to increase the per diem of jurors
were defeated.

Mr. O. Turner moved to strike out the pro-
viso that no citizen shad be disqualified from
jury service on account of race, color or
previous condition of servitude.

Mr. Atkins said he hoped the gentleman
from Kentucky would witndraw his motion.
It proposes to abrogate a portion of the con-
stitution of the United States.

Mr. Turner It that is a part of the con-
stitution of the United States, the supreme
law of the land, why put it in as a proviso to
this bill?

Mr. Atkins We put it in there to show
that we do not design that this law shall be
constr.ied so as to deny to colored citizens
the right to sit upou juries. That is why we
put it in. Applause.

The motion to strike out the proviso was
defeated only one vote in favor of it, being
cast by Mr. Turner himself.

The motions to btrike out the clause repeal-
ing the tt.it-oat- and the clause in regard to
the drawing of jurors, were defeated.

Mr. Weaver submitted an amendment
providing that a commission shall be ap-
pointed from the principal political party in
the district in which court is held, opposed
to that to which the clerk of the court may
belong. Adopted,

Mr. Casewell moved to strikeout the clause
repealing the test oath. He did not know but
that if the provision were presented in a sep-
arate bill he would vote for it, He was, how-
ever, opposed to the practice of placing gen-
eral legislation upon appropriation bills.

Mr. XUndall called attention to the tact
that the house had refused to proceed to the
consideration of that subject in a separate
bill. If the provision is stricken out of this
bill the house would not be able to secure
any legislation on the subject.

Mr. (Jonger sa;d that T7hen a common man
made a statement that tli houe had refused
to consider the subject in a separate bill, no-
body paid any attention to it; but when the
speaker of the house for whom h9 was par
liamentary bound to say he bad very great
respect lett the chair and made that state
ment to the country, he lUongerj telt that it
should not go unchallenged. The bill to
which tho gentleman from Pennsylvania
Randall 1 alluded had been referred to the

committee of the whole, the proper place for
its consideration.

Mr. Randall reminded Mr. Conger that he
was a member of the committee ot the whole,
and had not left the chair for the purpose of
speaking. lie reaihrmed nis statement that
the bill repealing the test oath was not in
the committee ot the whole, it was unfin-
ished business in the house, and its consid-
eration had been obstructed many times by
the minority. 1 he gentleman iu charge of
the bill I Herbert I had repeatedly made pro
positions looking to a vote upon it, but they
had never been accepted.

Columbus, June 26. The Democratic
State central committee and candidates met
here to-da- y for consultation. The committee
meeting was without jar or special point
of interest. The central committee organ-
ized by electing John G. Thompson chair-
man. The following executive committee
was chosen: Frank M'Kinnev, of Piqua,
chairman; Irvin J. Dungan, of Jackson, n;

J. G. Rinehart, of Columbus,
treasurer; S. W. Hoffman of Cincinnati, D.
M'Connville of Steubenville, James Estell of
Millersburg, and J. H. Anderson of Colum-
bus.

General Ewing was serenaded
and in response to loud calls appeared and
after an enthusiastic reception made a speech.
After returning thanks for the reception, be
referred to the Democratic platform, saying
that it needed no interpreter, and no man in
the party had a right, when speaking in its
name, to add one word or substract one
word from that platform. He said it may go
too far on the money question to suit some
Democrats, and it may fall short of the views
of others, but it is a moderate exposition of
the issues of this campaign on which the
Ohio Democracy have chosen to ask the in-

dorsement of the people. Further along,
General Ewing said: "The fight this year is
for position in the great battle of 1880. The
forces on each side are bo evenly balanced
that which ever party secures Ohio has the
point of advantage which will probably turn
the tide of battle in its favor. I shall enter
on the canvass fully realizing the popularity,
ability and capacity for organization of the
distinguished gentleman who heads the
Republican ticket, and the mighty power,
wealth, privilege, patronage and plunder
which will be arrayed against us. Hat, con-
fident of the triumph of constitutional gov-
ernment and popular right, 1 shall obey the
voice which called me to the front, and, aided
bv others far abler than myself, will Bubaiit
our great cause to the considerate judgment of
the people. Alter declaring that there were
no leuds among the uuio iiemocracy, ana
that their hht was not for a man or a fac-

tion, but for a cause, and that honored and
trusted leaders in office and out are in en-
thusiastic accord, and that not one vould
thiok ot degrading himself or imperilling
the cause by an untimely struggle for per-
sonal aggrandisement, he said we propose
to make in this campaign a calm, earne-.- t

and patriotic appeal to the people of Ohio.
We expect to show them that whatever may
have been the services of , the Republican
party in the past, the material interest of the
masses and safety of local Belt- - government
alike demand a change of administration.
No party that ever existed could have had
the power as long as the Republican has held
it without detriment to th public welfare.
It is high time for a change. It can hoc be
for the worse. It will certainly be for the
better. The Republican party emerged from
tho war amid the plaudits of a vast majority
of the people of the north. But with Lin
coln's assassination and Johnson's political
murder it lost popular leadership, and fell
into the hands and under the control, not of
the men who bore the ueat and burden of the
war. but of the money aristocracy which
grew and fattened on their sacrifices. It
turned its back to the soldiers, and its
face to the bondholders. It confiscated tbe
interests of the masses and piled mountain
hieh the fortunes of tne favored few. Fear
ing to submit its measures to the judgment
of the people, it enacted them in secret,
shunned popular discussion of them, acd
blinded the people with paesion and prtju
dice on false issues iuveuted to deceive them
Ten years have parsed since ail the constitu
tional amendments and all legislation
adopted or proposed by the Republican party
to secure the results ot the war have been in-

scribed upon our statute books, administered
by our courts and acquiesced in by the whole
people. But eectional distrust, preju-
dice and passion are still kept alive
by that party, not for jour good, feliow-citi-zen- s,

not for the security of the toiling mil
lions, black or white, north or south, but
solely for party advantage. The Republican
party has become tho foe of that restored
harmonious and prosperous union for which
the best blood of the north was shed. It has
become the enemy of civil order, the pro
moter of discord, the obstacle to fraternal
union, for thirteen years past it nas so
managed our debt, currency and revenue as
to lift burdens ot good from the shoulders of
the rich and lay them ou the shoulders of the
industrial classes, to double the wealth of
the holders of money securities and
double the burdens of the people groaning
under the accumulating load of debt
and taxation, and so as to strengthen
its relaxing hold onjpower by enriching the
privileged classes and corporations, whose
means and disposition to sustain it increase
in the rittio of the impoverishment of the
masses. In referring to Federal interference
in elections, General Fwing said the Repub-
lican party had further iortified itself by
usurping Federal control over elections, which
had heretofore never been asserted since the
foundation of our government, and that our
fathers never knew or heard of the phrase
"national elections," which President Hayes
and Mr. Foster so glibly use, and this at-
tempt ot the Republican party to coerce and
control State officers, when conducting
State elections under State laws, by
the use of the Federal army and
s war ins of hireling spies and marshals,
ia flagrant, monstrcus, and intolerable usur-
pation. While speaking on this subject, he
3aid: "Fellow-citizen- s, this assumption of
power, if recognized and established, tends
and will, I believe, lead to the utter destruc-
tion of the beneficent system of govern-
ment established by our forefathers. Under
that system, lormulated under the constitu-
tion, ail powers of the Federal government
ere strictly defined and limited; while the
States and the people, reserving to them-
selves all power not delegated to the general
government, are sovereign in a far wider
sphere than ia the general government. I
speak in no spirit of partisanship, but in
candor of conviction, when I say that the
obliteration of the reserved rights of tbe
States and people, and the absorption in the
general government of all, regardless
of political power, the constitution
has become the controlling tendency, if not
the final aim of the Republican party. These
policies of the Republican party, by which they
are impoverishing the masses and absorbing
unlimited power in the reueral government,
are only steps toward the ultimate subversion
of our popular liberty and the establishment
of tho rule of a money aristocracy. He said :

"Never in the history our government have
principles opposed to true democracy been so
boldly and powerfully maintained as by the
Republican party in the past twelve years.
Its long and firm hold of rapidly expanding
power qnd enormous growth of concentrated
wealth have developed and ripened
forces inimical to popular government,
until now, having reduced tbe
laboring masses almost to pauperism;

It believes that the ex
isting laws for the protection of American
citizens should not be repealed, and It con
demns is revolutionary the attempts of the
Democratic party in congress to force the ex-

ecutive bo consent to such a repeal by threats
of a rifusal of the appropriations neces-
sary ror the existence of the
government. It appreciates the noble and
patriotic position taken by President Hayes
and the Republican members of both houses
of congress in sustaining the wise and just
laws against the treasonable and revolution-
ary cou'se of the Democratic party in con-
gress, and it hereby pledges them its hearty
support in their etl'orts to uphold the finan-
cial credit of the government, and to insist
upon free elections and the right of the
United States to enforce its own laws. It
protests against the reopening by the Demo
cratic leaders of the exciting and sectional
issues which had been settled by the victory
of the national arms over the rebellion, and
calls upon tbe loyal men everywhere to sus-
tain by their votes the fruits of that victory.

It recognizes temperance as
a came which has conferred the greatest ben-
efit oi the Slate, and it sustains the princi-
pal cf the spirit of which in its operations
bo largely suppressed liquor selling, and ad-
ded incalculably to the virtue and prosperity
amoig the people. It believes that every in-

terest of the State and its people require a
thorough and impartial enforcement of all
laws. It believes that State affairs should be
conducted economically and prudently, and
that the expenses should be kept as low aa is
consistent with the efficient operation of its
several departments. The resolutions were
unanimously adopted.

The committee appointed to count the
votes for governor, reported as follows: Wm.

Senator Blaine was then loudly called for
and appeared amid cheers and addressed the
convention.

At the conclusion of liiaine's Epeech, the
second ballot was taken with the following
result: Whole number of votes cast, 1145;
Thomas, 331; F. A. Pike, 39; Virgin, 62;
Hale. 218; Davis, 417: scattering. 78.

On the third ballot Hon. D. F. Davi?, of
Corinth, was nominated, receiving 849.

Tho nomination of Davis was made unani-
mous amid great applause. The nominee
accepted in a bnet speech, and the con
vention adjourned.

COX'S CISIHE.

Captain Williams's Testimony Bella
Johnson diets nu a Meene The

Verdict of the Coroner's Jury
Fastens the Murder I'pon

Cox The irand Jury's
Committal.

New York, Juno 26. Tho coroner to-da- y

resumed tbe Hull murder inquest, and he
hopes to bring it to a close in time to permit
the grand jury, whose term expires Satur-
day, presenting an indictment against Cox,
the murderer. The pawnbrokers and police
added little under oath to tbe stories they
have already given public. The room in
which the inquest was held was crowded.
Cox endeavored to avoid the gaza of the
people.

Captain Williams testified that some of t'u
bandages had evidently been torn from the
sheet on the bed; Mrs. Hull's elbows were
tied with the lady s stocking-supporte- r; all
tbe bandages matched some part of the bed- -
clothing or of Airs. Hull's garments, with
the exception of the bandage over her eyes,
which was a piece ot an old ironing-clot-

Which had been used by the girl Nancy;
there were no marks of violence on tbe body
except a slight scratch by the side of her
nose, a littf: blood under one eye and a slight
abrasion on one baud; the bondages on Mri.
Hull s legs had oven torn lrom the counter
pane, one pillow was a little discolored, ap
parently by some liquid which had ooz?d
from Mrs.. Hull's mouth; there was also a
small spot of blood upon it; the bandage
which hau been torn 'roca the ironing-clot- u

had originally been used by Nancy as a
bandage on her own wrist, which she had
eprainad; Mra. Hull advised her to replace it
by a nannel bandage, and when it was taken
off ic was left in Mrs. Hull's room.

Mr. Townsend, the counsel for Dr. Hull's
faaiily, asked Captain Williams if it was
true, as reported, that a man had told him
(witness) that Dr. Hull bad consulted with
him before the murder in regard to commit
ting the crime.

Captain Williams replied that the man had
said that Dr. Hull spoke to him, not about
murdering Mrs. Hull, but about a job of that
kind; the man was not present, und he did
not know his name.

Coroner Woitman said that he had seen the
man io question, and had heard his story
several times; he did not know his name,
and bad reason for not asking.

Bella Johnson related the story of Qox giv-
ing her jewelry.

As the assistantTdistrsct-attorne- y began to
question the witness about the time when
Cox came to see her, she began to cry vio-
lently, then passed ia a fit of hysterics; she
fell back iu convulsions and was carried
from the court-roo- Soon afterward the
case was given to the jury, who returned the
verdict that, "Mrs. Jane L. De Forrest Hull
came to her death by violence, at the bunds
of Chastme Cox, on the morning of June
11th.

When the regular business assigned to the
grand jury y had been disposed of, the
district-attorne- y sent word to that body that
the case of Chastine Ccx, the confessed mur
derer ot Mrs. Hull, would bo submitted to
them. Several witnesses, including Inspec-
tor Harding. Detective Wood and Sternberg.
the Boston pawn-broke- r, were, later iu the
day, called to give their evidence, and re-
peated substantially the statements already
published. The grand jury ordered a bill
against the accused for murder in the first
degree, and Cox will probably be arraigned
in the court of general sessions
