the utmost good feeling exials in the south
balween the mielhigent whites and the in-
dustrions blacks, and that the feeling of dis-
content snd for emigration have been inapired
by speculators who expect to make lurge
profits out of Kansne wild lands. Mr. Whit-
thoroe shows that the relations of the whites
and the blacks at the close of the war was
most amicable, canzed by the fact that the
Confederats soldier, in returning home,
found that the blacks bad beed kind fo their
families, when they had much Lo 1peite them
to unkindness. The Nashmile American
gives the following wummary of Mr. Whit-
thorne's interesting letter:

Mr.Whitthorne shows the loss in the valoe
of farms alone in the south lo have been
$771,760,905, to which must beadded the loss
oi baods, live-stock, mills and factories, per-
sonal property. Thus the 5,000,000 of whites
were silunted, while the negro, emuncipatad,
with po protectipn against starvation or dis-
ease, or restrand from crime, bad no means
ol sapport bat labor. From this point hey
demonstrates the vatruth of charges of de-
nial 1 the south of his legal or political
rights and the just proceeds of hia labor. He
shows that since the war, from 1569 to 1578,
there had been an invroses ol 3,000,000 head
of cattle and swme, For eight years preced-
ing 1861, 27,142,285 bales of cobtton were pro-
duced, while the past cight years have far-
nished 39,228,581 bules, In 18571 there were
7.557.559 acres in cotion: in 1376 there were
12,000 000 ucres. All this could not have
b sen accomplished by labor denied cherished
righits, hunted by shot-guns and subjected to
the persecntions described by the Republicans,
and too often by credulous people who scarce-
ly koow us mueh of oneé-hall of their own
couptry as they do of France or Germany.

groaned as the Hebvewz did under ineir
Pharoahs that knew not Joseph, was the sov-
ereign head of the Egyytian government,
bot was himself & wvaseal of s
suzerain, the aolton of Turkey. Alter
ks accession to power he showed & wigor

thongh n Mahommedap, he was able o sur-
mouut many of the fanatics! wotiona of the
followers of the prophets, and he showed
bimself able to dominate old customz and
overwhelm fanaticism when they opposed his
procecdings. He waa sufficiently stelligent
to appreciate the rescurces of European
and inveniion, and took many
Europeans and Americans into his ewmploy-
ment to uesist in introdocting reforms aod
improvementin., From the sultan he oblamed
the privilege of making treaties and support-
ing an army, and from Earopa, especially
from the Epglish, he obtained hibersl loaus,
by aid of which the resources of civilization
were to be introduced onc2 more into the land
of the Pharoahs, the sciences and arts were
agiin to flounsh there, and the people were
to be made happy under renewed prospenty.
General expectation torned toward the
khodive, It declaved that ~ be
united Lo iron will of the
celebrated Djeszar with the refinement
ol n modern gentleman, Unhappily all these
anticipations were vain. The man was, ai
boltom, but oriental after all. He loved dis-
piny, and had his gorrupting barem. Money
borrowed to eslalihsah factories and farmes, and
to furnich the usgricultunsts with good
plements and igoreased facilitiea for irnge-
tion, became largely devoted to building
pilaces and in other ways displaying the os-
tentation of the vain monarch. Money so
spent brought in no ioterest, babits so thritt-
ihe-

Ive foreign commissioners who maneged
things s0 ably for the creditors, dwsplaced the
native ofipiuls and clerks, who were left des-
titute with their arrears unpaud, while the
Europeans received stlaries that, in native
eyes, were exhorbitant. A portion of the
avmy was dismissed, aiso unpaid; public situ-
ations wers diminished in number and emolu-
menls by the economy mbtroduced. The
Egyptirns were dismissed, disgraced, plunged
into poverty; the foreign debltor was pad,
bat at bome was the wail of the starving,
and they were not of the mere herd, but
people who had filled places of brust and had
a standing in’the country. Betweea the
eréditor und the hardships suffered by his
own people, what was the besel, distracted
kbedive to do? He grew desperate at the
sight of accumulating miseries; he defied his

JEFFERSON DAYVIS

As a New Zealander Kpows Him — A
Tribate to the Ex-Presideat from

An Explanation by the Okolona Mes-
senger of its Objection to Jeflerson
Pavis as a Candidate for United

Okolona Messenger, 26th: *'Our attention
has been called by some of oar friends to au
article published in the Messenger lust week,
wherein the following language was used:
“If Jeff Daviz is the representative of the
Demoeracy of this State, we are no Llemocorat,
and we do not heaitate to say that the elec-
tion of Governor Brown, Juage Simrall, Gen-
eral Wesl, yea even Bruce himself, would be
infinitely preferable, and moere conducive o
Lhe wellare of Migsissippi and Missiesippi-
ang,” and we have been requested to explain
more fully our position, that it might not be
misunderstood.

Amariea, ia represented us being captared in
woman's attire, Allowsaneces are always made
for the fertile imaginations of sensational
artists, nud o good deal of latitnde by com-
mon consent accorded o modern sensational
writers, and when this caricatura on.ths
(ontederate chief first nppeared—pandering
to the sensatiopal excitement—it was allowed
to» puss as the creation of some satirical
srtistic wind. But a repetition of this bur-
lesque calied for its empbatic contradiction,
an: its reliability bes beem time and again
reiated., The body-servant of Jefferson
Davis (a negro slave), who foliowed his flee-
ing muster through the forest, and witnessed
lts capture, has been aguin recently inter-
viewed by representatives of the New Youk
prese, and the account of his capture as given
by Diavis's military escort agum confirmed.
After the evacoution of Rwhmomil‘ unc}_
Uotersbuegz., Yy ApEs@o " ne delivering
un his sword by Joseph Johunston in
Northh Curoling, apd the carrying by storm of
the Ianst fortress of the south, the Con-
federnte President, with a few trusted follow-
ers, turned his march throagh the Carolinas
into Georgia to theooo ultimately escape
across the Atlantic to Havana, on the 1sland
of Cnba, In eastern’ Georgia his teaill was
discovered, and he was overtaken and sor-
rounded Ly the pursuiog soldiers of -Lhe
[nited Stales army. Jefferson Davis, find-
ing his camp bemmed in, and retreat cut off,
acught to escape through the forest alone.
At the moment of his lesving the camp Mra,
leffarnon  Davis threw over her busﬁﬁu-‘l'a
stioulders her shawl. Danog his Hight
through the bush, whenm bard pressed and
brought to bay 1 a jungle by the r\ursuinﬁ
soldiers, Jefforson Davis drew his saber an
revolver and showed battle, bat seeing a line
of cocked rifies leveled at his head he qaietly
gave himself up., His wife'sshaw! was still
wrapped around him and thus originated the
story of his capture in a lady's dress. The
seene just related is vouched for by his fol-
lowers, and voluotarily swoin to by his for-
mer slave, who has no resson ito falafy,
and this company of witnesses will
bave to prove recreanl before their
evidence 18 overthrown. It was mot
the character of the man whom
Wisfield Scott, in his celebrated siege on fhe
plaing of Mexico, priised as one of his bravest
officers, to take shelter under a woman's
gown in a Georgian forest. Neither was it
the nature of that sword which carried the
<t urs and steipes over the walls of the Monte-
zimag, or the arm that unforled the spun-
gled bauner over the courts of Sauta Anna,
to be dishonored on the banks of the Suvan-
nah, Jefterson Davig proved himself a hero
and a statesman, distinguished alike for his
bravery and” bis sagacity, The soldier who
stormed the works of Buoenn Vista would not
5o pusitllanimously transform his heroism into
the spirit of a woman on his march to the
g, and whe, when subsequently held within
the walls of Yortress Monroe, under the guns
of the American army and navy, required
foar men to throw him down nad irom him,
and who then had spirit encagh left to kick

hem Lincoln proved to possess the broad
sparit of a greut and good man, worthy of
the adenration of his people, and Jetfer-
won Davis likewise achieved the distinction of
a snldier and a seholur, and the caricature of
brave old Jeff in n womin's gown is a libel
on the character of one whose prowess in Lthe
field and intellectual attainments raised him
isto the confidence of the sonthern body of
the American people, and who honored him
with the highest gift in their governmont.

How did he get that position? He never
gtole it, nor tock 1! Ly lraud or force, It was
the unsolicited gift of his people. His country
bad confidesce in his alality, and iotrusted
the helm of their destinies 1n his guardian-
ghip. They had to choose a leader. He was
not responsible for his people reposing relis
ance on his capability to guide their tempest-
tossed ship of #tate over the ocean of war, but
be nobly did his duaty., Should be be slan-
dered and ridicnled for possessing the talents
that raised him into that position? He was
guilly of no more disloyalty than the hum-
blest peasant whose vote clevated him inko
their Presidential chair, or the lowliest
child whose hands tiled the soill to
sustain  him there, The responsibility
rests  fairly and  squarely on  the
power that placed him there, and if
nidicule and malice is to ind a resting-place
anywhere, lot it tall where it justly belongs,
oo the heads of the people, who raised and
sustained him in high cofiice, and are solely
and only resporsible for s occupation of
that cffice. His peopls thought they were
right, and believing s0 defended their con-
victiops, and Jefferson Davis did no more
than any other scuthern mun, who defended
his principles with his sword. For the cari-
caturist to traduee the fame of 2 brave man,
who would mot prove a remegade traitor to
his conntry, where he was born and cradled,
bat stood by—whether nght or wrong—
fought, and was conquered with bis people,
is unkind and libelous. The martial spimt
of all nations and ages will defend the names
of Stonewall Jackson and Robert E. Lee;
unbiased statesmanship will hkewise
prlest agaiost ealnmnisting Jefferson Davis.

Her batterdl
career in Washin was ended in April,
1876. At that time Mr. Forbes resigned his
position at the patent office, and changed kis
residence to New York, engaging at once in
the practice of lnw.
