A Heorrible Death.

From the Buffulo Courier, of Frday, we
learn that Thomas Dinkel, the alleged wife
murderer of Buffalo, yesterday noon commuit-
ted suicide by cutling his throat with a razor,
which lewas allowed to use to shave himselt
with.

When discovered
Dinkel was sitiing in the bath-tub with only
an undershirt on, the tub hali-fall of hot
water, which was still raoning from the
faucet, the razor in his bloody hand and the
blood flowing from gashes in his legs and an
ugly gesh in bis throat, under the chin.
The prisener who discovered him turned off
the faucet and gave an alarm. When the
physicians and officials arrived Dinkel was
stiil hacking away at bis throst and turniog
the razor nround in the wound. As soon us
he saw the physicians he Jelivorately throst
four Angers 1nto the guping wound, and
tore it open with main force, It was a hor-
rible and fiendish a&et that ecnt &
shudder through the frame of every one
who witnessed it Dlinkel, manifest-
ing the wvery ugliesl dicposition, was
dragged, as his struggles to geb F—= oo
oot admit of his ba=e cqred out into the
eareitor and laid upon the floor.

Up In his Own Defense and
Dertes Most of the

Charges of the Grand Juary — He De-
mands an Inveastigation by the
County Court—ie Cinims to
be a Good Officer,

PHESIDENT'S [SLAND, June 27, 1878,
To the Publie:

As agent of the county to superiatend the
county workhouse, 1 deem it due to myself
to call your attention to certain articles thal
bave recently appeared in the cily papers
relative to the workhouse and my connection
with it. The report of the grand jary and
their newspaper loecals do the greatest
injustice (o myself, as well us  fail
to state the facts accurately or farly,
The grand jury made a basly visit of
two or three hours to the workhouse, and
from their conversation with the criminals,
and without _sas I thiok, due investigation.
hovs mods thowr sCports Ik de my wuiy tw
deny most positively and emphatically some
of the charges in their report. The guarlers
where the prisonsrs are EE-Dt are swept out
every morning, the beds dusted and made
ap. The beds and beddicg wused by the
prisonérs 18 gbont of the same character
as that which is used by myself and the
guards, The privy-tubs are taken out
every morniug and washed, and when there
18 no one sick 1n the prison are left oant il
day tosun. The privy-vaults we ecoured
out and limed at least twice a week, Ido
not claim that the bads are eaticely free from
lice and dost. Prisoners frequaatly coma to
this prizson with lice on them, and 1n order to
prevent their increase 1 always bave their
clothing changed before entening Lhe prison.
1 have bad*their clothing boiled in salt and
soda, and u=ed carbolic acid freely to get rid
of them, and notwithstanding my ecfforis
in this direction it has been impossible thus
far to get entirely rid of them. As fo the
sick, I ;ive them my personal supervision,
and see that tbey are carfully attended to.
They nre not fed on the same food thatis
given the laborers, and any fairand thoroogh
mvestigation would have led :the grand jury
so to report. The sick are supplied with
saitable dict. The feod for the prisoners is
sound and wholesome, and I daresay as good
as half the laboring class of Shelby cnunty
get. Each prisoner gels six pounds of meat
per week, and more, if wanted, with oae or
two kinds of vegetables every day for dinger;
for supper they have mlk, and all the meat
and molasses they want. In the moath of
AMay 1 reported to the honorable chairman of
the county court thal three prisoners were
worked—one six daye, one two days, and one
one day—over their time, bat for this surplos
worls the prisoners were ril pnid by Captain
Furrest firty cents per day. There are cases
of larceny where prisoners are working
out costs, which cosis were sect down as
part of their seatanca, It is these cases to
which the grand juory refer as working over
their time. This matter 1 have before called
the chairman’a attention to. I{igan ummiter
for the courts nnd gltormeys, and not for me
to decide. The prisoners, also, in some
casesr, claim over detention, which aa inveeti-
gation will show that they have escuped from
the prison and bsen absent from six months
to two years, which time 15 not embraced ip
their sentence. Amn aocurafe ascount is kapt
of the time of senlence and amoun! of cost,
and nlways open for inspection. [ learped
from General G. P’. M. l'arper that a mom-
ber of the grand jury stated that 1 refased to
show them my time-book. 1If this stalement
waa made, I charscteriza it as a malicious
falsehood. As to the punishment of the
prisoners, I can only say that, sinee 1 bave
been here, I have known of po instance
of cruelty, and 1 don’t think therp
hes been any. The prisoney the geand jury
report as being kept four days over time was
a mistake in earrying from one entry lo an-
other, and ig still at work for wages, his time
commencing from date of discharge. Inmy
connection with the workhouse, I have dooe
my duty faithiully to the prisoners them-
sélves and to the county, and I have been
guided and controlled ly the rales pre-
scribed by the court itself. If the
abuses ave of the magnitude pointed out
by the newspapers, they have not come
to my knowledge. 1 am extremely anxious
that my connection with the workhouse, as
the agent of the county, should be investi-
gated. 1 respectfully request that the hon-
orable chairman will take such stepa looking
mnto my conduct as may seem Lo him proper,
and as may enable me to furpish the fullest
vindication from the imputations cast upon

NasaviLLg, June 28.—Jadge Read to-day
dismissed the petition for & mandsmus to
compel the comptroller (o apporbon and
izsne warrants for back school money alleged
to be due to various counties in the State,
on the ground that such claims had not besn
proven, and the forther fact that the one
hundred aod ity thousand dollars referred
to was paid into the treasury in Bank of
Tennessee notes, properly belonging to the
school-fund, but deatroyed in obedience to an
act of the legislature. This fund, therefore,
could not be apportioned, the comptroller
only being permitted to issie warrants on
funds nctually in the treasmiy and approprie
ated by the legislature. The comptroller was
right in resisting payment of the school-fund
menticned, and no adjustment could be made
except through the action of the legislature.
The case has been appealed to the supreme
court.
