CuAaTraxooaa, July 4.—The Day we cele-
brate, us recognized in this city to-day, was
a complete sucoess.

After marching
through several of the principal streets, the
procession started for Lindell park, mn the
northwestern suburb of the city, where the
day will be spent in festivities of varions
kinds, Pertect order prevailed, and every-
body =eemged intept on a day of fun and
frolie.

Dreadfaul nud Fatal Accident.

WoncesTer, Maus., July 4.—At [ake
Quigsimond this afternoon, the steamer isaac
Davis, loaded with passengers, careened, the
burricane deck broke off, and scores of the
passengers were thrown overboard. There
were about two hundred passengers on board
of the boat, and one hundred on the hurri-
cane deck, with no opportunity to get off, the
others rushing on the hurricane deck. As
they did so the Davis careened over away
from the wharf and caused the erowd Lo rush
to that side and threw thé struggiing mass
into the water. As the boat gave way the
roof of the upper deck came crashing down
on the engine and broke off thesafety-valve,
caosing the steam fo rosh cut and adding
pew terror to the scene. Ths voaf volled
over, and calching the gunwale on a spile
became fast, the great weight causing the
supports of the burricane deck to giva way,
brought the whole structure dowan to the
water-line, and crashed down into the water,
at this point ten feet deep. Many swam to
the shore or to the wharf, twenty feet dis-
tant, Others held to the wrecked hall, some
to the Hoaling roof. Prominent citizens, Mr.
Pratt and wife, and many physicians, were
at hand to render assistanmce. The bodies
were soon recovered. Killed—John Cahill,
aged 50 years, daughter, 2!¢ years; Lawis
Leichapelle, aged 30; Nellie Shackrow, aged
18, and threea others not identiiad. Emma
Hemmingway, a young man named M'Ken-
na, Jeremiah Dean and wife, Samuel L. Gil-
bert, were elightly injured. The missing are
Fdward Cataupe, I, Deshaller, and Lewis
Powers, of Clinton. The boat was newly
launched last May day. Her leogth was
sigty-three feet, twenty-two feet over the
guards, aboul ffty tons, built quite flat on
the bottom, drawing less than three feet
when loaded, bad two passenger decks, snd
could carry four hondred passengers.

Srovx Crry, July 4 —A tornndo sbruck
the southwestern part of Elkborn, Dakota
Territory, about half-past five o'clock last
evening, hlowing down three dwellings that
are totul wrecks, Many barns nod stables
were overturned and chimneys blown down.
Sheaf’'s gtorehouse adjoining his store was
blown over on to the side-track. The wind-
mill atiached to the Southern rallroad water-
tank was blown down and badly wrecked.
The only person injured so far as koown wns
Mrs. Wood, whose head and limbs were
badly bruised by the turning over of ber
house. {Mrs. Norton was sitting in her house,
and when the cycloue struck it, the foor
opened under her and she fell into the cellar,
the house being carried away several rods.
She was not hurt. A great nomber of trees,
some two feet in diameter, were blown down
and a number of buildings moved from their
foundations. The cloud came up from the
southwest and went soulheast, but its course
was cireolar. Reporta from the sarronnding
country show tuat great damage has been
done to houes barne, fences and crops. The
storm was seen to gather and approach the
town from the southeast, and it is thought
by many that it bad not reached
its maximum strength when it strock here.
In the night there was another severe storm,
but it bas done no serious damage as far as
heard from.

A special to the Journal from Lemars,
Plymouth county, lows, says: “‘A terrible
storm passed over the northern part of this
county last evening, betwsen six and seven
o’clock, destroying houses, barms, efc. Ten
miles portbeast of here lwo young men
pamed Kass were killed. They esaw the
storm coming, and ran ioto a barn for shel-
ter, when the wind struck the building with
terrific force, completely demoliching 1t, and
crushing the unfortunate men to death in the
ruins. The parties who saw the storm from
a distance, say that it was ternfic to look
at. It could be distinctly seen from -Lemars,
and at Srst the storm cloud presented the
appearance of an hour-glass, after which it
assumed the shape of a straight colnme, and
then seemed to broak into fragyments and
drift away. It seemed to move slowly, acd
was in sight abount thirty minutes.”

The wind blew strong 10 Sioux City, but
po damage worth mentioniog was done.

At Other Polnts.

MiLwavkee, July 4 —Rsports from over
a hundred differant points in lowa, Minne-
sota and Wisconsin say the late storm did no
damage to crops. Some of the wheat was
knocked down, but is coming up again, The
grasshoppers did considerable damage (o &
small section along the Sioux wailey.

Holmmes and wife, an elderly coople, ware
killed; also a baby boy of Mr. and Mrs,
Linsed, and another party whose name could
not be ascertained, makez nipe 1n all kiliad
and four more not expected tolive. The
number wounded is thirty. The equare roof
was blown from the parsonage, a little in the
rear of the charch, and set down in the field,
where it flaltened oot like a fan. The barp
of August Petexson was blown down aud his
house badly injured. Of course the honses of
all who have been mentioned as killed were
blown down, and many housea were ipjured.
The storm raged throughout Belle creek,
where it blew down Lhe house of Anthony
Pettel and completely demolished the barn
of Waiter Doyie. The blackemith chop at
Block Oak postoffice was scattered by the
winda, and at different plaees in the town
trees were lifted right out of the ground by
the roots pad carried forwmid and set down
without breaking a imb. At Warrentown,
on tbe laka shore, three houses were torn
down, snd & maa and bis wife and daughter
were Iniledjio goe of them. At Mniden Rock
two [rame-houses were demolished, andt the
top of the watchhouee was taken off, but no
lives were lost. The storm crcssed from this
side to Trenton, where it unroofed Mr. Ham-
ilgreen’s housa, barn and grainery, and broke
down the large trees in his Limber, smashing
pearly every tree, ‘The roof of Audrew Nel-
son's barn was blown away, and completely
amashed to pieces, and the baro of John Tag-
gart, another neighbor, was struck by light-
ning and burned to the ground.
