KIRKLAND'S

FACTS FORTHE PEOFPLE.

Fhe ©ld Ghosts of the Former HMuni-
elpal Gove.mment and the Beys
who Governed Memphis In
Yeurs Past—The New Gov-
ernment of Hetrench-
ment and He-
forwa.

The contrast between the old style of city
government in Mempbis and the new style,
called the 'Inxmg-nmlru.t WAS Dever more
striking than now. The old style, with its
red-tape circamlocution-offices, its army of
office-holders, its so-called legisiatora, and its
followers who wanted something and who
pever let up until they got it or its equiva-
Jent, is & thing of the past, und we now
wonur.-r how we could have lived under such
4 complicated and too oltem corrupted sys-
tem. Everybody remembers the old city
when in 1ts glory,

THE ARMY OF GIOSTS,

the mayors and numerous other city officials
and their clerks, the twenty councilmen and
ten aldermen, wb) went to make up the
grand army of the city government—the
press raporters will remember them—and
then the wire-pulling, log-rolling, ring com-
bipations, army of contractors, speculators
in sorip, ledger-balacces, the big bills that
were engineered through the general council,
the eloquent speeches by ignorant men who
could not write one line of correct Eoghsh,
or offer a resslotion without ignoranily voting
agaiost 1t, and then baving the vote changed
when attention was called to it.
THE BOYS WHO GOVERNED MEMPHIS.
The general council was a wooderful body

of men, elected from the bedy of tha people.

When assembled, you could at onecs see the
elemonts from which 1t was composed—a few
goud and solid eitizene, who intended well,

but who had not the power or mflueace to
carsy out tbe ir intentions; & number of ward
politiciauns, sharp, sbhrewd. fellows, who bad
always un ax to grind in contracts, scrip
speculations, or wherever an honest penny
could te turacd for themselves or their
iriepds. Then thero were the ward bummers,
who were electad Ly the rooghs. These bum-
meis were always on the lock out to make
something, In every cooncil there was a
squad of saloon keepers, sent there for the
purpose of takmg care of their own intereat.
These gentlemen got up wurd-meetings,
primary electlons, =and were usually
candidates, as councilmen, aldermen,
delegatea t> conventions, ete. The old
style of government could not get along
witboul them. The police, firemen and mem-
bers of the street force were always on the
back-pay liste. They were not paid monthly,
and oftep several months pay were due thewm,
The consequence was that they and their
families olten soffered. They conld get no
money from the city and had to sell their
time to the scrip speculators, who made thou-
sands of dollars off the working people, po-
lice, firemen and muub{.:n of the strect force.
Whex serip was issued Lo these men, how the
serip depreciated and how the specalators
Lought it in and worked it off again at or
neur par value., These are matters of his-
tory, and yet these very speculators used lo
boust what geod friends they were to the poor.
Then there were the contractors who, through
their representative men 1a the general
council, wers niways suggesling big jobs, fat
contracts, which, when vol for, were seized
by them, and in this maoner Memphis, tux-
payers were robbed of thousands of dollars,
Uhe men who supplied the city departments
olten were wembersof the general cousdl,

and voted themselves contracts. The city

alwsys bud to pay big prices for everything,
her eredit was very low; but the men who
made most out of it helped to muke her
cradit low.

GHOSTS ON THE RAMPAGE.

At night the old rookery known as Lhe city
hull 13 fall of such ghostss they and the rats
keep vigil over the past, and sigh for a ve-
turn of the good old times when peculation,
corraption, trickery, ignorance and folly
went hand in band together and swamped
Memphis,

CHANGES OF SCENERY.

Now the scepe changes, (he senp specuia-
tor, the money changers, the ignoramus, the
corrapt ward polilician, the eager cunlmu.lor,
the incompetent official, aldéerman snd coun-
cilmen, have passed out of sight. They were
big men then, puilcd up and arrogaat, now
they are small men, humble but sour in
apint.

THE OLD AND THE NEW.

Under ihe old sysiem extravagance was
the order, nuder the present system retrench-
ment and reform are the ronle. As Shake-
EpCAre SAyE:

* Who would this falr mountain leave,

To fead and batten cnthat moor."

The old system of government was not only
cumbersome but 1t was costly oand extrava-
gant, The pesple’s mooey was recklessly
squandered, and almost every attempt made
hy honest and good men to reduce expendi-
tures and run the goversment econcmically,
failed for want of support. This state of
atinirs, coupled with other oppressions,
b )u;,nt about the destruction of the old style
of gcvernment, and created the Taxing-1Dis-
tnet plan, with is few officialz, low salaries,
retrepchment and reform in every dvparl.-
ment, ind cotting down expenses in every
direction. The old government paved no
sireets, performed no great public work, ne-
glected eanitary business, until the yellow-
tever in 1875 found Memphis a hot-bod of
filth ready for its recaption and propagation,
and which resalted in the death of thousands
of our citizens, Appropriations to the board
of health were refused, and nothing wns
dune to keep out epitlemlu.

A FEW FPIGURES.

Nothing shows better or clearer the great
be m.ﬁt which the mnew systemn of gov-
ernment 18 to Memphis and her at-
izéns  than the great reduction made
in expenses, and the advance made toward
public improvements, such as paving streets,
and the sanitary work now being carried on
8o sucosssiully.

for five monlhs,

VIRE DEPARTMENT.

The fire department in 12873, for the months
of Febroary, March, Apnl, May and Juaue,
cost the following respective sums: §3525 10,
$£3200 17, $3058 33, £3492 39, $3260 99. To-
til, $1746698. For the corresponding
months of the present year, 1879, under the
new government, the cost ot the fire depart-
ment was as fallowe: $8T 53, $4981 355,

FRANCIS MULBRANDON,

A BEhoemaker, Rosiding on the Coraer
of Desato and Fontotoe sireets, 1re-
elared to Have Died of Yellow-
Fever- A Sporadie Case— No
Decasion for Alanrm
or Panie,

At twelve o'clock yedterday Francie Mul-
brandon, aged Lhirty-lhree years, a sboe-
maker, whosa place of busiuess is at 574
Shelby street, dicd nt his residence, on the
wortbeast cormer of Descte and Pontoloc
strects, of yc-llow-tcvtr—a wporadic cese—ai
least so suy the corps of physicians who si-
tended him, end those who held the sutopsy
irst evening. Our reporter, acoomuanied by
a prominent member of the Howard associa-
tion, visited the late residence of Mr, Maul-
brandon last nigit, apd learned
the {cllowing facls: AMr. Mulbranden,
whila &t his shop, 374 Shelby etreet,
waa tnkea sick at the «tomach us the slop-
carts went by on Saturday afterncon, and at
once went Lo his hoine on the corner of De-
soto and Pountetoc streetl. He remnined sick
at the stomach and waa tiken with a high
fever. Next day, Sunday, Dr. W. E Rogers
was sent for, sod he administered the asual
remedies. He returned at mght, Mr. Mal-
brandon waa sick at the stomach continually
from Satarday anhl yesterday, when be died.
Og Monday he threw up a dari liquid; it wes
not streakod with blood, but it re:embied
black vomit. Dr. Rogers ealled with Dr,
Mitchell, Dr. Thornton and’ Dr. Willie Rog-
ers, on Tueadny, and Dr. Rogers smid that
Mr. Mulbrandon could not posnibiy ive. On
Toeeday his hands and arms were covercd
with dark colored spots, his nails were pur-
ple and his feet and extremities were cold,
aod he bad sappression of the arine. His tem-
perature on Monday wos one hundred and
three degrees and his pulse eighty., There
was no emission of black vomit from the
mouth after death or purgiog from the
bowels. In the afternoom yesterday an an-
topay was held by Doctors Rogers, Saonders,
Mitchell, Thornton, Wirn, Collins and
others, and the case was pronounced
eporadic yellow faver. The Nalional board
of health was teleqmphed aa to the fuct by
Dr. R. W. Mitehet), and the State board
was potificd of the fnct by Ex-Mayor John
Johpson, aod it also went over the wires last
night from the Associated Press agent, and
from special correspoodents of narlh{.m and
e:stern papers. At the house where Mr.,
Eluibrandon died thers are several ladies, his
wife, sister-in-law and others, and a number
of children. All these are in good health—
1o one being sick in ke u;usr--x-::*pu Mr.
Mulbrandon. Oareporter learacd all these
facts from ihe residents at the honse last
night. At hall-past nine o'clock last eve-
ning the remains of Mr Molbrucdon were
conveyed to Calvary (Cathbolic) cemetery for
interment. The bourd of Lealth took the
necessary precautions and placed disinfect-
anta around the premises. The opimon of
oar leading pbysicians is that it was a pure
sporadic case, and no dasger from it need
be apprechended. Mre. Mulbrandon and fami-
ly returned from lhe vicinity of Brownswiile
to the city after the epidemic ot last year,
and ocoupied the house. 1t was romored
that a colored person had died therein during
the epidemio of last seasom. The residence
is on an elevated piece of ground, haa pleniy
of veniilation, nnd 18 seemingly a healthy
locality. These are the facts of the case with-
out any coloring or concealment, and the
APPEAL in publirhing lhe sane feels it a
duty to the public to do s0.
