"If I could
tiive it to you," replied our reporter, "you
could have it for lees money."

bill on you fur de grubs, until he found a
chanco to make a reputation by vayin' you
had yalter-ieve- r, and den you was to Uie,
what killed you, de doctor or de grubs?

Con lined to Only Four Cases, Three In One
Family, Two of whom Have Died

A Rigid Examination and In-

vestigation by the Board
of Health

Froves othtr Alleged Cases to ha Merely
Cases of Local Fever The Panic

Nearly Over and Assurances
Felt that there will Not

be an Epidemic

The Appeal sanitary commissioner yester-
day spent the entire day in consultation with
himself about the health conditions from a
yellow-fev- er standpoint, and alter making
a careful diagnosis of the case,
particularly of the sensational con-

dition, we have persuaded ourself to believe
that there is much in all of the
talk about the existence of the fever en-
tirely without foundation, much more that
Bbould be taken citm gram salts, and very
little to justify any feats of an epidemic visi-
tation here this fall. During our
investigation we were a little up-B- et

by the panicky tone of the
story as related by our Madison street twi-
light observer, but after taking thermomet-rica- l

observations of the author, timing his
pulse, and considering his susceptibility to
panics, we pronounced him a clear case of
negro-vomit- o lunatico, and turning him over
to the not very tender nursing of public
opinion, continued our ciphering with a view
to results as we found them sporad-
ically, endemically, epidemically and
zymotically. At the office of tho
board of health we conversed with Presi-
dent G. B. Thornton and Secretary Collins,
of the board. A number of "new" cases
bad been reported, oy attending
physicians,, but, with one exception,
they were cases that had been under
treatment several days. These were cases
that had been alluded to as doubtful the day
before, and which, their physicians stated, if
certain symptoms developed by yesterday
morning would be reported as genuine cases.
When we uraduated as a yellow-fev- er

expert, yellow-feve- r was more accom-
modating, perhaps, for our special benefit,
and developed either a happy convalescent
or an undertaker's profit within one-thir- d

the time some of these cases were reported to
have existed. Reflecting that medical science
of the present age is adorned with many
new-fangl- notions, we passed, and cocked
ogr ear for more facts from headquarters.
We learned that thesa "several new cases"
had been visited by Dr. G. B. Thornton and
others kof the medical board, who, after
careful diagnoses, arrived at the set-

tled conclusion that, all told, but
four cases that could be called yello-

w-fever had occurred, from which
two deaths had resulted, two children of
Judge J. E. R. Ray, the judge himself and
Mulbrandon, the latter the fatal case of
Wednesday, and one of Judge Ray's sons
dying early yesterday morning. The last
case of the four was taken yesterday, but pro-
nounced cf a very mild type. One of the
"several new 'cases' reported was thatof a
man up in Chelsea, which is spoken
of in a communication below by Dr. Brad-
ford, his attending physician, who charges
that another physician took it upon himself at
a late hour Wednesday night to visit the man,
modestly inform him that he was a genuine
case of yellow-feve- r, presenbe for him,
etc. Dr. Bradford, fortunately for the vic-

tim, called yesterday morning and found
him nicely convalescing, but nearly scared
out of his wits ' by his midnight visitor.
Luckily, the man had not taken the pre-
scription left for him by the "yellow-fev- er ex-
pert," and was thus, perhaps, saved a
hot and untimely journey to Elmwood.
The cases of Tobin, who died yesterday, and
his wife, who ia still alive, on Jones avenue,
were also visited by Dr.Thornton,who ventures
his professional reputation upon the positive
announcement that he saw no symptom of
yellow-feve- r in either case. The "several
new case" reported in Fort Pickering turns
out to be a hoax also, and so it has
proven with all the sensational
rumors of yesterday. The case of
a man ; named Murphy, in Center alley, who
was seen by Dr. Thornton, and at once pro-
nounced it not yellow-feve- r, but bilious.
Dr. Thornton prescribed twenty grains of
quinine for the patient. At the Ray place
and at Mulbrandon's residence every precau-
tion has been taken by the board of health
to isolate and disinfect the premises.

THE EXODUS.

The anxiety of the multitude to shake
Memphis dust oil" from their feet was at fever
heat all day, gradually increasing as the
hours grew apace. The railway and steam-
boat ticket-office- s were literally jammed from
opening to closing, and we learn authorita-
tively that all were not served. Retail
stores, and particularly trunk es-

tablishments, bad more business than
they could stand up to. Transfer ve-
hicles, express-wagon- s, and even tho hand-cartm-

rattled over the streets laden with
trunks, valises, and baggage generally
throughout the day, until the railroad de-
pots were packed with the dunnage of the
panic-stricke- n people. This was so great on
the Louisville railroad that an extra freight
train was necessary to cany away the bag-
gage of those who secured passage '

on that line last night. .Nearly
entire streets of residences have
been deserted by their occupants, and last
night the crickets on the hearth were the only
sounds benrd in many localities. There was
considerable rivalry between the steamboat
and railway agents during the day. Each
played his card for business, but a rumor got
afloat in the afternoon that a bridge bad been
burned on the Memphis and Louisville rail-
way, near Brownsville, which gave to the
steamboat fellows the advantage for awhile,
but we cannot see that it affected the
railway boys in the leat-t- , since neither line
of road was able to furnish transportation for
all that wanted to go last night. On the
Charleston road two passenger trains went
out with twenty-on- e coaches, loaded with
panic-stricke- n humanity: The panicky feel-
ing, it appears from dispatches below, is not
confined to Memphis. Oxford, Missis
sippi, puts tue sun in eclipse tor forty days,
by declaring quarantine against Memphis,
while New Orleans plays a huge commercial
card by doifg the same thing. We can ex
cuse Oxford for the rash act, but we blush for
JNewUrIean8.

Dr. G. B. Henning, who recorted to the
board of health the cases of Maurice B.
Tobin and his wife as being yellow-feve-r
cases, iet the city yesterday afternoon tor a
short trip to tho country. Perhaps it is
proper to state in this connection that
the board of health threw out the report of
Dr. Henning, it being demonstrated that
neither Tobin nor his wife had the fever.
Thus departs two of the "several new" cases
reported yesterday morning. A number of
communications are printed below bearing
upon yesterday's condition:

Not a Case of Yellow.Fe ver.
Editors Appeal:

Mr. Bolsen. residing on corner of Sneonrf and
Keel streets, Chelsea, bas been reported a yellow-lev- er

case. Public Ledyer, IWh.
After a careful examination. I will state to

the people of Memphis that I risk my whole
professional reputation by asserting that Mr.
Boison has no yellow-feve- r. On my visit I
found the gentleman out of bed, partly
dressed, and taking moderate exercise. I
denounce every one as an unscrupulous man
who will spread such malicious reports.

Another Contradiction.
Editors Appeal I notice the case of Mr.

Boiten, residence on the corner of Keel and
Second streets, reported as yellow-fev- er in
this afternoon's Herald. The facts are these:
I had been attending Mr. Boisen for an at-
tack of bilious intermittent fever, and dis-
charged him on the morning of the ninth,
convalescent. About two o'clock this morn-
ing, two parties, accompanied by a physi-
cian (whose name I have) took the liberty of
visiting Mr. Boisen. Ho was sleeping quiet-
ly when they entered; their entrance aroused
him; they excited him very much, and
alarmed the lady of the house by telling her
he had yellow-feve- r. The doctor's prescrip-
tion was filled at Knox's store, but before ad-
ministering it, I was sent for. I found Mr.
Boisen entirely free from fever and merely
ordered him to continue my remedy left him
in the morning. At this writing he is still
convalescent and sitting np in bis room.

Editors Appeal. Your kindness toward
tho people by allowing them some space in
yoar valuable paper, gives m9 the liberty to
ask you for a little space tor suggestions 1
have to make. If any one would make a
thorough examination of the localities where-
in yellow-fev- er has appeared in the last few

days, you will find that in all these localities
yellow-fev- er patients have been there last
year, and deaths have occurred in them. If
now, these localities had been thoroughly
disinfected I am perfectly satisfied that the
germ remaining in them would have not be-

come live. In no way is the appearance of
this yeltow-feve- r so alarming that the people
need to fly. But for the preservation of
health it ia necessary; first, that the foolish
watering of the rotten Nicolson pavement in
the day time must be prohibited: second,
the tearing up of the Nicolson pavement by
the railroad company must be forbidden;
third, all second-han- d articles from Jew-shop- s

or auction stores must be transferred
from the district. Here you will find plenty
ot germ of the poison. Bidding, clothing,
furniture, which have beta left by yellow-fev- er

patients, and deaths, are now accumu-
lated in different parts of the district. And,
fourth, have the sidewalks everywhere kept
clear of all obstructions, that the air may
pass free. Our last health officer. Dr. John
Erskine, was very correct herein.

Mew Orleans Kstabllshes 0.aarantIneAgainst Alemphls.

New Orleans, July 10. At a meeting of
the State board of health resolu-
tions1 were unanimously adopted setting
forth that New Orleans was never healthier,
being entirely free from yellow-feve- r and re-

markably free from all kinds of disease, the
port being rigidly quarantined, and great
care being given to the sanitary condition of
the city; therefore be it

Resolved, That in order to continue this
healty condition, it is the duty of the board
to enforce against Memphis the rules and reg-
ulations suggested by the board of health.

Vicksburg special to tho St. Louis Republi-

steam to aid them to destroy the confidence
which five .hundred thousand St. Louisiana
had been reposing in them.

VERT RAPID ONE.
Along the banks at brief intervals there were
ranged numerous open-mouth- specimens of
the exodus, who gazed and cheered the black
monster as she passed, and seemed to have a
confidence that it'was a fulfillment of the
widely-circulate- d promise of Conway to send
them an iron-cla- d deliverer to carry them to a
new-foun- d Canaan.

So tar as the interests of the Mississippi are
concerned, Captain Wilson says that if he re-
ceives an order to go ahead he will lose no
time in obeying it, and will at least get to
Memphis, about the possibility of which there
seems to be no doubt. If he gets that high be
will be in a position to take advantage of any
of the sudden and ephemeral rises which so
frequently occur, and there is every reason to
believe. that he will yet anchor before St. Louis
before the leaves begin to fall. The officers of
the vessel are planning a very pretty picture
for St. Louis in case they are net disappointed
in going. They propose, in case the wind be
not blowing adversely, to set full sail near
the head of Arsenal island and go np the
harbjr grandly to the bridge, ucder which
they cannot, of course, go on account of the
musts. The discipline about the vessel is
maintained with the utmost strictness. Every
officer has his duties, and he performs them
exactly the same as though at sea under the
possibility of going into action at any mo-
ment, even to the making of observations as
to

LATITUDE AND LONGITUDE
at regular intervals. This was kept up while
on the sand-ba- r even, and the record was
carefully recorded in the log-boo- k alongside
of the record of the hight of the sand moun-
tain that was building at the vessel's side.
The captain remains in his elegant little
cabin attending to his books and correspond-
ence, except when the vessel is in motion in
questionable waters, and when on deck is
only addressed in the most formal manner,
and after a military salute. He is a very quiet,
dignified and pleasant gentleman, but he un-
derstands how to keep a man-of-w- ar in pro-
per running order, always excepting sand-b- ar

conditions. They have, among a thousand
other things which are curious to a land-
lubber, a veritable Dick Deadeye on board.
He lacks no making up whatever to be
recognized at the first glance as the gentle--'

man that has important information for his
gallant captain. He is an old salt, who feels
uncomfortable in sight of land, and has no
particular shape to speak of, especially when
he walks.

CAPTAIN BUNSBY.
He wears the little regulation mushroom-ca- p

which always adorns the pictures of
sailors, and it sets off his bronze countenance
with its grizzly fringe of beard in a most im-
pressive manner. He talks but little, but
seems to have tremendous meditations.

CUOr JlEPOliT

Or the Memphis District Favorable
Weather ood Stand of Co-

ttonCorn Doing well and
Wheat a Fairfield.

Yesterday the report of the cotton exchange
on the condition of the crops in the district
within its charge, up to June 30th, as com-

piled by the able superintendent, Mr. S. M.
Gates, from a total of 153 responses, was dis-
played in the exchange, and from it we copy
the following summary, which shows the ag-

gregate of 49 responses from Tennessee, 43
from Mississippi and 61 from Arkansas.

Weather. Ot the 153 responses, 72 re-
port the weather as having been very favor-
able, 53 favorable; from less and more sea-

sonable rains, 28 report the weather unfa-
vorable from want of rain and cool nights;
of 125 f avorable weather, all mention rain as
being needed at the date of responding.
Comparing weather with last year, at same
time, 116 report very much more favorable,
owing to less and more seasonable rains, 9
about same, 28 less favorable, owing to ex-

cessive drought and cold nights. Cotton
planted None since May 31st, except to re-
place destruction from s.

Cotton ttand11 report stands very fine; 71
good; 4 moderate; 7 bad; 147 forming well;
6 moderately well; 14 blooming freely; 42
just beginning to bloom. Condition of cotton
crop 106 report very fine, 39 good, and both
well cultivated and free ot grass and weeds;
8, moderate condition with much grass.
Comparative condition against last year 95
report very much better; 30 better; 13 un-
changed; 9 hardly as good. Miscellaneous
rain needed for cotton and corn; cotton had

not materially suffered up to July 1st but
was then critical; in localities corn had suf-
fered materially, most so in Mississippi; as
many more mention this month than last the
Kansas exodus, principally from Mississippi
and Arkansas, where quite a feeling exists
and many negroes express intention to move
on gathering crops.

Corn crop 85 replies, very fine condition;
36 good; 29 moderate; 3 poor; the two latter
suffered seriously from want of rain, which
all corn crops need ; 3 per cent, increase of
planting in June. Wheat crop 110 replies,
wheat harvested; 76 crop protected from
weather; 34 not protected; 43 no wheat
grown in the vicinity ; average yield of wheat
per acre in this district 9 bashel?. Hog crop

40 replies say an increase; 41 a decrease;
64 unchanged; 8 none; average increase in
number 1 percent.; 86 report good con-
dition; 59 poor from want of cotn. Labor
135 reslies, laborers working well, or never
better; 18 moderately well.

CITY AFFAIRS.

The Iieaialatlve Council In Session
Iteports of Officials and Depart-- 'meats of Government Reso-

lutions as to Mtreet Pv
lax and Ordinances

Adloarnment.

The legislative council met yesterday, pur-
suant to adjournment. The following mem-
bers were present: D. T. Porter, John Over-
ton, jr., M. Burke, It. Galloway, John Gunn.

The commission of M. Burke as police and
fire commissioner was presented.

The report of A. J. Murray, rental agent,
giving the former rents paid by occupants of
public buildings, was, on motion, referred to
the committee on renting property.

The following reports of officers were pre-
sented and filed:

REPORT OF THE DISTRICT ENGINEER.
The city engineer, Niles Meriwether, re-

ported a statement of expenditures for his
department for the month of June. He ad-
vocated a plan of general improvement in
the way of substantial pavements, pure wa-
ter, sewerage and good drainage. He advo-
cated the use of filtered Wolf river water,
there being no purer water than it.

REPORT OF POLICE DEPARTMENT.
The police department reported 285 aa the

number of arrests made during the month of
June. Ibe report gives the number ot ar-
rests, Bouial condition of those arrested, ages
of prisoners, nationality, disposition of ar-
rests, occupation of those arrested, nature of
crimes, committed, etc. Tho cost of feeding
125 chain-gan- g prisoners at 25 3 was $32 25,
and feeding ordinary prisoners at 20c was
$53 00.

REPORT OF INSPECTOR.
The inspector of weights and measures re-

ported receipts for June at $214, of which
amount the Taxing-Distri- ct receives $53 50.

REPORT OF DISTRICT-ATTORNE-

District-Attorne- y Heiskell reported on the
legal business of the District, viz. : In the case
of Fireman Rogers vs. City of Memphis, in
United States court, the police and fire com-
missioners are made parlies to the bill. The
case is now in the supreme court of the United
States, with a written agreement that when it
comes back the District may answer, if .neces-
sary so to do.

la the case of the First national bank vs.
J. K. Flippin et al., wherein a bill was filed in
the United States court as to the yellow-fev- er

fund, the district-attorne- y disclaimed all con-
trol over or right to the fund. The United
States court appointed J. It. Flippin, P. B.
Athy and D. T. Porter as trustees to manage
the fund, and this government has no connec-
tion with it.

In the cases of the Taxing-Distri- ct vs.
Luehrmann, Brigg?, and Godwin & Co.,
wherein the constitutionality of this govern-
ment was tested, the supreme court of the
State decided.

First That all the charters of the late city
of Memphis have been repealed.

Second That this is a constitutional gov-
ernment.

Third That the manner of levying our
taxes, viz., by the legislature, is legal and
valid.

The status of a number of cases as to li-

censes was stated. The district attorney
added in his report that it has been settled
by Judge Ray that when the government
fines a man for an offense against the Dis-
trict, which is also an offense against the
State, and the party is also bound over to
appear at the criminal court, he can be held
by the District government until he pays hia
tine, or until he is required to appear at the
criminal conrt. In other words, the fact that
the bond is given to appear at the criminal
court does not take the party at once out of
the custody of the district. Judge Pierca
held, in another case, that this government
is not bound to give a cost-bon- d whore par-
ties appeal from the police conrt decisions.
