At Lew is ton, Mifflin
county, several houses were unroofed, and
one entirely destroyed. It is feared that
great destruction ot property has occurred in
other localities in Juniata and Mifflin coun-
ties.

Points la Mlehlaaa.
Detroit, July 11. Pontiac, Port Huron

and St. Clair, in this State, were visiteC to-
day by a destructive storm of wind and
lightning, which might be called a tornado.
It struck Pontiac about half-pa- st eleven
o'clock, and seriously damaged the
spires of the Congregational and Episcopal
churches, the jail, A. Demell's hvery stable,
and unroofed a number of dwellings. The
damage tj the crops and orchards
in the vicinity of Pontiac is reported
to be very great so far as known. No persons
were injured.

Port Huron advices state that the storm
passed oyer that city a little after eleven
o'clock, and flooded the country and city
with rain. The force of the wind blew down
the new Methodist church. It also blew the
side out of E. B. Taylor's planing-mil- l, blew
down the Pine Grove brewery, demolished
entirely Barron's photograph gallery, un-
roofed the Grand Trunk road treighthouses
at Fort Gratiot and Point Edwards, and the
Nannie and Graham blocks. Many houses
and barns in different sections of the city
were unroofed. A boy named Hoffman had
botn bis legs broken by a barn falling on
him. A street-ca- r driver named Barnes was
seriously injured in the head by a flying
brickbat. Store-fron- ts were smashed and the
goods therein greatly damaged. No correct
estimate of the damage done can yet be ar-
rived at.

At St. Clair many trees were blown down
and several buildings unroofed. . Mr. John
son, a farmer residing near the town was se
riously injured by the falling of a barn. So
iar it is not Known tnat any one was serious,
ly injured by the terrifying wind, rain and
lightning-stor- which set in here about half-pa-st

nine o'clock last night, and prevailed at
intervals until this morning. The rain, which
is said to be the heaviest that ever fell here,
flooded the cellars and damaged the goods
stored therein to a considerable extent. The
lightning struck several places in and around
the city, but with no serious results. To-da- y

the storm interrupted, for a time, telegrabpic
communication in nearly every route
leading from the city, but at six o'clock
this evening communication was completely

to all points north, south, east
and west. The damage to crops in the

country from the heavy rain and
wind is reported to be very serious, and will
inflict heavy losses noon the farmers.
