of Mr. Cash is on Main street, near
the Catholic cbnrch. One case of yello-

w-fever occurred in it late last fall. The
family cf Mr. Cash, it is said, had the
fever Ja:t summer at Whistler, Alabama, as
did Mr. Cogan about the same time. This
last attack of Cogan was not considered seri-

ous until Thursday evening, and there was
nothing remarkable about the case except
that he was observed to drink vast quantities
of cold water. On Friday morning, the elev-

enth, he was thought to be dangerously ill,
and about ten o'clock he died. This is th9
only case cf jellow-feve- r that has occurred in
Water Valley, which all the physicians de-
clare to bo unusually healthy.

We continue our extra ts from the leading
papers of the country touching the sporadic
cases of yellow-feve- r, quarantine, the doctors
and our sanitary condition. There is wisdom
in a multitude of council.

TELLO W-F-E YER,

New York Telearam: "The spread of yel
iow-fev- er from Memphis to other cities and
from the south to the north is a possibility so
much to be dreaded that any measures wbicb
will prevent it oueht to be welcomed. That
this frightful disease should, trom time to
time, destroy so many thousands of lives
and injure so many financial interests in the
south is partly due to the f ailure of the au
thorities ot the respective cities to uuce pre
ventive means. Yellow-feve- r has flourished
so often and so fatallv that the excuse of ltr
norance is quite outside the bounds of good
crace to present. If the municipal officers
of anv citv in the world should know what
measure to take in order to ward off the
pestilence thev should be those ot that whole
chain of southern cities in which the fever
raced with such virulence last summer.
Perfection ot cleanliness, puonc
and private, in the streets and houses, every- -

where, in tact, wnere n is possioia ior iuo
disease to find lodgement, is one of the great
preventives; and though it is not possible to
maintain this absolutely, a great advance to
ward doin? so can doubtless be made. So
far as this citv is concerned, a standing invi
tation to vellow-teve-r has been held out by
the police board for several years, ana it does
not yet appear that mere is any aoaiememui
the request. With no reason why this city
should not be one of the cleanest in the
world, it abounds with s utrescent localities,
which only await a few germinatine seeds
from the south in order to become the foci of
some hideous contagion. It is sincerely to be
hoped that the eood fortune of last summer
will attend us during tne one in tne miast ot
which we are at present."

THE FEVK& IS MEMPHI3.
Nashville Banner: "Mempha has just un

dergone a great fright and a great misfor
tune, for while many know toat notning ap-
proaching an epidemic of yellow-feve- r baa
happened, yet there are many persons who
will not be convinced, and py tneir persistent
misrepresentations they wilt keep it before
the country that Bhe is at any time liable to
an attack, and thus deter many persons from
going there, lhe Manner showed bow sne
might have an attauK, ootn now ana cere-alte- r,

yet there was st;ll no danger of its gen-
eral prevalence. It will most probably be
years before she gets entirely free from these
sporadic attacks, but she will unquestionably
thiow them off after a while, and then, once
free from them, there will be little or no dan-
ger of a recurrence of them, without first an-
other epidemic. There have been three fam-
ilies with it so far, in all 6ix case 3. But there
was not the most remote possibility of either
one being communicated by the other. In
the first place, Mulbrandon, at the
corner of Pontotoc and Desoto streets,
had it and died. He had a large fam-
ily, none ot whom were sick with it
nor are yet. Then Judge Ray's family,
himself and two sons, took it, fully a mile off,
a few days after the other. Then last, Tobin
and his wife had it. These last cases were
placed across the city from cither of the
others, with thousands ot intervening citi
zens. None of the negroes in either one of
the cases, nor auy member of their families,
have contracted it, and in the first case at
least, the danger might be almost considered
past tor any great probability of so doing.
Now. is it reasonable to suppose the disease.
if epidemic, would jump clear across he city
passing all intervening persons, to get to
tkoan nin(it fw'nts 2 Is it not more reason
that started it in one case did so in all i Does
it not look reasonable to any intelligent and
unprejudiced mind that it resulted from some
vitalized germs remaining over from last
year. Remember that in the last epidemic
the air was black with poison. It went into
the decayed houses, in the broken plasleriug,
under loose paper hangings, into the
rotten Nicolson pavement. The bedding
blankets, winter clothing, everything was
full of it. It is known that Mulorandoa and
wife slept under bedclothing that had been
inherited .from a relation, which actually
showed the stains of black vomit on them.
He took it undoubtedly because his system
just happened to be in a favorable condition
to receive it, end did not have the power to
eliminate the poison. The sr. rue causes un-
doubtedly remain somewhere, and some
other persons will yet have to pay the tribute
exacted by the yellow monster. This may
repeat itself several, even many, times with-
out producing an epidemic. But if enough
of them should occur together to 6tart a
wave, then an epidemic would be the result.
But though this sporadic form has been
known and watched, time and again, the
first well authenticated case has yet to be
cited where an epidemic sprang from spo-
radic cases. Still, it might happen,
and, therefore, the utmost caution
should be observed, and vigilance
should be sleepless to prevent it. Cases so
occurring should be separated from all save
experienced nurses, the bedding used should
be ruthlessly burned, the house disinfected;
if possible the house should not be used again
for some time. In this manner, and by oth-
ers well-know- n to medical men, it might be
so guarded acainst that it would lose its
terrors. Tbe Memphiacs have in this trial,
as in the last, shown remarkable pluck. The;
have sent oft' their families, but they have re-
mained to battle with it. Very few men
have left or intend leaving, but they have
very properly sent eff their women and chil-
dren to enable them to do more."

A FEW PLAIN STATEMENTS.
Chattanooga Times: "Some ignorant per-

son writinir Kr the Knoxvtile Chronicle re-

marks: 'Tbe preset, hc,-,i-d-a of health and
other authorities of Memphis, Chattanooga
and other points threatened with the yellow-fev- er

scourge, make a rew and sensible de-

parture this seaton, and avow their purpose
to report promptly all cases, aud represent
the f acts just as they are. This is much bet-
ter than the course pursued by then last year,
and will have a better effect ia every sense of
the word.' The idea that there ever was
any covering up of facts alter they were
known to be such by the press, or the au-
thorities of the cities named, is the product
of ignorance; and the suggestion tbat the
present course is a 'departure' is utteily
impertinent. Dr. Mitchell and the other
yellow-fev- er headlights of Memphis
were, last year, as they now admit,
treating yellow-lev- er ia that city from the
middle of July until the middle of August,
for malarial fever. Unless they are great'y
belied, and unless tho tone of their dispatches
is very deceptive, these sume headlights are
not right certain now whether there is or bns
been in tins year of grace, a single case of
yellow-feve- r in Mtmpbis. Tho fact is, it
seems to the averaea obsetver, that the more
a man studies yellow-feve- r from a medical
point of view, the less he knows about detect-
ing its presence in its incipient stages. We
say these thinss with the utmost respect for
the doctors, They are not responsible for not
fiading out thecauseand cure ot yellow-fev- er

any more than are the scientists for not being
able to demonstrate whether or not light and
electricity are substantial or are immaterial
forces. But when it comes to talking about
concealing tho facts that i3 another matter.
We caa't state a thing to be so until we know
it. This year all hands have determined to
be on the alert and cry 'fever' upon the first
appearance not of the fev?r itself, but of
the things which in the slightest degree re-

semble it. We all gof cursed last year for
being tartly; we lire being cursed this year
for being too precipitate. But still we live."

TUB SOUTHERN PLAGUE.
New York Tribune : "The latest reports

from Memphis confirm the belief that there
was really no ground for the frantic panic of
last week. There is reason to hope tbat the
yellow-feve- r will not follow as deadly a course
this summer in that city as last year. When
it was carried there last August the place,
according to Keating, was filthy beyond even
the usual condition of southern towns.
'Miles of Nicolson pavement were decaying.
The soil was reeking with the offal and
excreta of ten thousand families. There
was no organized system by which gar-
bage could be carted away. The accumula-
tions of forty years were decaying on the
surface.' Tho Kayou Gayose, in which the
foul matter of the city is drained, was
stagnant .and.covered with a putrid scum,

from which was emitted foul effluvia. The
city government, it is added, 'were deaf to
the appeals ot the press.' What was tne
consequence? Let us look at figures, which
do not lie, tor the answer. When the tever
broke out, three hundred thousand people
tied, many to die by the way, many more to
live as paupers in other communities all to
suffer by the total cessation of their business.
Ot the population remaining, nineteen thou
sand six hundred, the board of health report-
ed seventeen thousand five hundred and
ninety aa attacked, of whom one-thir- d died.
Memphis received little less than half a mil-
lion last summer in food, medicine, money
and clothing from the north, beside other
unestimated aid. Add to this downright
waste of life, health and property, the loss
to her citizens by the stoppage ot ail kinds
of trade or business for four months, if we
want to understand tbe economy of dirt.
Five thousand dollars and munici-
pal laws .would have removed the filth
which made a breeding-plac- e for
death. We hear that much was 'done
during the Bpring to clean the city.
Let us hope that it was enough. We publish
the details of the condition of this one city
la-;- t July as given by one of its citizens, be-

cause it will serve as a photograph of thou-
sands of southern towns at this moment;
beautiful villages and cities boasting streets
of stately dwellings where the countless
hedges of roses and creamy magnolias cannot
hide tbe loul emavia or the 'accumulations
of offal and excreta of forty years decaying
on the surface. To this is usually added
the drainage from graveyards in the midst ot
the town, and as old as itself, poisoning the
w:itr anrinca. Nor ia this c ondition of af
fairs limited to tho south. In one-ha- lf of
the pretty country villages of the middle and
eastern States the inhabitants cling with a
devotion which, considering the danger, is
positively heroic, to the filth of their drains
and the poison of their reeking, overcrowded
burvinc-eround- s. In how many cf such
villages and towns, too. just now, are
the municipal governments deaf to the re
monstrances of the press? Only let the yel
low-fev- er reach one of these places, and its
fate iB as certain as that of Memphis. We
are glad to see that other southern towns
seem disposed to enforce a quarantine with
commendable promptitude, and with a sever
itv which no doubt teems to the business
classes cf Memphis harsh and cruel. It is not
a matter in which business interests can or
oncht to be consulted, being simply one of

If the steamer Souder
from the West Indies had not been allowed,
for the sake ot her paltry cargo, to come up
to the levee at New Orleans last year, with
the sick purser on board, what limitless treas
ure in money and human life would have
been saved to the country! In the large
cities, too, there is visible a feeble but grow-
ing inclination to use measures ot precaution,
instead of waiting until attacked. Boston is
reported aa being cleaner than lor many
years. In this city, inspectors, phvsi
clans and disinfecting corps .are making
raids upon the tenementhouse districts, in tbe
effort to lusure to every man his due six bun
dred cubic feet of air, but thd streets are
filthy, and foul smells continue unabated
While we take poison into tur lungs with
every breath, it really does not seem material
whether we should have six hnndred cubic
feet of it or cot. Philadelphia matches us in
foul streets,and possesses a system of sewerage
which was reported by tbe board of health
as a public nuisance two years ago and which
gives out the odor of a charnel house at every
street corner. We might co throush the roll
of cities, Baltimore, Pittsburg, etc. Much of
this suicidal --carelessness may be explained
by the fact that the ignorant classes, as a rule
look upon all simple measures of precaution
as useless and extravagant; the men who
have contracts for the necessary cleaning pre
fer to put the-mone- in their pocketf, whil
the educated classes are made indifferent, we
fear, by the knowledge that usually they an
their families are out of town during the
summer months.

company had executed a hrst mortgage upon
all the property of five companies to secure
nrst mortgage bonds to the extent ot twelve
million two hundred and fifty thousand
dollars. The proceeds tot tbe sale of
these new bonds were to be
primarily applied to the ex
tent of six million two hundred and fifty
thousand dollars to the completion of the
road aa a first-cla- ss line from New York to
Rathland, Vermont Mr. Cork says that he
and about forty other Englishmen, whom he
claims to represent, bought bonds of tbe new
company, relying upon the representations
made in the prospectus. Th?se statements
he "now says were false and fraudulent.
Though no answer has been sfrved, it is said
by cojnsel tor some of the defendants that
the charges of misrepresentation or conspira-
cy are denied, and that if fiJse representa-
tions were made it was by petsons ia Eirope
for whose actions tbe delendjtiti are not re-
sponsible."

Soon after the party ar-
rived in "de Teritory," Retben tried his
fortune oa "wild game." Kiling hogs was
his favorite amusement, but the owners- - of
the "wild" hogs pretty soon compassed him
about and cooped him. Subsequently ho at-
tempted to commit rape, resisied an officer,
and fled. For the past few months he has
lived oa as maDy plantations ia this (Fayette)
county; was under arrest not long sincu for
stealing clothes near Rosavile, Tennessee.
Tom Riddiek deserted his vife some time
ago, and took up with anothei woman.

claimed to ba arheumatic doc-
tor, and undertook to cure a sen of Tom Rid-dic- ks

for two dollars and a hslf. Tom Rid-
diek was a big, awkward-lookin- g negro, not
so heavy as Granberry. Reuben's wife had
washed two shirts for Tom, and on Saturday
morning the root doctor refused to give up"
the shirts until payment in full was made for
his professional services. Riddiek was will-
ing to pjy the bill, but wanted Granberry to
allow a debt cf twenty-fiv- e cents due L-'-m on
aa old score, which was refused, whereupon
Granberry seized a piece of well-curbin- ?,

both starticg to town to make change. Aftei
traveling one hundred and nineteen yards,
Granberry struck Riddiek a crushing blow on
the back of his head, another across the fore-
head, and a third blow on top finished the
job. Tom crawled one hundred and seven-
teen yards and died in a 6hort while.

' WOODEN PAVEMENTS

And Yellow-Fev- er There Can be Ko

Doubt that the Rotting Mcolson
Blocks are an Aggravating Pro-

moter If Not a Prime Cause
of the Dreaded

Pestilence And when October Comes

Every One ot Them Should be Taken
Up and Burned, Even if We Have

to Travel on "Dirt EoadsM
for Years.

The following article, and the communica- -
ton accompanying it. enforces a view often

pressed upon the attention of the Memphis
public by tne Appeal since the epidemic of
1873. We trust tbat both will have a care
ful reading, and that our intelligent and en
ergetic Taxing-Distric- t officials will make it
their business to note the suggestions of
Engineer Meriwether
Wooden Pavements and Vellow-JFeve- r.

It is more than probable that the summer
now upon us in all its fierceness ot heat will
be characterized by an uncommonly high
temperature all over the country. We all
know how the thermometer has stood in St,
Louis. At LiCrosse, Wisconsin, on the tenth
instant, twelve cases of sunstroke occurred.
the thermometer indicating ninety-nin- e de
grees in the shade. On the same day at Terre
iiaute, Indiana, tbe thermometer registered
one nundred and one degrees in the shade
At Yankton, Dakota, the thermometer indi
cated one hundred degrees in the shade. At
Decatur, Illinois, the mercury Bhowed one
hundred and three desref s in the fcbade. At
Reedsburg, Wisconsin, it showed one hundred
and four degrees in the shade, iloisture
added to such heat would fill the air with
poisonous exhalations. Tho Chicago Tunes,
referring to this condition ot affairs, eay6

"Among the conditions which anect very
unfavorably the. sanitary situation are wood
en pavements especially these composed of
sauaro blo:ks. hivery rain fcas Carried into
the pores of the wood and between the inter
slices ot the blocks excreruentary matter, and
thi?. uoon the recurrence ot the great heats,
has fermented and given off poisonous fumes
iu unlimited Quantities. Iu lact, the earth
around the bottom ot the blocks is a perpet
ual reservoir of nich, accumulated at a'l sea-

sons and given out in the form of exhalations
dunes the heated tetui. An authority on tne
hygienic properties of pavements says tuat
tue joints ot a pavement, whether ot wood or
stone, 'constitute, alter enlargement by
wear, fully one-thi- rd ot its area, and, under
the average case, the surface ot nun ex- -

poied to evaporation covers tuny tbree-lourt- hs

of the entire street. Tua foul or
ganic matter, composed largely of the ex
creoient of animals, is retained in the
joints, ruts and gutters, wnere it un
dergoes putrefactive fermentation in
warm, damp weather, and becomes the fruit
fill source of noxious ttHaviuni. In dry weath
er this street soil floats in the atmosphere and
penetrates the dwellings in the form ot uq
wholesome dust, irritating the eyes and pot
souous to the organs of respiration. In the
6ide gutters and underlying soil the foul mat
ter exists in a more concentrated form, the
sudpIv being constantly renewed from tho
crown of the street, and in many districts
trom the filthy surface drainage ot backwav
and alleys peopled by tho poorer classes. Is
it too much to say that, under such ciicum-6tance- s,

the infant population, and especially
the children of poor people, in large towns,
can only be reared under such predispositions
to disease as will constitutionally render them
an easy prey to epidemics in future years?' "

A London report says that nothing which
has yet been tried has prevented the fiores of
the blo:ks from beiug separated and their
consequent absorption of put.escejt matter,
which in connection with heat r.nd moisture,
becomes extremely noxious. This matter has
been recently brought into startling promi-
nence by the appearance ot yellow-fve- r at
Memphis. Private advices from that pestilenc-

e-cursed city are to the effect that the
authorities have determined to take up tbe
wooden pavements and burn the blocks as the
only sure way ot preventing an annual return
of the yellow-feve- r. It is believed that the
germs of the disease find lodgment in the
pawn t vt ri n cr ! ht wintejv

fixed in the minds of those having authority
there that they have resolved to de-
stroy tee wooden blocks and go back
to the "dirt reads" un-
til the financial condition of the city will
warrant some kind ot pavement free
from the objections urged against wood.
A recognized authority says: "Wood is wet
or damp, more or loss, except during con-
tinued very dry weather. Its constructure is
admirably adapted to receive aud hold and
then give off, in evaporation, very foul mat-
ters, which taint the atmosphere and so far
injure health." And a sanitary authority
says: "Hospital gangrene frequently results
from washing the wood in floors of wards
with water, and on shipboard new or moist
timber impaits the health of sailors. Fatal
epidemics at sea have been traced to timber
that had become saturated with putrescent
matter or with bilge water." The case of the
Piymoutn, which lay at Boston last winter
exposed to a temperature! much below zero, f
and afterward ha i several cases of yellow-fev- er

on board, without exposure to in-

fection other than that retained in the
wooden walls of the ship, is well remem
bered. In November, 1873, the Plymouth
had several cases of yellow-feve- r on board ,
while at Santa Cruz. She sailed at or.ee for
the north, where she could be frozen out
during the winter. She lay all winter in
Boston, where everything known to sanitary
science was used to disinfect her. Shu was
entirely broken up, the stores landed and ex-
posed to a freezing temperature, aud toe ship
thoroughly fumigated Several times. On the
fifteenth of lost March the Plymouth sailed
from Boston soulhwaid. Oa the twenty-thir- d

two men of her crew were attacked
with yel low-feve- r. In tho report oC the surgeo-

n-general ol tbe United States navy we
find the following statement: "The surgeon
reported that he believed the infection to be
coulined to the hull of the ship, especially to
the unsound wood about the berth deck, all
the cases but one having occurred within a
limited arj, and that while the Plymouth is
in good sanitary condition for service ia
temperate climates, snould she be sent to
a tropical station probably do precautionary
measures whatever would avail to prevent an
outbreak ot yellow-fever.- " Here we have
direct evidence ot the danger of wood satu-
rated with the infection ot yeiiow-fcvr- . It
is not strange tbat Memphis bhould destroy
her pestilence-breedin-g wooden pavement-- .

We commend these lacts to tho authorities
of St. Louis. We may uever hava au epi-
demic of yellow-feve- r here, but it ruiabt oc-
cur, and if it ever does occur every yard of
wooden pavement would have to come up bo-fo- re

the plague could be stamped out. It is
probable that other diseases are harbored by
the decayed wood in our streets just a3 the
yellow-teve- r germs were protected from the
fieezSnjz temperature by the unsound wood
of the Plymouth.
A Wttter-l'roo- r Pavement lai what IsAeeded Here.

Editou3 ArrEAL A friend in Sb. Louis
sends ma the above article from the Chi-
cago Times, which you will pleas? giva a
place in the Atpeal. Ia the mia the argu-
ments and views advanced by tha writer
against wooden pavements are well taken,
and are fully sustained by the most seau hie
investigations of engineers aud
others alter years of experience, patient'
and thorough study of the subject in all its
bearings. We are, however, but too happy
to be able to correct tho error of the writer a i
regards the of yellow-feve- r in
Memphis beyond the few sporadic cae3 re-

ported by the board ot health such cases
followed the scourge of 1873 in 1874, and
were expected to follow the more terrible one
of 1878. But few, if any of the physicians
here or elsewhere,whcr3 the disease is kuowD,
think or believe tor a moment that it will
again come in force or become epidemic.
Wo 6hail doubtless have to report a number
of cases, yet those who have read the many
clear, able and altogether sensible views ot
our physicians as expressed from
time to time through the papers cf the city
and elsewhere, can but be impressed by them
and be inspired with a confidence that we are
to be spared from the fever this year in a vio-
lent or epidemic form. However, our Nicol-
son pavements, la'd as long ago as 18S7, 1863

nd 1869, are now, as it were, almost entire-
ly cone from decay and hard usage, so that
theic rotten and honeycombed condition
makes .tiem so many cesspools and recep-
tacles for 4Jie retention of all manner of street
fiith and nxious gases, as btated by the
writer, and should therefore be removed as
rapidly as possible. Yet 1 do not as?ree with
the writer in. his vitw of taking them up
more rapidly than they can be replaced. All
progress, as gained by experience, --tends to
the conviction that no pavement should be
laid, especially npon heavy commercial

Both Philadelphia
and Baltimore have several miles ot this
pavement, and after several years of hard
service they show no signs of failure or de-

terioration, as can be shown by the testimo
nials ot experts who have given the matter a
thorough investigation. With granite ot ine
very best kind for paving and building pur
poses at Little Rock, within one hundred ana
thirty-fiv- e miles of this city, accessible at ad
times by railroad, and also by water during
high water ot the Arkansas river, there can
be no reason why we cannot pave at least a
portion of our streets with the "Camp" pave-
ment, at a very reasonable price, when its
great superiority is duly considered.
lhe following streets, or parts ot streets,
should be paved with the Camp pavement as
rapidly as our resources will permit, and it is
certainly to the interest of the citizens own
ing property along such streets to come to ue
aid of tbe government authorities in a liberal
and enlightened manner. Mam street, irom
Auction to Calhoun; Maidson, from Third to
Front; north and south sides of Court square;
West Court, to front: becond. from Adams
to Beale; Beale, from Second to Main; Union,
from Second to Front: making about two
and three quarter miles of street, equal to
cighrv-Beve- n thousaud square yards, and
costing approximately, say two hundred and
twenty-hv- e thousand dollars, lhere are
perhaps other streets or portions of streets
that should be paved in the manner indi
cated. For the larger part, sixty to seventy
five per cent., the Telford-- M Adam street,
made with a steam road roller and block
cru3her for breaking stone, will answer all
wants, being solid and smooth, and easily
repaired.

This, however,
is an abstract Question, n, mvolv
ing the interest of all the people alike, in co
way connected with party politics and one
which should be in no way at all connected
with politics. There is no more reason why
the judiciary should avoid public expression
of opinion than upon a question ot a rail
road, or of public school'', or the building of
a bridge. I'erbaps it is not very material
there aro enough to discuss it, but the ju
diciary of tho State are a body ot men who
fctand desetvedlv high. Their opinions sre
entitled to weight because of character, itn
partiality and opportunity for terming
sound and unbiased judgment. Discussion
on the stump is more effective than a writ
ten declaration ot taith, because a man can
present his views more fully and clearly and
convincingly. Almost without exception
and we believe without a single exception
tne judges and chancellors in this fatate are
in iavOi.- - of this settlement. If possible, and
if an idea ot delicacy, which we do cot think
really involved, while we greatly respect
it, could be got over, tins influence,
along with every other, should be
used to bring out a full vote. It is true
that the moral effect is secured by a knowl-
edge of their calm judgment in its favor, but
to bring out a full vote active personal ser-
vice is required ot all who can lend a help-
ing baud."
