It is gratifying to notice, as we look over

the financial and commercial departments of
newspapers from every part of the Union,
tbat the prospects of trade are everywhere
improving, and public confidence in the fu
ture crows more solid week by week. One
grand fact stands prominent the general
market of the country is a rising one. The
value of this fact cannot be overestimated
When the private citizen knows that what
he may buy next month will cost him more
than what he buys now, he will buy now if
he is able. When the capitalist knows tbat
what he buys will bt; worth more, when the
last of it is sold, than when the original pur
chase was made, he will bring his money out
of the bank coffers and invest it in trade
boldly and confidently. When men
can buy in this way, trade is good
and the country flourishes. Of course we all
know that at present profits are small, but
as trade grown, as prosperity conquers the
dread that a long interval of "bad times'
has drilled into peoples' minds; as the cer-

tainty of a fair reward for Ubor and an ade
quate return for enterprise increases, the
dread will give place to cheerfulness, the la
borer will be generously paid and the em
ployer will make satisfactory profits. A very
significant proof of better times is given,
casually, in the New York Bulletin, which
notices that this summer fewer men go to
Saratoga, Long Branch, and other such
places. "It is a common observation," says
the Bulletin, "that the attendance at the
several exchanges, as a rule, is much better
than the July average. In Well and Broad
utreeta, too, notwithstanding the torrid heat,
the absentees appear to be scarcely missed,
while the volume of transactions from day to
day is quito up to that of the average at
other seasons." Why is this bo? Because
"it pays," in a way that it has not done for
years past, to attend to business and invest
capital. "There's a good time coming," and
even "yellow-feve- r scares" will not prevent
us feeling the benefit of it.

'hat is sporadic? how does it differ from

epidemic? when des-- a disease tbat com-

mences sporadically become epidemic? These
questions have been asked us so often during
the past week, tbat we judge an explanation
wider than wn enn civh personally may be
acceptable to many readers. Sporades is a
Greek word, oud means exactly the sasr.o as
our English word "scatter," and if scientific
men, or those who assume to be such, were
blessed with as much common sense as it is
to be wished belonged to them, they would
speak of the cases of yellow-fev- er that have
occurred among us, now here, now there
one case not growing out of another not as
sporadic cases, but as scattered cases. A
little Greek, however, is exalting
and human nature is weak, so
"sporadic" it must be. In medicine,
as applied to disease, "sporadic" means a
disease which occurs in single and scattered
cases, in distinction from an "epidemic,"
which effects many persons at the same time.

what is epidemic? Epidemic is also
Greek, and as applied to disease, means a
caiie that acts upon numbers of people at
th same time from its wide diffusion. The
equivalent English word as "scattered" was
the equivalent of "sporadic," is "prevalent."
Something common.Rwide-sprea- d, general,
bit not universal. Now, it remains to ex-

plain when a disease, ceases to be spoken of
as sporadic and comes to be called epidemic.
When cholera attacks several ind.viduala in
a community, just us rheuuialia-n- , or dropsy
may attack them, it is evident, from the
above explanations, that it id "sporadic."
But when beginning in the East
Indies, and after devastating Earope, it
came and slew its thousands in the United
States, it is clear that it was a general, com-

mon, wide-sprea- d disease, aul so "epidemic."
We make this remark in order tbat the
reader may clearly understand that the same
disease may be ".sporadic" at one time that
is "epidemic" at another. So the doctors
have spoken of yellow-feve- r as having been
sporadic this year iu Memphis, while it was
epidemic last year. Bat when does a dis-

ease cease to be sporadic and become epi-

demic? In answcriu this question we must
observe that there cim bo no preciso point or
number at which what was sporadic becomes
epidemic. No one can show the exact point
that marks the transition from "scattered"
to "common, general and wide-spread- ."

It is necessary, therefore, to establish
aa arbitrary rule, and a very good
aid clear one has been established
in the case in hand. On looking over the
weekly list of deaths publixhed iu tho Ap-

peal, the reader finds a number of causes of
death assigned. At one time of the year one
set of causes predominates, at another an-

other. A particular cauac, as the yellow-fev- er

at the present time, may causo more
deaths than any other one cause specified,
but this does not constitute an epidemic.
True the disease is frequent, but other dis-

eases all taken together are still more so,
therefore tho ULliuction is this it is clear
and easily understood: When the deaths in
a given locality are more numerous from one

. particular disease than I they are from all
other causes of death put together, then that
disease is said to be "epidemic." By this
rule every reader may understand why the
yellow-fev- er hero has hitherto been merely
"sporadic," and when if such a misfortune
should happen it will become "epidemic."

UEPKKH8IO IX THK COTTON
TllADK.

The statistical position of cotton was never
hotter than at present. Tho supply is very
low in proportion to the average demand.
Why, then, does cotton decline from day to
day? as has been the case during the pat
week. Tho secret of this mystery is fully re-

vealed by the English circulars and newspa-
pers. The recent war, famines in India, and
other causes, have so reduced the proliU of
cotton manufacturing that a large portion of
the Manchester spinners are in difficulties so
ajiioua that rumor undermines some of the
best reputation?, and basks rofuso
dation to many of their oldest customers.
This is ca'ib.ug tho suspension of a
number of m'! while others work only

short time. English statistics show tr-a-t the
movement for a reduction in the output is
spreading in the cotton districts. In addi
tion to tlie depression in Blackburn and Old-ba-

nlready reported, 450,000 spindles at
Preston are stopped out of an aggregate of
2,000,000. One-quart- er of the looms at Pres-to- n

are also stopped; a.t Accrington work is
very irregular, particularly in the weaving
department; 6800 spiniles are idle in two

milla. besides numerous other stoppages. In
the Lhigh district 123,000 spindles are work-

ing on short time, and 140,000 are stopped

Itogethar. In the Haslingden district
spindles and 1100 looms are idle. These

facts explain why cotton, though relatively

scarce, falls in price. The Manchester manu-

facturers are troubled by one fact above

others: they know that if, by any means,

they Bhould increase their production, the in-

crease of demand would at once lead to a rise

of price, and probably a very serious rise.

That rise they could not stand, and in this
way by a curious anomaly the rery tend
ency of cotton to rise prevents it rising.
This is a peculiar condition of things, and
proves the difficulty of foreseeing the course
of prices. "Given a demand over the supply

and prices will rise," is almost an axiom in
trade, yet, strange as it may be, in the pres
ent contingency one of the causes that holds
down the price of cotton is the certainty ot

its rising under the operation of the above
axiom if the mills took the cotton they re
quire; so they suspend or work short hours,
This is peculiar and deserves reflection.

The Nashville Banner is of opinion that
"if the resolutions of the chamber of com
merce should be acted on, it would present
any easy solution of the difficulty, not only
in regard to Memphis, but in all time to any
portion of tae country tbat might be afflict-

ed. The sad experience of many towns last
year, and the heavy penalty they paid for
their hospitality, is apt to make them in trie
future go just as far the other way, doing
great injury to commerce and injustice to the
afflicted. The chamber recommend that Ar-

kansas, New Orleans and those cities now
quarantining against Memphis should adopt
the rules and regulations of the sanitary
council ot the Mississippi valley. These
rules are simple, and when
properly understood and executed, combine
the requisite degree of safety, with no injury,
or but little, to commerce. We hope these
other governments will look into this matter
and adopt them."

The Bative Vera Cruzana have very little
fear of the vomito, says the New York Times,
although they know it is continually lurking
among them, and most of them have had it,
gome of them several times.

In my last I promised to tell you why you
might well blush with shame if the measure
now pending for the adjustment of the pub-
lic debt should fail at the polls; and why, if
it succeeds, the whole State should be illumi-
nated with bonfires of rejoicing from the
mountains to the great river.

The public debt of this State, which, a few
years ago, was nearly $50,000,000, has been
reduced by the sale of railroads, and by the
absorption of outstanding bonds in discharge
of railroad indebtedness to the Sate and
otherwise, to about the sum of $20,057,150.
The interest now due upon that amount is
14,800,000. By the accretion of interest on
our bends, most of which bear interest at 6
per cent. there being less than $300,000
bearing interest at 5 per cent. the public
debt is inereumnr at the startling rate of $

eveiy year, f 100.042 90 every month,
$Wi 75 every day, $139 every hour, and
$2 30 every minute. The proposition to be
voted npon, on Auguit 7tb, is to adjust this
enormous burden at $12,003, 0C3, or at one-ha- lt'

of the face value of our bonds, in new
bonds bearing only 4 per cent, interest, to
run thitty years, with the privilege of renew-
al at maturity. According to the estimate
of the comptroller a light t.ix of 35 cents
upon $100 of pioperty, taxable upon
the ad valorem principle, with the
revenues from other sources, will pay all the
expenses of tho State government, pay the
interest on the school fund, pay the annual
interest on the public debt thus adjusted at
twelve million dollars and Uiave in the treas-
ury every year a surplus of between forty and
fifty thousand dollars for a sinking fund
whichj-i-f left idle in the treasury, will, at the
maturity of the debt, pay nearly one-eigh- th

of it; or, if judiciously handled, would
extinguish much more than that. What is a
tax of thirty-fiv- o cents on the one hundred
dollars compared to the gravity of the ques-
tion of protecting the public honor, or of re-
lieving the necks of our people of a burden so
intolerable? In 1867, the Btate tax on the
one hundred dollars worth of property taxed
ad valorem was forty-fiv-e cents; in18B8it
was sixty cents; in 1869, it was sixty cents;
inlSTl, it was sixty cent, and for the five
succeeding years it was forty cents on the
one hundred dollars. Now think of this un-
til and I will furnish you another
ration of food for reflection. Until then adiu.

The stronghold
ot the rebel Baautos in the Drakensburg
range of mountains, in which Morosi and bis
fellowers are. is an almost impregnable nat
ural fortress, which will cost much trouble and
considerable bloodshed to reduce, unless tne
defenders can be starved out. It is situated
in a detached mountain rising abruptly
rrom rne Orange river one side and its
tributary, the Oaithing, on the other. The
middle portion consists of a steep, grast-- but
rugged slope,-- . Vvtuca is capped by a huge
mass of rock rising perpendicularly to a bight
of from lorty to one 'hundred and ntty feet,
except on the southeastern side, where it ia
guarded by a ridge of about four hundred
yards in length, ending in a steep but com-
paratively easy ascent to the summit. On
this ridge sharp shooters are stationed by tho
rebels, who, themselves hidden from bight,
have a long range of view over the surround-
ing country. The road to the top of the
mountain runs along this ridge. ad from
the point where they meet runs a chain of
walls eight or nine feet high, right up to the
summit. The walls are from three to four
feet thick and loop-hole- d in all directions, so
that should a storming party reach the first
wall they would be raked from all sides oy
cross-fire- s from above. The very summit of
tne mountain is btrongiy Darncauea. oome
neia guns nave Deen aispaicneu to tne iorce
guarding the mountain, and their use may
hasten the surrender of the place, which will
be deferred for many weeks if starvation
alone ia depended upon

Another Southern Outrage.
The Times on the second of July printed

"An Appeal from Colored Men," signed by
Robert Johnson and George F. Stlib, of
Tuskaloosa, Alabama, in which it was said
that colored churches and colored school-hous- es

bad been burned by white people, and
that inoffensive colored men had been killed
by rifle clubs. They therefore wished to go
away and appealed to northern Republicans
and "to tbe remnants ot the anti-slaver- y

band" ta help them. When this report
reached Tuskaloosa it evidently created much
surprise, for Tuskaloosa has never heard of
an outrage of any kind on the negroes.
Robert Johnson, when he saw the appeal,
published the following card:

"I have seen the extract published from
the New York Times of July 2d, in which it
is stated that I was one of a committee who
reported an address charging the white peo-
ple of this community with burning churches
and echoolhouses, with shooting people at
the polls and with robbing the colored man.
I emphatically deny that I had anything to

with passing such an address or resolu-
tions or that I ever acted on the committee to
get them up, or ever signed such paper or
authorized it to be done. I have lived in this
community since 1S7J, and I know of no such
thing ever Laving occurred in this county, aa
charged therein. I state that I have ever
been treated with the utmost kindness by the
white people of this community and have en-
deavored so to conduct myself as to deserve
their esteem and expect always to do so. I
also slate that I have always used my influ-

ence with colored men and women to live in
peace and concord with the white people as
best for the interest of both. The advice
which I have given concerning emigration to
my people has been to hold a public meeting
and invite our best citizens to meet with and
advise us as to what was beat to be done, so
that tome end might be reached best for all."

Stith, who appears to have sent the appeal
to the Times, is said by the Tuskalooaa Ga-
zette to be a scamp who is liable to be sent to
State prison tor a crime of some kind. Ho
also publishes a card in which he says the
outrages were committed "under another ad-
ministration" and therefore he pugbt not to
suffer tor having done as secretary what his
society told him to do.

Prince Louis Napoleon' Will.
Paris Gaulois. June 30th: "The will was

opened in London on Thursday last, in pres-
ence of a solicitor, and, according to the re-

quirements of the English law, before thirty
witnesses, who appended their signature to
it. So much for its autbentk-ity-. As for its
publicity, it may be read on payment ot one
shilling, on application at the proper quar-
ter. The style of the prince imperial's will
is admirable in its simplicity. It displays,
moreover, an elevation of character and a
grandeur of form which the friends of the
prince alone suspected, and which his death
has proved to the world. Napoleon I and
Napoleon 111 had each a style ot their own,
and there is every reason to believe that had
tbe prince imperial lived he would have had
his peculiar style as well. According to our
information, adds the Gaulois, tbe prince
first of all addresses himself to his mother,
and warmly exhorts her to work for the con-
stant defense of the memories of his great
uncle and bis father, and to contribute with
all her might to the maintenance
of the Napoleonic idea in France. Only one
allusion is made to the famous inheritance
of which bo much has been said. The
prince remarks that, in the event of his
deal h, it might fall to the lot of the elder son
of Prince Napoleon to continue the Napo
leonic tradition. There in not a word as to
the exclusion of Prince Napoleon, or one
word more about the succession of Prince
Victor. We should not be surprised if this
will had been made at the moment when
Prince Napoleon, appearing as a candidate
in Corsica, seemed thus to renounce all pre
tensions to the succession. It would in such a
case have been only natural for the prince
imperial to turn bis attention to tbe preserva-
tion of the dynastic tradition. In a very fine
passage the prince then thanks her majesty
tbe queen of England for the hospitality ac
corded to tne exues. t many tbe win con-
tains a certain number of legacies and pres
ents. At the head figures Monseigneur
I rince Joachwii Marat its. Ins cousins whom
the prince imperial asks to accept as a souv-
enir the sum of two hundred thousand francs.
Then MM. Pietri, his faithful secretary. Con
neau, Lespinasse, and Bizot, each of whom
receives one hundred thousand francs. We
refrain from mentioning the souvenirs in
times, but no act of devotion has been for
gotten, whether among the highest or the
lowest.

Whom qicta Victoria lias Outlived.
London Ilornet: "And now, as she looks

back on the years of her reign,
what changes has her majesty seen in the
personnel ot her privy council, her parlia-
ment and her cabinet ministers, to say noth
ing of her judicial and episcopal bench. She
has outlived by several years every bishop
and every judge whom she found seated on
those benches in England, Scotland and ire-
land. She has witnessed tbe funeral of every
prmier who has served nnder her except
Lord Beaconfcfield and Mr. Gladstone. Not a
single cabinet minister of her uncle and pre
decessor s days now survives, and of these
who held interior ofhees nnder her first and
favorite premier, Lord Melbourne, I can find
among the living only .Lord Halifax ( then Mr,
Charles Wood) and Lord Howick (now Lord
Grey). Of the members of the privy council
which sat at Kensington palace on that
bright summer morning, in June, 1837, to
administer tbe oaths to tbe girlioh queen, 1
can find in the land of the living only four
individuals Mr. George S. Byng fnow
Lord Stafford), Sir S'ratford Canning (now
Lord Stratford De Redcliffe), Lord Robert
Urosvenor (now Lord Ebury), and the veteian
Earl of Wilton. Indeed, it may be said that
her majesty has lived to receive at court in
very many, perhaps in most, instances the
successive wearers of the same coronet, and
she has seen lour Lords Beau.amp, four
Lords Aberdeen, four Dukes of Newcastle,
four Dukes ot Northumberland and five
Lords Rodney. She has recaived the hom-
age of tour archbishops of York and of five
bishops of Chester, Litchfield and Durham
successively. She has filled ejeh of the three
chief justiceships twice at least; she has re-
ceived the addresses of four successive speak-
ers of the house of commons; she has in-

trusted the great seal of the kingdom to no
less than nine different lord chancellors, and
she has commissioned eight successive pre-
miers to form no less than thirteen different
administrations. "

fciushinx Over the Prince.
Springfield Republican: "Every new scrap

of evidence regarding the death of Prince
Napoleon in Africa shows that he was put to
school to the most desperate of trades and
the most reckless of tutors. He was sent out
ostensibly to select a camp, and particular
orders were given that he be left to his own
discretion, which proved to be a very s'im
resource. He had learned nothing from the
dire experience cf the campaign as to the
suddenness and power of the Zulu onset.
Neither had tne older officers who sent him
cut. Blame enrages tbe Eagliah heart, and
everybody, from the royal cousin, who com-
mands the army, the duke of Cambridge,
down to Lieutenant Carey, gets a share of it.
But nobody stops to think that if princes
would learn the nasty business of war they
must take tbe risks of it. Nothing is more
disgusting than the gush which England
pours out over this poor lad, whose life, from
the sad accident of his imperial birth, had
infinite capacity of mischief to the great
French people. He had shown no more
promise of greatness than dozens of other
lads who had gone down under the asBegai,
and who rest in unmourned graves, if they
be buried at all. The French are scarcely
pleased at tbe spectacle of England weeping
so profusely over a pretender, providentially
cut off. It has its pathetic phases and one is
the kind fate which takes the Napoleons out
of France to die."

A Rumor aa to InxeroolL,
Chicago Inter- - Ocean : "It is rumored that

Colonel Robert Ingersoll, since the death of
his brother, has shown a disposition to treat
the religious convictions of others with less
contemptuous disregard than has been his
custom. He is, it is said, less inclined to
captious criticism and heartless attack, and
more inclined to be considerate and tolerant.
This is in accordance with Colonel Ingersoll's
generous impulses on all things except reli-
gion, and it would not be strange if this dash-
ing outlaw in the field of religious discussion
should follow the line of other brilliant minds
under like conditions, and become tolerant
and conservative in religious belief, if Lot
orthodox. If he should follow this line, there
is little doubt Mr. Ingersoll would be as hon-

The knee and upper parts of this
member are developed in proportion ; but the
great deformity is in the toot, which is ten
times as large as its mate around the ankle
and heel, also the outside of the foot, em-
bracing two or three of the toes, although
greatly enlarged, have a natural look. The
rest of the foot shoots out enormously, en-
larging as it goes. It then stops suddenly,
and the remaining two toes are as large as
goose egss. They are on either corner of the
mass of flesh, with a Be ace of five inches be-
tween them- - They still have the nails in po-
sition. The child was deformed at its birth,
and the deformity has been growing with the
child, who is a living skeleton. Otherwise
she has never bad any trouble in getting
around. She skips the rope, jumps and plays,
and does not seem to be embarrassed by the
malformation."

The lAtmt MHotnslMr Cicero.
London Academy, June 21st: "We are in-

debted to the la t number of the Athencrum
Beige for an important communication taken
from the Giomale di Sicilia, or May 5th,
respecting the 'Hortensius' of Cicero. Tbe
Sicilian journal published a letter from M.
Viceczo di Giovanni, of Palermo, to his
friend Prof. Ugo Antonio A mi go, giving an
account oi two manuscripts now in the pub-
lic library of Palermo, which in the sixteenth
centr ry belonged to Lhe Latin poet Sebas-tian- o

rJagolino, of Alcamo. These manu-
scripts contain commentaries by Schifaldus
on the 'Ars Poetica' and on 'Persius;' but the
second contains also a catalogue of Bagolino's
library, in which, to quote from M. di Gio-
vanni's letter: 'Men of leU.rs will be re-
joiced to the name of the famous 'Hor-
tensius' of Cicero, all traces of which have
beeu lost since tbe beginning of the twelfth
century. It is now certain that the
HcrtenBiu8' was still in existence in 1604,

the date of Bagolino's death, that is, after
the end of the sixteenth century.' After
giving the catalogue of Bagolino's library
the writer concludes in words with which all
scholars will sympathize: 'An agreeable
surprise tcr persons interested in classical
literature! Cicero's famous book sU'l existed
in Sicily at the beginning of the seventeenth
century; how much greater the surprise
could it brought to light again.' Can any-
thing be ascertained as to the fate of Bago-
lino's library ?"

tuberance. The 'tail' can be moved at pleas
ure like the wagging of a dog a tail ana
when he sits down he is not apparently in-

Many theories
have been adduced as to the cau-- e of this
lusus naturcF, but none, perhaps, comes any
where near tbe actual solutioa ot iu vne is
tbat the mother was bearing twins, and that
the living child was too strong, developea too
much vitality for the other, and monopolized
iu mate, and finally the identity of the other
was entirely lost, save this monstrous excres-
cence thus rudely described. What makes
this theory seem more probable is the fact
that the hair spoken of is about the length
that might be expected on a child of tbat
age."

Prince Joa-
chim Marat has received a letter from ona of
his companions-in-arm- s, relating how they
had dined the previous evening with Lord
Chelmsford, and tbat the general appeared
quite surprised at tbe topographical knowl-
edge of the prince and his clear views on the
campaign.

King Humbert, if he have a fault, is too
kind. Look at tbe difference of his treat-
ment of Passannate and the emperor of Rus-
sia's revenge on his attempted assassination.
But who, ako, ia the most beloved of his
subjects, the emperor of Iiaaia or the king
of Italy? Here, when, people see the king's
wan, pale face, his almost timid look, plead-
ing for love, and his hair whitened by anx-
iety, they raise their bats and exclaim: "Poor
fellow! he will not live long. What shall
we do if he is taken away from us? -- Let ps
hope that bis life may be longer than it is
thought it will be."

If Gambetta had been gifted with Ameri-
can newspaper enterprise, his paper, the

Francaise, would have had the
privilege of publishing the first news of the
death of the prince imperial.

unprecedented in the annals ot the Ottoman
enipue.
