Memphis and Imporiation.

New Orleans Times: *Itis lo be hoped,
for their sakes at least, that the quarantinists
and imporlationists will take a reef in their
dogmatic and arrogant attilnde after this
Memphis episode last week. Happily
there bas beew no grent hisrm dope and the
incident may be regarded nas one of almost
noqualified beuefit. It has, at a minimom of
injury, bestowed & maximom of good in the
cause of knowiedge, apd has thrown more
light upon the mystery of yellow-fever than
all tho nasertions and pronunciamentos of all
the office-holding doctors put together, We
fell upon evil times willh Lhie incoming of the
present board of heulth. That wondrous
and pecaliar body uadertook io inaugorate
an entirely new cra m public sanitation.
They scorninily repndiated the exparience
and the conclusions of half a cealury of pro-
founder talent aud more earnest labor thaa
they could possibly lay claim to. They ig-
nored the teachiogs ot fast and Lhe pro
cesses of logie, and they mounted with one
disdaioful bound the pinoucle of superiornity
to all human mic 1 and all dewon-
strated troth, ight have heen qusr-
antines before, but they were shams. ‘There
might bave besn investigation before, but its
froit was wmere rubuish, So-called scientists
might have arrived at deductions 1n the past,
but they were quacks. Nobody koew any-
thing at that moment =ave themselves, and
'l_-;.'h-_n\?}' before them bad been ANy wiser.
The world wss asked lo believe that these
geatiemesn, of whom polhiong sapernatural
had been provl suspectad, wero in pos-
gpssion of the solution of a problem which
had beea puzziing the profeassion 1or generi-
tiovs, and of which, hitherto, the most skiiled
and learned and eminext physicians bad
spoken with modesty and canlion. It was
all cot and dried. They knew haow
yellow-f=ver gut into the country aao
they knew how fo keep it ont. They
talked familiarly confidently of
germs and fomites, ete., which no oue before
them had ever seen or professed to recogoiza
or understand, and they crushed with the
uncorking of their wisdom and their assur-
ance the odions Leretic who dared to question
therwr claims. Never wae there seen so large
and wise and wonderful a body assembled
apon this sinful earlth. They knew it all, If
you appenicd to the testimony of facts in the
past, that testimony was derided and’dis-
missed. If yoa referred to the opinions of
distingrnished personages in the present, those
peraonages weve [runds, charlatans, iwpostors,
Although their installation was followed by
the most destructive snd widespread yellow-
fever apidemio since 1853, they insisted that
the fanlt lay in the lack of authority to en-
forcea thewr theovies, pod not In any
want of knowledge or of gifta. And so
the year 1579 dawged, bringing with 1t more
rampant measuree lhan ever, more dogmatic
propositions, more inlimale acquaintance
withh the occull secrcls of yellows=iever, an
almost total strangulation of commerce and
a demand for absoluicly despolic powers,
They knew—they distinetly and explicilly
knew—that yellow-lever conldn't get 1uto the
country except Ly impor a, uod—and—
and then came six cages of yellow-fever in
AMemphin which counldn’t bs traced to any
oulside causer, which were fnally admitted
