When the first railroad started on its
strange career it decided thousands of wagers,
The unbelievers bad bet the believers that
i'hen the trains run somewhere pushing be
.liod. if denied their ancient privilego of
lulling before, horses would bo found. With'
Oil horses no progress of carriages of any
Jnnd was an axiom so fixed in the land of tbe

son that followed the rut the father paced in,
that they bet fearlessly and with "the full as-

surance ot faith." So, but with more reason
on their side, there were people who were
sure the four per cents were bound to perish
in ignomy. Supposing them to conquer the
numerous and obvious obstructions in their
path, there was one rock oc which they must
split. It was this: Since the panic of 1373

there has been little use for money, conse-

quently its value has temporarily depreciated.
When a revival comes it will command its
old rates of sight, ten and twelve per
cent, a year. Therefore it follows that when
money will readily command ten per cent,
again, all the holders of tbe four per cent,
bonds will be anxious to sell them, in order
that they may take the money that ia bring-
ing in only tour per cent and so invest it as
to bring eight per cent. Many "Vbo in-

tended ultimately to hold some four per
cents, aa "being very useful in the market,
and as bank reserves, held back until the
time should come when capitalists, finding
ample opportunity to invest the funds better,
would freely offer their four per cents at a
discount. Unfortunately for calculators and
calculations, tbe discount time has not come
yet. ' Indeed the difference from
par has been on the other side ot zero. How
came a four per cent, interest to follow an
eight and ten per cent, one? When money
bebw par was lent its worth was below par,
and the money it was paid back in was below
par. A transaction was called a hundred
dollars when all the money that really passed
between the transactors was sixty, seventy,
or eighty dollars in fact, while in name the
amount was called a hundred dollars. Every
day the value ot the dollar changed, and
every day anxiously-peruse- d telegrams told
from every four to six hours how much a
dollar was worth. So this shifting, un-

settled, undefined, d

value of a dollar under all the
"chops and changes" of monetary existence

was so uncertain that those who lent money
required a guarantee against uncertainty, in
tbe amount of interest paid. Then came re-

sumption, and a nominal dollar changed
from sixty, seventy, eighty, ninety and ninety-f-

ive cents to a genuine one hundred cents
on the dollar. Then no guarantee was want-

ed, a dollar was a hundred cent?, and so the
lour per cent have become a solid, substan-
tial and most valuable security at the won-

derfully low figure, as it first appeared, at
which they were put upon tbe market. If
any one is still mystified about the value oi
the four per cents, let him reckon up the
value of a dollar worth from seventy to nice
ty cents every day's incidents and accidents
would determine which amount then csm- -

pute what a dollar is worth that will every

hour command a hundred cents, and he will

begin to understand where the strength of
the four per cent bond lies.

Editors ArrKAL A specious argument
aaainst our ran road bonds is that tbe present
holder paid but oue-tbir- d of their face value
or less lor them, and are entitled to no more
than thev naid. Amonu bumness men this
argument would be branded as a dishoctst
one, in a private transaction the man
who would refuse to pay bis own promissory
note in full merely because the owners
bought it at a discount would be considered
little better than a thief. The State, in re-

gard to its obligations, is bouud by tho same
principles of honor and tood faith that binds
tbe citizen, and tt there be any difference the
Stste should even be more sensitive to its
honor than tbe cit'zen. on account of tha
DODular demoralization that always follows
an act of bad faithjn the sovereign. But we
have the fact that these bonds were originally
sold at their Dar value, the law under which
they were issued expressly forbidding their
sale exceDt for an amount equal to their
nominal worth. And the said road presi
dents to whom they were issued took a solemn
oath to obev the law. The truth is that one
of our State bonds at that time was worth its
nominal value, and thev were bouzbt up as
an investment with an eagerness very flatter
ing indeed to the good taith and solvency ot

this commonweaun. it is saiu, again, luhi
those railroad bonds are the debt ot tbe rail'
raads to which tbey were issued, and not of
the State. This DroDOsition is quite as falla

. t . i j r
cious as the nrst. ana mignc oe aisposeu oi
bv a simple reference to the provisions ot the
acts of legislation under which they were is-

sued. By this legislation the State reserved
to itself a statutory lien npon tbe
railroads and all their property for the
ultimate payment of the bonds and the
prompt payment of the interest to accrue
thereon. In the letter or the spirit ot theso
laws no semblance of a lien appears for any
other purpose whatever than aa a security for
the State. The bonds are payable to bearer,
and it would be impossible now to take any
of these bonds and definitely settle the ques
tion to which of the roads it was originally
issued. The State was then in excellent
iroiiih. and the bonds were negotiated and
sold upon the credit of the State alone. Bat
it is now sough: to eniorce a lien upon iue
roads, npon tbe idea that, in equity, the
bondholder is subrogated to all the liens abd
equities which the State reserved tor its own
indemnity. There might be something in
this, but for one serious difficulty which
arises upon tbe law itseit unaer wmcn me
oonds were issued. The State, by that law,
reserved the right to legislate upon the bond
contract in any manner essential to its pro-
tection and to that of the stockholders.
These bonds were bought with notice of this
reservation, and in pursuance of it the stare
did legislate accordingly, and authorized the
railroad companies to aiscnarge ineir inaem- -

ednees to the State in other bonds of tbe
Slate. This some of the leading roads have
done, and they stand iorever acquitted ot any
debt they ever owed tbe btate on tnis ac
count, while the State still owes the original
bonds, and on these bonds is now, as irom
the beginning, tbe only debtor. In the opinion
of some of the ablest jurists in America, this
is absolutely conclusive ot tbe matter. iui ii
they should be mistaken, and it turns
out that the bondholders succeed in
their litigation to enforce a sup
posed lion npon our railroads, how
stands the question then? Why, cer
tainly if the railroads have to pay the bonds
of the State, then they become the bond
holders, and tbe State is debtor to them in
stead of tho present bondholders, and the
railroads or other bond creditors would come
in under the proposed adjustment and accept
or reject it as they may deem proper. But
it is a well known lact that tor years, and in
every conceivable manner by which a State
can pledge its honor, all the bonds now in
controversy have been repeatedly recognized
and declared to be valid obligations against
tbe State, and the clamor of those who would
havo tbe state now hishonor itself comes tco
late. justice.

The Stricken City.
New York Tribune, Friday: "Memphis

will soon be known as the most unfortunate
of cities. The yellow-fev- er panic had just
died away, and the community was resuming
its customary lite, when there was a tresh
outbreak of the disease. Five new cases were
reported yesterday, all in one houss not far
removed from the house of Judge Ray, and
in one case death was almost immediate.
Thare tooms to have been much less fright
among tbe people than at the former out-
break, but many things indicate a general
conviction that the worst may be coming. It
may be that the stricken city is to be deso-
lated a second time."

If bankrupt Memphis
and the State of Tennessee are not equal to
the task, it ia time that hnmanity or some
other strong power took the matter in hand,
for we cannot afford to have iu the heart of
the country a city that breeds yellow-feve- r.

John
Johnson, Esq., in reporting, last Wednesday,
suspicious cases of fever, cannot be appreci-
ated.

The fever-threaten- region must work out
its own salvation. There is a curious dispo-
sition on the part of the south to rely upon
external aid, upon the Federal government
and private advice and charity in other States
for what is not only their proper work, but
for what they can do better lor themselves;
for what, indeed, nobody else can do for
them. This lack of and ten-
dency to paternalism is common enough in
human societies of a certain grade of devel-
opment; but the curious thing about its crop-
ping out in tbe south is that it is in such
utter contradiction to the theories so persis-
tently held and so loudly advocated by the
politicians of that section. The southern
politician fro'-h- s at the mouth on the stump
or in congress in repudiation of the notion
of any reliance npon or icterlerence by the
Federal government or any of the other
States in the local affairs of his section.
When his section finds itself in an
emergency which demands a vigorous and
efficient exercises ot administrative power to
avert an imminent danger, tbe politician for-
gets his stump theories and and joins with
his panic-stricke- n constituents in a frantic
appeal to the national government to exer-
cise its powers, and to the people of the other
States to open their pockets to cure the evil
which a civilized foresight would have averted
and which sufficient action can do more than
external aid to remove. Tho south scouts
the national government when its rights or
duties in relation to the States as a whole are
in question. When it sees a way to make
anything for its own section out of an appeal
to our reliance upon the national government,
it forgets ail its scoffs and in a
huge raid npon the national treasury and
northern pockets. Ic is not intended to speak
of the contributions made in northern cities
in aid of the yellow-feve- r sufferers last year.
Those were spontaneous offerings most un
grudgingly made and never regretted. It they
are remembered in the north at all, it is only
to reflect that we have paid for the right to
some plain speaking and wholesome advice
towards the south. The only thing in
needy people, was yet productive of much
evil. Tne strongest and most worthless ap-
plicants were often the most successful in
drawing heavy supplies. Tbe weak and sick
sometimes were crowded iback and had no
one to represent them. A considerable class
became demoralized to such an extent that
the appearance of yellow-feve- r signifies noth-
ing to them but an abundance of free ra
tions, and excites in their minds pleasure
rather than regret, iuey are not the honest,
hard-workin- g laborers, but a floating class of
little use under any circumstances or to any
community, iue policy adopted by our au-
thorities and suggested by the Ltdqer sev
eral weeks ago in anticipation of the fever
again is to depopulate the city, and if rations
are to be collected and given out let this be
done in the country, where there is and prob-
ably can be no fever this year. Thus the
crowds will be kept out and many lives will
be saved.
