rights must give way to greater ones, and
that the weliare of the whole people must be
guaranteed so far as is implied in the abate-
ment of nuisances, thoagh at the expense of
uny imdividual convenience or property. On
a largor scale, but under the same rule, the
people of a region like the Mississippi valley
may fairly demand that all their material in-
terests shall not be upset regularly for six
months in a vear, thoogh the alterpative be
the abatement of the city of Memphis.

ing it. Fortupately there is less danger than
usual of sny transmission of the disease owing
to the moderation of the sammer heat. Bat
the safe rale 18 for the officials to coudoct
themselves ag 1l every precantion were needed
to ward off actusl penil. Toers hasbeen un
evident qltm.it.nmg of comsciemces im this
respect, 18 pnow anmounced that a very
strict guarantine will be enforced in fatare,

A NEW ORLEANS MEHCHANT UNBOSOME TO
A NEW YORE INTERYIEWER.

New Youk Herald 25th: Mr. David Tal-
mage, the New Ocleans pariver of the firm
of Dun Tualmage's Soms, of No. 92 Wall
street, arvived 1n this city yesterday morning
after a journey of three and = half days
from New Orleans, by way of Atlanta, and
was interviewed by a Herald reporter in re-

gard to Lthe general feelicg in the south con-
cerning the epidemic and the chance New
OUrleans has of escapiog the disesnse this
HERSOD.

“Did yon come by way of Memphi=?"
the first question asked,

“‘Oh, no! 1 took particalar care not to come
that way,” answered Mr. Talmage. “The
majority of those who come to ?\ w York
prefer to come by way of Molmle and At-
lanta, avoiding the great crowds and daten-
{iops on the other route

“Dao the people 1o New Orleuns auticipate
any trouple from the fever this year?™

*‘No, sir; [ think, in general, they feel
rather encouraged. Although there are some
different opinions on the subject, Lhe
greater nnweber believe that the epidemic ran
1ts course clear through, and died a patural
death |sat year, so that it will not be renewed
now. They only expect the usoal pomber of
apomu Wocuscs,

““If the fever ran its course last year, how
d?l_yl;'[l‘ account for its reappearance n Mem-
phis

**Well, many think that in Memphis the
cold weather came before the disease had had
its rup, and hence it takes two years to com-
plete] its course instead of ome. Last year,
bowever, there was an absence of thun-
der-storms at New Orleans; this season
they have been quite fraquent They purify
the air, and it may be on Lbli account that
the fever bas xept away.'

“‘Has thera besn much excitement at New
Orleans, or have inany persons left the city
lhwuu:h fear of an epidemic?"

“‘Those of the population who are able to
get away leave the town almost every year
about this time. For my own part, 1 usuvally
come away about the first of July. This year
I remained a little later than venal, Old resi-
dents say there is no danger; yet when ope
goes away they say he iz wise. I remember
as | was going away a friend of mine said he
was very glad that I had come to that de-
cision, and that it relieved his mind very
much, Dot there 18 not much anxiety, and
New Orleans 1s regarded as a safe city so far.
There are a few who have fears that the fever
will become acclimated, as it were, and be an
aonual occurrence, Nour, you koow. it is
considered as exotic, Some bhave a vague

““What is the present sanitary condition of
the city ¥

“Our city is probably cleaner than it has
been b its whole history. The gatbage for-
merly usad to be duomped on the open lots
back of the town, and there fester in the sun,
breeding disease. The city slopes dtrectly ap
to the top of tha levse on the river’s bank,
and some of the back efrects are eight feet
below the riyer level. The draisage 13 all on
the surface, back to the swamps and into
Lake Pontchurtrain. A change wgs there-
tore difficalt. sBot the citizens’ suxiliacy
sauitary associatiop, cgtablished last winter
to nzsiet the board of health and the city au-
thorities, isydoing & good work. It has fues
nishied carts™o oilect the garbage in and
woats 20 take it down the river a few miles
below the city, where it is dumped. The cor-
rent ia four miles an hour, sufficiently strong
to carry it out to eea, and thers iz no danger
of filling #p the barbor. They are flushing
the sttects with fresh water, a constant
stream being pumped into the gutters from
large pumping engrines on the nvers bank,
which ar® working night and day. This rons
to the back of the city, where other engines
lift it over the protection levees and it runs
off ioto the sw: AT ps. Caa of tha great
causes of sickoess in NMow Crleans is the dif-
ficulty of drainage. )uu cannot dig down
morse than two or thres feet without coming
to water. To remedy Lhis defect 12 apmble
tor some enlerprising engineer to solve."”

“What steos haye been taken to prevent
the introauchion of the disease?"’

“The beard of health quarantines eyery
veoncl from infected ports,” Whether the per-
sone on hoard are sick ot well, for ten days.
Uf course 1f they have the fever they are
detained uatil there i3 no further danger.
There has been quite a war im our city be-
tween the quarantive and anti-quarantine
parties, D, Chopyin, the president of the
health board, insists vary stronly that yellow-
fever 18 imported, and hence that a very
strict quarantine 1s necessary. Others be-
lieved ihe business ¢! the town would suffer
very much if his ideas were carried out. He
waanted to have a guarantioe of twenty days
from yellow-fever ports. The auxiliary so-
ciety created a public orinion m favor of
keeping premisges clean. There ave no cased
of yellow-rfever nt present in New Orieans,
and nofie have been reported in the State of

isiana.'

The pbysi-
cian in sttendacce pronounced it simply a
case of slight malarial fever, and the only
cause of alarm was the fact thnt the lady had
recently come from Memphis.™

UNION CITY RATTLED,

Union City dispatch to the Nashville Ban-
per, 23d: **The yellow-fever excitement at
this place is at a high piteh, the fever being
at Martin and reported at several other
neighboring towns, Uat nine-tentha of the
reporie are found false when investigated.
Thus place has quaravtined against Memphis,
Martin and all other infected districts,
Trains are compalled to pass through with
locked doors on the Mobile and Olio rail-
road, and the trains on the Nashville, Chat-
li‘ih(ﬂ"ﬂ. and St. Louis road have to do like-
wige. This is for the safety ot this city.
Our quarantine is very strick. Union City
wae fortuuate enough to escape the fever last
year, and by full gnarantine foree and other-
wike we lmpt' to escape this year., As yet
but faw of oar citizona have left.”’
NABHVILLE RUMOKED UP TO FEVER HEAT.

Nushville Banner: *'There 12 a frighful dis-
position un the purt of the pesple to believe
apd exapgerate every rumor that Hoats the
breeze. People should be careful not to re-
peat anything that 18 so easily traced up, as
the effects on nervous women are some times
disastrous, A ramor gained currency that a
case of yellow-fever was on High street. It
producad a profound impréssion on that
pleasant street. On mvesligation, however,
it proved to be s case of cholera morbus, that
would have exciled no attention in any other
than a Memphis man. These panicky ro-
mors wil! circulate more or less; but they are
wrong, and ehould be deprecated by every
one.

We also learn
that Gray eitber has been or will be charged
with mmnilting a rape upon the person of
Mrs. Pitman’s littl? dadghter, and also on
Mrs. Smith's little girl. Both the children
live at Millbrook. 1s hanging too good for
Gray? Gray's preliminary examination before
Sqmire Nimmo bas been gomg on since niné
o'clock Tuesday mornin A vast crowd has
been constantly n atten ance. It ended to-
day. The codrt remanded Gray to
jail to await his trial at the Oectober
term of our ciremt court on the
charge of rape. Absut two o’clock on Thurs-
day morning, & mob numbernng about forty
men, went to the jail for the purpose jof get-
ting (xra) into their custody. The shenff,
sometime the evening before, heard of the
mntended attack on the jail, so be remained
oo guard all night. Daring the night the
mob sent him a note demanding that the
prisoer be turned oyerto them. He refusad
to comply with their request, and he, together
with s depaty, Colonel Cobbs, and the
Jailer, Mr. Lancaster, calmly awaited an _at-
tack. ‘I'ne mob, although unawed by Par-
ham’s reply, wisely concluded that his life
would be too great a price lo pay for the body
of Gray, the rapist. 7T1he mob quictly dis-
persed. Oar citizens were surpnsed to see
Gray, at eleven o’clock this morming, piaceu
on the western-bound freight trmin, Itis
Parbam’s inlention to take him to Ciarendon
and from thence to the Phillips county jail.
Parbam acted wisely 1o this matter, since
public sentiment is terribly aronsed agsainst
the fisnd, and kis life was in danger. The
follofwing correspondence sufficiently explains
iself:

We do this
as frieods of yours, in order that we do mnot
get hurt, or hurt you, our friend. We num-
ber about forty, and are determined to have
him at all bazard. We would be gricved to
swap bload with yon, but if compelied b will
do it. WE, THHE MOB

Sirs—In reply to sour note, duly admits
of but one reply. have sworn to support
the law.
