THE WATER VALLEY CASE.

A Water Vailey Courier extra gives the
particulars ¢f the case of Mr. George Cogan,
who died of yellow fever at that place on the
eleventh instant, He was a young man
wbout twenty-three years of age, was a
boiler maker, aud & good, steady, reliable
man. He went up to Jackson, in this State,
on the thirtielh, and thera indulged in a
spree, daving which he filled his stomach
with liguors of many kinds, ice-water and
lemonads. He returoed bome on Saturday,
and was taken sick on Sunday. He b:a-ded
with Mr. James Cash, a boiler maker also,
formerly from Whistler, Alabama, The resi-
dence of Mr. Cash is on Mair strect, near the
Catholic chorch. Ooe case of yellow- fever oc-
cared in it late last tall. The family of Mr.
Cash, it is #aid, had the fever last semmer at
Whistler, Alabama, as did Mr. Cogan about
the same time. This last attack of Cogan
wiak not considered serious until Tharsday
evening, and there was nothiog remarkable
about the cass except that he was olwerved to
drink vast quantities of cold water. Oa Fri-
day mormng, the elevonth, be was thought
to be dangerously ill, and about tem o’clock
be died. This is the only case of yellow-fever
that has occurrad in Water Valley, which all
the physicians declars to be uwnusoally
bealthy,

QUABANTINE TROUBLES.
From an Appeal Correspondent. ]

Couviervinig, Jaly 29.—The board of
aldermen met to-dayv to consider tha proposi-
tiovs of Captain Graut, superintendent of
the Memphis and Charleston railroad, re-
questing the privilege of stoppiog an engine
hare to deliver the mails and ice.

Benutifnl Gronnds, Good Water, Medl-
ecal Attention nnd Habstantial
Fooed for All who Want to
Leave the Clry.

Oae of the greatest diffinalties that Dr.
Porter, as bhead of the District government,
has bad to encoucter was lo secure the
zroand for the esablisbment of a eawmp for
relugees. Suvitables siles could bave been
)btamned in only n few localities, nnd the
acople in most of these wore defermined that

should not La established s ther
acighbarhioed. A%er all, this opposition has
resulted in go u«‘ for the place at lust s¢lacted
is uy deairsble as wny wiihin ten miles of the
cily. *“The camps'™ bave been established
on Lhe \‘ll\ hiell tract, about six mi iles south
of Memphis oo the Mississippi and Teznessce
railvoad,
* Yesterday afternoon, about five o'clck, a
party of about tweraty gentlemen, consistiog
of Dr. Porter and several members of the
citizens' comumittee, the officers of the How-
ard association. and reportérs of the mern-
ing pupers, went down to exam ne the camp
and learn eomething about the sanitary and
oibor regulatic ng for its government.

Mr. Mike Carrigan, yardmaster, and Mr.
Albe tJ»-h.e encineer, took ont the engine
uod one car contuinine Lhe party. These
Lwo attaches of the M |~w-~.|pp1 and Tenpes
see rond have made themselves very popular
with all wno know of their fdelity to their
duties during the epidemics which have pre-

vailed hera., Mr. Carvigan remained with
tlw road duriog the fever in 1567, 1873 and
1378, and bas never bad the fever, Mr.
Jehle went Lhrough the spidemic of 1873,
and ran the engioe from Memphis to Camp
Joe “ illiams dariog the grenter part of last
year’s giege, and slept many nights on his
wender.  He, too, bas escaped the dread dis-
ease., These gontlemen received medals
from the Howards last year.

On arriving at the camp groocds we were
met by Dr. Rogers and Colonel Cumeron,
who conducied us through the camps aud
explained the sitoation thoroughly. M opsrs.
P. M. Robbins and O, M. Tafts are in charge
of the businces Jdepartment, as clerks, no
commissary h.nrimz Leen appointad. Mr,
l'odd, who bas charge of the transporlatic 'u
and mechanical departments, was busy get
ting everytning in place. Mr. '].uit-‘; informe d
ue thet three hundred and twenty-five tents
had been put up; lhe most of the people had
brought therr own cooking wutensils with
tbtem; but those who were not so fortunate
bad been given coffee pots, skillets and fin-
capa with which to cook at camp fires. Comp
Murkes, which is to be occupied by white
relogees, consisls of two lopg rows of tents,
divided by a wide avenue, which is to be
called Maorks svenve. These tepts rum east
from Lbe railroad, with the officers' tents at
the west end of the avenne,

Cump Douglass, the home of the eolored
peopie, is on mgh groned about two hundrad
yards north of the white people’s quarters,
and & mimilarly arranged.

De. W, E. Rogers ' surgeon in charge of
the place, and is to be asasted by Dr. Aber-
crombie, who will remain at Lhe camp. Dr.
Rogers informed us that the norih line of
tents at Comp Marks were for tamihes, and
the south for single men. Iu the rear of
these terts wreat sinks bave been dug, some
for privy purposes, and others to recoive the
water and trash from the cooking guarters.
I'be earth dug out of these holes is left near
them, acd i3 to be Lhrowe ik sinka daily,
This will be a practical test of the earth-closet
theory. The ixu.ai::!ul. which Ds. Hogera as-
sures us will be musde comfortuble, wil! be
located mear the northwest corner of the
camp-gronodes, It 15 to be asmell frame
buiiding, the contract f.-r which has been
made, and work on it will begm to-morrow
morning. A furnsce is to h located at the
hospital, and everyvihing calculated f-flii',u'-‘.;il
e dizegss wil there be burned. Thi= hos-
pital will bz a vast improvement on Lhe old
buildiog used for that purpess at Camp Joe
Willinms lust year.

Police daty nt the camps wiil be performed
by members ot the colored companies now
on the blaff. The squad will be nhanmd
uamy. only those who are on duly being al-
lewed at the camps.

The water supply is cblained from three
springs 1 the neighborbiood, one on the east
and two co the west side of the railroad.

The commissary bunilding is to be Jocated
at the southwest corner of the cawp, pear
the railroad track. The workmen were en-
gaged geatting out the large tunbers, while
the sawed lumber was lying near. The bnild-
g will be ready by the time the rations of-
tered by the government arrive.

Colone! Cameron does not intend to aliow
the refagees to visit the city whenever they
please, If seems that most of these who
were sick at camp Jast year contracted the
fever in th» cily.
